in Plymouth .Plymouth Township 
and Canton Township straggled in 
small numbers to the polls Tuesday 
to decide the fate of the controver­
sial tax Proposition A.

And in light voting the two town­
ships and city went the way of most 
of the state in sending the tax cut

and tax shift plan down to defeat-
in the city of Plymouth 2,658 

votes were cast with the proposal 
going down to defeat 1,844 to 814. 
Thrity-six and a half percent of the 
registered voters showed up at the 
polls.

Plymouth Township had a 47 
percent voter turnout with 4,208

voting against the proposal and 
1,806 voting in favor of the propo­
sition.

Canton Township voters showed 
up at the polls at a 37 percent clip 
with 6,025 voting against the pro­
posal and 2,910 voting in favor.

The city and township figures are 
all unofficial.

The vote in the two townships 
and the city followed the state-wide 
trend, with the voter turnout run­
ning ahead of the 20 to 25 percent 
turnout throughout the state. Early 
state-wide returns Tuesday night in­
dicated that the issue took a re­
sounding beating.

"That will make it 14 years of trying to 
represent the people in the 52nd District, 
in a responsible wayj”  Smith said.

Smith said he reached his decision a 
couple of months ago but delayed an­
nouncing it until after the May 19 vote on 
State Proposal A.

When asked what his plans were for the 
future, Smith said, "I am going to stay 
involved in trying to influence good 
government, particularly at the local 
level.”

Smith isn’t the only familiar name 
which will be missing from on the 1982 
legislative corner of the ballot in western 
Wayne County. Rep. Tom Brown of the 
37th District has also announced he will 
not seek another term. He is hanging it 
up to run for mayor of Westland.

With Brown not running a line is 
forming for the Democratic nomination 
in the 37th District. Trav Griffin, 
Westland councilman and teachers union 
executive and Vince Pettipren, long 
active in Democratic politics have already 
announced and Doug Ritter, Canton 
Library Board member, is reported 
considering making the legislative run.

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Plaque to honor Kellogg Paris
Kellogg Park has been a popular site in 

Plymouth for many years, and is being 
recognized as such by the Plymouth 
branch ,of the American Association of 
University Women (AAUW).

Plymouth Mayor Mary Childs will be 
presented with a plaque by the Landmark 
Committee of the AAUW at 4 p.m. today, 
designating Kellogg Park as an important 
local landmark.

In a statewide survey, Kellogg Park was 
voted as one of Michigan’s "81 most 
favorite places to visit." It has 
traditionally been the site of many 
community activities, including the 
annua) Fall Festival.

Formerly known as the Village Green, 
the park has been a popular gathering 
site for Plymouthites and visitors to the 
community for more than 150 years.

While it was only a clearing in the 
forest, the Pottawattomi Indians first 
used the land where the park is now to 
tether their horses.

William Starkweather purchased 240 
acres of land from the U.S. government in 
1825 at SI.25 an acre, which encompassed 
the area known as Kellogg Park, 
downtown Plymouth, and the surroun­
ding residential areas. He built a log 
cabin where the Mayflower Hotel now 
stands.

In 1835, John Kellogg purchased the 
Starkweather homestead, replacing the 
Starkweather cabin with a brick home for 
his daughter. The Plymouth Hotel went 
up on the corner of Main Street and Ann 
Arbor Trail. j

In those days, Plymouth was the 
stopover point for travellers between 
Detroit and Ann Arbor. The Village 
Green was a relaxing stroll for weary 
travellers. j

The Village Green was fast becoming a 
popular gathering spot. Plymouth 
residents used the park to graze their 
cat|le, and for picnics. In 1)B40 the 
Village Green was fenced in, and in 1858

trees were plante(|L The Village Green 
was becoming mor? of a park and less of a 
pasture -  band conjcerts and circuses were 
featured there. j

It is uncertain whether Kellogg 
donated the land1 to Plymouth around 
1*867, or if it became public property by 
common consent.

Schools’ athletic costs may be shifted next year
BY DAN BODENE

John Sandmann, director of athletics 
for the Plymouth-Canton school district, 
predicts the same number of high school 
sports will be available next year despite 
massive budget cuts.

Much of the cost, however, wrH have to 
be borne by parents.

Sandmann presented his proposed 
program for middle and' high school 
sports at a board of education workshop 
Monday night, noting that a proposed 
funding cutback of $171,000 was worse 
than he originally anticipated.

