At every level of government there is usually, at one time or another, an
outbreak of a governmental disease called ““Secrecy Syndrome.™

First noticeable symptom is a proliferation of executive sessions. A

another to the press and to the public.

The disease cropped up last week with Canton Townshlp Trustee Steve.

Larson expressing concern that word leaked out that Canton’s police
cadet program was in trouble with CETA officialdom because of a couple
of regulation violations. Larson questioned whether there was a board
policy and policy enforcement provisions prohibiting townslnp officials
and employees from discussing subjects discussed in closed sessions.

There are a lot of good reasons-good plausible reasonS&-why we are in the mids! ot a
quagmire of problems in world, nation, state, county and community. Many of the
reasons aren’t going to be changed by us little guys up and down the street. -

But as we face inflation, unemployment, high energy costs, cutbacks in governmental
services and a host of other problems there is one way we can help.

and elected local officials not doing a good job.

One Plymouth homeowner was quite emphatic when he said, ““The trouble with this
town is that the same old crowd at city hall is trying to run everything.”

He got a litde hostile when I countered by asking him how many city commission
meetings he had attended and how many times he had sought out a commissioner or
other city official to ask a question, offer advice or register a grievance. His answer was,
that it would be a waste of time.

. That’s when I came to the conclusion that most people don’t recogmze the difference
between badmouthing and criticism.

The trouble is that. too many people bellyache instead of offering constructive
criticism.

_After covering city commission meetings, township meetings, county board of
commissioner meetings, school board meetings and other local government activities for
36 years in several parts of the state, I would have to rate Plymouth-Canton School
Board meetings, Plymouth Commission meetings, Canton Township meetings and

" Plymouth Tounshlp meetings at the head of the list for giving constituents a chance to

express their opinions. .
Yet in spite of willingness to listen, there are 100 few who take advantage of the op-

ortunit

P Townzhlp, city and school officials in 1 this area impress me wnth the obhvious--that they
are genuinely interested in making better communities. They would have to be
dedicated to that purpose because they don’t take these tough jobs for the big money.

Sure, thev make mistakes--but they are apt to make a lot more of them when they
operate in a vacuum meetmg after meeting with the chairs for the constituents gathering
dust. :
Being a good citizen takes more than occasionally voting and paying your taxes.

There 'is room for improvement in every phase of the community, but that im-
provement will not be the product of negative ‘complaining. It will come from con-
structive criticism and from exchanging ideas.

- Discus event at Meet of Champions
postponed because of tornados

Bob Pittaway will have to wait a few
days in his quest to capture a discus title
in the Midwest Meet of Champions.

The Salem semior was originally
scheduled to compete in the meet on
Saturday in Fort Wayne Indiana, but his
event was postponed because of rain and
the threat of tornados. Several events
were completed that day.

All of the discus throwers will complete
the meet in their own states. As of press
time, a new location, date and time for the
event has not been named.

“If you watch people throw the discus

"l tried to throw twice but I kept
slipping in the discus circle,”” said Pit-
taway, who spotted two tornados himself.

- Pittaway earned the right to compete’in
the meel with his winning throw of 173
feet nine inches in the state Class A finals
two weeks ago. He feels optimistic about

his chances to win greater glory.

““A lot of people who were throwing the
discus in Indiana were really choking,”
he said. “’I feel that I have a good chance
to beat anyone of them.”’

The farthest throw that afternoon,
according -to Pittaway, came from
Michigan’s Joe Risk, who unloaded a toss
of 169 feet. Pittaway previously beat Rick
at the Michigan state finals.

Pittaway also noted that one thrower
from Ohio that has the polemlal to throw
over 200 feet did not show.

Pittaway, who is striving for a
scholarship, stated that the outcome of
the meet will be a decisive factor as to
which college he’ll attend in the fall.
