
Plymouth-Canton final 
school budget okayed
A 1981-82 budget for the Plymouth- 

Canton.Community Schools was approved 
by board members Monday night at a 
special 'meeting, in time for the July 1 
deadline.

According to the final budget overview 
submitted by Raymond Hoedel, assistant 
superintendent for business, expenditures 
are expected to exceed revenues by $2.9. 
million. Revenues are increasing 4.6 per 
cent, while expenditures are increasing
7.8 per cent.

Local revenues are anticipated to rise 
14.5 per cent, although state revenues are 
expected to decline 39.4 per cent. County 
revenues will he completely eliminated, 
according to Hoedel. Although fined, 
figures are not available, he said, project 
revenues are also expected to decrease, by 
approximately 3:1 percent.

Expenditures are rising due to in­
creased wage and benefit costs, interest

rates, rental and operation of Lowell 
Middle School, grade realignment costs, 
unemployment costs, roof repair and 
replacement and increased utility rates.

Since the budget review process began, 
Hoedel said, a total of $2,064,500 was cut 
from the original projection.

In addition, to balanre the - budget 
$1,369,500 of the anticipated fund 
balance ejarried over from the 1980-81 
budget wi(l also be used to fund schools.

Administrators will also furnish 
monthly budget status reports to the 
superintendent and board.

The good news, Hoedel added, is that 
due to t|ie closeout of the 1967 Debt 
Retirement Fund (one of four the district 
must pay j>ff) in May, 1982, and the effect 
of the Ijeadlee tax rollback, district 
taxpayersj will see a one-third mill total 
rollback cjuring ti e 1981-82 school year.

Board members voted unanimously to 
approve the new budget.

Canton studies 
to recover trash cash

Indications are that Thursday will be 
the dav of decision as to what course 
Canton Township will take to attempt to 
rerover as much as $100,000 in over­
charges for rubbish collection over the 
past two or three years. ^

Township attorneys are studying the 
issue and, according to Supervisor Jim 
Poole, expect to come up with recom­
mendations by Thursday.

The problem surfaced in December 
when the figure used to determine the 
trash hauler reimbursement was found to 
he in error. Instead of being paid for 
12,500 units, the trash hauling firm 
should have been paid for 1,376 fewer 
stops.

The problem goes all the way back to 
1975 when Municipal Disposal Company

had the trash hauling contract. The 
companv was furnished with the total 
number of housing units in Canton and 
that basj1 figure was updated on a. 
monthly report of newly occupied units.

That’s | where the problem developed, 
according to Canton Financial Director 
Mike Gorman. Due to the housing boom 
in Canton and a flood of paper work 
handled ■ by the building department, 
incorreet| numbers of units to be services 
were given the trash hauler.

When the current township trash 
hauler. Canton Recycling, took over the 
contract two and a half years ago, the firm 
billing was based on the incoijreet figures.

Monday night Supervisor* Poole said, 
"It appears to be floppy boo|keeping.”

Along with consideration  of a ra le  increase from  18 cen ts to 20 cen ts in 
first class postage, the U. S. Postal au th o rities  should take a  look al 
an o th e r b ig  postal p rob lem -g iv ing  C anton Tow nship  its own posloffice.

T h ere  have been moves in that d irec tion  on o th e r occasions, but they 
were always short-circu ited  som ew here along the line.

T h ere  is curren tly  an o th er push for a Caiilon postoffice.

.T ow nship  Superv isor Jim  Poole reports that he carried  a m essage to 
W ashington  recently requesting  a postoffice.

It is not un reasonab le  to expect that full mail service be provided a 
com m unity such as C anton with its population  between 40,000 and 50,000 
and loaded with lots o f businesses.

Full mail service can not be provided bv W estland, Plym outh o r W avne 
postoffice locations. It is one th in g  to provide good, efficient mail service 
for incom ing mail. It is q u ite  an o th e r to take care  of a large population  
and  its needs for ancillary  m ail services requ iring  the postal patrm i to 
drive many m iles to s tand  in line in understaffed  Plym outh, W ayne or 
W estland postoffices lacking the facilities to handle the large num ber of 
postal custom ers.

