As part of the July 4 celebration a 
10,000-meter race was run from Nor- 
thville to Plymouth’s Kellogg Park.

On the way runners had to pass over 
the C & O  railroad tracks along Stark­
weather and again across Main Street. 
There was concern that a train might pass
through one of the crossings in the 
middle of the race.

Mark Carlton of the Plymouth Jaycees 
(co-sponsors of the race with The Crier) 
called the company on Wednesday of last 
week and asked if any trains would be 
running on July 4. Last year’s race came 
off without a hitch and no trains were 
seen..

■ Originally C&O said there would be no 
trains running that holiday. They told 
Carlton they would send a letter to 
confirm that. As of Monday he still had 
not received the document.

It doesn’t matter now anyway.
Early Saturday morning before the 

start of the race in Northville, Carlton 
drove through Plymouth and was stopped 
twice bv trains.

He called the Plymouth C& 0  yard that 
morning and learned that the company 
was running trains up to Grand Rapids. 
The reason: GM wanted its parts ship­
ments on the 4th and no later. They had 
called Friday afternoon demanding the 
parts on the 4th.

Carlton asked if C&O could hold up the 
trains until after the final runner was 
across the .tracks (the race started at 9:40 
a.m. and the final runner was in by 10 
minutes to 11 a.m.). C&O £aid it could 
not.

So at roughly 10:20 a.m. the inevitable 
happened as a C-& 0  t^ain made its way 
through, interrupting the course at 
Starkweather.

There were no runners in sight as the 
train started through but within two 
minutes a crowd of 15 runners had 
gathered. They were among the top 20 
finishers in the race and they were to wait 
another two minutes before the train 
cleared the tracks.

According to Julie Montgomery, one of 
the runners stopped, there were no harsh 
feelings from the runners, some of whom

were after a serious time for the 6.2 miles. 
"The reaction was one of total disbelief. 
We couldn’t believe this was happening 
in the middle of a race course,” she said.

Montgomery arrived 30 seconds before 
the train finished passing through. She 
was followed by two other runners.

When the gates were lifted the runners 
broke into a sprint, she said, in an at­

tempt to regain their former positions. 
"Some of the runners who had waited a
long time at the gate fost their positions 
to others who had caught up because of 
the train," Montgomery **id.

Ten minutes later a C&O engine ran 
through the tracks, disturbing still more 
runners who had sweated long and hard 
through a hilly course.

There have been bad feelings directed 
at the railroad company in this city and 
adding insult to injury doesn’t seem like 
the best route in correcting that.

The railroad’s total lack of politeness 
toward the July 4 foot runners stands as 
yet another black mark, in a long history 
of black marks.

Canton studying pay

Canton Township trustees and two of 
the three members of the township's 
Merit Commission sat down at a recent 
meeting to go over a merit commission 
proposal for coming up with a salary 
schedule and merit pay plan for the 
township department heads.

The meeting brought no action but a 
general agreement on the principles of 
the proposal prevailed.

All seven members of the township 
board were present to hear the proposal 
outfitted by Phil Lajoy and Bruce Pat­
terson, merit commission members.

The merit commission report pointed 
out thilt Canton Township "doesn't have 
a merit pay system for its non-vihion

cited the fact that iijl -the 
past the township has given across ihe 
board pay increases at the beginntq^ af 
eaekgeac. : / .  •

"Yftere have been a nuErtaber of 
problems with this current system," the 
report said. "We know about hpman 
behavior - in organizations, their' gffewth 
needs, participation, feedback, depen­
dency, fairness and relationships."

As recommended, the proposed merit 
commission plan would cover 11 township 
department heads. The plan calls for 
compensation to be based on merit and 
an equitable joint-target based • pert 
forauMce appraisal process involving the- 
unclassified employee and the ingnediate 
supervisor. Such a system, according to 
the report, would offer an opportunity to 
mutually agree on job goals, objectives, 
past performance and steps necessary to 
improve the employee’s future per­
formance.

These written agreements between

employee and supervisor would then go to 
the township personnel director for 
review and then be passed on to the merit 
commission within 60 days of the 
commencement of the performance year. 
Once each case is reviewed by the merit 
board and approved, these standards 
would be used to measure each em­
ployee’s performance.

During the year the plan calls for 
monthly meetings between the employee 
and the supervisor to review the progress 
toward the goals and objectives.

Before the next employment year is 
completed these monthly progress reports

will be submitted to the merit commission 
for consideration in setting sala-rv for the 
coming year.

The merjt commission, using a fac­
toring system, will establish the em­
ployee’s salary for the coming year, 
giving weight to high permance in 
meeting the goals and objectives set down 
for the employee.

Plymouth township 
to ask (or fire millage

BY KEN VOYLES
PlymouthiTownship voters will have to 

decide if they want to increase the tax 
< millage for township fire department 

operation from one mill to one and a half 
mills when the issue comes up on the Aug. 
25 special ballot.

Township Board of Trustees decided 
last Tuesday to ask for a half mill renewal 
and a half mill increase of the present tax 
rate -- or one mill -  to cover rising fire 
department costs. The board had 
originally considered just asking for the 
half mill renewal, which would give the 
township one mill for operation.

The first millage raised to support fire 
protection expenses was passed in 1961. 
That half mill is due to expire this year 
and is up for renewal.

The department operated with money 
from a half mill until 1976 when another 
half mill was asked for and approved. A 
renewal request for that half mill will 
probably be forthcoming in 1983.

It voters pass the renewal and half mill 
increase, which will provide a total of one 
and a half mills for the department, it w ill 
give the department enough money to 
cover expenses which, for 1982, will run to 
more than $525,759. Taking the Headlee 
rollback into account, however, means 
that that amount will generate about 
three per cent less in dollars.

I f  voters  denv  the renewal  and  increase,  

the d e par tm e n t  will still have ha l f  mill.

If that happens  the township will have 
to continue su b s id iz in g  the d e partm ent as 
it has  done  s ince 19 76 .  T h is  ye ar  the 
ba la nce  of funds  for  the d epar tm ent  will 
come from the gen era l  fund as  well as 
federa l  and s late  rev enue  s h a r in g  funds.  
It is est imated  that it will take $ 5 1 6 , 1 4 5  to 
operate  the d epar tm ent  through this year.

Curently the department operates on 
one mill, which in 1982 will generate 
$345,000, according to Township 
Supervisor Maurice Breen.

B re e n  ad d e d  that if the mil lage request  

is a p p r o v e d  by voters  the township will 
still be g e n e r a t i n g  less than the five-mill  
limit for  operat ion  set when board  
m e m b e rs  ad o p te d  the township charter .  
He said with the increase  the township 
would be o p e r a t i n g  at 3 .8 7  mills,  which he 
cal led " n o t  a whole  bun ch  to run vour 
governm ent with. ”

1 here was a lso discussion  that night 
about  increas ing the mil lage  for fire 
protect ion even further .  I f  the mil lage  
pa sses  the township will have c h o u gh  to 
run its operat ion  as in the past,  but will 
have no funds  for  growth.

Currently  the township is looking at 
proper ty  in t fie western part of the 
township for  a third fi re station. Tru st ee  
G e r a ld  Law said that someday the 
d epar tm ent  will nerd  two full mills to 
operate ,  es pec ia l ly  if another  station is to 
be built.
