.natural debris, and a constant concern for

DPW crews.

The city’s engineering department is
also involved.

City Engineer Ken West has contacted

Walter Beglinger for failure to cleanup a |

mess of debris along the creek 80 yards
east of Main Street behind vacated
property along Ann Arbor Road Between
the creek and road are a row of businesses
that are being redeveloped under
Beglinger’s direction.

Residents on the north side of the creek
along Byvron are angery about ‘trees that

- were ripped out along the property owned

by Beglinger --'both sides of the creekbed
in that section.

More than that, they say they want
debris that Beglinger left behind, cleaned
to keep water from stagnating or, in case
of flood, ‘rom having the creek swell
dangerously at that point.

The county has
plans for the creek, in the future, that
involve a total improvement for sections
of the creek throughout Plymouth,
Plvmouth Tonwship and Canton. That
project would cost over $6 million dollars
and needs voter approval. So the county
is reluctant to perform a small operation
cleanup. '

The city does have several options,
including taking Beglinger to court for
his failure, or sending city crews in to do
the cleanup and charge Beglinger on his
taxes. City officials, however, aren’t very
warm to either idea and would prefer to
get the county’s Drain Commissioner
Charlie Youngblood to act.

Beglinger claims he has removed all the
debris his contractor left and adds that
the remaining mess is problably the work
of Detroit Edsion.

He said that Edison came in along the
creek late last summer after a heavy wind
storm and cut down tangled brush torn up
by the storm in that area.

- That accounts for the natural debris,
but Begliner was unable to explain the

concrete blocks and other man-made -

garbage strewn along the creekbed.

“Last April 1 went to the Wayne
County Drain Commission to see if they
would close over the ditch but they said
no because of the lack of funds,’
Beglinger. ““They finally said I could go
in and put in an eight and a half foot

metal tube.”

Beglinger said he had planned a small
shopping center along that stretch of Ann
Arbor Road, however, when costs to cover
the creek and create more parking
doubled he decided to put off the project.

Edith Henderlng of Fairground Street
in eastern Plymouth is another resident
who has noticed the creek’s slow
deterioration. At a'regular meeting of the
City Commisgion she said the creek near
her home was full of debris and, on
occassion is badly discolored a milky
white.

Canton Enghsh tezﬁchers

concerned over ﬂhferaqy

EDITOR:

On Tuesday, June 30, I and two of my
colleagues (Dudley Barlow and Sue
Schneider) from the Canton High English
Department, completed an intense and
stimulating six day nationally attended
conference in Ann Arbor. The title of the
conference was"‘Literacy in The 1980s”
and its purpose was to - ““define
educational, vocational, and professional
needs for competent writing -in the next
decade.”” ‘The conference was sponsored
by the English Composition Board (ECB)
of the University of Michigan (created in
1978 to foster the improvement of
writing) and funded: by the Andrew W.

- Mellon Foundation. 1 would like to share

with interested parents teachers, and
community members some of the things

we leamed.\

The impressive list of speakers at the
conference, from government, business
and academia, all expressed concern ever
the threat illiteracy bodes for our nation
(‘“functionally literate was the minimum
level referred to but “absolute literacy’
was the ideal goal). Part of the problem,
we learned, has grown from the in-
creasiiig requirements for literacy our
advancing society demands, and part of

_ the problem lies with what is seen as a

declining - competence on the part of
young people to read and write.

Estimates place the functionally illiterate
at 24 million over the age of sixteen and

- another 30 million as marginally literate.

The problem of TV watching and
literacy was addressed early in the
conference. Dr. Gavriel Salomon from
Hebrew University in Jerusalem said his
research shows that while TV does not
actually damage learning ability, it has
the effect of making children resistant to

doing the imaginative work reading
requires. He says, “TV  watching
requires no mental effort,”” viewers

become “‘image lazy,”” and this creates
expectations for kids that do not come
forth in school reading. This cultivates a
preference or attitude for less demanding
literature.  To combat this Salomon
suggested that we peed 1o teach more
skills for TV viewing that parallel what we
teach for reading. ,
The decliping writing competence
observed is related to the same forces that
affect reading, but some other factors
were revealed as well. The ECB feels that
English teachers, and departments of
English in schools and univefsities, have
for whatever reasons, mistakenly claimed
that they alone can teach writing. To
combat this the ECB has persuaded 30
depariments at U of M to offer courses in
writing. This means that if you’re a U of
M student you ecan expect.to take courses
in writing not only in your English
classes, but irf your major as well, at all
levels: undergrad, graduate and doctoral.
_The lesson in this for us is clear: we must
begin (and I’m sure many do already) to

teach students to write 1n all of our

"
cours€s and grade levels.
This, of course, raises the question of

whether or not teachers in other areas are
“qualified’” 1o detect alt the "“gram-
matical errors”> necessarv lo judge
student writing. Research shows that this
is not the proble The emphasis on
teaching grammar tnd editing, il seems,

