Plymouth Township has purchased the
land at the corneL’ of North Territorial
and Beck Roads, and is talking of

building a third fire station there, says

Esther Hulsing, Township clerk.

The township sélected the site after a
survev was conducted, and determined
the west end of the lo\x\'\nship would need a
fire station. The price was also favorable,
according to Hulsing. ““North Territorial
and Beck Roads have ready access to the

expressway, and can get the the east,
north or south parts of the township

readily,”” said Hulsing.

If the building industry picks up in the

‘west end of the township and the voters
pass a millage, thv{ township may start to
build its third fire station in the next
couple of vears, said Hulsing. Nothing
definite has been Iplanned - it could be
three, eight or 10 vears before the
township has a third fire station she said.

The township has not considered any

" bids, said Hulsing|""We’d have to ask the
public “please may we” to build an new
station,”” she said. It would have 1o
include a bond issue, hiring six more
firemen and it wopld be one to two vears
before a statign could be bmlt.”’

They, l:ke their compatriots, have spent
two weeks learning and relearning what
they have practiced all year long. It is a
time to put to test skills and knowledge
that have been mostly dormant for the
year.

And the soldiers do just that.

One unit, for example, the 156th Signal
Battalion|" out of Ypsilanti, spent the
better part of last week setting up signal
stations throughout the military complex.

The battlion, commanded by LTC
Warren Lawrence, worked until the
weekend |in preparation for this week’s
climax to the two-week maneuvers — a
four-day l{actical exercise.

Everythmg had to be ready. All the
signal !mes weré lain, all the positions
calculated, all thei men trained for what
was 1o come. |

In }addition to ground troops and
logistics people, though, the Guard also
