Canton board approves
beefing up police force

BY DICK BROWN

Canton Township will have more police
out on the beat.

At last Tuesday night's meeting
township trustees voted to add 8
patrolmen by moving 8 police cadets to
the patrolman level.

According to Mike Gorman, Canton
Township Finance Director, the move will
cost $22,190 for .the remainder of this
fiscal year. Gorman also said in his report
that there are sufficient monies to cover
the additional expense but that he would
be appearing before the board in August
seeking several budget adjustments.

The move from cadet status to
patrolman status representg a healthy pay
raise for the eight cadets.

Three of them will be coming from
Cadet 111 step and will be receiving a
boost in pay of $5,152. Four of the
promotions will come from Cadet Il step
and will have their paychecks increased
by $4,865. One of the cadets will be

moving to patrolman rank from Cadet |

- step which will bring him an increase of

$2,862.
All will receive §18,319 per vear as
patroimen.

Police Chief Jerry Cox, n building his

case for putting more patrolmen on the

»

roads, presented graphs showing that the
total number o{ patroling hours for the
department in.the last 12 months hes
decreased whxle there has been an in-
crease in the number of calls for police
service. At the same time, according to his
records, there has been a decrease in the
number of arrests and an increase in the
amount of reports written.

Chief Cox, in his assessment report,
pointed out lhat the department is
recording more work in calls for service
and handling of the reports while at the
same time having fewer reserve and
parttime personnel available.

After appraving moving the eight
cadets to patrolman status, the trustees
also requested that the personnel director
and the finance director, along with Chief
Cox, take a look at adding administrative
help in the police department for the
paper work to allow more patrolling time
for uniformed officers.

Plymouth offlcer
fires revolver

at fleeing youths

Plymouth Police officer Tom Bowling
fired a warning shot at three youths early
Friday morning after one of them had
assaulted officer Tom Zedan, according
to a police report.

Despite the shot the three suspects got
away. However, they later turned
themselves in to police.

Charged were Rob Erps, 17, of 1397
Sheridan, Plymouth and Rick Horstead,
17, 7509 Provincial, Canton. Erps will be
charged with assault and larceny under a
$100, while Horstead will be charged with
larceny under $100, according to police.
Charges will be brought against the
youths through city ordinances, ac
cording to Lt. Dan Carpenter.

A third youth with the pair when the
incident occurred will not be charged.

Zedan had been in pursuit of the two
suspects at approximately 2 a.m. Friday
after they fled Lawson's Party Store at
885 Penniman. The pair had aliegedly
taken a 12-pack of beer and four sand-
wiches and were headed for the Tonquish
Creek when police arrived at the store.

Zedan caught up with the youths in the
brush along the creek near the Tonquish
Creek Manor. When the pair appeared
from the bush along with the third
suspect Zedan told the youths to back up
against a wall and that they were under
arrest.

At that time Zedan drew his pistol. The
suspects turned on Zedan and rushed past
him in an attempt to escape. Erps pushed
Zedan as he ran by, according to police,
and Zedan was knocked over a 10-foot
embankment into the creek. As he hit the
creek bed his hardgun accidently went
off, said police.

Officer Bowling heard the shot as he
approached the area from another
direction. He saw the youths fleeing and
shouted for them to halt before firing a
warning shot. They continued to flee, said
police.

Police added that Bowling: had know
way of knowing whether Zedan had fired
at the suspects or had been fired upon,

" Bowling then went to help Zedan from
the creek. Zedan received briises and a
possible shoulder injury during the fall.

When the officers returned to Lawson’s
the complainant at the siore said she
recognized the car driven by one of the
youths. She then identified the vehicle. It
was parked on Penniman Avenue.

While police were inspecting the car
before towing it, Erps approached and
gave himself up. The other two youths
also gave themselves up to police later in
the morning.

‘to-take look at charter

The City Commission still has time to consider some basic changes in
its structure to put before voters on the November ballot.

City officials have often lamented about certain provisions in the city
charter yet have not in recent ycars suggested any changes. The last
charter review group some years back proposed no real substantive

changes.

Certainly the charter has some excellent provmons One of those is the
limitation on successive -terms for city commissioners. While that
sometimes means good commissioners must bow out, it also insures fresh

ideas and approaches.

But the charter contains at least one clause that should be

rescrutinized.

If the city commission wants to continue tearing down that wall bet-
ween Plymouth Township, it could ask voters to amend the charter and
allow city department heads to live in the township or the city. Currently
they must reside in the city and that has, in the past, given potential
department heads second thoughts on taking the job.

Many officials have complained about that provision. If they don’t like
1t, they have their chance to change it or other charter provisions.
