
To school farm  running fo r  one year

A proposal by the Plymouth Rotary 

Club to take over operation of the school 
farm was rejected by Plymouth-Canton 
School Board members Monday night.

Kenneth Hulsing, a representative of 
the Rotary, told board members the 
club’s plan would be to rent the farm 
from the district for $1 per year and that a

tenant, "a  husband-wife team, either 
young and just getting started in farming 
or a retired couple”  would be found to 
occupy the facility. ^

Rotary, he said, would supply the farm 
with animals and feed and cover repair 
costs up to $50. The tenant would in turn 
payj Rotary $100 per month in rent, pay 
utilities and maintain the grounds.

Revenues from rental of the farm’s 
acreage would also go to Rotary.

The farm was originated years ago with 
a $20,000 donation from Rotary, Hulsing 
said, and under the new proposal, the 
organization might be willing to donate 
from $2,000 to $3,000 per year for its 
operation.

Administration concerns, said

Superintendent John Hoben, were based 
on maintenance, operation and super­
visory costs, and that the district has no 
funds available to aid in the farm’s 
operation. The Rotary proposal, he said, 
was also for only one year. Treasurer 
Glenn Schroeder also was hesitant to 
accept the plan. "I don’t think we should

Plymouth township to vote on fire millage issue
In 13 days there will be a special 

election in Plymouth Township to decide 
the fate of the township fire department.

On that Tuesday (Aug. 25) township 
residents will vote for or against a one 
mill increase-renewal.

Township officials are gearing up their 
campaign this week for the increased 
millage issue. Besides an information 
pamphlet being released throughout the 
township, trustees will be conducting a 
workshop Aug. 18 to discuss the up 
coming budget and the millage.

Supervisor Maurice Breen said Monday 
that an information package will be made 
available at that meeting concerning the 
fire millage. That meeting^ starts at 7:30 
p.m. at Township Hall on Ann Arbor 
Road.

The one ballot election will give voters 
a chance to vote against the increase

without voting against the renewal or to 
vote againt both increase and renewal. 
Another half mill renewal is scheduled for 
1982.

Currently fire department costs reach 
$516,000, part of which is paid for by the 
one mill now used to cover costs. That one 
mill generates $280,000* this year and 
would generate over $315,000 in 1982.

If residents vote down just the increase 
the township will be able to make up 
$140-170,000 difference from recreation,
library and police funding until the 1982 
renewal, said Breen.

"Even if this passes it might not be 
necessary for us to levy the full mill,” said 
Breen, adding that it is very difficult to 
make residents understand that point. 
"There have been times when we have 
not levied what we asked for.”

Canton board says ‘no’ to commercial zoning

Developers and owners of Kennedy 
Plaza, a shopping strip on the north side 
of Ford Road just west of Canton Center 
Road have run into a roadblock in their 
plans to expand the commercial 
development westward on land they 
already own.

Canton’s planning commission and 
Wayne County planners had rejected a 
request by George Onusko, Mario 
DeSantis and Vincenzo DiDomenico to 
rezone 1.9 acres with 200 feet of fronrage 
on Ford Road from R-l Single Family 
Residential to C-2 Commercial.

At last Tuesday night’s board meeting 
the township trustees voted 4-3 to reject 
the zoning request with Trustees Steve 
Larson and Bob Paget and Treasurer 
Maria Falkiewicz voting against the 
motion to deny the rezoning.

Edward Draugelis, Plymouth attorney, 
presented the developers side of the 
argument.

He pointed out that the developers of

Kennedy Plaza paid a commercial price 
for the property when they purchased it 
in 1979.

"At that time 151 feet of the 200 feet of 
frontage on Ford Road was zoned 
commercial,” he said, "But the 1980 land 
use plan changed the commercial portion 
to residential.-’ ’

Tuesday night Township Board. of 
Trustees were expected to be requested 
by Supervisor Maurice Breen to authorize 
the drafting of an ordinance that would 
make it possible for the township to 
contract with React for the service.

The program would involve vehicle 

patrols by React personnel at appointed 
times. They would be on the lookout for 
suspicious actions, vehicles, persons, etc., 
but, according to Breen, would have no 
police power beyond reporting what they 
saw.

The i would also possibly assist traffic 
problems and in other control areas 
during special events such as Fall 
Festival.

Breen, however, added that another
element to the overall project would be
the eventual addition of a reserve, or i Tauxiliary, police group to augment both
the Rejict and the regular Plymouth units.

As fj>r the "Eyes, and Ears”  program 
presented to trustees, Breen said Monday 
that ne has been in discussion with 
VanVleck for several months now and 
that VanVleck feels React can handle the 
task. :

However, React will be only one area 
the township searchs for patrol members. 
The township also wants to encourage 
other residents to get involved in one way 
or anotjher.

