
Pssst! Want to buy 
a Canton cemetery?

The Knollwood Cemetery controversy 

is rapidly reaching a  culmination.
Upon learning that an undeveloped 

portion o f the Canton cemetery has been 
ordered sold at auction week after next, 
the state Attorney General is seeking that 
the Knollwood license he revoked and a 
receiver be placed in control o f the 
facility.

series of problems for Knollwood’ s sole 
owner, Sam Tocco, that began in October, 
19 7 1 when state Cemetery Commission 
auditors found large shortages in the 
cemetery’s trust funds.

I Those shortages currently amount to 
more than $300,000 according to George 
Bjruce of the state Dept, o f Licensing and 
Regulation who formerly served a s

Registered Plymouth Township voters 
will go to the polls Tuesday, Aug. 25 in a 
special election to vote for or against an 
increase in millage for the operation of 
the township Fire Department and 
Emergency Medical Service.

The ballot proposal will ask residents to 
approve a half mill renewal (which expires 
this year) and a half mill increase, or a 
total of one mill ($ 1 per $1,000) upon 
equalized valuation of a ll real and 
personal property.

There is another half mill in existence 
used for the department other than the 
expired half mill and half mill increase 
request. It is due to expire in 1983.'

Money raised from the full mill (if the 
ballot passes) along with the current half 
mill will amount to $507,339, said 
Township Clerk Esther Hulsing, who 
lidded that the half mill not being voted 
upon will be subject to the Headlee 
Amendment rollback.

. "T h is  is a service we don't have to do, 
but we do,”  said Hulsing. "A s  the 
township has been built up we have had 
to have adequate fire protection. I f  this 
passes it will just maintain our current 
service. We’ ll still have to subsidize (the 
Fire Department) with money from our 
general fund.”  Hulsing added that if the 
mill ballot fails before voters the subsidy 
needed would be $345,000.

The half mill not being voted on 
produces about $ 16 1,7 0 2 . The additional 
mill (renewal and increase), if  passed, will 
add $345,368 to the department.

Hulsing said the budget for the Fire 
Deparment this year is just under 
$516,000. She also said that firefighters in 
the department are due for an eight per 
cent pay increase in 1982.
I Major areas o f service for the 

department include fire runs, rescue runs, 
assist runs, special reports, investigations 
and false alarms.
j For example, in Ju ly  o f 19 8 1 the 
department made 55  rescue runs or a 
otai of 303 to date. Fire reports were up -

there have been 134  reports through July 
as compared with 99 for this time last 
year. However, special reports and in­
vestigations are both down in number as 
compared with iast year through July. 
The department has made 16  special 
reports to date as compared with 64 to 
date in 1980 and is involved in 32 in­
vestigations for 19 8 1 as compared with 64 
to date in 1980.

The Fire Department is funded b o t h  

from millage money and from money in 
the township’ s general fund.

Hulsing said that funds currently 
devoted to use for the Fire Department 
w ill'be "fre ed ”  for use in other areas, 
such as recreation, if the millage passes.

"E ven  if this passes we’ ll still have to 
subsidize the department about $9,000,’ ’ 
said Hulsing.

City commissioners pass 
new game ordinance

Despite heavy opposition from the 

Southeast Game Owners Association, 
Plymouth City Commissioners passed an 
ordinance Monday night regulating and 
licensing electronic amusement devices 
within the city.

The commissioners stood by the $200 
license fee that game owners vehemently 
objected to. Commissioners also limited 
the number o f machines in any one 
establishment to seven.

Commissioners Mark Wehmeyer and 
Ron Loiselle dissented on the motion for 
approval. Wehmeyer suggested a $ 10 0  fee 
after a first motion had already been put 
on the floor.

Game owners, including several 
operators working out of Plymouth, 
threatened the city two weeks ago with a 

lawsuit if  it stayed with the $200.
Tom K aiser, attorney for the 

association, was representative of the 
game owners concerns. He said a $50 fee 
would be fairer and that he hoped the city 
would not limit the number of devices in a 
business.

