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State Pohce divers recover suspected weapon in Wilcox Lake

Hartvmg trial date scheduled

" Ronald Hartwig, 32, accused killer of
Stacey Hurrelbrink, 21, will go on trial
before Wayne County Circuit Court
Judge Michael J. Connors Oct. 13 at 9

. d.m.

Preliminary proceedings _ were con-
ducted - Thursday at Detroit’s Circuit
Court where the prosecution offered to
drop charges from first degree murder to
second degree murder against Hartwig.

Hartwig’s  court-appointed  lawyer,
Patrick Devine, had no comment on the
change in charges, but added that he is in
the process of discussing the matter with
his client to accept or reject the offer.

First degree murder is considered
premeditated, while second degree

murder is considered “‘with malice” but '

‘without premeditation.

- Hartwig was arrested early in the
morning of Aug. 23 outside the Ol
‘Village” Inn after Plymouth Police
received information that he had been
involved in the death of Hurrelbrink.
That information came from another Old

Village resident, Darcelle Payne, who had
apparently. been approached by Hartwig
after the crime.
* In -other developments the Michigan
State Police crime lab is currently
studying a possible murder weapon
recovered by an MSP diving team from
the east end of Wilcox Lake last Tuesday.
Divers combed the lake bottom for over
an hour before recovering a claw ham-

mer, which it is believed was used on
Hurrelbrink the night of Aug. 22.

Plymouth’s Acting Police Chief Carl
Berry said Monday that the MSP lab is
still studying the weapon, but added
that ““if nothing positive had come up
on the weapon we would have heard by

now.”’
Berry would not comment on where the

tip came from concerning the
whereabouts of the weapon. Hartwig had
been scheduled to take a polygraph test
by the MSP last week before his
preliminary hearing in Circuit Court, but
police would not reveal the results of the
tesl.

In an interview Wednesday with Tocco

storm water report

Plymouth Township Trustee Lee Fidge
and Township Planner Michael Bailey of
Norman Dietrich Associates in Plymouth
presented a progress report to the Board
of Trustees on the township’s Storm

Water Management Plan at a meetmg of

the township board.-

The report gives a brief synopsis of

some of the material covered so far by
Fidge’s committee. The six page
document identifies storm- water

problems, data collection and anyalysis

and alternate strategies.

The report begins by citing Tonquish
Creek basin as one of the major storm-
water drainage problems. ‘‘These
problems are primarily from flooding due
to developed runoff from areas west of
Sheldon Road in the township and a
combination of developed runoff and flow
restrictions in the City of Plymouth,” the
report reads.

The second major problem, it con-
tinues, is identified with the lack of
adequate storm drainage facilities in
certain areas of the township. The
problem was not found in largely un-
developed areas (west of Canton Center
Road), but in areas which are vacant or
may be redeveloped to a more intense
land use. .

Those ares are mamly in the northeast
corner of the township.

A third problem is related to design of
stormwater control systems. The difficulty
is designing an acceptable stormwater
ponding basin for subdivisions without
open space or private parks and that are
in need of stormwater systems, says the

report.
In section .two of the report, dam
collection and anyalsis, it reads,

*“*Topographically the township is divided

into 21 basins or watersheds. With the

“exception of five sub-basins which extend

 into Northville, all remaining 16 basms-
- originate within the community. )

““The basic drainage pattern of the
township is southeasterly. Excluding the
Johnson Drain, all of Plymouth Town-
ship’s runoff drains directly into the
Rouge River or into Canton Township.

“This is significant in that the

township is almost totally isolated from
drainage influences from beyond its
political boundaries, which put it in a
unique position of not having to deal with
uncontrolled runoff outside its
jurisdiction.” '

- waterways

The area east of Sheldon Road, says the
progress report, is drained by storm
sewers and few of the natyral open
remain. Conversely, the
developed areas west of Shel on Road
have .allowed many of the natural
waterways to remain as open drgins, many
of those still being in their onginal
locations.

With the exception of the [Tonquish
Creek, most all future develgpment of
significant size will occur in watersheds
that will not influence existing developed

areas. “‘The adequacy of the storm
drainage should remain unchanged
unless the intensity of the land use is

increased,” the report reads.

*“The Tonquish Creek has| been ex-
cluded due to the fact that approximately .
one half ‘of the basin is | presently
developed. The City of Plymouth is also a
large influence on this basin because of
its developed state and existence of the
enclosures of the north branch through
most of the city. '

Possible strategies developed in ‘the

~ report suggest maintaining existing flood

plains and wetlands. L ,
““Wet lands areas are a significant and
sensitive component of good management

. planning. A review of informatjon yielded

a very limited amount of actual wetlands
in the' community. For this feason, the
plan will only acknowledge the presence
of these areas and probably rély on state
and . federal regulations -(for their
preservation,’’ says the report.

Other strategies include storm water
detention areas for new developments
and the preservation of open spaces to
help conserve flood plains.

As for Tonquish Creek, the pffice of the
Wayne County Drain Commissioner has
investigated the problems and may soon
be ready to present an i provement

In another round of the dispute over
safety busing to  Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools, Board of Education
members voted Monday night to reaffirm
a prior decision not to bus Field and
Erksson students.

Canton will . go after
delinquent water bills

Canton residents who are delinquent in
paying water bills face a “‘get tough”
policy. Canton trustees, faced with unpaid
water bills totaling $105,000 due from
some 400 Canton residents and
businesses, are studying a graduated
penalty schedule which could prove costly
to those water users now taking ad-
vantage of.a free ride. ' ‘

According to Mike Gorman, township
finance director, the average delinquent
bill is $300 and is six to 18 months
overdue with many of them a year
overdue.

Gorman is working with Treasurer
Maria Falkiewicz in developing a penalty
structure to encourage the payment of
overdue bills and to recover the extra
costs of collecting bills not paid when due.

Any change in the water billing would
require a change in the township water
and sewer ordinance. ,

The ordinance now calls for a 10
percent penalty for late payment and
shutting off the water after 15 davs with

Plymouth Township Board of Trustees

voted unanimously to drop an appeal to

McCarthy had been authorized by the
board to study the residental home values
in the township and come back with a
report and recommendations.

West. That increase translates to-a 25 per

cent increase in tax dollars upon a
residental home owner. '
