Although the 1982-83 Plymouth-Canton 

Schools' budget outlook presented 
Monday night looked grim, school board 
members were cautioned all the facts and 
figures are not yet in.

"The problem is that there are so many 
unknowns,”  explained Superintendent 
John Hoben. "These are not definitive 
figures.”

The outlook, which detailed the cost of 
a "maintenance level” budget (to 
maintain 1981-82 programs and-or 
services), detailed a $2 million deficit. 
Wage increases were not included, 
although salary increments for eligible 
persons were.

"There are seven guessing games 
involved,”  added Hoben. "Things like 
what the State Equalized Value (SEV) will 
be, lfie number of pupils, levels of state 
aid, focal property tax levies and others.”

Raymond H oedel, a s s is ta n t 
superintendent for business, based the 
budget on a continual student enrollment 
decline, salary and wages based on the 
number of employes as of Nov. 1, '1981, 
continuing the rental of Lowell Middle 
School and with six schools on Extended 
School Year.

The maintenance budget detailed 
expenditure decreases in only two areas: 
major operational costs and the project 
fund. All other expenditures increased, 
by the greatest amounts in utility costs, by
28.9 per cent, and in interest on a tax 
note, by 15 per cent. The projected grand 
total expenditures rose by 4.1 per cent.

Revenues, however, are expected to 
increase by only 3.4 per cent, mostly from 
local funds.

Hoedel said the budget was one of 
several alternatives expected to be 
presented to board members before 
Christmas "In  December, January and 
February we can work on how to balance 
our budget,”  he said. "We can then 
make cutbacks in the most equitable 
manner, ones that make the most sense. 
Our goal is well over $4 million.”

A preliminary cutback list is expected 
to be presented by Feb. 1,1982 and final 
ranking accomplished by April 5, he 
added.

Thanks to extra effort and patence on 
the part of two Canton Township 
patrolmen, a string of B & E cases in 
subdivision homes along Cherry Hill 
Road were solved Nov. 24 with the arrest 
of Joseph Messina, 56, 15303 Rushmore, 
Taylor, and Edward Joseph Barry, 
Westland.

Along with the two accused burglars, 
Canton Police have a room full of over
110,000 worth of television sets, stereos, 
jewelry, knives, rifles, shotguns, small 
appliances, coin collections and other

Messina was held in jail in lieu of 
providing a $200,000 bond. Barry made 
bond and was released.

Two search warrants were obtained and 
officers trucked the room full of stolen 
items back to the Canton Police Station.

According to iLt. Larry Stewart, the 
arrest of the pair clears up at least 12 
burglaries in Canton Township, one in 
Plymouth Township and several in 
downriver communities.

Police departents in the downriver 
area are trying to tie other B&E’s to the 
pair.

Lt. Stewart said that the thieves drove 
through the subdivisions between 
nightfall and 11 p.m. looking for 
darkened homes. They would twist 
doornobs with vice-grip pliers until the 
mechanism broke to gain entry or force 
window wall doors.

According to Stewart the pair worked 
Canton township subdivisions for two 
reasons. "Very few Canton subdivisions 
have street lights,” he said, "And they 
knew that Canton homes were more apt to 
have valuable items to steal.”

"I can’t praise Officers LeBlanc and 
MacDiamid enough,” Stewart said. 
"They had the patence, the interest and 
spent many off-duty hours trying to solve 
the rash of B& E’s Canton township has 
experienced over the last few weeks.”

A design, costs, and cost allocations 
report for the Huron Valley! W astewater 
Control System Alternatives was released 
two weeks ago to the various communities 
involved in the project including 
Plymouth Township, Plymouth and 
Canton Township.

The report presents the latest costs 
figures per community for the six selected 
alternates currently under sjtudy by the 
Wayne County Board of Public works.

According to Public Works Engineer 
for W astewater Systems, Kenneth Bonin, 
a  public hearing will be set 30 to 45 days 
after a Jan. 1 report is received by the 
board.

T hat report, prepared by consultants 
Black and Veatch, will include a 
recommendation for the best single 
alternate for the project, which includes 
th e  Plymouth-Canton Communities, as 
well as more than  a dozen others.

