Several reasons were presented at 
Monday’s public hearing for the; tax 
abatement request for the Mayflower II 
additon to the Mayflower Hotel.

Among the leading advocates for the 
abatement was Plymouth City Manager 
Henry Graper Jr. He was supported by 
members of the City Commission who 
voted for the abatement as well as other 
residents.

Graper cited the pros for the 
abatement. They included the creation of 
new jobs in the city, bringing more money 
into the city’s economy, and eventually 
more taxes, as well as helping the hotel 
compete with other local hotel 
establishments.

Graper sai<T "Our downtown cannot be 
a viable downtown if, in fact, the hotel is 
not successful.

"Tax abatement should be a way to 
help people compete in their com­
munity,’’ Graper said, "as well as a way 
of bringing in new business.- We feel an 
abatement will help the Mayflower 
compete, somewhat, that’s obvious, but 
it’s still not quite enough.”

Graper also cited the pumping of $1.6 
million into the community and \the 
creation of at least 15 jobs as plus factors 
for granting the abatement on $1.2 
million of the projected SI.6 million.

His feelings yvere echoed by Moyor 
Eldon Martin who said, "The Mayflower 
is the Plymouth Rock of the city. We can 
all claim a piece of the rock. We must 
grant this abatement so that the hotel 
maintains it’s location wit bin the city.

Commissioner Mark Wehmeyer said, 
"Tax abatement is one way to lure 
business into our community, yes, but it is 
also a way to maintain a solid, compe jitive 
business.

Commissioner Jack Kenyon said the 
project would benefit the entire {com­
munity, while Commissionerr Ronald 
Loiselle pointed out that the abatement 
would last 12 years and then the property 
would be fully taxed.

Commissioner Karl Gansler said, 
"Since Mr. Graper has been in town 
we’ve got positive feelings back. I think 
we should look at the positive aspects of 
this project.”  He added that thej city 
needs to keep the Mayflower within its 
bounds. "If we lose the hotel it would be 
an extreme loss to our tax base. That’s 
what worries me.”

Lorenz said on his own 
"Before, you had a pigeon-run through 
the Weideman lot. It’s your choice ~ 
you can have pigeon droppings or 
$16,000 a year from the taxes.

Penn Theatre owner Margaret Wilson 
and Jack Wilcox also expressed support 
for the project as did one resident from 
Plymouth Township.

Opposition to the tax abatement for the 
Mayflower II addition to the Mayflower 
Hotel centered on four items at Monday’s 
public hearing.

Those in opposition to the abatement 
said the relief was too much and that it 
was badly timed to make it look like the 
deicsion to grant abatement had been 
made long ago.

Also, it was felt that the Mayflower 
Hotel is not a failing business and if there 
is money for such expansion by Lorenz 
Enterprise surely such a large abatement 
is not needed.

It was also expressed that the timing on 
the abatement grant was bad and that the 
city administration’s comparision of the 
hotel with other local hotel operations did 
not give a true prespective on the picture.

City Manager Henry Graper Jr. ad­
mitted that the timing might ibe bad, but 
that the comparision with the only other 
similar operations was justified.

Donald Samhat, an attorney 
representing Cloverdale Dairy Farms 
questioned the Mayflower’s need for such 
a sizeable abatement, and added that the 
comparison with the Plymouth Hilton 
Hotel, the Red Roof Inn and the Knight’s 
Inn in Canton was not a valid comparison.

Jim Tomlinson, of the family that owns 
Cloverdale stated his case clearly when he 
said, "We realize the Mayflower needs 
some assistance, but we feel the city is 
giving a tremendous amount of assistance 
already.

"Enough is enough. We feel the 
tremendous amount of assistance is 
unfair,”  Tomlinson continued. He added 
the Mayflower Hotel already literally 
owns the Weideman lot property worth 

close to a half million dollars, despite the 
fact lhat it is city property. Lorenz has 
also been granted the air rights across 
Main Street to build a pedestrian bridge.

Another resident of Plymouth added 
that he felt the abatement will be used to 
help bail out the Mayflower.

Still others saw the abatement request 
by Lorenz as a way to coerce the city into 
either granting the abatement for the 
addition or the Mayflower would threaten 
to leave the city. However, the prospect of 
the Mayflower leaving the community was 
a possibility long before the abatement 
issue.

