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Parents find solace after tragedy

“"There is no how, there is no why.”
That’s the way Mr. and Mrs. Robert
Tocco deseribe the ordeal and anguish of
losing their 10 and a half weeks old

daughter to Sudden Infant Death
Syndrome (SIDS) on November 10.
The Toeccos, who hve at 41936

Edenbrocke Drive, in Canton, are still
asking the ‘““Why’> and the “"How”
questions about the death of their
daughter, Angela Christine, knowing that
so far there is no real answer to SIDS
from; medical science and knoying that
SIDS is an ever-present happening that
strikes more children between birth and

the age of 1 than the general public
realizes.

The Toccos, who have three sons,
Bobby, 8, Jimmy, 4, and Vincent, 2,
thought Nov. 10 was just another routine
day in the life of the Tocco family. ‘

Bob Tocco came home from his meat
cutling job, had supper and went off to a
Canton Jaycee meeting to plan for the.

Once a convenient way to obtain a
Plymouth postmark or get early ‘in-
Plymouth delivery on mail dropped off
after the post office lobby closed, the two
local boxes became an unwarranted
burden on the post office, said Plymouth
Postmaster John A. Mulligan.

“It was clogging up the system,” he
said of the boxes’ required local sorting.

*‘Since we’ve put it (local mai! slot) in
the lobby, we’ve saved a lot of time,”
Muiligan said. According to postoffice
figures, only 600 to 1,100 pieces out of
some 3,500 letters dropped in the two

outside boxes were destined for Plymouth .

addresses or appeared to have some
reason for a Plymouth postmark.

“Much of the mail deposited in the
boxes, Mulligan - said, was bound for

Livonia, Westland or Canton. ""Almost
none of the citizens realized Canton was
switched over to Westland (post office}
last January,”” he said.

Since the two boxes had their local
postmark designation removed in
September, all mail from Plymouth not
deposited in the local window of the post
office lobby is sorted in regional postal
facilities. Plymouth letters dropped in a
box, therefore, are trucked downtown,
sorted and then trucked back.

“*It does not delay the Plymouth mail at
all,”” Mulligan said. ““If it’s in the general
mail boxes by 5 p.m,, it’s delivered the
next day,”” he said.

(EDITOR’S NOTE: A letter mailed in
the box in front of the Plymouth Post
Office at 4 p.m. Monday did arrive at The
Crier office with Tuesday morning mail.
The cancellation mark on the envelope
indicated that it had made the trip to a
Detroit mail facility where it was sorted
and returned right on schedule.)

$75 mllhon Think about it and then look around, because that is what the
township has spent in the last 10 years.”

Using that experience of the last 10 years, Gorman then came up with
the shocker, *‘In the next 10 years Canton Township will spend $150
million.”

He went on to say that as finance director he continually sees requests
for more money, more personne] and more equipment.

What Gorman really pushed for in his presentation was that instead of
moving from crisis to crisis, from one costly brush fire to another similar’
fire, making snap decisions and crisis expenditures, the township should
have a master plan for capital 1mprovements addmons to staff in-
creasing services, etc.

Sign ordinance hearing

draws heavy response

There were plenty of opinions ex-
pressed Monday night at the Canton
Planning Commission public hearing on
revisions 1o the township sign ordinance.
A steady stream of business peoople in

Canton took the microphone and attack -

the old sign ordinance as being too
stringent and repressive.

There were several other people who
wanted the sign ordinance left alone to
preserve the.confusion and proliferation
of signs.

The planning commissioners made no
decision on approving the sign ordinance
changes Monday night. Any changes
made would have to go before the Canton
trustees for final okay.

The sign ordinance changes under
consideration have been a joint effort by
the Canton Chamber of Commerce,
planning commission members and the
township planning department.

John Schwartz, president of the Canton
Chamber of Commerce, called the
proposed changes "‘necessary for Canton
business to survive.”” He said, ““The sign
ordinance changes will not allow the
Jandscape to be cluttered.”

Schwartz hammered away at the need
for changes and said that the businesses
deserved consideration, pointing to
business support in Canton for such
things as the Canton Library, Fanton
Country Festival and hundreds of other
community efforts supported by business
donations.

*“We are only asking that we be allowed
*” he said.

Official opposition to any changes from
the League of Women Voters was
presented. The LWV theme was that
larger signs would not assure more

business. The LWV suégestion was that

freeway related business should pursue

information panels at the exits to bring
business to the doors.

' Carol Gardiner, a Canton homeowner,
protested any change. *“As a homeowner I
have concern over sign clutter,”’ she said.

Then came the business spokesmen.

Bob Carpenter told of his problems with

bringing highway business off I-275 at his
Michigan Avenue McDonald’s
Restaurant. ““We need help. We want to
survive in Canton and would like some
consideration. -

A Knight’s Inn spokesman reiterated
Carpenter’s plea as did business people
up and down Ford Road and Michigan
Avenue.

Frank Parson pointed out that business
was not to be treated as an enemy.

Other business spokesmen touched on
the lack of community spirit and
cooperation in Canton and cited the
cooperative spirit existing in Plymouth
and its business vitality.

‘Business, government and homeowners
were urged to work together by many of
the speakers.

Woody Lynch, who has just completed
construction of his skating rink in Canton
off Joy Road, told of his problems with
the current sign ordinance and how lack
of signing was an obstacle that took a lot

- of advertising dollars to overcome.

There were also suggestions from
Canton homeowners that property tax
bills on homes might be lower if Canton
businesses and industry were to thrive
and pick up more of a share of the cost of
government.

For students from abroad
Life becomes a cultural exchange -

They come from the Orient, South
Pacific and Europe. Although each has a
different background, they all agree on

one thing. They wanted to live in
America.
Every year, organizations such as

Youth For Understanding and Rotary
International make it possible for high
school students from all over the world to
live and study in the US., and for
American students to go abroad.

This year seven exchange students are
attending Salem High, and three more at
Canton High. Most have been in the U.S.
since August and are barely over the
newness of living thousands of miles from
home.

Takane Taono of Japan, for example,
comes from halfway around the world.
She 1s quick to point out that
homesickness is a not-unexpected snde
effect of the experience.

Many of the students remark not only
at the obvious differences in customs, but
of the sheer layout of the US. Peter
Iversen of Denmark observes that
everything looks bigger. “‘People live
much closer together in Denmark.”

The bigness has another drawback that
all say, somewhat ruefully, they ex-
perience — an auto is needed to get
practically anywhere since the U.S. has
not developed its public transportation.
And exchange students are not allowed to
drive.

Since life in America for them very
often seems to revolve around school,

exchange students find the easiest
comparisons there. -
