Trustees to write specs for one-hauler trash contract

 Township Okays trash pickup plan

BY KEN VOYLES
Despite -claims to the contrary
Plymouth Township is not getting into
the solid waste disposal business.
- However, at Tuesday’s regular
gathering of the township’s Board of
Trustees, a resolution was passed 4-3 to

formulize specifications and seek bids

which would lead to just one garbage
collector in the township.

That one contractor, it was added,
~ would not be the township, but a collector
“with the lowest bid, thus assuring a

reduced rate from what most townshlpﬁ

residents currently pay.

The township will not, it was said, get
into the business, buy equipment or hire
workers. It will only set the specifications
and keep the internal records.

Trustees Gerald Law, Andy Pruner,
Barb Lynch, and Supervisor Maurice
Breen voted for the plan, while Trustee
Lee Fidge, Clerk Esther Hulsing and
Treasurer Joesph West dissented. It was
the second such vote for the trustees this
year. The first time the issue came up it
failed.

Currently there are 11 licensed con- |
" tractors in the township serving ap-

proximately 5, 300 single-family residents.

. Of those 1} garbage collectors, half a
dozen showed up for the Tuesday meeting
to protest the township’s attempts to seek
one contractor. Also on hand was a full
house of residents, some for the move,
others opposed to the move.

The purpose of Law’s study was “"to
examine the cost effectiveness or
economic side of this service.”” Besides

fire protection, police protection, water
and sewer services, the township is also
involved in solid waste disposal, but

- currently acts only as a licenser and thas

no control over the price of the service.
“‘Right now it costs our residents more
to have their garbage collected than for
police protection, that’s how expensive it
has gotten,”” Law said. Township

City’s block

grant program
may get cut

The City of Plymouth will receive
819,000 less per yeaf in the next three-
year installment of the federally funded
Community Block Grant program.

Despite the decrease in funds from
$99,000 yearly to $80,000, the city will put
together a package - or shopping list as
the city’s Federal Grants Coordinator
John Behmann calls it - of future projects
that fit the guidelines of the block grant
program, by April I of 1982.

For that “‘shopping list”” Behmann,
and members of Plymouth’s Advisory
Council for Block Grants, need input
from city residents. Future money from
the program must go for projects that,
either benefit low income residents,
prevent or eliminate community blight, or
meet urgent community need.

Money from the program is based on
population. Cities with less than 10,000
residents receive less than cities with over
10,000 peopie. Because Plymouth, ac-
cording to the 1980 census, has 9,984
residents, or 16 residents short of 10,000,
it will receive $80,000 yearly instead of
the $99,000 it had been receiving.

At a November meeting of the Wayne
County Advisory Bard to the Community
Block Grant program, it was decided in
consortium that Plymouth would receive
$80,000, despite protest by the city.

City Commissioner Jack Kenyon, the
city’s member of that consortium, along
with Behmann, pleaded the city’s case at
the meeting, but they were unsuccessful.

The pair appealed the decision on the
grounds that the 1980 census must have a
margin of error greater than two-tenths of
one per cent -- the difference by which the
city missed 10,000 residents. They also
argued that the new 48-room addition to
the city’s senior citizen center, Tonquish
Creek Manor, has brought in 33 senior
citizen from outside the community. The

. addition was not complete until this past

summer, after the census was conducted.

Behmann ‘said if the city could con-
vince the Federal Census Bureau to
acknowledge the margin of error, and the
increase in senior citizens, the Wayne
County board would do so also. He added,

- School cash crisis is hard to explain

BY DAN BODENE

Piymouth Canton  Schools  ad-
ministrators are worried that taxpayers
are misunderstanding many of the
district’s financial problems.

Compounding the problem, they say, is
the difficulty of explaining the situation
to the community.

During reports this semester from a
12x12x12 committee on budget, chairman
Bruce Mirto said a significant public
relations problem exists between district
management and the public.

In the committee’s final report to the

"Board of Education, it was noted ““The

Board is also respounsible for the
credibility of the district’s budget, in-
cluding both revenue and expenditures.
The Board must insist that the Ad-
ministration provide reasonable, ac-
curate, ~oncrete financial planning data
to board members and 1o citizens.”

So, information is being distributed to
area residents in several ways.

One part of the informational cam-
paign is ""News Briefs” published every
week with details of board meetings and
workshops. In each edition, assistant
superintendent for community relations
Richard Egli has also been providing
detailed information on the district
financial picture.

The Septr 30 edition, for example,
detailed many of the impending financial
problems the district faces. Included
were explanations of major concerns such

as executive order cutbacks, enrollment
decline and resulting state aid reductions,
the cost of borrowing money due to cash
flow problems, serious reductions in
budget surplus, and the status of present

cutbacks.

The most recent edition of ““New j
Briefs” presented an explanation of loc

township trustees were told. Current costs
would average $6,000 per home, Gorman
said.

Chief Cox’s holiday
modification’” tips include:

1.-Plan shopping trips well in advance.

Give yourself a chance to slow your pace
and take it easy.

2.-When walking, don’t hide behind a
~ pile of packages. Cross streets only at

crosswalks where drivers expect you.
~ 3.-Driving or walking, keep alert for
bad weather that causes traffic tie-ups

“*behavior

and unsure footing.

As for over-enthusiastic party-goers, the
chief reminded that alcohol slows
reflexes, impairs coordination and
reduces visual acuity.

‘“Put a person in this condition behind
the wheel of a car, add winter’s poor
visibility and inadequate traction, and
you multiply the chances of a tragic
crash,’”’ he warned.

Those who overdo would do well to
heed the advice: Black coffee, cold
showers, fresh air or other folklore
remedies won’t help., Time is the only
answer—-time for your body to dispose of
the alcohol. After several drinks, that time
may be several hours.

“Ride home with a friend or take

public transportation,”” Chief Cox
recommended, and concluded with this
warning:

“If you can’t watch out for yourself-
we’ll have to watch out for you.”

CLUBFOOT

Clubfoot, or talipes, is a congenital
deformity in which the muscles
and bones of the foot are twisted
into abnormal positions. The form
most often encountercd s talipes
cqumovanns, which has two dis-
tinct characteristics: the sole of
the foot turms inward, with its
outer edge turned down; and the
foot is noticeably arched so that,
when the baby is standing erect,
the heel will not touch the ground.

The formation of a clubfoot is
attributed to the position of the
fetus in the womb. If the foot and
leg are somehow forced into an
unusual position and held there
for several monthi during preg-
nancy, the pressure of the uterine
wall may deform the extremely
pliable bones of the foot and
ankle. Almost all trcatment tries
to make structural changes by re-
versing the forces that mitially
caused the deformity.
