"We have a priority system in clearing 
roads,”  Kinville said. "First we clear the 
freeways and the state highways. Then we 
move to the county primary roads and 
then come the/secondary unpaved roads 
and subdivision streets.”

Audience remarks ranged from charges' 
that the road commission "didn’t give a 
damn” to sbggestions that Canton 
Township should take over its own road 
clearing.

; Supervisor Poole and the Wayne 
County Road ' Commission officials 
pointed out that the cost of equipping the 
township with the equipment would be 
prohibitive.

Kinville told the crowd that road 
commissions all over the stale are 
strapped for cash' as gas and weight tax 
money shrinks thanks to lighter and more 
fuel efficient cars. Dresselhouse said that 
not only had the funds available for snow j 
removal shrunk, the funding loss had also 
left the. road commission with fewer 
pieces of equipment and older equipment 
that spent more time in the commission’s 
repair shops. .

"To offset the inability to get the snow 
removal job done in emergency situations 
such as that of the.last two weeks, the 
road, commission contracts road clearing 
jobs out to private contractors,” 
Dresselhouse said,
