Canton Township Trustees heard) 

another big debate on the proposed 
changes in the township’s  stiff sign 
ordinance Tuesday night. This one, as 
was the one before the planning com­
mission three weeks ago, was played to a 
full house composed mostly of township 
business representatives intent on seeing 
the passage o f  the proposed changes 
which have already .received the approval 
o f the Canton Township ' Planning 
Commission and the Wayne County 
Planning Commission.

There was some major opposition to 
the proposals which would relax the 
township code to allow such things as 
billboards, tower signs and portable signs. 
Most of the opposition came from 
representatives of the Plymouth-Canton- 
Northville-Novi chapter o f the League of 
Women Voters.

' Final decision on the sign code changes 
is expected to be made by the township 
board at the Feb. 23 regular meeting. |

A- steady parade of business people 
took to the microphone to urge relaxing 
of *lhe code. Bob Card, owner of [Mc­
Donald’s Restaurant on Michigan Ave., 
said, "We can not long survive unless we 
can attract customers with adequate 

-signing." He gave the results of his own 
poll of customers which indicated that 
many people, particularly those traveling 
1-275, don’t realize that his .business is 

. located on Michigan Ave. at an 1-275 exit.'
Other people said that the major 

problem in Canton is that new business is 
not being attracted and that lack of 
adequate signing poses a problem for 
Canton people looking for a particular 
business and also poses a traffic hazzard 
to those trying to find a particular 
business or service.

There were comments from apartment 
development owners and manager i who 
reported that it was hard to attract new 
tenants with Canton’s stiff sign cod e.. ‘

Again and again the theme was 
repeated that Cantop business was 
suffering because of lack of adequate 
signs, both from those driving through 
the township on 1-275, Ford Road and 
Michigan Avenue, and those who live in 
the township. j

Women Voters took the stand that 
"larger sigiu  do not necessarily equate 
with an improved business atmosphere. 
Visual clutter can detract from overall 
commetcial appeal and thereby lessen 
consumer patronage o f area business.’’

The LWV also took strong exception in 
its statement that the incentives in the 
current ordinance for utilizing natural 
materials is being eliminated. "It is our 
opinion that those businesses that have 
utilized natural material' signs have 
contributed to Canton’s  commercial 
image in an aesthetically positive manner 
while enhancing their individual 
properties.’’ .

The LWV statement went on to urge a 
comprehensive plan in the interest of 
helping Canton business which would 
include "site plan approval (for new 
business) which would require a market 
analysis, a system to. encourage 
pedestrian traffic,'a traffic plan aimed at 
reducing Ford Road congestion and 
periodic township-wide special events."

After the LWV statement was read, 
Canton. Township Farmer and Farm 
Market- owner, responded with the 
statement, "I don’t know how many of 
those women have businesses or whose 
husbands have businesses, in Canton, but 
I know their group- takes in Northville, 
Plymouth and Novi, who’ve all got signs. 
Maybe they’d like to see that Canton - 
doesn’t get its share o f the pie.’’

Another strong case for the sign code 
changes was made by John Schwartz, 
president o f the Canton Chamber of 
Commerce. .

He disaggreed with the LWV position 
that the signs would be "clutter."

"They are not clutter. They will be in 
good taste and something-everyone can 
live with-an integral pari of the business 
community."

Schwartz went on to point out the 
strong support that Canton businesses 
had given to such projects as the township 
library, the Canton Country Fest and 
parade, support for projects for local 
organizations in offering discounts and 
donations and cash contributions to local 
causes.

"Now is the chance for the community 
to help business. All we want is an equal 
base to compete with other communities- 
a chance to survive," Schwartz said..
