a tax rate of five mills and an assessed

valuation of $20,000. , _
To ‘the individual taxpayer if is the-

amount of the tax bill that is important, .

not the particular tax rate-assessed value
combination which produced it.

However, state aid - programs, like
revenue sharing and school fupds, are

related to the tax rate and assessed value -
of the community. In general, the lower .

the assessed value and the hlghe the tax
rate, the more state aid goes to the local
unit of government. (Federal |revenue
sharing funds are affected in thisway to a

certain extent.) Thus theré is an jncentive

to collect property taxes through! high tax
rates and low assessed values. . |
The state realizes this and attempts to
correct for the failure of local units to
assess their property at 50 percent of
" market value as reqmred by state law To
make the correction the state multiplies

your assessed value as determmfd by the -
township - through contract flth the

- county by a state equalization factor.
The state equalization factor |is based
on how much lower,, on average, the

properties in your district are {assessed

than the required 50 percent of market.

value. The state equalized valuj of your

property is, theri, the assessed value times
the state equalized value (SEV) factor,
and for the average-property it should be
50 percent of market value.
