Knollwood Cemetery in Canton facc.s 

revocation of its license and being placed 
in receivership because its owner lias 
ignored courl.orders to produce financial 
statements.

Sam Tocco, owner of the cemetery, was 
ordered by Wayne County Circuit Court 
to produce an audited financial statement 
to back his claims that the State of 
Michigan Cemetery Commission was 
wrong in alleging the cemetery was more 
than $300,000 short in required trust 
funds.

The audit due date was postponed at 
the request of Toccols attorneys until 

' March 5. It still has.not been filed. .
Elliott Perlman, attorney for Tocco and 

the cemetery, said Tuesday that the audit 
was nearly ready, "The hook keeping 
aspects of the audit have been completed. 
I’m somewhat surprised - that I' haven’t 
received it already.” j •

ToccoV attorney admitted the audit 
showed "there is an arrearage in the trust 
funds.”
T~ Perjman said the audit would be filed 
in court soon and criticized thestate. "All 
efforts to get them to cooperate in the 
conduct of the audit have failed,” he said.

But state officials disagreed.
On Monday "wc still haven’t heard a - 

word (on the audit),’*' said George Bruce 
from the Michigan Dept, of Licensing and 
Regulation.

"I’ve got take some action,” said Ron 
Styka, assistant attorney general, in­
dicating that he would ask for license 
revocation and receivership. The state 
has threatened Knollwood with that 
action since 1974 when it first alleged the 
cemetery was not ‘properly depositing 

’ money into its merchandise and endowed 
care trust funds.

Styka said he will approach Wayne 
Circuit Court Judge Henry J. Szymanski 
to take action.

Szymanski is not the first Wayne 
County circuit judge to ’weigh. 
Knollwood’s problems. ' In September,' 
1979 Judge John O’Hair ordered a. 
consent judgment in which .Tocco agreed 
to begin repaying the trust fund shor­
tages. The state savs those repayments 
have never been made.

A Canton man was killed late Sunday - 
night when he rammed the hark ol a Mint 
truck on 1-275.

State Police say Charles l.er Bartel'. 
35, of Canton, was southbound in a 197.3 
Chevrolet in the middle lane of 1-275 just 
north of Plymouth Road, when according 
to witnesses he pulled into the right lane 
to pass. State Police say two witnesses 
estimated-Bartels’ speed at from 70 to 75 
miles per hour when he struck the rear of 
a semi driven by Gary Lawrence, 29, of 
New Boston. ’Witnesses also said Bartels 
did not attempt to brake before the 
impact.

State Police say Lawrence had 
■ previously pulled the truck over for 
repairs, but was back onto the expressway 
aiid accelerating with, his four-way 
flashers on when he was struck byBartcls. 
Police say witnesses estimated the truck’s 

speed at just below 45 miles per hour 
when the accident occurred.
■ Bartels was pronounced dead on arrival 
at St. Mary Hospital.

Leonard said. .
' Responding to a question on failures of 
the consolidated- system, Leonard said, 
"The same failures of police and fire 
departments are glossed over every day.” 

Proposed salaries for Public Safety 
officers, if a consolidation occurred, was a

frequently-asked question. Both Leonard 
and Poole said that salaries would have to 
be negotiated if the consolidation was 
approved.

Examples of consolidated efforts in 
other communities throughout the U.S. 
were also discussed.

S t u d e n t  b u r n e d  i n  e x p l o s i o n

An explosion and fire in a workroom at 
Canton High School has left a student 
hospitalized with burns and lacerations.

According to Canton High Principal 
Kent Buikema, details of the accident arc 
sketchy. He says two students on the CEP 
Perspective staff were working after 
school in a photo lab adjacent to a library 
workroom on April 1. After leaving the 
lab, he says, they went through the 
workroom where one of the pair, Bob 
Lattin, 17, of Plymouth Township, spun 
the handle of a manual duplicating 
machine. . .

Buikema says according to an interview 
with the other student, Thomas Conwcll, 
III, of Canton, a can of duplicating fluid 
then fell from a shelf and apparently 
exploded, setting Lattin’s clothing on

fire. The fire was extinguished by 
Conwell.

Canton Fire Department Cpt. Art 
Winkel says a rescue unit arrived at 
Canton High shortly after 6:45 p.m. where 
they discovered Lattin had sustained first, 
second and third degree burns on his legs 
and lacerations to his face. He was 
transported by Canton Rescue to Wayne 
County General Hospital, then tran­
sferred by county rescue to the Ann Arbor 
Burn Center. .

Winkel says Lattin is now in 
satisfactory condition at the University of 
Michigan Hqspital.

The incident is still tinder in­
vestigation, Winkel.says. "We can’t find 
the ignition source,” he added. "The 
school is mailing some of the chemicals to 
us, and we will check them.”
