Libraries throughout Michigan will 

face-severe problems if proposed sharp, 
cutbacks are carried out in the state aid 
appropriations they receive, from the 
Michigan Legislature.

That was the consensus of Canton 
Public Library delegates to the Michigan 
Library Association’s Legislative Day 
Conference in Lansing on Wednesday 
(May 19), Deborah Oiionnor, Library 
Director and Mary Feltz, Library Board 
Chairman reported.

Mrs. O’Connor and Mrs. Feltz were 
among the approximately 160 delegates 
from throughout the state who attended 
the daylong session • at Cooley Law 
School in the state capital. The delegates 
represented public, academic, school, 
cooperative, county, technical and other 
libraries as well as ’’Friends of the 
Library” local groups.

"Libraries people are very aware of 
current budgetary problems at all levels 
of government and ask only that libraries 
be treated fairly and equitably when 
appropiations are being worked out,” 
said Howard Iipton, MLA Legislative 
Committee chairperson.

"Substantial cuts are being rumored, 
and if they occur, they will force severe 
cutbacks in services to the public, to 
students and to all others who use 
libraries,’’ added Mrs. Frances Pletz, 
MLA Executive Director.

"With the Legislative Day program, 
we felt closer to the legislative process 
and the approaches they are taking to 
Michigan’s economic problems,” Mrs. 
Fehz said.

"It also waa moat important that we 
were able to explain our feeling and 
concerns about libraries and the needs . 
of the people they serve to the elected 
representatives who vote on the pro1 
pouts that affect us.”

/  2. In the days ahead all schools in 
Michigan face very trying and critical times. 
This Will require decisions of courage and 

conviction to he marie. These hard deci­
sions should he trusted to experienced 
educators’ totally committed to the quality 
education, of the school district's students. 
There are areas which can use examination 
for cutting hark. These areas include: 1. ad­
ministration and support staff.'
