Committee had presented a list of tem­
porary busing recommendations to the 
board at a July llworkshop. At that time 
the board discussed the issue but did not 
accept or reject any recommendation.

On Monday night action was taken on 
six areas involving East, West, Lowell 
and Pioneer Middle Schools for the
1982- 83 school year; and on another 21 
recommendations involving Tanger, 
FiegeK Bird , Smith, Allen, Hulsing, 
Eriksson, Field, Gallimore and Stark4, 
weather Elementary schools for the:
1983- 84 school year.

At East Middle School the board 
elected to continue safety busing for 
students traveling the west side of'Lilley 
Road and south of Ann-Arbor Trail.. 
For students in the Rocker Street area,, 
however, they voted to uphold a Safety 
Committee recommendation to discon­
tinue busing. It Was the only time the 
hoard followed such a recommendation.

School lunch 
contractor agrees 
to budget plan

Officials of Interstate United, the 

company presently managing food ser­
vice for Piymouth-Canton Community 
Schools, said Monday night they are 
willing to agree on and guarantee a 
budget for next year’s school lunch 
program.

Jack Driscoll, vice president of Inter- 
state’s Michigan region, said at Monday 
night’s Board of Education meeting that 
information compiled on the district 
can provide "the final answer” . Driscoll 
said his company is willing to sit down 
with administrators and board members 
and work out a food service program 
and budget, and guarantee it to 910,000.

Board Treasurer Glenn Schroeder 
contended that Interstate’s recommen­
dation to ’’satellite”  (prepare food in 

, central locations and transport it) 
district elementary schools ignored the 
fact that most significant losses occurred 
in middle and high school lunch pro­
grams;

Food Service Director Jack Chandler 
said that a factor bearing on the losses is 
that serving times in middle and high 
schools cannot be changed. Driscoll 
added that until recently, Interstate 
managers also did not have enough 
information to present fully the two- 
point problem of satelliting and the 
middle school menu.

Driscoll said his company now has the 
answers it didn't have two or three 
months ago, and is willing to work out 
a food service program for the 1962-83 
school year.

If  the board should support a partial 
satelliting program, Driscoll said 
for example, four schools could be 
handled for an estimated 94,000 to
95,000 in start -up costs. "We have seen 
a turnaround in the schools -  the resis­
tance factor is down."

Board President said-that Interstate 
projections were based on current wage 
projections, and that any increase in 
cafeteria personnel wages would affect 
the food service cost projections.

Yack also said that according to a 
survey taken of several surrounding 
districts’ food service programs, "I'm  
not sure you can make money at this.”  
He added ^that the basic "undeT- 
pinnings”  of food service programs of 
the past. -  federal subsidies -- are 
disappearing.

The Board is expected to make a 
decision on the food service issue at a 
special meeting on July 19.

Canton trustees 
video games ordinance

Video game* were the (wuh of several ac­

tions by the Canton Board of Trustees last 
Tuesday, including amendments to the ar­
cade ordinance and a zoning dispute from 
an arrade owner.

Chief Building Official Aaron Marhnik 
said most amendments to the standing law 
included more definitions, licensing pro- ‘ 
cedures and operational requirements. 
Maehnik cautioned the hoard that a propos­
ed section on hours of operation which 
would close any arcade at midnight; could 
he controversial.

It was.

. Jamil Akhtar. co-owner of Canton Wizard 
(the only video arcade in Canton) objected 
to both-a proposed licensing fee structure 
and the hours of operation section.

“Why are you regulating ihy hoars?” he 
asked. “When your attorney said your or­
dinance was unconstitutional. 1 instituted 
my own hours.” Akhtar said that under the 

’ proposed ordinance amendment.. other 
businesses in Canton that offer video games. 

—•'"Would be allowed to operate them Iteyond 
the arcade .curfew, a situation he said was 
unfair.

Maehnik suggested.changing the amend­
ment to allow arcade owners to operate the 
same hours as any establishment holding a 
class C liquor license.

Akhtar said, “This is the third time the or­
dinance has been liefore yon. the third time 
you’ve discussed it and the thin! time you 
have agreed it is an unenforceable rule. 
Common sense always prevails over legal 
knowledge.” Clerk John Flodin added, “INot 
always, Jim, but it should.“

Trustees then agreed to an arcade closing 
hour of 1 a.ni. Monday through Saturday, 
and instituted a quarterly prorated system 
of license fees.

Akhtar told the hoard he objected to a re­
quirement that he build a sidewalk from his 
establishment on Lilley Road through adja­
cent property to the Ford Road intersection. 
Akhtar said Marathon ’Oil Co. has plans to 
huild a station at the comer, and that there 
were also state Highway Department plans 
to widen Ford and county Road Commis­
sion plans to install a turn lane on Lilley.

Maehnik said the Marathon plans were in­
conclusive, and Canton DPW Superinten­
dent Jake Dingeldey added, that the Ford 
Road widening is also Unlikely in the near 
future.

Trustee Robert Padget said that since 
there was no real hazard at the Ford Road 
crossing, at this time and that “a sidewalk 
wouldn’t do a hit of good anyway, I per­
sonally think the requirement should he 
rescinded.”

Trustees agreed to postpone the sidewalk 
completion date to Aug. 1, when a staff 
study could he completed.
