Clara Gayde Alexander was one 
such child of th^ early 1900s.

In 1870 in 
Plymouth he established the' Gayde 
Brothers Groceries and Crockery 
Store two doors down from the Stark­
weather General Store on thej corner 
of Liberty and Oak (pak was later 
renamed Starkweather). |

By 1900 Plymouth had become 
a major railhead, and Lower Town 
had become a close-knit community 
anticipating a major economic boom 
which never materialised. Peter
