Tonquish Creek plans sunk 
by a cautious Drain Board

BY REBECCA BEACH
A multi-million dollar intprovemnet project for the Tonquish Cr;ek 

has been recinded by the Tonquish Creek Drain Board of Wa rne 
County Commission. "
The proposed project would have cost Canton, Plymouth Towns tip, 

the City of Plymouth, Northville Township, Wayne County and the ' 
State of Michigan a minimum of over $7 million in construction ct sts, 
with engineering, legal and administrative costs already incurrec to 
chalk up another S i00,000.
Drain Commission Chairman Charles Youngblood, and members Ted 

Mrozowski and Samuel Turner determined "to cease the planning of 
and the construction of theJmprovements to the Tonquish Creek D rain 
until such time as there is sufficient support by the taxpayers and the 
communities within said drainage district to warrant completion of 
said improvements.”
The drain board determined, however, that the costs previously 

incurred would bg apportioned according to the original plan, vith 
Canton, Plymouth Township, the City of Plymouth bearing the hunt 
of the hill. The percentages agreed upon were: 22.7 percent of the cost 
to Canton, 53.9 percent to Plymouth Township, 12.3 percent to the 
City of Plymouth, 2.8 percent to Northville Township, 5.3 percent to 
Wayne County and 3.0 percent to the State of Michigan. ,
Originally, improvement of the Tonquish Creek Drain, which has 

flooded downtown Plymouth and Canton basements, wsfc requested by 
Plymouth, Plymouth Township and Canton Township.
The local communities asked to have the project withdrawn because  

of its anticipated costs.

members take an in-service computer 
literacy class over at the high school,” he 
noted. "Ron Carlson taught the class, 
plus we have a teacher, Larry Cameron, 
who is very knowledgable when it comes 
to computers and he has helped, too.

"The second year after we’d added 
another Apple we had some more staff 
members take about 20 hours of in-service 
instruction on the computers.” '

Lutz’s goal is to have 100 per cent of 
the Eriksson students experience what’s 
like to sit down in front of a computer and 
work with it.

"Last year about 40 peir cent of the 
students had . some contact with the 
computer,” He remarked. "Most of it had 
to do with jiist awareness, but quite a few 
are computer literate and some even did 
some programming.
1 "It’s amazing how quickly they pick up' - 
on things like this.”

And what do the children think about 
the Apples?

"They cannot get enough' time on 
them,”  Lutz said, smiling broadly, "Our 
ultimate goal would be to purchase 
enough computers to have one for every 
two or three classrooms. .

"Every single day at noon when the 
children can get on the Apples, they stand 
in line to get some time on them.”

Lutz and company presently have in 
the neighborhood of 70 discs with 500 
programs bn them, ranging from games 
to educational instruction, he said. ■

"They really act as an adjunct to 
classroom teaching,” he explained. 
"And, although many of the other 
elementary schools are either just pur­
chasing their first computer or looking 
into the purchasing of one, it’s an idea 
whose time has definitely come.

Many women, infants and children in 
the Piyraouth-Canton Community might 
be eligible for a federal supplemental 
food program and not know it.

The Speical Supplemental Food 
Program for Women, Infants and 
Children, WIC for short, is administered 
nationally by the United States 
Department of Agriculture.

On the state level, the Michigan 
Department of Public Health runs the 
program, while locally the Wayne County 
Health Department is entrusted with its 
day-to-day implementation.

So just exactly is WIC and who is 
eligible for the program?
- According to local grocery store 
managers, many residents know about the 
program because they turn in the 
coupons on a regular basis.

A spokesman for Meijer Thrifty Acres 
on Ford Road no)ed Meijer sees "an 
awful lot of WIC coupons," each week.

However, it is not a welfare program. 
Although there is an income criteria, it 
was added as an afterthought, according 
to Doug Paterson, state WIC program 
administrator.

"WIC started in 1973 as a pilot 
project,”  Paterson explain by telephone 
from his office in Lansing. "It was 
created by an act of Congress. Actually it 
was an amendment to some child 
nutrition legislation that was before the 
Congress.”

The program provides pregnant women 
. and* those who have just given birth,

eligible for up to a year, six months for 
non-nursing women, and children ip to 
their fifth birthday can receive the 
supplemental food,

Finally, anyone with an income 1 
cent of the poverty level can qualify 
right now for a family of four; $17, 
would qualify for the program, acco 
to Paterson,

We want to emphasize you don’ have 
to be destitute to qualify foi the 
program,”  Paterson said. "People in 
grocery stores who see these WIC. | eople 
think the coupons are some sort o; food 
stamps, when actually they aren't.

'We want people who have ti> 
taxes to know where their tax dolla 
going.

And anyone who gets on the pn>| 
cannot stay there indefinitely. Eve ry six 
months they have to be recertified, 
according to Paterson.

