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Gerry Law is newest lawmaker

Gerry Law "blew away”  Bill Joyner in 
the hotly contested 36th District State 
House race yesterday.

That assessment, by Joyner’s words, 
reflects the victory by the Republican 
Plymouth Township Trustee in each of 
the five communities that comprise the 
new state house district.

By a 3 to 2 margin in-the overall district 
-unofficially at 15,144 to .10,915- Law 
easily outdistanced Joyner and Liber­
tarian- Keith Bilby, a distant challenger 
from'Plymouth Township.

The closest vote-for-vote race for Law 
was the City of Plymouth, where he beat 
Joyner by 162 votes. He won Northville 
and Northville Township by a 2 to 1 
margin, Plymouth. Township by 5 to 3, 
and Canton by only 11 to 10.

Joyner said his future plans arc un­
certain and that he’d give James 
Blanchard at least one term as governor 
before announcing for that race.

Law, who will take a leave from his 
Ford Motor Co. job, said the Plymouth 
Township Board members have not 
discussed whq might fill his shoes on the 
board once he resigns to accept the state 
house seat.

The victor was aided in his race by his 
brother, Bob Law, a former state 
representative and now an aide for Gov. 
Milliken.

Bilby, who garnered some 350 votes, 
said it’s "safe to say 1 may make a stab at 
something”  in the future.

All three candidates in the race were 
Plymouth Township residents -and Law 
carried each of the three home precincts 
there.

Canton eyes revoking cable franchise

O m aicom  Cable vision will come back 
swingifig in reaction to Canton Town­
ship’s starting procedures to revoke its 
cable television franchise.

That’s the word from Peter C. Newell, 
vice president of Capital Cities Cable Co. 
-  Omnicom’s parent company -- who said 
his company will ask the Canton board for 
an early opportunity to present its 
rebuttal of charges which were made 
against it.

Although the township board, by a 4 to 
2 vote, set a forma) public hearing on 
Omnicom’s status for the third Tuesday 
in January, Newell said the company will 
ask to present its rebuttal at the Dec. 14 
meeting.

"We have made a decision that we do 
want to respond to the (Canton Cable) 
Committee’s report prior to the public 
hearing,’’ Newell said. "We’ll request an 
opportunity to appear before the 
township board on Dec. 14. They’ll see' 
•our progress in these areas, that we’re on 
the right track and that the time tables 
are there.

"Hopefully- they’ll find that 
satisfactory,’’ Newell said.

Jim Kronberg, a member of the Cable 
Committee, told the township board last 
Tuesday that if Omnicom could answ er 
the charges brought against it 
satisfactorily, the public hearing could be 
cancelled.

"Start now,’’ Kronberg suggested, 
"and if Omnicom comes back in 30 days, 
and all is OK, fine. If it doesn’t satisfy tbe 
board, then, they can come back in 
another 30 days (the public hearing).’’

After the Cable Committee had issued' 
its I&point in d ic tm en t of Omnicom’s 
performance and requested the township 
board begin the revocation'proceedings, 
Township Supervisor Jim ' Poole'

"They have failed miserably,” Larson 
said of Omnicom.

"They have breached their agreement 
in almost every single line of the fran­
chise,” he charged. "I’m absolutely 
convinced that we are well within our 
legal rights to begin the process.

"If they respond favorably, they’re not 
harmed,”  Larson said.

•Trustee Carol Bodcnmiller agreed with 
Larson’s and the Cable Committee’s 

-position. "Omnicom has had time to 
respond.”

Poole, failing to find board support of 
allowing Omnicom another 30 days to 
respond, also suggested amending the 
motion to begin revocation by bouncing 
the matter of the township attorney first. 
That also failed to find support.

"This' is. a little bit presumptuous,” 
Poole said of setting the public hearing. 
"I have a problem setting up the public 
hearing before seeing the responses (from 
Omnicom to the report).”

Jim Donahue, former Canton treasuer 
who chaired the cable company selection 
committee which picked Omnicom, said 
"calling for revocation docs not im­
mediately, throw them out.” He said the 
revocation clause of the Canton Cable TV. 
ordinance is.a fact-finding step with the 
public hearing.

Newell said that starting revocation 
"only creates an adversary relationship.”

Newell and Betsy Seeley, Omnicom’s 
vice president and general manager, told 

’ the board that many of the report’s 
criticisms have already been corrected. •

The report blasted Omnicom for areas 
from lack of local programming, technical 
difficulties and failure to meet promises 
made during the franchise proposal 
stages.

•Following the report’s presentation by 
Larson, Chuck Miller and Kronberg, and 
the lengthy and often heated discussion . 
of the report, the board voted in favor of 
Larson’s revocation motion.;

Favoring, the move were: Larson, 
Bodenmiller, Clerk John Flodin and 
Trustee Loren Bennett.

