Anyoni wishing to file for a spot on the 
Plymouth-Canton board ballot can pick 
up the proper forms at the board offices 
on South Harvey Street. To be eligible to 
run; a potential school board candidate 
must get 20 signitures on a nominating 

- petition, a figure based on the number of 
voters in the last election. .-

Those who get the necessary "John 
Henrys” but then decide not to run, have 
until April 14 at 4 p.m. to withdraw from 
the ballot ' '
. The Individuals eventually elected,to 
the board will be responsible for setting 
policy for the over 16,000 students in the 
district. ■*

Some of. the duties of the board include 
developing policies to. maintain and 
improve the educational opportunites of 
the district, looking at the activites of the 
schoolŝ  from the standpoint of already 
established goals and objectives and the 
upholding of all state and federal laws.

Presently, only Sharon L. Sarris' has 
announced she’s throwing her hat in the 
ring, looking to get elected to the 
Schoolcraft board of trustees. She is no 
stranger to the board.

Sarris was appointee! last August to 
replace * Trustee Nancie. Bfatt who 
resigned. The former Plymouth resident ■ 
is now seeking to get. elected to the final 
two years of the term Blatt gave up.

It’s a little spooky and unnerving at 

first.
But then, wading through Tonquish 

Creek underneath Plymouth is certainly 
different than wading through it above 
ground.

The creek winds its way under the city 
from Harvey Street to Deer Street. It’s 
dark, slippery and unpredictably cold in. 
the drain tunnel the water flows through. 
Although graffiti on the walls is testimony- 
to previous residents embarking upon'the 
same journey, one gets the feeling that 
this may be the first time any adult has 
been crazy enough to walk through the 
tunnel.

But there was a reason for wading into 
the huge storm culvert on Harvey Mar. 3 
and then again Friday. Residents living 
along Tonquish Creek had called -The 
Crier to report that the creek was "being 
polluted” on a weekly basis by some 
unknown person or persons. .

A white, cloudy substance- was 
discoloring the water at least twice a 
week, according to Rosita Smith of 
Plymouth. The substance seemed to wash -, 
away after a day, but she was still, con-[ 
cerned about the problem.

Water samples from the stream were* 
taken by The Crier both tader the city 
and above ground. The DNK was notified 
of the problem and an environmental 
consultant with the Traverse Group in 
Ann Arbor was also called to check out 
stream conditions.

The DNR has confirmed that there is 
indeed a problem in the creek. Chuck 
Kureth, ,a consultant with the Traverse 
Group, also said that the cloudy white 
deposits noticeable on the stream bottom 
are not normal seasonal runnoff.

Brian Reicks, a water quality specialist 
with the DNR took water and sediment 
samples from' the creek Monday and is 
haying themanalyzed to determine what 
may be causing the cloudiness.

Reicks ‘said that the DNR has been 
notified of a similar problem in Tonquish 
in the past. At that time, however, no 
conclusions were made concerning stream 
conditions by the department. Reicks also 
said that the department: has received 
recent complaints about cement being 
dumped into the Tonquish.

The investigation on the condition of 
Tonquish Creek is continuing. The results 
of the water sample testing will be 
reported in upcoming articles in The 
Crier as soon as they become available.

Sheriff promises Hines Park patrol

The Wayne County sheriff’s depart­
ment {currently has no funds pay for 
patrolling of Hines Park, | so local police 
departments decided they must'practice 
"consistent and strict enforcement” of 
the park to head off, any potential 
problems.

Police chiefs from all the communities

county executive office met to discuss this 
year’s strategy for Hines park control.

Although acting Wayne County sheriff 
Loren Pittman said he hoped to have 
money to begin a park patrol by May 12, 
local police chiefs Monday agreed that a 
serious park problem could take root by 
then and action is needed now.

Plymouth Police chief Carl Berry 
reminded chiefs that they do have the 
option of declaring a. police emergency 
and closing down whatever roads .they 
deem necessary. ,j ■

Berry stressed communication between 
departments. "Last week it just so 
happened that Westland and ourselves 
cleared out sections of the park at the 
same time,” Berry said.j "That worked 
out well, they (park cruisers) didn’t know 
where to go.” j

Usually traffic tends to move farther 
west in the park if one police department 
cracking down, similar to "punching a 
pillow”, they said. i 

"If you could notify us on the. teletype 
that you plan to close a part of the park, 
then we could be ready,” Berry said to . 
the other chiefs. [

Pittman said even if funds are ap­
proved or secondary | road patrols 
assigned to Hines, the County may need to 
use local lock-ups for arrested persons.

