Tradltlonal breads greet Easter season

Bread - one of the basic foodsluffs of
life.

It seems there is no!l'nng quite like the
steamy aroma of a freshly baked loaf. No
treat could be as satisfying as a thick slice
of the freshly baked bread cut wbile still

warm.

Although homemade bread is a treat at
any time, it somehow becomes even more
special around the holidays. Exceptional
holiday -food fares are enhanced and
complimented by fresh bread. Traditional
bread recipes bring festive old customs to
life with a fresh new flavor.

Gina Carnngton of Plymouth
specializes in baking traditional holiday
breads. Camngton, ‘who creates . her
edible artwork -in the back of the Pen-

niman Deli, will tutn out 10 different -
-kinds of bread for the Easter season this

year. All of the breads are made from
traditional recipes. s

"The old reclpes are tried and true,”
Carrington said. ‘*And ‘once you-get to
know the bread dough you can begm to

_make up your ownrecipes.”” - .

Camngton is a fulltime instructor and
counselor in alternative education at
Growthworks in- Plymouth. Although
bread baking is only a hobby, it has
become more time consuming as her
products have gained popularity. -

Carrington maintains that anyone can

_bake their own bread. Simpler recipes are

available for beginners, she said. These
recipes require ingrediinls which any
household would have. -

- ““Many people are lfnld to try bakmg

process. Carrington enjoys traflmonal bread recipes, like the one for
Greek Ortllodox Egg Bread, lrelow, because they are “tried and true

*The dough is like clay. It talks to you
in its own special way,”” Carrington said.
““When the dough is smooth, elastic and
not sticky then it has been kneaded

. enough.”” she continued.

Carrington spends from three to four

" hours mixing, kneading, shaping and -

then baking the loaves. She is currently
making a special Greek Orthodox bread
which bakes five hard-boiled eggs in the
center. Althougli her breads were baked
1o serve four, six or eight people, she can
bake larger loaves as necessary. -

Carrington said she may offer a bread
baking class in the future. Anyone in-
terested in purchasing her freshly baked
goodies may contact her at the Penniman
Deli.
