To begin an investigation into the 
allegations, the two truck drivers, Canton 
officials and The Community Crier 
staffers have planned a meeting to review 
specific details. Kelias was unavailable for 
comment on whether or not his company 
would participate in the meeting.

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Schools borrow $6 million,
board unanimous in vote

The Plymouth-Canton schools need to borrow $6 million to help the 
"district meet its cash flow needs. - -

That’s a lot of money but it’s a far cry from the $17 million the district 
had to borrow just one year ago for the samej purpose.

The decrease is a direct result of the district’s move to summer 
collection of school . taxes, according to Ray Hoedel, assistant 
superintendent for business.

Instead of having to wait until after the! first-of the year'to deposit 
school taxes in its coffers, the schools can start, collecting the funds in 
August and using the monies immediately, lie added. V

The district paid $1.3 million in interestjlast year on the $17 million 
the schools borrowed. This year, however, the district will only pay out 
$335,000 in interest, meaning the schoolsj will save over $994,000 by 
collecting half the school taxes in the summer, according to figures 
provided by Hoedel:

"The summer tax collection means a great-deal to the school 
district,”  Hoedel said.

The Board of Education at jits regularly scheduled meeting Monday 
night passed a resolution 7-0 allowing the distict to issue a Tax An­
ticipation Note for the $6 million:

‘ "When we we’re told that federal 
library grant money was available 
through the state, we looked into it," she 
said. "But we needed to have our . 
program complete and ready to go in a 
couple of months in order to obtain 
funding, and we felt we were acting 
prematurely."

been considering a move or branch 
expansion for. over eighteen months. The 
library has conducted numerous data 
surveys, and usership studies to deter­
mine jhow much space will be needed by 
the. new library facility. Data from the 
surveys is only now becoming available.

Lack of space in the present library 
facility is the primary, consideration 
behind a possible move, Baldrica said.

"We never dreamed our usership 
would be so'successful," Baldrica said. 
"When we first moved into this building, 
we thought we would have ample space 
for the circulation we expected. But the 
library has really taken off.”

Douglas Ritter, a trustee on the library 
board reiterated Baldrica’s comments.* 

"Although we’re all surprised at how 
happy we’re been with the library in its 
present location, this is a question of 
capacity.”  Ritter said. "With 12,000 
square feet, the library is a busy place. 
Cant in has. the .sixth busiest library in 
Wayne and Oakland counties arid its 
crowded.”

Ri ter also said that the library board 
was not far enough along in its plans to 
try fttr the grant money. "It costs money 
to make mistakes,’’ Ritter said, "and 
when| things are done in a hurry, they 
arenjt done well.”

"People’s Court,”  I’m going to get my 
day in court just like the litigants (you like 
that word, thanks Judge Woepner) on that 

. popular night-time show.
So, on the appointed day and time 1 

marched over to 13Sth District Couri. 
Judge -James Garber heard my ex­
planation and dismissed the ticket, 
saying: "Working for Wendover 
sentence enough.

The point of this column is anyone, not
just someone who works for a newspaper, 
can challenge a ticket, whether it’s for 
speeding or parking.

Many people arej under the impression 
that if the police officer who issued the 
ticket doesn’t appear in the court, the 
ticket is tossed ouL Well, that’s not 
exactly right | .

In 1979 Michigan'- law was changed, 
most traffic violations were de­
criminalized, and procedures were set up 
to take care of the disposition of tickets.

District courts could, if the judges were 
so inclined, set up j informal hearings for 
those issued tickets. The judges simply 
listen to Johrt Q. Public explain why he 
shouldn’t have be given a ticket, and then 
the men and women in the long black 
robes make a decision.