Middle school sports, he said for 
example, will be structured with a total 
budget of approximately $11,000.

Sandmann told the board "I believe 
that an intramural-extramural program in 
the middle schools is maybe the way to 
go.”  Such a program would be set up, he

said, "So that all can participate ‘ in a 
competitive way.”

Intramurals, he explained, would be 
within each building, while extramurals 
would schedule competition between, 
schools. Some transportation would be 
provided.

Either four or five sports could be 
funded for middle schools, Sandmann 
said. A committee now in existence 
composed of a liasion from each school is 
currently deciding which sports will be 
offered/he added.

Sandmann also said there would not be 
funds for a coach in every homeroom -  
one per sport per middle school would be 
available, however. Although there would 
be no affiliation with the Michigan High 
School Athletic Association, most of the 
group’s rules coy Id be adopted for middle 
school sports, he said.

C ity, Twp. come to terms on
library management duties

Members of the Plymouth City 
Commission were expected Tuesday night 
to adopt an ordinance establishing the 
Plymouth Public Library.

The ordinance amends the city code 
with the addition of a new chapter en­
titled "Establishment and Organization 
of the Plymouth Public Library.”

It also establishes a five-member board 
of directors, or administrative board, as 
City Manager Henry Graper Jr. calls it, 
which will handle the money aspects of 
the new institution.

A contract with Plymouth Township 
has also been worked out, said Graper, 
and is currently being reviewed by city 
attorneys and will be presented to the 
commission at its next meeting.

The contract calls for the city to 
operate the library for the first six months 
with funding already budgeted for it.
Between now and January I, 19&2, Graper 
said, the library commission made up of 
city and township residents will look at 
possible cost reductions to streamline the 
librarv operation.

Graper added that the size of the 
library staff will remain the same but a 
wage reduction from Wayne County 
standards to city standards will be im­
plemented.’ Some of the present staff may 
be replaced by co-op personnel or 
volunteer workers.

"The library will continue to be run by 
the library commission. The ad­
ministrative board will handle the money. 
It will be made up of three or four city 
staff members and a couple of citizens,” 
said Grapei;.

passing of the ordinance allows 
Mary Childs to appoint the ad­

ministrative board to control the funds. 
Those funds will be split equally between 
the city and township and will be close to 
890,000, said Graper.

"Already the staff has trimmed the 
budget by almost 840,000, considerably 
less than the county’s budget,” Graper 
said.

The city-township agreement was 
worked out over several meetings between 
Graper and Township Supervisor 
Maurice Breen.

"The main thing we want to emphasize 
is that we are starting with the present 
system but we’U be looking at hours and 
services variations to make the library 
even more cost effective,” Graper said. 
"Mr. Breen asked for those things to be 
studied closely.”

Other elements of the ordinance in­
clude the establishment of a library fund 
to be kept separate from city monies. An 
annual report will also be prepared.

The ordinance will be operative July 1.

Canton sign ordinance questioned
Canton’s sign ordinance eame under 

fire last Tuesday night when Arthur W. 
Stiles, vice-president of Knight’s Inn, 
made a video-tape presentation iof the 
lack of proper signage for the Atlanta- 
based motel chain’s Knight’s Inn located 
at the Ford.Road interchange of 1-275.

Stiles maintained that the Canton 
Knight’s Inn was in financial trouble 
bcause motorists were not aware that the 
motel was there until thev were beyond 
the exit ramps.

He proposed that the township’s sign 
ordinance be changed to offer a means of 
providing variances to the code to handle 
specifie cases.

Stiles said that the Knight Inn needed 
a free standing sign 50 feel high con­
taining 156 square feel of message area in 
order to be seen from the freeway.

Canton’s sign ordinance limits the sign 
message area to 116 square feet and 
would not allow a sign to be placed that 
high.

The Knight Inn sign problem was 
echoed by Bob Card, owner of the Mc­
Donald’s franchase at Michigan Avenue 
and 1-275 freewav.

"When we built here,” Card said, "We 
were depending on motorists who we 
believed would come off the expressway. 
That business has not materialized 
therefore, we are in trouble.”

"Something has to be jdone,” he 
warned, "if we are not going to go out of 
business.”

After the lengthy discussion the 
township board asked Trustee Loreri 
Bennett, who also serves on the township 
zoning committee, to take the sign matter 
to the committee for its consideration.