A trip  to the Plym outh posto lfice lo r a book of stam ps or a piece of 
certified  mail requ ires a half a day of tim e and loads of patience.

Many of the problem s of ex isting  neighorm g postoffices would be 
solved if C anton  had its own. *

Over the week end I made a trip back to the old haunts in Ingham county and by 
chance bumped into a state senator, who shall remain unidentified. I f  what he said to me 
got out, along with his name, his fellow legislators would probably rip up his capitol 
parking permit and toss him out o f the party caucus. '

In answer to the question as to what he thought was wrong with the legislative process 
these days, this senator, who happens to be a businessman, pointed the finger at the fact 
that there are too many lawyers and, too many labor unioii officials in the; house and 
senate.

"T h e  labor o ffic ia l/ ' he said, "starts out in the legislature knowing a great deal about 
very little and goes along learning more and more about less and less until finally he 
knows practically everything.about nothing."

"T h e  lawyer, on the other hand, is a man who knows very little about many , things and 
keeps learning less and less about more and more until he knows practically nothing 
about everything."

"T h e n  that leaves the rest of us, such as businessmen like me, in the position of 
having to deal with the lawyers and the labor o fficials," the senator pointed out.

" I  started knowing everything about everything, but because of those 1  associate with 
in the legislature, I end up knowing nothing about everything." (

It may be a confusing assessment of the legislative process but it may be closer to the 
truth than most of us realize.

I f  the May monthly report o f the 35th District Court has a  story td tell, the conclusions 
might be either that Canton residents are the area champs in breaking local ordinances 
or that the Canton ordinance department is the champ enforcer of ordinances -or a 
combination o f both. j -

The 35th District Court, which handles cases from the c ities'o f Plymouth and Nor- 
thville and the Townships Of Canton, Plymouth and Northville, shows in its May report 
that ordinance fines and costs collected for Canton violations amounted to $21,669. At 
the other end of the list Plymouth Township fines and costs amounted to $ 11 .6 6 . The 
city of Northville was second highest in fines and costs assessed at $7,328.34 while the 
Citv o f Plvmouth fines and costs amounted to $6,543.34.

REACT chief reacts 
to ‘special interest’ tag
EDITOR:

I read with amazement the article by 
Mr. Voyles dated June 24. He mentions in 
the article that the Plymouth City 
Commissioners must do their homework. 
May 1 suggest that Mr. Voyles follow his 
own advice?

He accuses the Plymouth Area REACT 
Team  of being a "special interest 
organization." That is true; the "special 
interest" is our community’ s safety.

Is Mr. Voyles aware that in the year 
1980 the Plymouth Area REA CT Team 
responded, via C B radio, to 5,000 calls for 
assistance? O f those 5,000 calls, more 
than half were in the Plymouth area. Is he 
also aware that, in conjunction with and 
sanctioned by the City of Plymouth, the 
Charter Township o f Plymouth and the 
Charter Township o f Canton, the Team ’ s 
trained tornado spotters go to 
preassigned spotting posts every time a 
tornado watch is posted for our area, and 
remain as the only "early  warning" 
system until the severe weather has 
passed? During the tornado season of 
^980 these spotters responded to 13  
tornado watches, eleven of which

s
escalated to tornado warnings.

Without the City of Plymouth’s annual 
financial assistance, this tornado spotting 
network could not exist.

This spring alone, the Plymouth Area 
REACT Team has instructed over 300 
people from our community at 15 tornado 
preparedness classes. Since January I the 
team’s CB emergency monitors have 
already responded to 3,000 calls for help, 
including accidents with injuries, lost 
children, vehicle and building fires and 
personal and business property van­
dalism.