“has been at the expense of the larger

pmbk*m of logical organization: and
writing for a specific audience. The U of
M essay entrance exam, for example, is
weighted 70 per cent for organization and
30 per cent for editing. :

Along with these findings se¢veral
lingumsts and psichologists presented

-theories that connected “‘learning’’ ‘with
writing.  Thev identify ““writing for
vourself”

as one fhle of learning that
evervone can do now, and do successfully
There are no rules in writing for voirself
and they recommend that all teachers
begin assigning this ““expressive’’ form as
a means for students 1o learn some of the
course material. From this level students
can proceed to the other levels of writing
conventionally for a specific audience, or
even writing in the “‘poetic’ or artistic
mode - which parallels vet another kind
of learning. '
There are seveml details and strategies
e learned in congection with these ideas
we hope to pass on to our colleagues, but
some more immediate advice - was
available for parents: read in front of your
children, buy them books that are their
own, question them vigorously about the

~meaning of what they watch on TV, write

in front of them $o thev can ‘witness the
beauty - of per;(mal insight gamed
sometimes in writing for oneself, and the.

_difficulty of producing something that

communicates to a specific audience.

I think we learned, anew, that literacy
can onlv have meaning in a context of
communily and, common purpose.

Bob Williams of Canton is the principle
bassoonist in the Detroit Symphony
Orchestra. ‘

He joined the Symphony seven years
ago, at the age of 24, and now is one of
the youngest principle players. He
learned of the opening through a friend
while playing in the Winnipeg Symphony.

He came to Detroit, along with 150-200
other musicians and auditioned for the
Symphony.  After solo and orchestra
auditions, Williams was selected.

He got serious' about the bassoon
during his junior year of high school. He
studied with a lot of teachers and music
schools. While in college,, Williams
majored in bassoon performance, and

~ says the bassoon is. the only instrument he

plays. !

While attending the University of
Southern California, Williams played the
bassoon in community orchestras. He

" also played the clarinet one year in the

USC marching band, but says “"I’'m really
a bad clarinet player.”

A professional. musician, Williams
spends much of his spare time playing the
bassoon. He teaches at Wayne State

‘University, gives private lessons and

meets with fellow bassoonists when they
are in town. '

‘“Bassoons are rare instruments,’”’ said
Williams. ““They’re more costly than
flutes or clarinets, and not as commonly

- played, according to Williams. There are

only four bassoonists in the 102 member
DSO. : _

When he learned he won the seat in the
symphony, Williams said ‘I was very
excited. The Detroit Symphony Or-
chestra is one of the best orchestras in the-
US. It’s comparable to joining major
league baseball. Winnipeg was the minor
leagues and DSO is the major leagues.”

Williams and his wife, Treva Womble,
play -with the Symphony. His wife plays
the English horn and oboe.

Williams enjoys - playing in the sym-
phony with his wife because ‘““we have the
same hours, same days off and company
on the long ride to Detroit.”” Treva has
been on maternity leave and returned to
the Symphony July 7.

lBy late September, the first full-fledged emergency care center in The Plymouth-
Canton Community hopes to open its doors.

'Oakﬁmod Hospital’s $1.5 million Medical Center is now nearing completion at its
Canmn Center and Warren Roads location and has already been toured by local rescue
sﬁuad officials who say the facility may handle as many as 90 per cent of the ¢urrent
cases. :

Ineluded in the airy-looking 13,325 square foot building will be the emergency room
({wilhT lwo trauma treatment areas, an isolation room, three suture rooms and other
specl lized rooms), radiology facilities, a laboratory, a small pharmacy, 16 examination
rooms doctors’ offices and facilities for community health education.

Emergency patients admitted to the OQakwood Center will be stabilized and then
lransported to a full-care hospital such as St. Joseph; University or Qakwood’s main
fac:hly in Dearborn.

Malernal and child health care will be one of the Center’s major thrusts.

'David Ipple, Oakwood’s administrator for the center said much of the staffing -- both
medlral and support personnel — will come from the local area.For mample a Canton
d0clor will become the center’s family practitioner.

lpple has begun contacting local rescue and police officials to plan for the center’s use
as the primary emergency care facility for Plymouth-Canton residents.

Wzrkmen are currently adding the final touches inside the center prior to the arrival

nd installation of the equipment and furniture. One project still underway is the in-
stallation of lead shielding surrounding the $120,000 fluoroscopy room.

Crews have completed work on a change in the storm drainage ditch to the north of
the property, one of the remaining hitches in governmental approval for the center.

. The center’s administrators have met with the Canton Community Advisory Com-
mmee, a group of Cantonites who provide input into the center’s role. .Svnmg on the
comniittee are: Rev. Edward }.