If trustees authorize the ordinance 
wording the township would then contract 
with React Breen'said a preliminary cost 
figure for the township would be close to 
$6,000! annually. The township currently 
pays approximately $25,000 a month for 
Plymouth police serivce. |

"They have the machines to call police 
if something is noticed. They would call 
in anything they see, which leaves police 
in a more flexible position,”  said Breen. 
"This is something I wanted' to see get 
going.”

Breen says he has had "conceptual” 
talks with the city about the various 
programs currently in the works, plus 
discussions with React, and Plymouth 
Police, i

The ordinance, when written, will be in 
a similar line with Oridnance 205 of 
Redford Township.

One of Breen's campaign statements in 
last year's election dealt with more 
resident involvment in an auxiliary 
program.

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Plymouth commission 
eyes 2-day beer tent OK
Plymouth's City Commissioners will 

discuss the possibility of a liquor license 
for one or two day beer tents at Massey 
Field on Plymouth Road at their next 
regular meeting Aug. 17.

Commissioners discussed the idea at 
the last regular meeting during a com- 
mitte-of-tbe-whole study session. City 
Manager Henry Graper Jr. said that if the 
commissioners desired such a license for 
the field it could be put. on the Aug. 17 
agenda. An amendment to the city’s parks 
and recreation ordinance would have to 
be approved by the commissioners to put 
the plan into affect.

There were no objections to the idea 
from commissioners during the study 
session.

The license would be similar to the 
current one-day licenses now available in 
the city and used for events at the

Cultural Center.
Only beer and wine could be sold and 

only at major baseball or softball events. 
Costs to sponsor major tourneys at the 
field run anywhere from $800 to $2,200. It 
is hoped that a beer tent coot<L recoup 
some of the funds used for sponsoring 
events.

Plymouth Parks and Recreation 
Director Chuck Skene requested that the 
commissioners look into the idea since 
individuals currently bring alcoholic 
beverages to the field anyway. He added 
that the selling of liquor would only take 
place four or five times a year.

The selling would be handled by local 
service groups.

To get such a license it would have to 
be first approved by Michigan’s Liquor 
Control Commissioner and have the 
consent of the police department.

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Watershed council 
initiates program 
for oil recycling

IS.A new opportunity to recycle 
available for residents of Plymouth, i

A cooperative program among local 
business, volunteers, the Rouge River 
Watershed Council, the Michigan Energy 
Administration and the City of Plymouth 
has established a network of used oil 
collection stations.

Marked by a large yellow sign in the 
window, the local stations include Doug’s 
Standard, 789 W. Ann Arbor Trail at S. 
Main and Denver’s Gulf, 307 Stark­
weather at N. Main.

Both stations will take used oil from 
automobiles, tractors, pick ups, 
motorcycles and other motorized vehicles, 
and store it until it goes to a refinery for 
re-refining and reuse.

Participation is simple. Do-it- 
yourselfers should transport drained oil in 
any clean uncontaminated container 
which should be sealed.

According to the Environmental 
Protection Agency, over four million 
gallons are wasted each year from Wayne 
County alone. Lacking proper disposal 
sites, oil is dumped on vacant lots, alleys, 
storm sewers, etc.

To stop the wasting of such a 
recycleable material consumers can now 
return the oil to either station.

Canton trustees back 
off on security fences

Canton Township trustees found 
themselves in a no-win situation when it 
came to deciding the issue of privacy 
fences along major roads in the township.

After several months of fielding 
requests from residents with homes 
backing up to major streets who want to 
install 6-ft. privacy fences not allowed in 
the township’s fence ordinance, trustees 
gave the go-ahead.

The action came on a 4-3 vote with 
Supervisor Jim Poole, Clerk John Flodin, 
Treasurer Maria Falkiewicz and Trustee 
Loren Bennett favoring the relaxation of 
the ordinance provisions and Trustees 
Carol Bodenmiller, Steve Larson and Bob 
Padgett voting against the issue.

Last year the board wrote a ban on 
privacy fences higher than four feet in 
order to do away with what has been 
termed the "Fort Sheldon Stockade” 
look along Sheldon, Lilley and Canton 
Center Roads.

Over the past several weeks some 
township residents had appeared before 
the township zoning board of appeals 
requesting variances for the fences and 
the appeals had been rejected. They then 
took their case to the township board.

During the discussion by the board 
Trustee Bennett said, "People who back 
up to major roads have an intolerable 
situation if they can't put up privacy 
fences."

That was the sentiment of all members 
of the board, hut Trustee Padget pointed

out that he was ! concerned about 
uniformity of height and material in the
fences.

Larson added that in some subdivisions 
there are deed and covenant restrictions 
forbidding such privacy fences. Mrs. 
Bodenmiller pointed out that she wanted 
to see the ordinance tightened for 
materials and building code procedures 
on fences and expressed concern that the 
real problem was poorly-platted sub­
divisions.

The fence question had been turned 
over to the planning department several 
weeks ago. Planner Jim Kosteva had 
presented his report which offered several 
alternatives, including leaving the or­
dinance as it is, allowing six-ft. fences or 
changing the materials and height 
requirements.