Dick Vanderport owner of Plymouth 
Produce at Main and Ann Arbor Road 
said he has 15  machines currently in the 
back of his produce market. He said the 
crowds in his establishment have not

been rowdy and disruptive. " A  lot of 
people look at these machines as one- 
armed bandits or idiot machines. This is 
entertainment,”  he said.

Assistant Attorney General Michael 

Nickerson has asked Wayne County 
0  Circuit Court for a hearing to revoke the 

Knoilwood license and seek appointment 
^ t> f a receiver upon learning that Tocco 

had been ordered to sell off part of the 
cemetery in a civil suit. That court 
hearing has been set for Aug. 28.

In a report to the attorney general’s 
office on Aug. 3, Bruce asked the state to 
proceed towards revoking the Knoilwood 
license under terms of an agreement 
signed in September, 1979 in which 
Tocco pledged to repay some $300,000 
into the merchandise trust fund and the 
endowed care trust fund for Knoilwood.

i'y law, state regulated cemeteries must 
make deposits into their trust funds of 
percentages of proceeds from the sales of 
burial rights, cemetery merchandise and 
planned cemetery development. Tocco 
appeared before a Cemetery Commission 
hearing on March 29, 1979 at which the 
state alleged deficiencies in his 
cemetery’s funds. Following that, Tocco 
signed an agreement pledging a 
repayment schedule for the funds, which 
has not been followed; says the state.

Tocco has also lost a civil suit filed by 
the Manufacturers Bank of Southfield 
which claimed part of Knollwood’s 
undeveloped property as collateral for 
more than $300,000 in loans.

Stephen Losh, attorney for Tocco in 
that civil suit, has filed an appeal of the 
outcome with the Michigan Court of 
Appeals. He said that even if the 20 
undeveloped acres of Knoilwood is sold

off ("and I don’t believe it will be sold*’) 
it would have no effect on the cemetery’s 
operation.

Tocco had been ordered to sell the 
vacant Knoilwood property at auction 
next Tuesday but that has been delayed 
by at least one week.

"^He worst that could happen is a 
changing of the hats so that somebody 
other than Sam would be calling (the part 
of the cemetery being sold) theirs,’* Losh 
said. |

He described Tocco’s seven-year battle 
with the 1 state cemetery commission 
"more of an illusion, rather than a reajl 
problem.*’ The attorney criticized the 
state’s actions on the trust funds because 
"Knoilwood has never defaulted on any 
obligation*’ covered by the trust funds.

Losh said Knoilwood has experienced 
administrative problems and that now 
Tocco has taken over personally "and has 
been doing quite a job turning the place 
around.’’

The attorney said "you have a problem 
when your name is Sam Tocco and you’re 
a legitimate businessman.

"People start raising their eyebrows 
because they think he has a connection 
with organized crime,*’ Losh said. Tocco 
has owned a restaurant and a large 
produce company and described himself 
as a "produce peddler’’ in testimbny 
before the cemetery commission.

Losh said that while the cemetery 
property sale is being delayed, Tocco 
hopes to rejsolve the outstanding loans to 
Manufacturers Bank and to satisfy the 
state that the trust fund shortages are a 
"bookkeeping problem.’’

The arrival of August is supposed to 
esent the “ Dog Days of Summer,”  
Canton Township trustees celebrated 
ending an hour and a half wrestling 
a proposed Canton Township dog 

ordinance.
Ajfter fielding complaints from 

township dog fanciers concerning the 
wording of the proposed ordinance put 
together by Police Chief Jerry Cox, the 
board approved the first reading of the. 
ordinance with three changes.

The resolution by Clerk John Flodin to 
introduce, table and publish the or­
dinance passed on a 5-2 vote with 
Trustees Bob Padget and Loren Bennett 
voting no.

Biggest complaint on the part of those 
who spoke on the proposed ordinance had 

do with reference to numbers of dogs, 
the proposed draft by Chief Cox the 
inition of a kennel was listed as anyone 

having more than three dogs. That drew a 
loti of criticism.

, There -were also complainfe about 
reference in  the proposed ordinance to 
dog ! groomers. Under the original 
proposal dog groomers were included in 
the boarding kennel category.