It continues, "S ince the rem aining 
obligation for interceptor capacity in 
existing systems is considerable^ less 
than the obligation that will be incurred 
for equivalent capacity in the Huron 
System, the total interceptor annual 
payments for communities which transfer 
their capacity in existing interceptors to 
downstream comm unities will be lower 
than shown on the total flow tables of this 
report.**

The population figures used in the

report were obtained from the Southeast 
M ichigan Council of Governments 
(SEMCOG).

Total flow tables represent costs if all 
flows from the existing systems are 
diverted into the proposed Huron Valley 
System.

For Alternate B4S -  total flow -  
P lym outh  T ow nship w ould pay 
$4,508,006 for local share or $1,471,053 
for the Huron Valley interceptor, 
$1,999,123 for the Hannan Road in­
terceptor and $1,037,830 for the North 
Arm interceptor running through 
Northville Township Northville, and 
Plymouth Township.

Canton’s costs are $4,904,983 for the 
Huron Valley interceptor and $6,665,744 
for the Hannan Road interceptor for a 
total of $11,570,727. The city of Plymouth 
would not share in the cost.

In Alternate F lS  -  total flow -  
P lym outh T ow nship  w ould pay 
$1,457,782, $1,976,497 and $989,915 for 
the three interceptors. The city would 
contribute $402,599, $545,854 and
$273,387 under Alternate FIS . Canton 
Township would pay $4,860,731 and 
$6,590,302.

In Alternate F2S -  total flow -  
P lym outh  T ow nship w ould pay 
$1,481,820, $2,017,538 and $985,410 for 
the three interceptors, while the city 
would add $409,238, $557,189, and

$272,143, and Canton would pay 
$4,940,883 and $6,727,146 for the Huron 
interceptor and the Hannan * R oad; in­
terceptor.

Under Alternates AIN and AST -  total 
flow -  only Canton Township would 
contribute at total $16,229,124, or 
$6,424,204 and $9,804,925 for the two 
interceptors.

Under Alternates AIN and A5T -  net 
flow -  only Canton would contribute to 
the project. The township would pay 
$5,854,737 and $10,238,196 for the 
Huron and Hannan interceptors.

In Alternate B4S -  net flow -  Plymouth 
Tow nhip would pay $1,144,531, 
$1,580,309 and $958,329, while Canton 
would pay $5,000,357 and $6,904,236.

Under Alternate FIS  -  net flow -  
P lym outh T ow nship w ould pay  
$1,158,891, $1,606,935 and $985,542. The 
city would contribute $174,004, $241,276 
an $147,976 for the three interceptors. 
Canton would pay $5,063,095 and 
$7,020,563 for the Huron and Hannan 
interceptors.

Under Alternate F2S -  net flow -  
P lym outh T ow nship w ould pay

For Mayflower Hotel addition

C i t y  s e t s  t a x  a b a t e m e n t  h e a r i n g
BY DAN BODENE ^

Plymouth residents wishing, to com­
ment on a proposed tax abatement for the 
addition to the Mayflower Hotel can do so 
at the City Commission meeting on Dec.
7. -

During the meeting a public hearing 
will be held on the tax abatement, which 
if approved will allow the Mayflower 
addition to be taxed for a maximum of 12 
years on no less than 25 per cent of 
assessed valuation, instead of the normal 
50 per cent valuation.

City Treasurer-Assessor Ken Way says, 
"The general policy of the City Manager 
is to review cases on an individual basis 
and make recommendations to the City 
Commission. The City Commission 
makes a determination on the tax 
abatement, which is then also subject to 
state approval.”

Although the city has granted only one 
abatement, on the Baker House next to 
the Dunning-Hough Library on Main 
Street, several applications for 
abatements have been submitted.

Way said he has talked with City 
Manager Henry Craper, Jr. on the 
Mayflower issue, and has not heard any 
strong opposition to the proposal. He 
added, " I  think it would be treated 
favorably by the City Manager because of 
the major investment.”

Craper says he intends to recommend 
to commissioners that the abatement be 
granted.

"We will be showing what the 
Mayflower needs to compete with other 
hotels. For instance, take the Hilton -- 
how do you Compete with an indoor pool 
and the largest ballroom in the state? ” 
Craper alsd said he will cite to the 
commission comparative tax figures for 
several area hotels.