Despite the overtones of negative 
feeling toward the tax abatement, all 
those in opposition said they did not want 
to be negative about the project, just the 
amount of assistance.

Commission votes 7-0 
for addition’s abatement

Either way one looks at tax abatement -- as a way of enticing new business to a 

community, or as method of helping existing, expanding businesses compete with more 
modern facilities -- the final result should be who benefits from the abatement, the 
applicant or the community at large.

At Monday night’s regular Plymouth City Commission meeting a tax abatement 
public hearing was held for the Mayflower II additon to the Mayflower Hotel, 827 W. 
Ann Arbor Trial, and the commission made a decision on the issue by approving the 
abatement unanimously.

The final decision for or against abatement was moved up from the Dec. 21 meeting 
because of possible changes in the sale of Economic Development Corporation bonds. 
There is a current fight going on at higher government levels to only allow EDC bonds 
for industrial projects and not commerical ventures such as the Mayflower.

Much of the public discussion over the 50 per cent abatement for 12 years, centered 
on the practical application of tax abatement and whether or not the city would benefit 
form the project and the abatement.

In this case it the opinion of the commission that the city, above Mayflower Hotel 
owner Ralph Lorenz, would benefit most from the project.

Due to open in early January, thg addition includes 51 rooms and a parking deck 
covering the Weideman Parking Lot.

Projected taxes on the new rooms with the 50 per cent abatement comes to $15,750 
yearly. Taxes on the present -hotel, the 16-room annex, and the Mayflower Meeting 
House total approximately $40,500. Total taxes would reach $56,000 and tax per room 
would be $537.

Total development cost considered taxable is $1.2 million and the entire project is 
worth over $1.6 million according to figure presented by City Manager Henry Graper Jr. 
for the public and the commission.

For tax comparision the city used figures on the other local hotels, the Plymouth 
Hilton, the Red Roof Inn, and the Knight’s Inn in Canton.

The 195-room Hilton pays $115,892 in local taxes or $594 per room, while the Red 
Roof pays $27,567 or $252 per room and the Knight’s Inn pays $29,728 or $277 per 
room, according to Graper’s statistics.

According to Graper all three of those operations have a mortgage at or near 10 per 
cent, while the Lorenz property will be on a floating mortgage between 12 and 15 per 
cent.

The addition itself will increase the size of the hotel to 109 rooms and at the same time 
make it possible for future connection with the meeting house acros the street by way of 
a pedestrian bridge.

That idea is still on the drawing board, but Lorenz has been granted the air rights for 
99 years.

Graper added that with the ever increasing rise in property values the taxes paid by 
Lorenz, currently the sixth largest taypayer in the city, will continue to increase each 
year, anyway.

Also the abatement will be complete in 12 years and the addition will become fully 
taxable at that time.

Originally the project had come up in 1976, but had not been undertaken due to 
negative reaction over leasing the air rights over the Weideman lot.

For the past two years the city and the Lorenz family have been in discussion over the 
proposed addition.

"When we first starting talking about the project we said we would consider tax 
abatement,” said Graper. "That is one of the reasons they went ahead with the ad­
dition.’

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Closed meeting law  
has too many holes

When does a government body, particularly one which has its members 
elected by the people, have the right to go behind closed doors?

That’s a constantly-asked question these days as more and more 
business is being conducted at every level of government away from the 
eyes and the ears of those being governed.

In spite of--and in some cases because of--Michigan’s open meetings 
statute more and more behind closed doors sessions are being held.

Under Michigan law, the only topics which can warrant a closed session 
by a government body are those which deal with personnel issues in which 
the employe in question has a right to ask for a closed session or an open 
session, matters dealing with property acquisition and matters involving 
court litigation.

It is interpretations of the latter that bring on most closed session 
problems. That is the interpretation that prompted Canton Township 
Board members to . call for a closed session last week to discuss possible 
changes in a township ordinance. The -closed session was suggested by 
Township Attorney Jud Hemming and when it came to a vote Supervisor 
Jim Poole, Ckerk John Flodin, Treasurer Maria Falkiewicz and Trustee 
Carol Bodenmiller voted yes and Trustees Bob Padget, Steve Larson and 
Loren Bennett voted no and it was off to the closed session.

There was no court litigation involved, only the threat of litigation 
which flight arise from discussion of proposed changes in an existing 
ordinance. That’s stretching the intent of the open meeting act. Using 
that interpretation, every ordinance on the township books carries a 
threat of court challenge at one time or another. Does that mean that all 
discussions concerning new ordinances or ordinance changes should be 
held in secret?