In Wayne County, there are 4,501 who 
are on the program, and the waiting list is 
long. That's why most who qualify f ir the 
program end up staying on it for only six 
months, Paterson admitted.

age with food, such as milk, eggs, cheese, 
fruit juice and cereal, to supplement their 
normal diet, Paterson said. I

There are four criteria for eligibility. 
The most important one, however, deals 
with either the mother, infant or child 
being diagnosed as being a nutriongl frisk 
or having any one of several medical 
problems.

"For example, inadequate weight gain 
during pregnancy, low blood level, under 
16 or 35 or over are jdst a few of the 
criteria,”  Paterson said. "The medical 
data is taken first to determine {any 
medical problems-then we get into the 
other criteria.”

Anyone applying for the program must 
also live in the area the health agency 
serves. Also, non-nursing mothers are

’Most people can have their
nutritional or medical problem clea: ed up 
in that time,”  he said. "But, of coi rse, if 
it isn't, the woman or child stays on the 
program.”

Over the years there has been a lot of 
Congressional support for the pre gram, 
and that may explain why the p esent 
administration hasn’t cut any fundi from 
the program, Paterson said.

. What started out to look like a cake 

walk Friday night on Livonia Bentley’s 
field, turned into a real barn-burner for 
the Salem football team before the night 
was over.

A large, enthusiastic crowd witnessed a

For a little guy, Bob Watson packs 

quite a'punch.
The Plymouth Township resident in his 

lifetime has been, a Golden Gloves 
champion, a guidance counselor in the 
Detroit Public Schools, a state licensed 
boxing referee and the chairman of the 
Michigan Boxing Commission.

About the only aspect of the fight game 
he hasn’t been involved in is the 
promotion end of the sport.

Until now.
Watson is teaming up with University 

of Michigan Athletic Director Don 
Canham to bring what they hope will be a 
series of professional bouts to the Ann 
Arbor caimpus, starting with the first fight 
card Nov. 17.

The story behind the partnership of 
Watson and the U. of M. AD is a story of 
perseverance, hard work and luck.

It really all started during the 
depression when a scrawny; scrappy' 
teenager decided to find his ,fun in a 
boxing gym instead of getting in trouble 
on the streets. I

"Those days a good amateur boxer got 
a lot of publicity,’’ he remembered in 
between handling phone calls at his 
Bingo Supply store oh Ford Road in . 
Canton.

Military service beckoned as the 1930’s 
turned into 1 the 40’s and war- raged 
around the world. Watson joined the 
Marines and it wasn’t long before the 
became .Pacific Oceanary Lightweight 
(132) champ. (

Home again after the war he had no 
desire to turn pro, but instead went on to e 
school to become a teacher. That doesn’t 
mean he turned his back on boxing.

"I became a licensed referee and 
believe me it wasn’t easy,” he admitted, 
smiling. "In those days, you really had to 
learn the ropes before you’d get a chance 
to work in the ring.”

Watson’s displeasure with the handling 
of the licensing of referees in the jstate 
today is only one of several aspects of the 
boxing game in Michigan he doesn’t |like.

His feud with the people in Lapsing . 
didn’t prevent him from jumping at the 
chance to promote a fight when it came 
his.way.

It ail started when Watson was the top 
man in the Boxing Commission and 
former Kronk boxer Hilmer Kinty was 
looking to get, his license to box reijewed 
after ah operation for a detached retina.

One thing' led to another and before . 
long Watson was talking to the lawyers 
for both Kinty and another former Kronk 
stablemate, Mickey Goodwin, about the 
possibilty of Watson managing l)oth.

Watson had reservations about l iking, 
over the job, but he told Kinty and 
Goodwin’s people he’d be interest ed in 
forming a corporation to' both and a 
group of fighters. !

It wasn’t too much longer before a 
friend of a friend heard Canham was . 
considering bringing professional boxing 
to Chrysler Arena. A meeting was 
arranged between Watson and Canham 
and the rest is history.

W hile an  industrial back  in ju ry  is c e r­
tain ly  painful to  the  em ployee, it  also 
c reates problem s fo r labor, m anage­
m ent and insurance com panies. I t’s  to 
everyone’s  advantage to  co rrect the 
back in jury  a s  quickly a s  possible.
The question then a rises  a s  to  Which is  
the m ost efficient m ethod of caring  
fo r industrial back  in ju ries. F or­
tunately , w e don’t  have to re ly  on 
m ere opinion fo r th e  answ er; several 
m a jo r studies of th is very  situation 
have a lready  been m ade and a re  
thoroughly docum ented.