In that decision, Durack said that 
township Treasurer Maria S te r lin i 
agreed to move her office out of the 
department as a compromise solution

- to her deteriorating relationship with her 
employees; however, she. would have 
directed them through Gorman.

When Sterlini refused to the agreed- 
move'last week, Durack said the admin- 
istration decided to move .her employees 
out o f  the office instead.

Sterlini denied any knowledge of the 
board’s  original agreement and said she 
knew nothing of their decision to move 
her employees.

"When I arrived at work Friday 
morning, the cash registers, desks, tax 
records and files were all gone. Iimmedi- 
ately % l  a police report and asked for 
the return of these items. So far, all that

has been returned is the cash register - 
with no one to operate it.*’

Sterlini said she has no personnel and 
had to ask for volunteer assistance as a 
result of the board’s  move. She now has 
two volunteers working for her on an 
indefiante basis.

"As far as 1 know, it is illegal to 
remove records from the treasurer. I’m 
waiting to see what legal action the 
Michigan Township Association will take 
against the board.’’

Teacher/student fates s

A decision on the fates of a teacher and 
a student in two sepatate acts o f violence 
in the Plymouth-Canton schools have not 
been reached.

In one incident, a teacher at Central 
Middle School, Scott Kurtz, 30, allegedly 
used excessive force in disciplining a 
student.

The industrial arts t instructor was 
suspended last week by Superintendent 
John Hoben, and that -suspension was 
continued - indefinitely Tuesday, ac­
cording to Hoben.

"I will have to | make a formal 
recommendation lb the board once I have 
completed by investigation,” Hoben said. 
"There are still a number of individuals 
who have to be contacted before a 
decision will be reached.”

The schools are also waiting for the 
filing of formal charges against Kurtz by 
the student’s parents, according tp a 
spokesman for theschools.

Police cannot take any action until they 
youth, John James, -15, comes ijp and 
swears out a complaint, according to’ 
Police Chief Carl Berry. As of Tuesday, 
no warrant had been issued.

No formal complaint was filed in the 
incident at Canton High School in which 
a student took a swing at a teacher.

The teacher involved in the scuffle, 
Tony Lonigro, said he was trying to break 
up a fight when the youth punched him. ’

"I’d calmed down one of the kids,” he. 
explained. "But when 1 turned to try to 
talk to the other one, he told me to gel out 
of the way. When I didn’t, he took a swing 
at me.

"I saw it coming so 1 ducked, and it 
only grazed the side of.my head."

The next day Lonigro learned the 
youngster had received only/ a three-day 
in-schoo! suspension, and he said he was 
upset. |

It wasn’t long before the .teachers’ 
union got involved in the situation, and 
union spokesman Tom Coiner made an 
appearance before the board last Monday 
calling for a stiffer penalty.

"The principal and I talked to the 
student’s mother,” Lonigrb said. "And 
she was very understanding, she said it 
wasn’t the first time he’d been in trouble.

"My feeling about everything now is 
it’s unfortunate he may get suspended for 
the rest of the semester, but there’s a 
principle involved here. I

"You cannot send out a message to the ■ 
students that’s it’s all right to take a 
swing at a teacher. If you take a swing at a 
cop, he isn’t going to think twice about 
throwing you in jail. The same applies 
here.”

The police report filed in the incident 
involving Krulz states that James was 
grabbed by the hair, knocked to the floor, 
hati his head pounded on the floor, his 
hair pulled out and his back scrapped by 
Kurlz.-when the teachef became upset 
because James was talking to another 
student.

Hoben declined to make any further 
comment on the matter, pending com­
pletion of his investigation and the 
submission of his recommendation to the 
board.

How come I don’t buy that?
After all, the teachers opted to lift the 

news blackout surrounding the 
negotiations after the schools flatly 
rejected an offer the union submitted 
which called for a six percent increase the 
first year and eight percent increases the 
remainder of the three- year contract.

That sounds like money is playing a key 
role in the direction Reece and her 
cohorts are headed.

If language items arc basically what are 
separating the two. sides, why doesn’t 
Reece spell out exactly what the problems 
are0 She could have made a point of 
talking about the language differences at 
the news conference the teachers held a 
week ago. She didn’t. ’

Docs that mean the board is blameless

in all this? Noway.
Board President Tom Yack told me the 

other night he couldn’t sec the point of 
the hoard meeting with the PCEA 
negotiations team. His reasoning was that 
the hoard has a negotiating team of its 
own,and they know what (lie hoard lias in 
mind as far as a suitable contract.

Baloney! What’s the harm in the hoard, 
as a whole, silting down and chewing the 
fat with the teachers. I don’t for a 
.moment believe tin* session will magically 
turn the negotiations around. It won’t.

What it will do is prove to both sides 
that each is bargaining in good faith. 
And, if indeed (lie teachers have a few 
questions only the board can answer, they 
can ask them and get some answers.