Some of the police chiefs, especially 
Westland’s! reported that they had 
problems working with J Wayne County 
sheriff deputies in the park, in the past.

All the local chiefs agreed that a

One half of one per cent.
That amount was the total calculated 

increase in revenues Canton Township 
recorded for 1982 according to its official 
audit report

The report, done by Plante and Moran 
Certified public Accountants, was 
presented to the township board at its 
Mar. 8 meeting.

Although the report showed that the. 
township’s 1982 operating budget was 
approximately 13.3 million dollars and its 
operating expenses were $3.5 million, 
Bruce Berend of Plante and 'Moran 
Auditors said increased expenditures 
were the result of a transfer of township. 
monies from one fund to another and not 
an actual increase in spending.

i ■
"Revenues in the general fund look 

like they increased by $2 million from 
1981 to 1982,” Berend said. "Actually,

this amount was a transfer of funds from 
the general fund to the capital im­
provements fund. Township expenditures 
increased very little.” • .

Berend said that property taxes in the 
township increased by 13 per cent from 
1981 to 1982. This increase, he added,' 
was the result of an increased SEV of 14 
per cent for Canton. School millages 
dropped slightly in 1982, according to the 
report and therefore did not add to the 
property tax increase.

The atidit report also showed Canton’s 
share of inter> governmental revenues 
had .decreased in 1982. Inter- govern­
mental revenues were down because the 
township received a smaller portion of 
state and federal revenues normally given 
to municipalities. •

Recommendations made to the 
township as a'result of the report were 
condensed to three pages by Plante and 
Moran. Berend said ithat recom­

mendations to any municipality are 
usually more numerous and he felt 
Canton should be congratulated for 
"moving in the right direction” in 
maintaining its budget.

Among specific recommendations 
made to Canton were to rotate areas of 
responsibility . in the accounting 
department in order to improve internal 
control.

"In certain, areas it would be more 
beneficial to move job functions around 
and retrain people, than hire new em­
ployes,” Berend said.

Berend encouraged Canton to continue 
its efforts to closely monitor the revenues 
it would or would not receive from the 
state in anticipation of tpdget deficits.

He also said that the township should 
make better use of its computer ac­
counting system by computerizing water 
and sewer fund inventory listings and 
fixed asset depreciation schedules.

Mr. William R. James, president of 
Omnicom, did not return several phone 
calls made to his office Jto inquire about 
an explaination.

Prepaid franchise fees are , fees which 
Omnicom has paid the municipalities in 
advance for their franchise rights. Yearly 
subscribership fees owed to Plymouth and 
Canton Township are taken out of this 
lump sum until it is balanced out to zero. .

Once Omnicom zeros out these'prepaid 
funds with Plymouth and Canton 
Township, they will start paying franchise 
fees on a quarterly basis.

Canton Board meeting]. Their concerns 
centered around the store’s proximity to 
both Gallimore and the Canton Calvary 
Assembly of God.

The board voted unanimously to 
approve a recommendation to deny the 
request because it feels the location of 
the store is inappropriate for the area 
and because of the residential complaints 
it has deceived.

Plymouth, Plymouth Township and Canton Township are prepared to 
prosecute under the new laws. The police are ready to use the more 
liberal tests to enforce the laws.

So while we’ve all been to a party where someone left to drive home 
with a bit higher alcoholic content than was safe, (and, yes, some of us 
have done it ourselves), it’s a whole new ball game come two weeks from 
today:

Let’s end the string of drunk driving fatalities we’ve seen here -  and, 
at the same time avoid the new, tough penalties for drunk driving.

show; Symphony exhibits which display 
the works of local artists at concerts; Art 
Rental Gallery in the Dunning Hough 
Library; Follies -  a major money-raiser 
presented on alternate years; children’s 
art classes; student artist wards such as 
the Isbister award, Hulce award and 
Wilson award; teacher assistance grants 
which among other things brought guest 
lecturers to the CEP this year for 
humanities classes; teachers of the arts 
files; Humanities in the Community 
which sponsors lectures and tours; 
contributions . to student groups that

Since there was no contract involved, 
only a protocol agreement, the city 
commission was not required to act on the 
choice.

The city administration had made the 
choice, it had made the announcement, 
and last week it was the city ad­
ministration with egg on its face.

You see, Huron Valley failed to get 
other local communities. With the 
possible exception, of Plymouth Town- 

■ ship, other interested communities went 
with Community EMS.

Blatantly violating their earlier promise 
to service Plymouth -  even without other 
local communities -  the folks at Huron 
Valley backed out. Consequently, an eggy 
Graper was forced to' announce the 
eleventh hour switch.