The police officer, on the other hand, 
would be represented by a written report 
the judge would have a chance to look 
over as John Q. pleads his case. '

Garber, with a broad smile on his face, 
told me several days after he’d heard my 
case that 35th District might have been 
the first district court to use the informal 
hearing set up. j 

"We have tried to hold the operation of 
this court, both dirject and indirect, down 
as much as we can,j’ Garber noted. "Bqck 
when Tim Ford was the Police Chief of 
Plymouth, he-approached us about the 
informal hearings because he felt it would 
be a way to save some money.

"His officers wouldn’t have to come to 
court and be paid for sitting in court 
waiting for traffic tickets to be decided.

"It has worked put very well and, as a 
matter of fact, mahy other district courts 
are now using the informal hearings.” 

Showing up in court isn’t the only way 
John Q. can fight a ticket. He can also 
write a letter to thje court explaining why 
he shouldn’t have to pay the ticket.

"Every letter tnat’s sent is read and a 
response is mailed back,” Garber in­

sisted.' '' I. • j
However, if you feel -strongly enough 

about not wanting to. pay the ticket, you 
can show up in court. And, if you’re still 
not pleased'with dither Garber of Dunbar 
Davis’ decision, you can appeal it. |

Two truck drivers have come forward to 
Say they and others dumped hazardous 
materials into Woodland Meadows. Such

chemical wastes -  sprayed out as- liquids 
or contained in 55-gallon drums -  could 
not have!-been legally disposed of in 
Woodland Meadows. Worse yet, the truck 
drivers sdy that the Woodlands employes 
knew what was going on and dispensed 
false receipts.

Kellas denies that such materials were 
dumped at Woodlands, but admits that 
an occasional load could sneak through.

And that’s the rub.

Unless every item going into a dump is 
checked, it’s impossible to say what’s 
going in.

About a dozen j people attended , the 
city’s official budget hearing Monday 
night and heard iCity Manager Henry 
Graper explain a {budget for the fiscal 
year which begins July 1,1983. j 

The City Commission, which reviewed- 
the budget in a study session earlier this 
month, is expected to act on the budget at 
its Monday, May 2 meeting. j

-Revenues from the state (down 
$154,000), the local property tax (down 
$77,000), the district court (down 

• $80,000), interest income (down $25,000), 
and parking fees (down $21,000) haye all 
decreased, Graper jsaid, compounding the 
city’s financial woes.

Other cost areasj he said, are projected 
to continue to increase in the upcoming 
fiscal year. Major cost increases are: 
fringe benefits (up $37,000), utility (up 
$30,000), purchased materials (up 
$30,000), labor costs ($85,000) and refuse 
pickup (contract up six per cent).

The first draft of the budget projected 
a discrepancy of $712,822 . between 
revenues and colts, Graper said] but 
chopping by the administration and city 
commission narrowed that gap to
$122,000. | j

To bridge the gap, Graper said he will 
use a combination of the tax incyease, 
elimination of si» employee positions, a 
w£ge freeze for department heads and 
non-union employees, cutting of ex­
penses, re-evaluajtion of services] and, 
hopefully, concessions from the union 
employees.

The proposed millage levy breaks down 
to about 12 mills for general operations, 2 
mills for refuse collection, 1 mill for 
library operation and 2-plus mills for debt 
levy.

"I think the residents if  Plymouth will 
be satisfied. When they look around and 
see the services they are getting for their 
m oney co m p ared  to (o th e r
municipalities),”  Graper said.

Increasing costs to provide employees 
with established fringe benefits was 
become a real "bu'g a boo,”  Graper said.

Graper gave other reasons why he said 
the tax increase had' been avoided .for 
several years but was necessary now: the 
city has in the past lived off the increases 
in SEV as the city grew, the city has used

In her work, Mapdell 
uses props, like the ones above, to give 
her store windows life and vibrancjJ.

"I sit in my studio all day long and 
think up new and crazy ways to display 
the same old merchandise for my 
clients,”  Mandell said. "I try to 
magnetically draw people to the stores I 
do through my window displays.

But when her work become more widely 
known and requested, she became busy 
enough to open her own studio.