City may expand inspection duties
Plymouth City Commissioners were 

expected to pass a resolution Tuesday 
night contracting with Northville to do 
fire inspections in that city.

Under the contract Northville would 
reimburse Plymouth at a daily rate of 
$230 or $30.66 per hour for the. use of 
Plymriuth’s Fire Inspector Tom 
Lenaghan.

Education is at crossroads

A parlor game in vogue these days is called ''Cut the Budget.” Sometimes it goes 
u fider the name of "Get Government off Our Backs.”

Just like the old American faithfuls of Mother, Apple Pie and the Flag, it is now very 
popular to espouse cutting back government at all levels. It’s particularly popular here 
in Michigan.

The trouble is that those playing the game want to cut in somebody else’s kingdom.
Canton Township Board members found that out last Wednesday night when they 

considered recommendations on reorganizing Canton Township government. Playing 
before a large crowd composed mostly of Canton Township employes, the recom­
mendations presented by a board committee composed of Supervisor Jim Poole, 
Treasurer Maria Falkiewicz and Clerk John Flodin dealt with the department of public 
works, the ordinance department and the building department. The problems involved 
in cutting back on government in the interest of savings and efficiency was certainly 
evident.

The general idea of consolidating departments arid duties, cutting back on expenses 
and making government more efficient, according to the general tone of the discussion 
W ednesday night, was accepted as a good one, hut when it came to the specifics, those 
directly involved wanted the cuts to be made in some other area of township govern­
ment.

As proposed bv the committee the ordinance department duties would be taken over 
bv the building department which is snoozing through the curreijt construction slump. 
That idea was okay with the building department hut it wasn’t saleable to the ordinance 
department.

That’s whv government at all levels continues to grow.
There are always the demands for providing more services', expanding existing 

services, spending more money to provide moke employes and seeking more ways to get 
more money from the taxpayers to finance government growth. Once a new service or a 
batch of new employes are added, it suddenly becomes impossible to cut back.

So, it is going to he interesting to follow the Canton reorganization debate as the 
tovrnship board moves through department after department. The board goal is laudable 
an ! long overdue but it will be a tough chore to accomplish.

Maybe Canton township can show the way to other governmental units-but don’t 
count on it. t

School cuts to hurt kids
EDITOR:

I (i these times we all have to watch our 
pennies. The Board of Education is doing 
its | >art by laying off teachers, custodians, 
seci etaries and educational aides.

Spine of these layoffs we question. Will 
it really savje us money? Many of our 
pro jrams will be seriously hurt pr ruined.

X fho suffers? It’s the kids arid they are 
sup josed to be the most important.

In laying off secretaries and aides there 
will be a lot of bookwork, and com­
munication that will not be done. Should 
one person hrive to do the work of two and 
only get paid [for the work of one ?

Those people still on the job will be 
asked to do double the work and be 
unatde to handle it consistently and 
shoi ild not bb asked to do the work of two 
peo !>le. v

In laying off aides there will be more 
desi ruction, riiore equipment lost and not 
accounted for. Some of these things are 
library book's, AV equipment. Teachers 
will niot and cannot be expected to take 
care of these things. If they do take care 
of ihese things properly it leaves very 
little time in the classroom to teach.

Sc, eventually we will have to buy more 
books, more AV equipment, fix and

replace lockers, etc. All of this will cost 
much more in the long run than it would 
to keep the people doing these jobs now.

Now, after ail is said and done, the 
board cannot tell some of its employees 
whether they have a job until after May 
19 and June 8. Will they even tell them at 
that time or will they wait until a day or so 
before school starts to tell them ?

Yet the Board can and did ratify a 7.5 
percent increase for the Plymouth-Canton 
administrators plus improved mileage by 
S20 a month and approved compensation 
for the superintendent and the three 
assistant superintendents by 7.5 percent 
for the 1981-1982 school year.

We are not saying they do not deserve 
it. What we are saying is the Board says 
we are in a budget crunch yet it finds 
money to give our highest-paid employees 
a raise.

We could save a lot of money by not 
giving them a raise and could save even 
more if an assistant position were cut 
instead. We have too many chiefs and 
forget that the indians are important, too, 
and get paid a lot less. Their (indians) 
positions are just as important, sometimes 
more.