While I encourage the community to 
assist the Plymouth Jaycees with their 
July Fourth festivities, and have enjoyed 
Plymouth on the Fourth of July 
throughout the majority of my life, the 
Plymouth Area REACT Team is working 
every day of the year toward keeping our 
community safe.

If Mr. Voyles can suggest a better 
return for $300 per year, I suggest he run 
for Citv Commissioner.

Is Mettetal Airport on its last legs?
Some pilots who have been based there 

have been wondering that.
It’s! no secret that the airport, located 

at the intersection of Joy and Lilley roads, 
has been up for sale for some time and 
that it would make a choice parcel of real 
estate.

But the new rumor ofjour local air 
facilily’s demise is fueled by the fact that 
there s been no airplane gasoline 
available at Mettetal for more than a 
montli. This, according to pilots, has 
meant some planes are leaving for new 
bases of operation.

On airport employe said the gasoline 
lack was due to "internal problems,”  but 
beyond that little is known about the 
situation at press time.

Perhaps the problem is temporary, but 
even so it gives rise to speculation that we 
may be without an airport in the not-too- 
distant future in Plymouth-Canton. (The 
field on Ford Road in Westland-Canton 
has closed down.)

If there’s even a possibility that 
Mettetal may close to become a weedy 
field or even a condominium, it’s time for

local governmental units to again stutiy 
the possibility of jointly operating the 
facility.

After all, if the Wayne County Road 
Commission can run Metro Airport, 
Plymouth-Plymouth Township-Canton 
Township could run Mettetal with their 
eyes closed and hands tied behind their 
backs.

Sure, it’s all been looked at before. 
Even Livonia made an extensive study of 
taking over the airfield.

But if Mettetal is having problems -- 
even if they turn out to be temporary -  
it’s time to look at a regional govern­
mental agency to buy and operate the 
airport.

In the spring, REACT puts on tornado 
safety classes to teach the public what to 
do in a tornado. (Van-Vleck savsvou 
should gel on the lowest floor, under 
furniture to keep heavy debris from 
falling on lop of you.)

The only time REACT mounts a mobile 
patrol is on Halloween and Devil’s Night. 
They patrol neighborhoods and tell the 
police what they see-they never Irv to 
arrest anyone.

REACT does not phvsieallv respond to 
calls. When a CBer radios in a call, 
REACT notifies the proper authorities. It 
is against REACT regulations for 
someone manning the radio to 
deliberately go out on a call they rccieve. 
The exception is for members trained as 
Emergency Medical Technicians who 
pass an accident that’s been called in.

First aid training is required of all

REACT members who man the radio. 
Knowledge in first aid and car- 
diopulminary resuscitation (GPR) enables 
them to talk over the CB anil advise the 
caller what to do.

All three units of the Plvmouth-Canton 
Community financially assist REACT. 
Canton also pays for a direct phone line 
from the Canton Police Department to 
the REACT base to keep the outer-king 
parts of Canton in touch with the REACT 
base in case of severe weather.

REACT monitors CB cha nneI-9 from 3 

to 6 p.m. Monday through Thursday, and 
from 3 p.m.

local travellers up to date on traffic- 
conditions, accidents and basic road 
conditions, which are reported In CBcrs 
on the road.

If you are invoked in an accident in the 
Plymouth area, and expect onlvlone of the 
loral rescue squads to respond,! vou could 
be in for a surprise.

If a young man wearing a Soylh Lyons 
Rescue or Red Cross jacket arrives first, 
do not be alarmed. He is not ^ome am­
bulance chaser out to make a buck.

He is Mare Breekenridge, a trained 
ambulance attendant, and one of. ap­
proximately 60 volunteer members of the 
Plymouth Area REACT, and he’s there to 
help.

Fullv trained and licensed to ad­
minister first aid, Breekenridge expects to 
take the state test licensing him as a 
medic in Julv. He eventually hopes to 
work his way up to licensed paramedic.