There was also objections to a 
suggestion from Trustee Paget that the 
ordinance should include all pets and not 
be limited to just dogs.

Cox, in defending his proposed or­
dinance, said, "Much of this (ordinance) 
is ip essence, the state law. I came to the 
board in September of 1979 to ask about 
this ordinance. Two years have passed 
and nothing has been done.

"We are spending 140,000 a year on 
dof; control. I would estimate that we 
have sold about 500 dog licenses a year,”  
he said.

" I  would either like this ordinance 
parsed,”  he pointed out, "or be relieved 
of the responsibility. I don’t have a lot of 
time to spend on this.”

The trailer costs 
wil reach $11,400, said City Manager 
Henry Graper Jr. That includes the cost 
of the vehicle and the remodeling which 
wil start this week.

Commissioners also considered calling 
it ttie "Vogras”  after DPW head Ken 
Vogras. Vogras said the trailer would be 
ready for Fall Festival and that it would 
be hy the time it was complete.

Hilltop Golf Course in Plymouth 
Township Recreation Park has received a 
complete facelift and is open to the public 
for play on all 18 holes.

Manager of the-course John jawor said 
the course has almost been completely 
rebuilt including 15 new greens and over 
40 new tees. Only three grefens of the 
original nine-hole course are still left, he 
said.

"This is a new golf course. It’s not the 
Hilltop of the past,” Jawor said Monday.

The township, which owns the course, 
has spent over $1 million in the past 10 
years on purchasing land add various 
improvement projects to bring the course 
to 18 holes. This year the township put 
approximately $550,000 into buying 
additional land needed to complete the 18 
holes and for the actual renovation.

The course was shut down last Sep­
tember to start the improvement project. 
Nine weeks ago half of the course opened 
to the public. Last week the other half 
became open for play.

Jawor said there has already been a 
great response from the public^ He added 
that the revenue from the remodeled 
course should pay for the expansion and 
improvement project in five to six years.

Besides the course renovations the 
course clubhouse was expanded and the 
parking lot paved over. The clubhouse 
will include a pro shop and bar with 
liquor and food.

Previously the township’s revenue from 
the course was close to $21,000, according 
to Jawor. He said the township should get 
more than that figure this year.

Fees to play at Hilltop are: $4.50 for 
nine holes and $6 for 18 holes on 
weekdays, $5 for nine holes ands $8.50 for 
18 holes on weekends and holidays, $2.50 
for nine holes and $3.50 for 18 holes for 
juniors during the week, and $3 and $4 
for seniors during the week.

On Aug. 24 at 6 p.m- the township will 
officially dedicate the renovated course 
with a ribbon cutting ceremony. The 
public is invited.

Flymouth-Canton board adopts bus safety code
School Board members last week 

accepted, with three changes, new safety 
busing recommendations from the Safety 
Committee.

At the board meeting on Aug. 10, 
Director of Transportation Dale Goby 
said the committee applied its guidelines 
to j safety busing recommendations in an 
effort to completely phase out safety 
bujsing in the next three years.

priginally needed, according to the 
committee, *' because the local units of 
government had shirked their respon­
sibility  for providing sidewalks 
throughout the school district,”  safety 
busing will be the topic of future Safety 
Committee meetings with Plymouth 
Township and Canton officials.

{The committee did establish, however, 
that a.safe walking area "depended upon 
thje age and grade level of the students 
involved but that it did not have to be 
paved.”

Approximately 1,000 less students will 
be eligible for safety busing this year. 
According to administrative procedure, 
criteria for busing eligibility includes: 
kindergarten through high school 
students who live more than 1.5 miles 
frjom their school and kindergarten 
through grade two students who live one 
mile or more from school. In addition, 
students in defined hazardous areas are 
also bused.
. j School board members accepted the 
recommendations for safety busing with 
three changes proposed by Trustee

Flossie Tonda. The board vtfted to not 
bus'Eriksson and Field students who cross 
Lilley Road unless a traffic safety study, 
which will be conducted by police, 
recommends it. Crossing guards were 
recommended at Lilley and Salz fbr\ 
Eriksson students and on Lilley for
. .  in araura v . P r n r t n r - W  A cmnwhepl
area students.