The Mayflower will be taxed $437.16 
per room per year if the abatement is 
granted, Graper said. The Knights Inn in 
Canton, he said, pays $277.83 per room in 
taxes, while the Red Roof Inn in 
Plymouth Township pays $252.91 per 
room.

The Plymouth Hilton, which ' has 
approximately 100 more rooms than the 
Mayflower, Graper added, pays $594.31 
per room for a total of $115,892.16 in 
taxes per year.

The total Mayflower complex will be 
taxed $46,339.23 if the abatement is 
granted on the addition. If the abatement 
is denied, the Mayflower will pay a total of 
$ .

"They need that tax abatement to 
compete,”  says Graper. He added that 
when Lorenz originally requested an 
abatement in 1976, when it was blocked 
by the City Commission, thp cost of the

addition was estimated at $1 million. 
"He waited to build, and now the ad­
dition will cost $2 million,”  says Graper. 
"There has been a 200 per cent increase 
in construction costs since 1976.”

S earch  is o n  for C a n to n  P ost O ffice  lo ca tio n
Just where is Canton's new post office 

going to be located?
That’s the big question being asked by 

township officials as U. S. Postal Service 
officials develop plans for providing 
Canton's 48,000 residents with a postal 
facility of their own.

According to Bill Matheson, customer 
services manager for the U.S. Postal 
Service, leading locations for a post office 
have been narrowed down to vacant spots 
in thr<*e shopping centers-Harvard 
Square at Sheldon and Ford Kings Row 
at Lilley and Warren, and a vacant 
building at Lilley and Ford.

There are other possibilities but under 
government regulations, the ultimate 
decision will come after the Postal 
Service’s real estate division advertises 
for bids. Those bids will probably be 
taken in the next month or so.

The Canton post office possibility

started becoming a reality last spring 
when township officials, led by Supervisor 
Jim Poole, started pressuring postal 
authorities for a separate Canton post 
office. The pressure brought action when 
Cong. William Ford started pushing for 
the post office.

Federal funds were finally approved in 
July and postal facility planners started a 
needs study.

The needs study drew -the conclusion 
that the post office should be an existing 
building. The study also recommended 
that the Canton post office should be in 
the more densely populated portion of the 
township betwen Joy and Cherry Hill and 
Haggerty and Canton Center Roads.

The report also recommended that the 
postal service look for a building between 
2,250 and 3,200 squarew fleet in size and 
that a 10-year lease be sought.

superintendent for business, detailed the 
findings of Stan Hecker and Fred 
Ignatovich, both of MSU’s College of 
Education, at a Board of Education 
workshop on Monday night.

Hoedel says the statistics are often 
helpful in long-range planning because 
student enrollment figures are crucial in 
estimating expenditures and revenues.

8
responsibility, but the sky’ s the limit. 
The more you learn, the further you go.” -

" Jo e  has worked for me off and on for 
about 15  years,”  says Calhoun, who also 
owns Leo Calhoun Ford, Inc. in Plymouth 
Township. "H e  started out building 
roads, but we’ve got him working now,”  
adds Calhoun with a wink.

Bida works at road maintenance, 
purchasing and public relations for
L.M .C., which currently operates 33  oil 
wells in the Illinois Basin.

From his field office in M l  Vernon, 
Bida must make sure a  total o f 10  miles o f 
lease roads stay open to allow access to 
the wells. Recently, he discovered that a 
sheet o f porous plastic laid under a lease 
road surface would allow adequate 
drainage but not excessive compression 
and furrowing, a  common problem when 
heavy equipment must be run over non- 
paved surfaces.

He also buys equipment and supplies 
for oil production, which he says is not 
altogether different from his old job at 
Plymouth’ s DPW. " A  lot o f the supplies 
are the same as you’ d have to run a water 
department,”  he explains. " A  valve is 
still a valve, although it may be made o f 
something different, and pipe is still 
pipe.”

Bida is one of 30  employes o f L.M .C., 
whose drilling division plans on sinking

S ta fm  a t_______

25 to 30 wells (a S 15  million program) in 
1982. One o f the benefits of working for 
an oil and gas company, Bida says, is that 
he can buy interests in  that drilling 
program. Currently, both his wife and 
daughter own interests in producing 
wells.