Elected officials should be wary of closed door sessions.
They should remember that decisions reached in open discussion 

before the public which turn out to be wrong decisions can be written off 
as just mistakes. Decisions reached in closed sessions and closed 
discussions are suspect, whether they are good or bad decisions.

Parts of Westland and 
Northville Township are also in the 27th. These communities have a 10- 
year history of working together on common county issues.

Secondly, the new county redistricting should attempt to balance 
constituencies such as minorities as much as possible to get maximum 
fighting power by the respective commissioners on any given issue.

Thus, there is great rationale for keeping our existing district pretty 
much intact.

A five-member panel is currently at work studying the redrawing ol 
Wayne County districts, and it’s clearly best for our collective com 
munities that the panel maintain our district.

There is some justification to removing the three precincts of Westland 
and the one Northville Township precinct from the 27th and adding them 
to the remainder of their neighbors. But otherwise, our county district 
should come out as the closest to its past form in the new redistricting 
compared to other county districts.

Granted, many of the county problems in lower-income Sumpter 
Township run towards bad drains and good nutrition for senior citizens 
while in Plymouth Township they’re more like snow removal and police 
protection. But that means our county commissioner has, in the past, 
been in on fights for both the haves and the have nots.

Our Wayne County district has been a cross section of regional 
governmental needs and that’s the purpose of county government.

This week the Plymouth administration 
voiced its support for a 12-year tax 
abatement on the Mayflower Hotel 
addition to allow, they said, for more 
equal competition with other area hotels 
and motels.

On the advice of the board’s attorney, the room was cleared of a dozen 
spectators to discuss changes in an electronic games ordinance, a 
questionable reason for resorting to secrecy. There must have been 
questions in the minds of at least three of the seven board members 
because Trustees Bob Padget, Loren Bennett and Steve Larson voted 
against the star chamber session.

But back to my "red flag.” When I hear an elected body vote for a 
closed meeting, two years of my newspaper reporter past always makes 
me look for the men’s John.

That reaction comes, not from a desire to throw up, but as an in­
voluntary action remembered out of the past. Back in the days of 
covering the Mason city council every Monday night there was a stretch 
oif two years when the city administration called for two or three closed- * y
sessions every meeting.

The city council would then remove themselves to the office of Police

In fact, all signs will 
be restricted to a size less than half of 
those found in downtown Plymouth, with 
the exception of signs related to the 
interstate.

This new ordinance will create a more 
attractive climate for business and will 
draw the business and industry we need 
to spread the tax burden more equally. In 
these hard economic times we must be 
able to compete with ^ surrounding 
communities for new business.

As a homeowner, I urge all concerned 
taxpayers to attend the Monday night 
meeting on Dec. 14 to support this new 
proposal.

The hardest thing was g<jing home and 
telling her children, Teresa 20, Dojig 17, 
and Carol 15.

It’s really hjard to 
tell someone you have a terminal illhess,” 
she said. . 1

Her husband Jake was very supportive 
throughout the ordeal. "We were close 
before this, but we’re even closer fnow,” 
she said. j

Entering the hospital on Dec. 1, 
Dingeldev staved there until Jan. 28 when 
she was considered to be in a good 
remission. She read everything she could 
find about the disease and pestered the 
doctors to tell her exactly whdt was 
happening to her. Taking 72 pills la day, 
she knew what every pill was for and what 
the side effects were. She received 
chemotherapy treatments daily 
that time. Once released from 
hospital, she went back every 30 days on a 
maintenance program.

When the idea of a bone marrow 
transplant whs brought up, Dingeldey 
started checking into it immediately, 
kind of transplant is stiFl vê y 
perimental, but she wrote to many doctors 
and they all answered. Choosing between 
about three years to live, knowing part of 
that time would be spent in the hospital 
and a 50-50 chance with the transplant, 
she decided she wanted more out of life. 
"My family was behind me, and ,1 have 
more to do than I could do ini three 
years,”  she said.

The next step was finding a doner. Out 
of one brother and three sisters, only one 
sister was a good match. After cheeking 
out many hospitals, she decided oin the 
University of Minnesota Hospital because 
they could get her in the quickest. She 
went there in April for four days of testing 
and was told she was a good candidate for 
the transplant because of her attitude. 
The doctors told her it would be three 
weeks to three months before they could 
do the transplant.