W hile th is booklet provides the  basic 
details of som e of th e  m ore im portant 
studies, they do deal solely w ith in­
d ustria l back in ju ries. In  passing, it 
should b e  noted th a t th e  bade stra in s 
and sp ra in s th a t plague industry  can  
affic t anyone. The identical type of in­
ju ries  can  often be found in  the  
housew ife who lifts  a  heavy basket of 
clothes, the  office w orker who shovels 
snow from  file w alk, th e  w eekend 
gardener, mr in  any num ber of com­
m onplace activ ities. Obviously 
records a re  kep t m ore thoroughly on 
industrial back in ju ries, b u t th e  sam e 
p a tte rn  could apply ju s t a s  w ell to  
m any o th er a reas.

A N  E A R L Y  

S T U D Y
W hile th is study goes w ay back  to 
1949, an d  th e  costs and  w ages seem  
ludicrous by ou r cu rren t in flated  stan ­
dards, th e  p a tte rn  th a t em erges is  one 
th a t h as held up over th e  y ears. B ack 
stra in  in ju ries then  accounted for ten  
percen t of a lllo s t tim e in ju ries, ac- 
cording to  th e  N ational Safety Coun­
cil. The resu lts w are obtained from  
W orkmen’s  Com pensation records, 
field rep o rts and  insurance com­
panies, com paring th e  differences in 
four ty p es of back  in ju ry  care :

chiropractic, osteopathy, m edical non­
hospital, and m edical hospital. As 
previously m entioned, th e  costs of 
th a t tim e a re  difficult to  re la te  to  to-

The field rep o rts w ere com piled from  
chiropractors’ records throughout the 
U nited S tates and C anada, and conse- 
quently m ake no com parisons w ith 
other types of treatm en t. However, 
th ere  ase  certa in  findingsJthat should 
be highlighted. Of those >rao visited a  
chiropractor, 48% lost no tim e from  
th e ir job. T here is  another conclusion 
to be draw n: th e  sooner the  in jured  
w orker w ent to  th e  ch iropractor, the 
m ore effective th e  trea tm en t and the 
few er the  lost w ork days. Of those 
who w ent im m ediately to  th e ir 
chiropractor, 63% lost no tim e a t all.
T here w ere only 36% who reported  no 
lost w ork days if they w aited m ore 
than  30 days before seeking chiroprac­
tic  help. W hen you consider th a t an  
estim ated  10 m illion w ork hours a re  
lost each  y  e a r because of back in­
ju ries, these findings a re  extrem ely 
im portant.

F L O R I D A  S T U D Y
In  1966 an  independent research  study 
of the  records of th e  F lo rida In ­
dustria l Com m ission w as m ade, 
covering a ll cases of sp ra in s and 
stra in s of th e  neck, sp inal colum n 
v erteb rae and back (ex ternal). The 
to tal num ber of cases analyzed w as 
19,686. In  th is study com parisons wore 
m ade betw een p atien ts trea ted  by 
m edical doctors and ch iropractors. All 
figures given a re  averages

In 1971 another industrial back injury 
study w as perform ed, using records of 
the W orkmen’s Com pensation Board 
of the  S tate  of Oregon. While the sam ­
ple w as less than  th a t review ed in 
som e of tiie o ther studies covered in 
th is booklet, the  findings a re  clearly  
of significance. T here w ere 237 cases 
studied; of these 26 underw ent 
surgery  (a fte r one y ear 14 of those re­
m ained on a  tim e-loss basis). On non- 
surgical treatm en t for com parable 
types of diagnosis, 82% of those 
trea ted  by chiropractors w ere ab le to 
resum e w ork a fte r one week of tim e 
lost, a s  opposed to 41% being able to 
go back to  w ork full tim e a fte r one 
week of tim e lost a fte r being trea ted  
by m edical doctors.

C A L I F O R N I A

S T U D Y
C. R ichard Wolf, M .D., utilizing 
records provided by the  California 
division of L abor S tatistics and 
R esearch, in  1972 com pleted an in­
dependent study of back injuries 
which a re  routinely reported to the 
Division. D r. Wolf’s  study w as design­
ed to  com pare tim e loss due to in­
dustrial back injury when trea ted  by 
e ith er a  m edical doctor o r a  
Chiropractor. The study w as set up to. 
deal w ith the  next arriv ing  500 reports 
of back in ju ries trea ted  by M .D.’s and 
the  next 500 who sought chiropractic 
care. E ach of the patien ts w as con­
tacted  by m ail and asked th ree  ques­
tions regard ing  the treatm en t they 
had received. Of the  1,000 queried, 629 
replied to  th e  le tte rs. The resu lts a re  
tabulated  here.

S U M M A R Y
We have now covered the  fac ts a s  
revealed by official records from  peo­
ple who could conceivably have no 
b ias in the m atter. They deal only in 
statistics. Ranging from  1949 through 
1972 the conclusions a re  inescapable: 
chiropractic is  fa r m ore effective in 
dealing w ith industrial back in juries. 
The records reach  th is inescapable 
conclusion w ithout any additional 
com m ent being required.