What’s it going to hurt to sit down and 
talk? If- some good comes from the 
meeting, great. If not, nothing ventured, 
nothing gained.

My feeling about the entire situation is 
the teachers want to see more money in 
their paychecks every week, who doesn’t, 
and they don't care how they get it.

There’s an old expression, you can’t 
get blood from a turnip, and that’s 
exactly the situation the schools are 
facing at the moment. No one ran deny 
the district Is in a shaky financial posture 

* with all the. cutbacks that have been 
coming down from’ the state and a 
declining enrollment.

Cut the crap,boys and girls, and get 
down to -the buisness of settling the 
contract. Lest we all forget, the object of 
everybody involved is educating the 
young .of The Plymouth-Canton Com­
munity. So how about gelling down to it. 
Any hardship pul upon them, because of 
all this, is unfair and.I know I resent it.

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Learning is natural

BY CHERYL EBERWEIN 
It was jyst another blusteryjall day 

outside, and, normally, to a group of 
sixth gTade students at Huising 
Elementary School it could have been 
just another social studies lesson inside.; 

But* today's lesson, on the Eastern 
Wood.Iand-Indian, was different.

The students wore actually seeing how 
the Indians used various trees in daily 
life. They were able to feel the dif­
ferences in the roughness of bark types, 
and they could almost visualize how 
Indians had copied curled up leaves to 
invent the first teepees.

In a unique outdoor classroom setting, 
these students were living their lesson as 
they learned it.
The classroom -  actually a classroom in 

only the vaguest sense of the imagination
-  is a five acre woodlot on the Huising 
School property.

*
- Rather than keep students out of this 
wooded area, the Huising staff chose to 
invite them into it by establishing a 
nature trail througji the area more than 
a year ago.

Sixth grade teacher and project 
coordinator for the nature trail, Dave 
Halls noted how important the woodlot 
has become Jo both staff and students 
alike. "Today with suburbs, shopping 
centers, and even video games, kids are 

- drawn farther and farther away from 
their natural environment.
."It’s important when teaching about 

ecology, plants and animals that you’re 
qble to show the kids what you’re talking 

. about. This woodlot has species 
representative of a 'changing hardwood 
forest as well as more than a dozen 
different varieties of wildflowers.”

The nature trail project, completed in 
April of 1961, was actually proposed in 
1972. However, Halls explained that at 
that time, no one was interested enough 
in the project then to get it started. 
Several teachers played around with the 

idea of establishing a trail,”  he said, 
"but the question of trail maintenance 
was a deterrent There was a debate 
about who would oversee the system once 
it was complete.so it was never started." 

When Halls joined the staff at Huising 
in 1977, his interest in incorporating the 
woods into the school curriculum 
renewed the idea of establishing a nature 
trail.

A committee was formed, but work still 
progressed slowly in getting the project 
started.

Finally in the fall of 1981, Halls con­
tacted Professor William B. Stapp of the 

* School of Natural Resources at the 
University of Michigan. Stapp is a 
professor in, environmental education,

and under his guidance five natural 
resources _ students took on the 
establishment of the trail as a winter 
project.

In the ensuing months, a trail was 
cleared and a Held manual was wrtten to 
explain the area and its biota.
The Huising students themselves helped 
to haul and rake out the wood chips 
which lined the newly denoted route. 
Since this original trail was completed, 

the students have added two new trails of 
their, own - the Trillium Trail and the 
Red Maple Trail.

Halls said the woods now provides an 
excellent opportunity to study plants and 
animals. It allows students to see how 
things respond to seasonal changes^ Best 
of all, it provides a place for Huising 
students to get in touch whh nature.

"Sometimes we just go out and sit on a 
fallen tree and try to absorb all of the 
sounds of the forest. It’s nice to enjoy 
the woods - to put down a few thoughts 
about it, touch it, taste it. We can use all 
of our sensgswhen we’re out there.”  

Because every object becomes <a 
learning device while in the woods, HaJIs 
said that a key to teaching in such a 
setting is to remain flexible.

"It’s not unsupervised learning, but 
when the students see something their' 
interested in learning about, we usually 
go with it.1 We want to develop an in­
terest and appreciation in the natural 
environment and this is one way we’re 
doing i t ”

Although the trail is on the Huising 
School property, anyone can use the trail 
and borrow a copy of the field guide to 
take along as a reference. One of the* 
goals of the trail was such community 
involvement

"It would be great if the community 
parents would become more involved 
with what we have out here. Their kids 
could act as trail guides and show them 
all that there really is to see. It would be 
neat to see parents put that much time 
and interest into this project.”
And such involvement does have its 

advantages.
Afterall, jwho can resist spending at 

least a few hours on a beautiful fall day 
enjoying the colors, listening to - the 
sounds, and in general, celebrating the 
season with a little natural appreciation 
of the world?