My eggometer was set off a second time 
last week when Betsy Seeley, Omnicom 
representative, appeared before the 
Plymouth Township, board to start the 
process so that the cable company could 
charge $3.50 for remote channel 
changers.

Several years ago Omnicom made alot 
of promises to the local communities so 
they would receive the local franchise 
over competitors. Now .Canton Township 
has been raising heck about broken’ 
promises, and a major report from the 
Plymouth Township board’s cable 
committee is expected soon.

So Betsy was already a little eggy when 
whe came before the board with her array 
of old converters, new converters and 
remote converters- but then she bought 
another dozen yolks when she referred to 
"upgrading of services.”

"You call this UPGRADING?” 
supervisor Maurice Breen said, with a 
snort, waving a hand at the array of 
convertors.

Seeley, explained that she wasn’t 
talking about the apparatus, but about 
the Disney channel, financial news and 
other features scheduled to begin in April 
or so. Many township board eyeballs 
rolled to the ceiling,

how many basic channels were promised 
and how many delivered ensued ....’

There is a similar moral to both these 
eggy-episodes. Ambulance service' and 
cable franchising are both territorial 
types of things. Getting the foot in the 
door, getting the first community to 
commit, then getting the nearby com­
munities -- that’s how its suppose to work.

Public officials would be well advised to 
remember that these people will say 
anything to get that territory -  even if it 
means someone will wear egg later on.

Sterlini should be allow ed to give her help raises
EDITOR:

The latest chapter in the continuing 
saga of the financial fiasco happened 
Tuesday night (3-5-83). Our (Canton’s) 
supervisor and board -  who recently gave 
our finance director a $6,000 raise and oh 
yes the use of a township car (now other 
department heads want one) -  refused to 
give six part-time employes a five per cent 
or 17 cent raise.

These same employes have done an 
excellent job under extremely rough 
conditions of the past tax season. ,

It seems like every time the treasurer 
(Maria Sterlini) wants to give her em­
ployes a raise or do anything that requires 
the supervisor’s (Jim Poole’s) -approval, 
he says no, or birngs it to the board.

The treasurer received a com­
munication from the personnel depart­
ment which said to review all employes 

'pay in light of township policy and 
recommend raise raises of up to five per 
cent.

The treasurer reviewed the employes 
salaries and deemed that it was in line 
with township policy and that these 
employees who are] making min mum 
wage should get a five per cent inc rease, 
as they had earned it.

This raise of 17 
cents for six employees would work out to

It’s official. •
Wayne County has approved the super 

sewer. Now it’s up to Canton' and 
Plymouth Township to decide if they still ’ 
want to participate in the project.

In a move which the county feels may 
provide 5000 additional construction jobs 
over ithe next year, the Wayne'County 
Commission approved 17 different 
inunicipal contracts for the project. 
Construction of the waste system may 
begin by this fall. \

Both Canton and Plymouth Township, 
participants in the four phase waste 
disposal project, expect to discuss their" 
involvement in these final contracts by 
late April. Final approval or. rejection of 
the township proposals should be settled 
by late May. , •

The super sewer project, known of­
ficially as the Huron Valley Wastewater 
Control System, involves. building a 10 
foot-diameter sewer and interceptors 
alo>ng 60 miles of the Wayne-Oakland 
County border-

The sewer has been rated by the 
Department of Natural Resources as the 
second most important state project it is 
currently pursuing. The project was 
proposed in an effort to plan for. future 
growth in southeast Michigan and to help 
ease waste water overflows presently 
being experienced by the Detroit Waste 
Water Treatment Plant. Both Canton and 
Plymouth Township are currently using 
the Detroit plant for their waste disposal.

Canton’s portion of the the project will 
cost the township, approximately $12 
million. If the Canton board approves the 
final contract, construction may not begin 
in Canton before 1986 according to 
earlier comments made by Jim Kosteva, 
Canton planning director.

Plymouth Township’s portion of the 
project, according to Thomas Hollis, 
superintendent of the water and sewer 
department, will be approximately $5 
million. Because Plymouth Township is 
included in phase one of the project, 
Hollis said construction could begin by 
fall, if the final contract is approved by 
the township board.

Schools w in  tenure battle
The Plymouth-Canton schools recently 

won a .tenure battle that began almost two 
years ago. j

The story began quietly in October of 
1979 when Glenn Breuhan was hired by 
the school district. He remained with the 
schools until he was laid off in August of 
1981.

Breuhan was not happy with the move, 
and proved it by filing a grievance 
seeking tenure. When the Board of 
Education denied the grievance, he

appealed the decision to the State Tenure 
Commission.