"L love my work,”  Mandell said en­
thusiastically. "Who else has a job which 
allows them to fantasize all day?”

Mandell designs windows for 18 dif­
ferent stores. Along with all' nine Willow 
Tree store in the Detroit area, she also 
designs windows for a tennis store, a 
cooking store, a chocolate store, a book 
store and two childrens’ stores.

Each store, has its own personality and 
Mandell said she tailors her window 
designs to match the image of the store. It 
usually takes at least three different . 
windows to really get -the feel for a 
particular stores personality.

But even if individual window displays 
are influenced by a store’s character, all 
of her designs have several elements in 
common.

"1 think big with my designs - almost 
cartoon-like. I also think bright, bold and 
friendly.” she said. "Sometimes this work- 
can become very egotistical and I have to 
remind myself that the mechandise and 
not my props are are the center of at­
tention.” ‘ /

Typically, most of the windows Mandell 
designs take about a day to create props 
and a day for installation. Most of her 
clients prefer to have their windows 
changed on a monthly basis, and she 
often starts a month in advance designing 
a window for a client. - 

" I’ve never had a window which I 
couldn’t design. And I’ve, never had a 
client tell me they couldn’t work with one 
of the windows I’ve designed.” Mandell 
said.

But some windows are harder than 
others to design. The most difficult are 
those in which merchandise cannot be 
displayed because it will fade.

"Purple is notorious for fading In 
windows, and stationary is ruined by 
sunlight,” she said. "In paper stores it 
takes a lot of imagination to come up with 
appealing representational art.”

And art it truly is, Mandell said. "I’m 
doing graphic work applied to com­
mercial retailing. This is definately an art

Vise ices compare?

How much would you pay tp change the 
channels on your TV;without moving out 
of your chair?

That was the question at the April 12 
Canton Township Board meeting and it 
was evident that at least some Canton 
Township and '"Omnicom Cable TV of­
ficials were in disagreement over the 
price of such convenience.

Omnicom of Michigan submitted an 
amendment to the township board whjch 
would change subscriber rates’in Canton. 
Under the new amendment; the cable 
television company would charge $3.50 
per month for remote control converters. 
This charge would apply to those sub­
scribers with remote control converters 
but not subscribing to the satellite tier of 
channels.

"The initial cost of a converter is 176,’ 
Tom Publiski, marketing director fo 
Omnicom said. "At; the end of a thfei 
year period its value is-about $15. Wi 
have to make up foir a cost difference ol 
$61.”
, Publiski explained that revenue losse: 
on a converter were figured’ over three 
years because technical advancements‘in 
Ihii 'tiihfc Mroiild fcqtiirfe1 AeW 'chnydrWr 
Resigns to' * 'properly* iferve'shbSdrib'eVs.”

Publiski also said that* tAê  cWiverfer

charges were figured on the assumptions 
that there would be a 10 per cent loss 
factor, a five per cent cost of maintenance 
expense, a five per cent inflation cost and; 
straight line depreciation.

Trustee Steve Larson, a member of the 
Canton Cable TV Committee said he feltJ 

. Omnicom was trying to recover the total-, 
cost of remote control converters without; 
making significant improvements in the! 
system. He also said he felt that Omnicom 
was not crediting subscribers with the 
original system costs when considering 
remote control converter costs.

Supervisor James Poole said technical 
figures were not relevant to the issue.

"You’re still violating a principle 
which is at stake,”  Poole told Publiski: 
"This is not a rate increase, it’s a service 
charge. If people use a converter, they’re 
charged $3.50 for it, and you want this , 
board to put its stamp of approval on such 
a charge.”

Several different cable -television /  
companies in the area charge their' 
customers for monthly rental of remote 
control converters. At $3.50 per month, 
Omnicom is charging at least 50 cents 
more permonth for their.convmrters. •

J Jim Kronberg, a member of the Canton 
Cable TV Comm ttee, said Omnicom’s 
remote control rati s were ludicrous.