CONCERNED SCHOOL EMPLOYEES, 
AND TAXPAYERS

EDITOR:
The future of public education may be 

n doubt. As one school board member 
indicated at the Plymouth-Canton School 
Board meeting last Monday night (May 
11), there are several proposed bills in the 
U.S. Congress that would allow federal 
income tax deductions for tuition paid to 
private elementary, middle and high 
schools. If these deductions are allowed, 
public education will suffer a decline in 
participation and ultimately, in funding.

Cat a public or private school systems 
best perform the educational function ? 
To jinswer the question, one should 
deterjnine who is controlling e,ach system 
because whoever is controlling the system 
w ill significantly influence how it will 
perform in the future.

In thelpublic system one thing is clear- 
parerjts are not in control today. You can 
talk tj> parent after parent and the storv 
ids tlie same. It is next to impossible to 
get results on any issue you care to 
mentijori. 'The answer is always a series of 
reasons whv something can’t or won t liej ^
done. Parents are Irustrateri!

It (appear  ̂ that political force* are 
taking over j the public school system. 
These] forces include .taxpayers (and 
rightly so because they pay the bills), 
employee unions (and rightly so because 
it is jtheir workplace), top -district ad­
ministrators (because they are in charge). 
School Board (elected public- 
representatives), and units of government 
(both (state and county, that are involved 
in funding). All of these forces arc so 
strong that parents (whose children arc* 
the reason for the system) are nearly 
overwhelmed. Will this political arena 
improve in the future? It may get worse 
as funding becomes more difficult, unions

gain added strength from contract 
negotiations and School Boards become 
more involved with administrators and 
removed from parents.

Do public schools offer an alternative1? 
They may. Parents will have more direct 
control in a private school system because 
they have the option of withdrawing their 
children, in this way, they have more 
power. And many of the political forces 
from the public school system are ex­
cluded: taxpayers, employe^ unions,
school boards, and governmental funding 
units. But there is one major question.

Does our society in 1981 owe each child 
the right to an equal education based on 
the child’s need^? The federal courts have 
indicated that society hae an educational 
obligation, and many citizens also 
support this belief. One point is very 
clear: the private school system helps 
those who can afford the price, and it 
hurts those who cannot pay.

Which system is best9 What is your 
conclusion ? In mv opinion, the School 
Board, the administrators, the employee 
unions, and the parents must cooperate 
more in the future to provide a quahtv 
education tor each child m the public 
system. If any single political force upsets 
tlie delicate balance and gams loo much 
[political power, the result may lw£ an 
active private cdueatiuonal system. Then- 
are signs that this is already happening 
(the proposed hills in the U.S. congress). 
Do we reaHv want a private sy stem ? -

Think it over! Make your choice! Arid 
then put it into action here in this district. 
If you support public education, 
regardless of your political motivation, 
vou should show it bv responsive actions 
before it is too late.

Dispatcher 
Ann Brown says there usually aren’t that 
many in six months.

While 
I was standing there, Brown’ took three 
more traffic accident inquiries.

The worst part was that the whole thing 
doesn’t seem to be letting up -  more and 
more calls are coming in every day. To 
top it off, the Plymouth-Canton Com­
munity can no longer look to the kind of 
assistance the Wayne County Sheriff road 
patrols used to be able to give.

kvery spring I start with great determination, hoping that this is the 
year my garden will be beautiful. I turn the soil and fertilize, and read the 
instructions so I know when and where to plant the seeds. I plant 
vegetables as well as flowers, and always try to remember to give them a 
drink of water every so often.

I was proud that anything I had planted had 
grown so well, until one of my neighbors tactfully informed me that it was 
a weed and not something I planted. Oh well, if weeds are that pretty I 
guess they have a right to grow. Besides I welcome almost anything that 
grows in my garden, especially if it adds a little color.

America. "We were wearing hats that 
said U.S. qn them and t lis guy walks up 
to us asking to buy ihem in perfect 
English for five dollars,” said Brass. 
"When the people knew 'we from the U.S.

The team stayed in Tampere, home of 
the country s national junior champions, 
the Bobcats, and staved with various 
families of jlhe Tampere team members.

While in Finland the! squad had four 
games. In their first game with Helsinki 
the team won 4-3. They then suffered a 6- 
2 loss to Tampere anVl had a 2-2 tie with 
the squad.| In their other game, the Stars 
played a team from Lahti and tied 4-4. 
Brass captained the U.S|. team and had 
two assists. '

On the ice it was a contrast of skating 
stales. Tht Finnish teains, said Brass, 
played an all out skating game with little 
checking, while the Michigan team played 
a rougher, checking style.'