Breekenridge isn’t sure why he is 
dedicated. "As a kid I was in several t

it all for you. ..
accidents,’’ he remembers. " I  was never 
seriously injured but I felt so helpless.’’ ; 
Now he spends his time making sure 
injured people have-someone to help 
them.

"I carry a trauma kit in my car,” said 
Breekenridge, and he passes an accident 
he’ll stop and offer help.

He doesn’t meddle in every fender 
jbender, but -if the accident is serious and 
the authorities haven’t arrived, 
Breekenridge will offer his assistance.

" I don’t mean to get in the way,”  says 
Breekenridge. "If they need help I’m 
trained and I’m there to help. I like to 
volunteer myself to help people,” he 
continued. " I ’m not obligated to help, 
but I feel obligated because I know what. 
to do.”

In addition to working for the South 
Lyons Resue and spending time with 
REACT, Breekenridge teaches car-

diopulminary resuscitation (CPR), first 
aid and water safety through the Red 
Cross.

"It doesn’t take a lot of brains to save a 
life,”  said Breekenridge. "Eight hours of 
training could teach you what to do in 
certain situations.”

Breekenridge has only administered 
CPR five times, and it was only effective 
once, on a three month old hahv. 
Breekenridge believes it was effective 
then because he got there in one minute.

CPR is not alwavs effective because 
people are "down** too long before it is 
administered, he says. If someone’s heart 
has stopped for five minutes there will be 
brain damage, and bv 15 minutes normal 
brain activity ceases, according to 
Breekenridge.

" I ’m into emergency medical service,” 
said Breekenridge because "helping 
people is a good thing to do."

When Breekenridge is out with friends 
on the weekend, he keeps his citizen band 
(CB) radio dialed to channel nine, and if 
he hears a serious call near him and the 
police aren’t already there, he’ll go.

His time with REACT is not always 
glamorous or exciting. Many calls 
received on CB channel nine are from 
stranded motorists who nded gas or a tow.
But if he’s close, Breekenridge w ill go.

Breekenridge has never had atn run-ins 
with local authorities. He says they arc all 
official people and "official people don’t 
have time for run-ins.”

When an accident happens in the 
Plymouth area and Breekenridge 
responds, "Whether they (accident 
victims) know it or not, if I’m then- I’m 
going to help,” he said. " I t’s not im­
portant what people think about you, 
w hat’s important is what vou can do.”

Representing Canton at the Boy’s State 
was Ron King, sponsored by the 
American Legion.

-Moral Majority.

Selection of candidates for the Boy’s 
State is the responsibility of the spon­
soring organization.

10 Plymouth-Canton buses 
to switch to propane gas

Ten buses in the Plymouth-Canton 
Schools fleet will soon run on gas, 
although it won’t be gasoline.

The Ibuses will be converted to run on 
Liquid; Propane Gas(LPG),a fuel which is 
cheaper and burns cleaner than gasoline.

According to Dale Goby, director o| 
transportation, it will cost the district 
approximately $800 to convert, each bus. 
A fueling station would also have to be 
leased or bought.

The average bus, he said, travels 
approximately 15,000 miles’ per year and 
uses 3.000 gallons of gas. With propane

conversion, he added, the district could 
save approximately $992 per bus in fuel 
and maintenance costs per year.

Goby did question whether.the price 
difference between LPG and gasoline wdi 
hold in the coming years, but added that 
historically, it has remained steady.

"1 also have no great concerns over 
possible explosions,” Gobv said. "Tin- 
tank (for propane fuel) is thicker than a 
standard gasoline tank and will not 
rupture as easily.”

A cooling system, like a heating system presents one major profelem -- 
who is in charge of setting the thermostat0 Ijt is totally impossible to find 
one temperature that everyone is. comfortable with. If someone is too 
cold, another person is too 'Warm, and no one is ever comfortable.

Then there are public places that set thp thermostat at 60 degrees. 
Don’t they realize what that does to a persoin walking in from 85 degree 
temperatures0 It’s like being hit.in the face wSith ajton of ice.