The reduction in safety busing is 
expected to save the district more than 
$25,000 in disallowed state reim­
bursements, Goby said.j The district loses 
$24.31 for each student who lives within 
1.5 miles and is bused. |

Emma Hall of the SEMTA public 
relations department outlined the 
changes and service improvements in the 
works for Canton residents.

A minimum of $6,000 would be needed 
to fund the program in its first year, said 
Breen.

VanVleck stressed the Watch patrols 
will be used to discourage lawbreakers, 
but members do not leave their cars. 
Citizen's band radios owned by patrol 
members provide communication with 
police. The patrols are not under 
tovjmship or police authority or control, 
said Breen, although police will provide 
training.

White agreed that the 
department is in need of manpower, but 
added that where to best use new officers 
would be a decision made at the time.

White - as detective is supposed to 
"build probable cause”  in the cases he 
handles. It is a long process that includes 
much paperwork and time spent at the 
scene and in the office. j

Carl Pursell, recently honored by a front page story in The Washington Post, has been 

a leader of ' ~ .re Gypsy Moths.’’ That rag-tag bunch of northeastern and mid western 
congressfolk are fighting party lines to keep their area of the country from losing ground 
in Washington, D.C.

Pursell, who has kept his ties with his hometown while in Congress, has been 
especially vocal about the poor return of U.S. dollars to Michigan compared to the taxes 
paid here.

Bill Ford, who has never been known as one to waste a lot of time in his home district 
(he even cancelled his annual visit for the Bill Ford picnic this year perhaps an in 
dication he won’t seek reelection), has come through for Piymouth-Canton in a big way.

As chairman of the U.S. House Committee on Post Office and Civil Service, Ford was 
largely responsible for getting the new post office approved for Canton. This should help 
alleviate the deplorable postal services currently seen in the Plymouth Post Office.

Neither Pursell nor Ford won any White House favors by their sticking up for their 
districts in the current mood of cutting back on government expenditures.

But they certainly ought to earn some respect at home.
Unfortunately for Pursell, help from the national GOP will be necessary for reelection 

in the coming year when the 2nd Congressional District will likely see some major 
boundary changes for reapportionment. So his stand for his district didn’t really help his 
chances for reelection.

Ford probably didn’t gain any further support from his major political clout -- the 
unions, since he already has the unions in his hip pocket (or vice versa depebding on 
your point of view). Thus, his Canton post office push didn’t win any re-election help.
• Neither Congressman has even gotten much mileage out of this consideration for the 

districts, but they deserve it.

The idea of the ordinance was to 
license each three-day garage sale at a 
license cost of anywhere from $3 to $20 
depending on the commissioners decelision

2 new city patrolmen fill out department
Plymouth's Police Department is at an 

all time high in terms of the number 
strength.

Last week the city administration 
approved the hiring of two additional 
officers to the 18-man force. Chief Tim 
Ford is out on a disability leave.

The new officers, veterans of three 
years with the Detroit police force, are 
Richard Webster and Gary Sroka. They 
were chosen from over 150 applications 
which had been taken by the city starting 
back in March.

City Manager Henry Craper Jr. said 
there were two motives for hiring the 
officers.

"We were experiencing a larger 
amount of overtime among the force then 
we had budgeted for or had anticipated," 
he said. "We did a study and found that 
hiring two additional officers could cut 
our costs for overtime considerably.’ ’ ”

Graper said the second reason came 
when Plymouth Township officials 
requested officers to spend more time on 
traffic control and speed-radar use, which 
he added, would have been next to im­
possible without the additional officers.

"It's  difficult to spend time on 
something like that because it is so time

consuming," said Graper. "We think this 
(hiring) we help take care of the request."

He added that the city can save from, 
$70-80,000 in overtime pay with the 
hiring. Approximately $50,000 was 
budgeted for overtime, said Graper.

The officers salaries, including 
benefits, totals close to $50,000.

In related action Plymouth City 
Commissioners approved the purchase of 
two replacement police vehicles at their 
Monday night regular meeting.