Most oil and gas wells in Illinois 
produce from "p a y  zones”  3,500 to 4,400 
feet underground. Oil is not actually 
drawn from liquid pools, but flows from 
porous rock formations, most often under 
natural pressure. Calhoun says some 
wells which are not producing sufficiently 
from one zone can be produced from 
another -  one reason Illinois, like 
Michigan, is enjoying a boom in the oil 
industry. And why Jo e  Bida was offered a 
full-timejob.

"H e  had the qualifications I needed 
and was willing to go down there,”  says 
Calhoun. "S in ce  then, he’ s had ad­
ditional duties.”

Bida’ s family recently joined him in 
ML Vernon, where Jo e  says things are 
different in some ways but akin to living 
in Plymouth in other ways.

"Ml Vernon has a Loop Road,” he 
laughs. "And the downtown parking 
situation is critical. I told the mayor, 
’Don’t tell me about parking problems -  
I’ve been hearing about them for 30 years 
in my town.”

answered first, Hoben said, and much 
more work to be done. "There has got to 
be community awareness that we are 
having significant problems maintaining 
present programs with the economic 
difficulties we are faced with.”

Trustee Tom Yack suggested working 
on setting priorities and investigating 
alternatives for present program, perhaps 
beginning with a look at building from 
the absolute essentials -  a "zero-based” 
curriculum.

Michael Homes, assistant superin­
tendent for instruction, said, "Zero-based 
curriculum sounds nice, but the theory is 
not one put into service easily. Two 
criteria are how much will the system 
tolerate, and how much will the com­
munity tolerate in changing or cutting 
program.”

Yack added, "We need to have 
someone stand back and look at changes 
without necessarily eliminating 
program.”  Homes agreed and said,, 
"Roles and responsibilities are going to 
have to change. Set patterns of thinking 
are not going to be able to last.”

Step into the future of records at 

Plymouth City Hall.
Not musical records, but those records 

that are a necessary result of the workings 
of any government, be it local, state or 
national.

Records filing has changed over the 
years* and the city has kept up with the 
pace, even gone ahead of the field. 
Recently the City Commission authorized 
the purchase for city use of a 3401 
Microfilm Camera made by the 3-M 
Company.

The camera was originally leased by 
the city, but when it became apparent 
that the camera could be made to pay for 
itself, and would be an important piece of 
equipment, the city went ahead and 
purchased it along with a reader-printer, 
also a 3-M product.

Dana Szanti, 32, a self styled records 
analyst, and her co-op assitants, Becky 
Meyers, 17, and Sandy Pyska, 21, are 
currently running the city’s microfilming 
department.

Szanti started with the city seven years 
ago through the CETA program. When 
funding for tha-t program ended Szanti 
stayed un in a part time position. She 
worked full time up until two years ago. 
Both Meyers and Pyska worked full time 
this summer, but now work a co-op 
program from Canton High and 
Schoolcraft College, respectively.

"When I first started here I worked in 
the basement shelving everything and

a t _________

anything, from machine parts to personal 
letters,”  Szanti said.

At that time there was little method in 
the madness of filing and storing records 
for the future. A microfilming program 
started in 1969 was quickly outdated 
because the equipment was obsolete, says 
Szanti, who didn’t start to learn the art of 
microfilming until current City Manager 
Henry Craper, Jr. arrived two years ago.

At that time the city had an outdated 
machine, and what Szanti found of the 
city’s records was a jumbled mess.

"When Mr. Craper came here he was 
very much interested in! looking more to 
the future,”  said Szanti.; "This is the first 
city in the whole area to work such a 
microfilming program.”

The new equipment was leased in late
1980. This summer jt was used to 
microfilm the court records for the 35th 
District Court. In fact,; Sz$nti’s depart­
ment is still microfilming court records 
and will continue through this year.

After that the city’s latest records will 
be put on film, shej said. Plymouth 
Township is also considering running its 
records through the city’s department.

Szanti does not like to be called an 
archivist, but she is willing to help in­
dividuals in need of finding documents of' 
the city records. Her experience goes 
back to Oakland University where she 
worked in its academic library as a 
cataloger and reference librarian. At that 
time she used a system developed by the 
Library of Congress.

" I t was a lot easier working, with that 
system. You had something to fall back 
on and use as guidelines, while here we 
don’t have that,” said Szanti. "This isn’t 
a pressure job until somebody comes to us 
looking for something, then you feel those 
short term pressures.