"I went home and jworried every 
dav,” said Dingeldey. "Wliat it I went out 
of remission or something happened to 
mv sister and thev couldn’t do the

underwent two days of lethal 
chemotherapy treatments and radiation. 
During the transplant, her sister was put 
under anesthetic and they took two and a 
half liters of bone marrow to transplant. 
"The marrow automatically finds its way 
to the right places,”  she said.

After spending 44 days in the hospital, 
Dingeldey was released, cured of

leukemia. There is a seven per cent 
chance of reoccurrence, but she isn’t 
worried about that.

"I was just lucky,” said the 39 year old 
homemaker who works at Federal Pipe 
and Steel. "I was the oldest pafient at the 
hospital, they won’t do the surgery on 
people over 40,” she said.

After many years as an art teacher and 
painter, Katie Wall Fox has found a 
happy medium.

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"Sandy’ to trade firehose for fishin’ pole

Captain Paul "Sandy” Sanders, 57, is 
retiring from the Plymouth Fire 
Department after 27 years of service.

Sanders, a long time resident and well 
liked member of the community, will 
retire in January of 1982 with his wife 
Loraine to a small ranch along the Illinois 
River.

"As a boy I’d always wanted to have 
property along that river. It was very 
appealing to me and when the the 
property became available we bought it,”  
Sanders said Saturday while taking time 
out from selling Plymouth Goodfellows 
newspapers.

Born in Cromwell, Okla, where his 
father moved oil rigs with a team of 
horses, Sanders came to Plymouth in 
1953 after having fought in the Aleutian 
Islands during World War II. He worked 
for a construction crew at the time he 
moved to the city and joined the 
Plymouth Fire Department as a volun­
teer.

In 1955 he became a fulltime 
firefighter. He was promoted to sergeant 
in 1958, lieutenant in 1960 and to 
Captain in 1980. The last promotion, he 
says, was a structural change and not a 
higher postion. The fire department 
created the captain postion from its 
lieutenants so they would be in a better 
position to deal with different community 
departments and their chiefs.

In 1953 Sanders bought a home in 
Plymouth. He and his family have lived 
there ever since. He also owns a building 
in Plymouth’s Old Village which is rented 
out with the rent used to supplement his

income and pave the way for a com­
fortable retirement.

In 1953, ganders also joined the 
Goodfellows organization and has been a 
member ever since. He was Goodfellows 
president in 1964.

"I do want to come back once I retire. I 
want to stay active in every way I can,”  
Sanders said. " I ’m going to miss 
Plymouth very much.”

The only regret Sanders has of his 27 
years on the force is that his family may 
have suffered at times from his over­
zealousness toward his work. " I  never 
refused to come in when called,”  he said.

When Sanders first started with the 
department many things were different 
from what they are today. He recalled how 
the department used to make constant 
rescue runs all over western Wayne 
County, from Michigan Avenue in the 
south to Seven Mile Road in the north. 
That was before either Plymouth or 
Canton Townships had rescue units. Also 
the county was "thin”  back then, said 
Sanders.

He has also seen a tremendous amount 
of change in fire investigation. "We used 
to pride ourselves in fighting a fire and 
leaving the scene clean, but that’s wrong, 
you throw away your evidence when you 
do that,”  Sanders said.

"The equipment is better, the com­
munications are better, the quarters are 
better and the training is much better,” 
he continued. "We have not been a 
sleepy department. We’ve always been 
improving ourselves and the department.

Hartwig murder trial 
now set for Jan. 13

Ronald Hartwig, 32, accused killer of 
Stacey Hurrelbrink, 21, will go to trial 
before Wayne County Circuit Court 
Judge Henry J. Szymanski on Jan. 13. 
The trial had been adjourned from the 
original date of Dec. 15.

According to Asst. Wayne County 
Prosecutor John Thompson his office has 
received the results of the forensic 
examination Hartwig took in Ann Arbor

recently. He said the tests were to see if 
Hartwig is criminally responsible for his 
actions the night of Aug. 24 and not to see 
if he is competent to stand trial.

Thompson said Hartwig’s defense 
attorney has filed a notice claiming 
insanity at the time of the act.

"This is basically a defense and may or 
may not be used by the defense attorney 
at the trial,’’ said Thompson.