A teacher does not receive tenure until 
. he or she has been employed for two full 
years, and Breuhan was pink-slipped just 
seven days short of the mark, according to 
Norm Kee, assistant superintendent for 
personnel.

When the tenure commission finally 
heard the appeal, the state body 
unanimously rejected the appeal.

collecting taxes in the summer so all that 
has to be worked out is how much 
Plymouth will charge the schools, ac­
cording to Hoedel.

Salem and Superior Townships, 
meanwhile, have indicated to Hoedel they 
will collect the summer taxes, and have 
submitted "reasonable” payment plans, 
according to Hoedel.

So that leaves Hoedel and company 
with the. problem of how to collect the 
summer taxes from the homeowners of 
Plymouth, Canton and Northville 
Townships. One of the alternatives is to 
have Wayne County do it, Hoedel noted.

"We had one meeting already on 
March 1 at the City-County Building 
between us and the treasurer, Ray 
Wojtowicz,” Hoedel said. "He made no 
formal proposal but he did indicate to us 
he’d need a week to 10 days to see how 
many school districts request the county 
to collect the summer school taxes before 
making final arrangements.”

Wojtowicz echoed Hoedel’s assesment 
of the meeting, and added the wait is 
necessary to ensure the taxpayers of 
Wayne County get the most fpr their 
money.

"My goal is to give the truest cost 
available,” Wojtowicz insisted. "Right 
now 21 of 43 units of government in 
Wayne County already collect taxes in the 
summer.

"When it becomes clear-cut how many 
of the rest want us to collect the summer 
taxes, then we’ll review the various 
options we have to colled the money.
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"We could.go with a per parcel cost or 
the one per cent administrative price the 
law allows you to charge for the services. 
A total accomodation of all the local units 
will cost much less than the scatter-gun 
approach.”

If, however, the talks between the 
County and the school fall through, the 
district will not be left out in the cold, 
according to Hoedel.

"We’re working with two banks right 
- now to see if they’d assist us with the 
collection of the summer taxes,” Hoedel 
explained. "If we go with a bank, we’d 
actually be the collecting agent.

"But that would be a last choice, 
because we really don’t want to get into 
collecting the summer taxes.” .

One way or the other a decision on 
who’ll collect the Plymouth-Cartton 
summer taxes will take place in the near 
future, according to Hoedel.

That’s because according to the 
timetable laid out in Public Act 333, by 
April 1 the schools must notify the various 
units of government of the terms of any 
proposed agreement reached with Wayne 
County or the expenses involved if the 
district collects the money itself, Hoedel 
said.

Even though Canton and Plymouth 
Township have already told the schools 
they will not collect the summer taxes, 
from April 15 until April 30, according to 
P.A. 333, they’ll have an opportunity to 
exercise, an option to collelct the monies, 
Hoedel explained.

Then on May 9 the board will make a 
decision as to whether or not the seven- 
member body approves of the various 
agreements worked out by Hoedel or 
whether they’d care for some other type 
of plan, according to P.A. 333.

The City of Plymouth and its police 

union blasted each other Friday over the 
city’s use of an attorney in talks seeking 
concessions front the police.

Both sides admit that their meeting 
Friday broke down because of the split 
feelings on whether the city should use 
Ron Acho, labor attorney, or should 
only have city administrators meet with 
police union officials. Police union and . 
city officials say Friday’s meeting ended 
with "raised voices.”

City Manager Henry Graper said the 
meeting was called to discuss' a wage 
freeze, benefit reduction and "correction 
of some overtime problems.”  The city 
recently ratified a three-year contract 
with the p o lic e  union which includes a 
wage re-opener clause for 1984.

But, Graper said, the meeting got no 
further than the police union 
representatives critizing the city’s having 
Acho in the meeting.

"The policemen began to raise their 
voices and bad problems holding their 
tempers in connection with my attorney,
”  Graper said. "W e <do not intend to 
hire people who please the labor 
negotiators for our police union.”

Jerry Radovic, business agent for-the 
Police Officers Association of Michigan 
(POAM), said no policemen lost their 
tempers at the meeting. But, he said, the 
POAM has I had "problems”  with Acho' 
before.

" I  don’t see their (the city’s) running 
up thousands of dollar of attorneys bills 
to save money,’’ the union representative 
said. They knew well, the situation when 
they settled the contract.”

Joe Kahanic, treasurer of the 
Plymouth Police union, saic, " It , seems 
odd to me that if  they want to sit down 
and talk that they have- to bring in an 
attorney, when they could lave done it 

. themselves.”
Kahanic and Radovic saic they would 

meet with City administrators any time 
without attorneys and cite examples of 
how the city can saVe money.
. Radovic suggested, for ei ample, that 
the city could^collect its unpaid parking 
and ordinance violations 1 using "an  
outside firm like some cities are using.”