'"Omnicom has forced us to pay for 
basic services twice in this township,” 
Kronberg said. "I costs them 10 cents to 
provide services 'and we pay $7.95. 
Everything centeis around the satellite 
tier because it’s so profitable,”  he added, 
j Kronberg said that the satellite tier 

should be in thi basic tier. Although- 
Larson said he ag eed with Kronberg, he 
Mentioned that i othing could be done 
about the franchis e agreement 
J "Omnicom wot Id rather go to federal 

court than give up the satellite tier,”

Kronberg’s overlook the fact that Om­
nicom provides other basic services (like 
two-way security) to its subscribers. He 
also said that subscribers don’t just pay 
for programming in cable rates.

"When you compare cable systems, 
you have to compare a complex series of 
questions,” Newell said. "You have to 
consider how many cable lines are un­
derground- as opposed to above ground 
wires, for example. You also have to 
consider how much local programming 
there is, and maintenance and upkeep 
costs.”

Newell said that the number of services 
and types of programming will also affect 
cable television rates.

"Kronberg has taken a superficial look 
at cable television rates. Coramunitites 
wouldn’t spend thousands of dollars 
investigating different services, if it were 
easy, to compare systems on the basis of 
rates,”  Newell said.

Newell also mentioned that Omnicom is 
a business like any business/'We’re in' 
business to make a profit,”  Newell said. 
"We’ve invested $10 million into our 
system and we’d like to get a return on 
the investment"

Is your neighbor’s lawn greener than 
yours? Is it disgustingly devoid of un­
sightly brown patches, dandelions, and 
crabgrass? Is it so lush and full you want 
to ta le  your shoes off and run your bare 
toes through the blades?

Well, your neighbor has probably, 
discovered the seven steps to beautiful 
lawn. .

Having a good lawn isn’t impossible. 
It’s simply a matter of knowing what’s 
important and when and how to do it. 
Here are some suggestions from Saxtons 
Garden Center and the Ortho Lawn and 
Garden Book.

-Prepare the soil well, adding plenty of 
organic matter if neccessary. Consider . 
having the PH of the soil tested and 
adjusted to the optimum level.

-Plant improved varieties of seed or 
sod. Many improvements have been made ' 
in recent years -  take advantage of them.

v -  Use grasses that are well adapted to 
your area. Look around your neigh­
borhood for the lawn that looks best. Ask1 •

Water heavily to a. depth o f 5  . inches. 
Avoid light sprinklings' which tend to 
cause grass t o . develop a shallow root 
system which can be susceptible to 
drought, insect infestation or disease.

-  Mow at the proper height If a close 
cropped lawn is your style, choose a grass 
that should be mowed low! Generally, 
mow to a height of 2 to 3 inchease in the 
summer month to shad the soil and 
protect the root during hot summer days.

-  Fertilize regularly. Spring and fall 
are the two most important times. Apply 
as directed on label.

-  Control insects and diseases as 
necessary. Sod webworms, chinch bugs, 
and grubs appear in most lawns on a 
regular schedule. Be prepared for them in 
order to minimize the damage they cause.

New life can be added to old lawns. The 
first job in renovating a lawn is to im­
prove soil drainage and relieve soil 
compaction. Air and nutrients must be 
able to penetrate every square foot of soil.

A thorough aerifying annually will do 
the job. In many areas power aerators can 
be rented to remove cores and permit air' 
water and fertilizer to enter .deeply intp

Like an old football coach of mine used 
to say: "When the official ;says you’re out 
of bounds, you’re out of bounds, it’s as 
simple as that.” •

Unfortunately, manypeople in all walks 
of life haven’t learned that lesson. Life is 
full of officials and umpires and, if we’d 
all learn to accept it when an official tells 
us we’re out of bounds, it .would be safer 
to walk the streets at night.