"They played very well as a team. 
They’ve been playing since early age,” 
said Brassi

Brass a!nd his fellow teammates got 
around qn foot or by bus through 
Tampere and to other Finnish cities. 
"The people tjvere always very nice. They

• always spoke English for us and showed 
us how td get around and feel at home.”

Brass said most of the buildings in 
Tampere were made of stone and that 
statues abounded in all the streets. "At 11 
o’clock at night the city shuts down,” said 
Brass.

Brass was thrilled with the wide open 
country of Finland, the fresh air, the 
woods, the rolling farms and the coun­
tryside, but he wasn’t as excited about 
the daily snow that fell.

"We had to get used to walking. There 
wais one car to afamily and most families 
had more than two kids. Most people 
lived in towrihouses or apartments but I 
stayed in a home,”  Brass said.

"They really liked our U.S. stuff like 
those hats. We did a lot of trading of 
extra equipment and jerseys,” he con­
tinued.

Tampere was full of small shops,,much 
like Plymouth, Brass said. "There were 
all kinds of shops for all kinds of things. 
They had a few bigger stores like a K- 
Mart,”  he said. "On our last day we spent 
all day shopping for things to bring home. 
Since crystal items are a thing of pride for 
the rountrv I bought a lot of crystal. I also 
bought a bunch of Finnish flags.”

Brass spent the better part ot the rlav 
Irving to find those Hag*-. They really 
didn't have anywhere to buy their 
countries flag. Finally we found one shop 
that had a bunch in a corner. About the 
only place we saw a flag was at the eaptial 
in Helsinki.”

Every home in Finland has a sauna and 
Brass and his teammates took advantage 
of them daily. "That’s yvhat most Finnish 
people do. Their saunas were so much 
hotter than the ones here,” said Brass. 
"Everybody trusts everybody. We went 
over to a friends house once with some 
Finnish friends but he wasn’t home so we 
got the key to the home from under the 
mat and went in and used the sauna until 
he returned.

"They don’t think anything of 
something like that,” Brass continued.

Brass has spent 11 years in the sport of 
hockey and this past hockey season he 
played for the Plymouth Juniors. After he 
graduates this summer, Brass said he 
would like to attend Northern Michigan 
Universitv.

Small business confab 
is just the beginning

Paul Van Hull of Plymouth Township 
has a message for area merchants -  
"Nobody else can help small business; we 
have to help ourselves.”

Van Hull, owner of March Tire in 
Plymouth, recently attended the 
Michigan Conference on Small Business, 
hosted by Governor Wiljiam Milliken. As 
Detroit delegate, Van Hull sat on the 
taxation and capital availability com­
mittee.

The conference grew out of a 
recommendation by former President 
Jimmy Carter for a nation-wide small 
business conference. Since many con­
cerns are more state-oriented, says Van 
Hull, the governor hosted the state 
gathering.

Initially-, 400 delegates were chosen 
from around the state to gather in-

getting down 
to

►usiness
formation.

! Beginning last Summer, says Van Hull, 
a series of area and regional forums were 
held to collect small business concerns. 
These items were consolidated from the

original 1,400 to 60 concerns, and 
eventually narrowed down to a core group 
of the top 15 recommendations at the 
governor’s conference.

" I t’s amazing how it worked,” says 
Van Hull, "that you could get agreement 
from that many people.”

Plans called for the dissolution of the 
statewide delegation 60 days after the 
conference, after the final position paper 
was presented to the governor and 
legislature. Not so, says Van Hull.

"We passed a resolution keeping the 
delegation intact,”  explains Van Hull. 
"Management will be transferred from 
the Executive Committee, chosen by the 
governor, to 24 elected directors.”

The organization will probably be 
called the Michigan Alliance for Small 
Business, he said, and will be a non-profit 
group "managed and run by small 
business people for the benefit of small 
business people.”

One aim of the new group, says Van 
Hull, is to work with and through existing 
professional and local business 
organizations.

"We want to carry on," he says. But 
the new alliance needs volunteers, he 
adds. "We have no financial motives -  
our financial motives are solving ihose 15 
objectives presented to the governor.”