With the cost of utilities constantly going up, there are fewer 
businesses that set the air conditioning at I an uncomfortably low tem­
perature. There is one restaurant I went into last week and froze while 
trying to eat lunch. I know I’m cold blooded so I usually carry a sweater 
with me.

fireworks safety advice

Even year during ihe lime id 4lh of 
July celebration, questions ami concerns 
arise over the sale and handling of both 
legal and illegal fireworks.

Since the City of Plymouth has no cil\ 
ordinances concerning^ fireworks. Fire 
Inspector Tom Lcnaghan works from the 
State Fire Marshal's codes.

Lcnaghan makes it a point to brief local 
merchants on legal and illegal fireworks 
and at the same time, he has som| 
common-sense advice about handling 
legal fireworks. As a part of that, everi 
year he mails a letter to merchants two 
months in advance of the 4th notifying 
them that the fire department will enforce 
the fire marshal's requirements.

Illegal * fireworks are considered 
anything that can become airborne, that 
break apart, whirl, spin or explode.

Lcnaghan said Mondav that the city 
reallv hasn't had a problem with illegal 
fireworks since merchants seem to police 
their own stores quite well.

However, he said that just recently the 
department ordered one merchant to get 
rid of a load of paper tanks that when lit 
travel about six feet, then stop and fire 
three fireballs. "There is no warning on 
this that it shoots," he said. "It looks 
harmless, but you could get hit by its 
rockets.”

Other than that, Lcnaghan hasn't 
found*loo manv illegal fireworks in the 
city.

"Policing-on these things can be a real 
bear. The onlv lime we can regulate it is if 
we find them in a store. Then we inform 
the owner and make sure they arc 
removed," said Lcnaghan.

Some other illegal fireworks include 
skyrockets, cherrv bombs, M-80s, ashcans. 
torpedoes, and firecrackers. Linder the 
stale semfte bill 1095 most of the above 
fireworks ar̂ e considered Class B. Then* 
are manv more but what thev all have in

common is more than .25 grains of im­
plosive mixture.

Class C, or legal fireworks, have less 
than .25 grains of flash powder arid 
includes such things as fountains, which 
emit showers of sparks into the air but 
leaves the base on the ground; sparklers, 
a steel wire partially coated with 
pyrotechnic | composition that also 
showers sparks; flat paper caps; ' lov 
snakes, that produce a long trail of ash; 
and. lov smoke bombs, that do,not burst 
but produce brilliant colored smokes. ,

"The thing with the Class C.fireworks 
is vou still have to be careful and use 
them under close supervison,’ said 

. Lengahan. "They should not be used in 
places of potential fire and thev should 
not be held in your hand.

"This is a big business right now. 
There is so murh selling out of car trunks 
and buving through middle men that it 
gets difficult to enforce," he continued.

He also added that fireworks of the 
Class C IVpe should not he shot off in 
crowds or thrown on dry grass or roofs of 
homes an<L*business and that common 
sense should be the rule when using any 
Ivpe of firework.

On the 4th, as a part of the celehralion. 
a massive fireworks display will be given 
at Massey Field.

According to Lengahan the city will put 
a whole compliment of fire engine, 
ambulance and full crew at the display 
itself and have another ready at the main 
station in Citv Hall in case of emergency .

To satisfy the fire department's 
requirements for setting off highly ex­
plosive fireworks, such 'as will be 
displayed, Lengahan says that the 
pvrotcchnician must be licensed through 
the Stale Department of Alcohol, Tobacco 
and Firearms. He must also lakejout an 
insurance policy and submit ian ap­
plication permit with a filled out 
questionaire before the citv will give him 
a permit to fire ihe explosives.

The displav will begin at dusk.

Canton board okays 
limited hunting ban

There wasn't anv enthusiasm with the 
action, but Canton Township trustees 
settled for they best they could negotiate 
in the wav of a hunting ban last Tuesday 
night. The trustees voted 6-0 for a 
hunting ordinance pul together by a 
Hunting Control Committee composed of' 
state,, countv and local law enforcement 
officials that was not as all-inclusive as the 
township board wanted.