The city currently operates with six 
cars on a rotating basis, not including the 
ChiePs vehicle. Graper said the city is 
trying to Replace the older V-8 engine cars 
with newer, smaller vehicles. The force 
still has three V-8 squad cars.

The first unit commissioners approved 
to replace was the Plymouth Fury now 
with the department that was obtained 
two years ago. Upon purchase of the 
squad cajr all of the cars within the 
department will be one year old or less, 
said Graper.

Cost for the vehicle is $8,289 and it will 
come from Colony Chrysler-Plymouth in 
Plymouth.

The second car is a four wheel drive 
Ford Bronco from' Leo Calhoun, also of 
Plymouth. Cost is $11,497.Canton is partial winner in group home injunction

Judge Victor Baum issued a temporary 
injunction last week against the 
establishment of group homes for the 
mentally ill in Canton Township.

The temporary injunction was labeled 
"a  partial victory”  by Canton Township 
Supervisor Jim Poole.

The township had brought suit against 
the Department of Social Services seeking 
to prohibit additional group homes from 
being established in Canton for mentally 
ill, mentally retarded, emotionally 
disturbed and developmentally disabled.

In the ruling granting temporary 
injunction against establishing group 
homes for the mentally ill, Judge Baum 
rejected a temporary injunction on 
establishing the other types of group 
homes.

Township Attorney Gerald Hemming

also called the-judge’s decision "A partial 
victory as well as a welcome one."

"This is not a final decision," he said, 
" It is just a temporary decision until the 
case is heard and decidedin trial court"

Hemming said that the township has 
filed a motion for a summary judgment 
which should come in September.

Canton took the court action back in 
April over the licensing of group homes 
by the Department of Mental Health in 
the township. The township already had 
eight group homes when the court action 
was started.

The township based its case on the 
grounds] that the state law is un­
constitutional and also raised - thei
questions as to how group home sites 
were selected and local zoning by-passed.

Plymouth-Canton school lunches to get price hike
Lower taxes will mean more expensive 

school lunches.
School lunch prices wjll be hiked 15 

cents for the 1981-82 school year, ac­
cording to district executive director of 
finance Daniel White, due in part to 
President Ronald Reagan’s budget cuts.

According to Don Petteys of Interstate 
United, the district’s new food service 
company, federal budget cuts will reduce 
the amount of reimbursement for school 
lunches by approximately 8 cents per 
meal. Coupled with higher food com­

modity prices, he said, the district could 
lose up to $115,000 without a lunch price 
hike.

Price increases were asked only to 
break even on food service costs, said 
Petteys. Servings will not be reduced, he 
added.

Elementary school lunches will now 
cost $1, middle school lunches will cost 
$1.10 and high school lunches will be 
increased to $1.15.

Adult lunches will remain at $1.55, 
although beverages will not be included.

Tonquish Creek has problems
BY KEN VOYLES

Plans for a massive improvement to 
Tonquish Creek have been under 
discussion for the past 20 vears.

The matter mav soon come to a 
decision.

Wavne Countv Drain Commissioner 
Charlie Youngblood has revealed that he 
is one month awav from setting the date 
lor an aportionment hearing.

At the public hearing, government 
officials from the various jurisdictions 
involved will meet with a drain com­
mission made up of Yougnhlood and two 
others of his choice, usuallv including a 
commissioner from Wavne Countv’s 
Board.

Because of the Head lee rollback,- 
however, if a decision is made at the 
meeting to go ahead with the project 
voters will have to OK the funds.

Plymouth, Plymouth Township. Canton 
Township, Northville Township all lie in 
the creek basin and would have to share 
costs for the project. Voters from those 
communities will get the chance to ap­
prove the S6.! million price tag or reject 
it, possibly sometime in thespring.

Geographically Tonquish Creek is a 
tributary bf the middle branch of the 
Rouge River. Its headwaters originate in 
two branches, one in Norhville Township 
and one in Plymouth Township, 11.2 
miles above its mouth.

The north branch flows southeaster^ 
through Plymouth Township and 
Plymouth until it connects with the south 
branch east of Main Street jalong Ann 
Arbor Road.