"This is the kind of work where you 
live with what you’ve done -  maybe even 
forever -  so 1 work for perfection. If the 
little things are missed why bother,”  she 
said.

Szanti added only a small part of her 
staff's job is actually shooting the 
microfilm. Much of the time is spent 
prepping each file before it goes through 
the camera.

Propping depends on the type of 
documents being microfilmed. With the 
court files, said Szanti, propping takes 
more time than filming. Each court file is 
clipped to it folder and since the clip 
cannot be run through the camera the file' 
must be propped by removing the clip 
and documents that are needed.

Because each film cartridge: is so 
expensive ($300 after propping, filming, 
processing and storing), Szanti must work 
up a complete retention schedule for each 
set of jobs her department gets. A 
retention schedule includes documents 
that must be kept for legal reasons, items 
that must be kept for the state and for the 
Federal governments, items that must be 
kept for the city, and miscellaneous items 
of lesser importance.

Each piece of documentation that 
needs to be filmed must first be propped. 
Using the retention schedule, each

for easycartridge is made into a series 
acess in the future.

The items are then run through the 
machine one piece at a time. The 
operator of the machine must keep an 
steady eye oin the exposure meter. 
Exposure is different for each type of 
paper,and the meter must be adjusted 
accordingly.

When a cartridge is poshed into 
postion leader film is run through and 
then a index card is filmed to identify the 
cartridge.

If a correction is needed a correction 
card is used. There are times; when an 
entire cartridge must be corrected or 
redone. Szanti and crew are not allowed 
to splice the film except at the very 
beginning or very end, for legal reasons.

Much of the city documentation is 
already on old fashioned reel-to-reel film. 
The new items will be put on (cartridge.

Once a cartridge is used up (he film is 
taken from a cartridge and put in a sealed 
box. A copy is then made and the copy is 

placed in the cartridge and returned, while 
the original is boxed and returned.

Materials t that have been filmed are 
refiled, if they are to be kept on paper as 
well ~ such as city commission minutes. 
The rest must be destroyed through the 
shredding process. Szanti said that 
process is a job in itself. Materials are

Tom Lenaghan has been a busy man 
since Plymouth Fire Department Chief 
Roy Hall went on health leave for his 
heart condition.

Currently Captain Lenaghan is 
heading up the department’s in­
vestigation of the fire at Bee Jays Pizza, 
628, on Nov. 10. He said the fire aspect of 
the investigation is complete, and it is 
safe to call the destructive blaze an arson.

The Plymouth Police are continuing 
their investigation, however -  after the 
fire was put out investigators discovered a 
broken window as the point of entrance, 
as well as a metal, money drawer that had 
been removed from its regular place and 
opened.

The investigation can settle on only two 
conclusions: The fire was an attempt to 
cover up a botched breaking and en­
tering, or the fire was a deliberate act ol 
vengeance toward the establishment - 
maybe revenge for a bad pizza.

Evidence seems to point to the later 
conclusion -  not the bad pizza, but the 
act of vengeance.

Lenaghan said the investigation found 
the accelerant used to start the fire came 
in a liquid form. According to Bee Jays 
there were no large quanities of flam­
mable liquid in the buisness at the time.

The natural question then is; If it was a 
B & E why would the perpetrators carry 
flammable liquid, a cumbersome burden 
when breaking into a business or home?

Evidence of a liquid accelerator was 
found on the kitchen floor of the business. 
The fire started in the kitchen and did 
extensive damage to that part of the 
building, but the building remains 
structually sound.

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Penn Theatre celebrates 40 years

The marquee advertised "W eekend in 
Havana’ * when the Penn Theatre 
opened its doors for its grand opening 
Dec. 4, 19 4 1, just three days before the 
Japanese hit Pearl Harbor.

This week the theatre marks its 40th 
anniversary o f providing movie en­
tertainment to the Plymouth-Canton 
Community. j

The Penn has been ijpen 364 days a 
year for those 40 yejars, except for 
Christmas Day. Over 3,000 films, good, 
bad and indifferent, havej played the Penn 
in that period o f time. In 40 years 7-10  
million people have been entertained by 
attending movies at the theatre.

Over those 40 years 200 Plymouth
youths have found parttime employment 
taking tickets and working the concession 
stand.