] Anyone who suffers from a vascular 
condition of the lower limbs should 
lead a life that is only mildly active 
and free from exertion. Regular, 
moderate exercise, such as walking or 
bicycle riding is often encouraged, 
but a doctor must make the 
judgment for you.

A typical song involves three elements - 
- developing the notes, the song itself, and 
adding the rhythm to the note?.

There are seven ascending and seven 
descending notes which form the raga, 
and various combinations offer thousands 
of musical variations. The raga is ar­
tistically interpreted by the vocalist, and 
the presentation is up. to his ability and 
imagination. The vocalist can elaborate 
on the notes, but not on the song.

Aiding in this interpretation are two 
instruments, the tambura and violin. The 
tambura is a long-necked drone in­
strument which may be played by the

vocalist, while the violin is used to both 
follow and embellish the vocalist’s choice i 
of raga.

Yhe tala, on the other hand, is ac­
centuated by the mridangam, a drum with 
both ends covered by animal skins. The 
left head plays bass while the right is 
tuned to the "tonic”  of the music.

Karnatak is characterized by lilting, 
oscillating notes, virtuoso performances 
by the artists and a spirit of challenge 
that each musician poses to the others.

Because the performers do not rehearse 
beforehand, they must be familiar with an 
incredime body of music. On top of that 
difficulty, however, the best can exhibit a

startling range of creativity within a 
seemingly structured system of notes.

"It is a new experience each time,” 
says Sankaranarayanan. " I  usually do 
not select a raga until the show.”

The trio are on the last,leg of a three- 
month tour which had more than 35 
concerts scheduled. They have been 
sponsored throughout the U.S. by 
families like Bali’s and have seen a great 
many cities. But which was their favorite?

"That is a very hard question to answer 
diplomatically,”  says Sankaranarayanan 
with a broad smile.

I’m really proud of the guys in this 
department.”

He added the department doesn’t even 
have one deck of playing cards. "People 
have gotten the idea firefighters sit on 
their duffs playing cards. It doesn’t 
happen here,”  Sanders said.

"Good quarters are important to help 
relax the firefighters. It’s not good for 
firefighters to be jumpy,”  said Sanders.

One of the more humorous incidents in 
Sanders*27 years occurred when he pulled 
a woman from a burning building. He 
thought she was an invalid [because he 
had to drag her from the house and carry 
her to an ambulance. He later found out 
she was just drunk at the time. "I 
received a citation for that one,”  Sanders 
said with a laugh.

The hottest fire he experienced came at 
the Continental Can fire in the early ’50s. 
The roughest was the Packaging Cor­
poration fire in 1972' because of the 
abrasive smoke and the bitter cold. He 
also remembers that as the longest fire,

lasting almost three days.

By far the single most frightening 
incident came when he helped rescue a 
heart attack victim from atop a 50-foot 
ham radio antenna. "With two men up 
there I didn’t know if the pole would hold 
us. It was just attached to the grounds by 
very thin looking strings,”  Sanderasaid.

The man was strapped to the pole and 
it took some effort to free him. "He was 
probably gone before I got on top the 
pole,”  Sanders said, "but we had to get 
him down. When the wind blew I was 
afraid that tower would collapse.”

Sanders said one of the biggest things a 
firefighter has to deal with is a strange 
dichotomy to the job. "You can’t show 
any feeling, but you can feel it,”  he said. 
"You have to do whatever you can to 
reach people during a fire. Some you

swear at, others you pray with. You have 
to be a minister, a tough guy, a
psychologist and a firefighter.”

As captain, and lieutenant before, 
Sanders was in command of fighting 
many fires. He remembers the first fire he 
commanded. "We lost that one, but I 
don’t feel bad about it. I’ve been for­
tunate, I haven’t lostTbo many big fires.”

On his ranch near Silom Springs, Ark., 
Sanders will enjoy a little fishing -  one of 
his favorite pasttimes-a little gardening 
and possibly raise some animals.

Sanders met his wife at a dance in 
Salem Township. They were married in 
1948. "She’s a native of Plymouth and a 
graduate of Plymouth High,”  said 
Sanders. "She is the real reason I stayed. 
When we were younger we could go 
anywhere we wanted but she wanted to 
stay in Plymouth.”  The pair have a son 
Tim, 31, a daughter Sharon, 29, and two 
grandchildren.

Besides fighting fires, Sanders will be 
remembered for his cooking.