The union agent also said he bad seen 
a copy of a letter from Plymouth 
Township complaining of the costs of the 
police [ service j which the city provides, 
but declined to discuss the letter. (See 
related story.)

Graper said that the city intends*"to 
stay with the same bargaining team we 
presently have (including Acho) and try 
to arrive at some conclusion.”

Plymouth Township has complained about the cost of contracting 
police services from the city of Plymouth.

Both the city and the township have refused to release a copy of the 
letter in which the township apparently protests the present contract as 
well as projected increases.

The Community Crier has filed official request with bith govern­
ments under the state Freedom of Information Act to obtain the letter. .

The letter, which has been shown to’ the city police union officials,'- 
was mentioned in memo #83-55 from City Manager Henry Graper to 
the city commission.

"We have presented them (the union) with cop ies of correspondence 
from the Township" Graper’s memo said, "where they have? instituted 
some concern over the cost of the present contract, tbe 'increase in * 
costs for this year, as well as anticipating next year."

Township Supervisor Maurice Breen said the letter was a "personal 
and confidential" correspondence between he and Graper. " I’m not 
giving it out. I sent it personal and confidential to Graper,” Breen 
said.

"If he (Graper) has used it in some manner, mentioned it in a public 
document, whatever, - you are.going to have to geit it from him."

Although Graper failed, to return phone messages, his secretary, 
Suzanne Abair, said Graper had considered Tj}C- Crier’s request and 
decided not to release the letter, pending *an opinion from the city 
attorney.

"He (Graper) feels it may be a personal correspondence, not for 
release,”  Abair said. ' •

Under the Freedom of Information Act the city and township have 
five days to honor the official request for release of the letter.

The treasurer said the injuries were .the 
result of fumes she found in her office at 
Canton Township Hall after returning to 
work from a two week' illness. - 

The Canton Township Board discussed 
the problem at its Mar. 8  board meeting. 
Canton trustee Loren Bennett led the 
discussion by questioning the treasurer 
about the implications of a letter she sent 
to the board on the fume problem. -

" I  would like to know if the treasurer 
really feels there was something going on 
in her office,” . Bennett said. "H er  
statement (in the letter) comes across as a 
thinly veiled accusation that'something 
was going on,”  he added.:

Sterlini said that she discovered the 
fumes in her office i Feb. 21 when she 
returned to work. She said the fumes 
smelled like a possible cleaning solution 

' or caulking paste. She continued,to w ort

1
in the office, but notified the supervisor 
about the problem.

Sterlini said she was conce rned that she 
did not receive an im m ediat: response to 
the problem from - Supervisor James 
Poole.

"The fumes were obnoxi( us 'and were 
found only in my office,”  1 he treasurer 
said. "No one could get into my offic to 
clean because 1 was off ill und the door 
was locked.”  she added.

The fumes, Sterlini said, caused her to 
admit herself into Canton Oakwood 
Center on Feb. 22. She also said that 
several of her employes had gotten sick 
from the smell.

Poole told, the treasurer at the board 
meeting his department had responded 
immediately to the problem. Vehement 
discussion of the problem between the 
treasurer and the supervisor lasted for 45 
minutes.

Those are just a few of the many 
questions Oakwood Hospital in Dearborn 
and Oakwood Canton Center hope to 
answer over the next three years through 
the implementation of a unique new 
health promotion program. I-

According to Patricia Arens, director of 
the health program for the hospital, the 
project will identify health care needs as 
seen by both hospital professionals and 
community residents'. I , .

Canton’s Oakwood Center, and 
Plymouth-Canton residents will help in 
determining these needs.' !

Arens said that the project will consist 
of surveys given to residents, community 
leaders and hospital professionals. The 
surveys will determine .what each group

feels the most important community 
health needs are in their area.

After determining answers from these 
groups, Arens said that the hospital will 
set up a series of meetings to discuss the 
collected data. The meetings will be held 
in several different communities and all 
community residents are invited to at­
tend. The meetings will identify the top 
10 health program concerns in western 
Wayne County.

Arens said that three or four pilot 
communities will be chosen to implement 
programs which best address these 
concerns.

The entire project will be implemented 
over the next three years in western 
Wayne. Plymouth-Canton residents can 
expect to see hospital representatives 
collecting data for the resident survey 
starting in late May. |

"This is a scientific needsassessment 
for the hospital and satellite communities. 
It ’s a fantastic project, unlike any other in 
the country,”  Arens said. •