Board members expressed a desire to 
ban all hunting in Canton Township but 
the ordinance passed permits hunting 
west of Canton Center Road with shot 
gun pellets not larger that No. 6 between 
Oct. 20 and March 1.

Particularly irksome to several board 
members was the fact that " ' outsiders
such as the state and county .7ir!H*liers 
the Hunting Control Commission can 
oj.me and tell us what we have to do."

Trustee Carol Bodenmiller said, "The 
people in the township, especially in 
subdivisions like Pilgrim Hills, wanted no 
hunting at all."

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on school district notes
On Monday night the National Bank of 

Detroit (NBD) was chosen by the 
-Plymouth-Canlon Board of Education to 
fund the school district for the first few 
months of the new school year.

Because two of the municipalities in 
the school district collect taxes and make 
school aid payments only once each year, 
a financial institution must help the 
.district with its cash flow in the early part 
of the school year, says assistant 
superintendent for business Ray. Hoedel.

Only the City of Plymouth collects 
taxes semi-annually.
. This year, only two financial in­

stitutions bid on the tax anticipation 
notes, worth $14.5 million.

Merrill, Lynch, Pierce, Fenner and 
Smithy Inc. submitted a bid of 11.9 
percent on the "loan,”  enclosing a check 
for $290,000.

t he lower bid ot 11.78 per cent was 
submitted by NBD. Plymouth-Canton 
Schools will pay approximately $375,000 
in interest on the transaction.-

In contrast, in 1980 the district paid 
almost $500,000 with an interest rate of 
5.67 per cent on $11.7 million.

The district is required to set aside 60 
per cent of the tax monies received, from 
the City of Plymouth and the townships of 
Plymouth and Canton, in a separate fund 
until the amount of the principal and 
interest has been accumulated.

Therefore, a second loan may be 
needed in December or January ac­
cording to Hoedel.

School board trustees voted 
unanimously ̂ to approve awarding the bid 
to NBD.

"I think we should push for summer 
lax collections,” added Trustee Thomate 
Y ack.

Circuit Judge Victor Baum granted the 

Wayne County Charter Commission's 
motion for summary judgement to dismiss 
the suit brought against the new Wayne 
County Charter by Charter Com­
missioners Alonzo Bates and CharmieI
Currie and Reverends A. K. Polk and

Jam es Lewis, on Monday.
The suit contended that the procedures 

used by the Charter Commission to set 
the number of County Commissioners at 
15 were improper. Judge Baum, citing 
numerous cases from the US Supreme 
Court and numerous state courts, stated

that courts generally do not set aside 
substantive actions of legislative bodies 
for alleged violations of legislative 
procedure. Ivan Barris, Commission 
Attorney, indicated that to permit such a 
review would be to violate the doctrine of

"separations of powers” which was built 
into the Cdnstitution.

Charter Commisson President, George
E. Ward, expressed his gratitude that 
Judge Baum acted so swiftly on the case.

Party store thieves 
nabbed by employees 
of next?door restaurant

Plymouth Party Shoppe, 1333  Ann 
Arbor Road in Plymouth Township was 
the scene of an attempoted breaking and 
entering Wednesday which was thwarted 
by employees o f the Pizza Hut Restaurant 
at 1425 Ann Arbor Road.

According to a Plymouth Police report 
Pizza Hut manager Mark Collins and 
three other employes were leaving their 
restaurant a few minutes after midnight 
when they observed several suspeets at 
the back o f the party store.

They also observed that the beer 
bottles were sooty and had smoke 
sediment on them, according to the 
report. The bottles were later identified 
by the store’ s manager.

The pair found in the field were later 
questioned and released to their parents. 
Police say charges will be brought against 
both Allen and the juveniles who were 
released.

The party store had been boarded up 
after a fire two weeks ago thaj did 
considerable damage to the storage area 
in the hack.