The south branch starts west of Ridge 
Road and flows easterly along Ann Arbor 
Road. The united creek strikes south and 
easterly through Canton until it reaches 
the Rouge in Westland.

The creek has a total drainage area of 
24.4 square miles. „

Two studies of the creek were done by 
Wade-Trim Associates for the county. 
The first was completed in late 1978 after 
seven years in the making.

The study’s release was forstalled by 
the Mav 30 flood of the Tonquish.

The flood casued severe damage 
through Plymouth and Plymouth 
Township Recorded rainfall amounts 
average 2.8 inches in three hours and 4.0 
inches in two hours.

Damage struck over 40 business in 
Plymouth, where four inches fell in less 
than an hour.

Other damage was recorded in half a 
dozen industrial buildings and over 2,100 
resident^! homes.

Costs jof the flood ranged from $2,800 
to $10,000 and totalled close to $200,000. 
However, the creek suffered minor 
physical damage, according to Wade- 
Trim’s report.

In the first study costs to improve the 
creek bed ran over $11 million.
. Then in June 1978, still before the first 

sludv was complete a study done by the 
Flood Hazard Anavlsis Bureau! for the 
(J.S. Dept, of . Agriculture and Soil 
Conservation.

Using more sophisticated methods for 
studying flow patterns and by using 
computer models, their report helped 
induce the countv to making a second 
study. “

Plymouth City Engineer Kenneth West 
was the other reason the county ordered a 
second study. West had questioned much

of the material in the first studv and 
pointed it out to the county:

The secpnd study brought the cost 
figure to $6 million and was complete in 
Julv 1979.

The reason the price changed 
dramtically, said West, was Wade-Trim 
recommedned retention ponds and small 
pipe in the second study, while it had 
recommenced bigger pipe in the first. 
Also the EHAB’s„study showed that, the 
imporvements would not be as great as 
originally thought.

In the second studv there are six 
alternativejs for improving the creek. 
Wade-Trim recommended Alternative A.

Alternative A includes a water retention

y pond on the north branch west of Sheldon 
Road. The facility would also have 
equipment to regulate discharges into the 
city.

Also included ary channel  
modifications and maintenance along the 
entire creek and widening of the main 
branch from Ann Arbor Road to Green 
Meadows Drain in Canton as well as from 
Lilley Road to Haggerty Road in Canton.

Cost is estimated at $6,010,000.
Plymouth and Plymouth Township will 

bear the burden of costs, over $2 million 
each, while Canton will pay anv thing from 
$700,000 to $900,000.

An expensive decision is definitely 
coining.

The newly passed ordinance limits the 
number of machines in any one 
establishment to seven. City Manager 
Henry Graper Jr. said Monday that the 
city might not be able to do anything 
about the game room since it would have 
been "grandfathered** before passing of 
the ordinance, but added that the city will 
look closely at the zoning of the building 
and whether the room isa  conditional use 
in that zoning.

"We look at the game room as a part of 
our whole picture at this facility,*’ Case 
told commissioners. " I  don’t feel seven is 
enough if its an integral part of the whole 
picture.’’

Plans call for the renovation of the 
building’s interior to allow food booths 
along the walls and a dining area, food 
kiosks and circular stage in the center. 
Case says prospective food stall offerings 
might include ice cream, pizza, chicken, 
pasta, cookies, juices, or Mexican, 
Oriental or Greek food. Case adds there 
have already been discussions with 
potential tenants.

" I ’m also very excited about the stage 
situation," he says. "We’re going to 
have things people would enjoy watching 
while they’re eating." Entertainment 
may be provided with magic shows, 
singers, actors or fashion shows, ac­
cording to Case.

Slated for a November opening, the 
as-yet-unnamed mall will be adorned on 
the outside with murals depicting the four 
seasons, flags, banners and a complete 
construction facelift.

The developers plan to hold a contest 
this fall to name the mall, and also 
organize a black-tie affair to celebrate the 
grand opening and to benefit a charity.

Do-it- 
yourselfers should transport drained oil in 
any clean unjcontaminated container 
which should bej sealed.

According jio the Environmental 
Protection Agency, over four million 
gallons are wasted each year from Wayne 
County alone.