M argaret Wilson has been a part of the 
Penn Theatre for 36  of those 40 years. 
The current owner o f the Penn Theatre, 
she started working at the theatre taking 
tickets in April, 1945, while still in school.

The theatre had been built by Harry L. 
Lush and his wife, Charlotte. Lush had 
managed the Penniman-Allen Theatre 
and the Northville Theatre since the 
1920s. When Mr. and Mrs. Lush moved to 
California in 1950, M argaret Wilson 
became manager o f all tliree theatres. In 
1964 she purchased the Penn Theatre.

There have been many changes in the 
movie theatre over the years, she said. 
Since she has owned the theatre, more 
than two and half times the original cost 
of construction has been

While Detroit Angel group talks about Plymouth patrols

P . A . C . T .  s e e k s  m o r e  r e c r u i t s
BY KEN VOYLES

With rumbrs flying that the so-called 
Detroit Alliance of the Guardian Angels -  
a renegade group styling themselves after 
the New York based Angels -  will start a 
chapter in the community, P.A.C.T. is 
stepping up its efforts to attract 
volunteers.

Plymouth Area Citizen Team, the first 
citizen crime patrol in the community, 
has been on the streets for one month 
now, with township firefighter Chuck Van 
Vleck as its commander.

The team has 40 men and women who 
volunteer their weekends for,four hour! 
shifts patrolling the community in CBj 
equipped cars. Van Vleck says he needs 
at least 20 to 30 more members and 
ideally would like to shoot for 80 
members.

Trained by the Plymouth Police 
Department, P.A.C.T. units patrol the 
township and the city. They are officially 
recognized -in the township under a 
recently passed ordinance.

Although' the city has not formally! 
recognized the unit at present, plans are 
underway to do so, said Plymouth Police 
Chief Carl Berry.

P.A.C.T. members receive basic 
training from the Plymouth Police in­
cluding such topics as basic law, traffic 
direction, and basics of survelliance -j 
what to look for and note in suspicous 
situations or with suspicious subjects.

The Plymouth Area React team, a local 
CB group already in existence, helps to 
train the volunteers in radio com­
munication, said Van Vleck-.

mileage, or to pay them on a nightly 
basis.

A typical patrol starts at 8:30 p.m. when 
that night's shift is briefed at the "Night 
Hawk” base, in the Township Park. They 
are then issued maps and other equip­
ment for the coming four hour patrol.

While on patrol volunteers look for 
suspicous vehicles, or people. They also 
look for unusual things such as an open 
window or a light on where it should not 
be. Although they do not make citizen 
arrests the members are briefed on that 
aspect of the work also.

"We don't call in everything we see 
when we see it. That would just be 
bothering the police. What we do is write 
it down in a notebook so if a suspicious 
vehicle, for example, is seen at one place 
and then seen again an hour later we 
already have thejicense plate number,” 
Van Vleck said.

He added that the work is slowly 
starting to pay off. "We are starting to 
see the benefit of this. At first it was just 
riding around, now things are happening 
while on patrol,”  Van Vleck said.

As for Keith Harvey’s Detroit Alliance 
(DAGA) it was reported last week in a 
local edition of the Observer Newspapers 
that the group was invited by a local 
attorney and a "governmental official” to 
form a chapter in the community. An 
attorney, who told The Crier he was 
identified as the invitor, vehemently 
denied that he had talked to Harvey.

Several attempts by Crier staffers to

reach Harvey, a self styled Baptist 
minister, have been unsuccessful. There 
is no phone listing for the DAGA 
organization and none for Harvey's so- 
called Martin Luther King Baptist 
Church in Detroit.

The phone number Harvey gave is 
"not where he stays”  say those answering 
there, and they have no way to contact 
him, they add.

Van Vleck said Monday, "Personally -- 
1 can’t speak for the team -  I don’t see 
any need for them (DAGA).”  He!added 
that volunteers are welcome from both

city and township and that they can call 
him at 453-7377.

Plymouth City Manager Henry Graper 
Jr. said that DAGA iis not wanted for 
patrol in the city.

Township Supervisor Maurice Breen 
echoed that feeling and added if DAGA 
started patrols in the township he would 
do as Mayor Coleman Young did when 
the New York Guardian Angels came to 
Detroit, and tell them to "Get the hell out 
of town.”

Berry said his department has not been 
contacted by Harvey.
