Cops cut off 
negotiations

The Plymouth Police Officers 

Association has broken off re-negotiation 
of its current contract with the city.

"W e’re being used as a political 
football,”  said Gerry Radovic, business 
agent for Police Officers Association of 
Michigan (POAM).

Radovic said he’d been told that 
ongoing discussions between the city and 
Plymouth Township over the future of 
police services meant "There’s only one 
chance in 2 0  we could keep the contract 
(between the city and township).

"We’re not.going to be caught in the 
middle of this anymore. They’ve got 
enough political problems themselves,” 
Radovic said; "When they resolve them, 
then we’ll talk.”

The union agent informed the city 
Thursday that yje POAM would no 
longer continue renegotiating. He said 

0he wanted Plymouth Township  
Supervisor Maruice Breen brought into 
the negotiations. >

Radovic admitted that' the union’s 
refusal to make concessions could near a 
layoff of eight policemen — half the 
union’s membership. "We’re prepared 
to take layoffs if we have to.”

But, the union spokesman said, "what 
I heard was that the chief (Carl Berry) 
and one lieutenant were going to the 
township, (if it sets up its own depart­
ment) ... so that could avert a couple of 
layoffs.”  •

Berry, still under pressure from the 
c ity . to move into the city from the 
township before Oct. ? I said he has had 
no offer of a township police job.

C a n to n  T w p . s till battles 
dusty road  conditions

In the beginning, there was dust....
In the end, at least in Canton, there 

may still be dust despite the efforts ol 
residents, board members and legislators 
to amend the situation.

Dust control problems and the paving 
of Canton's gravel roads has been an 
ongoing issue with the Canton Township 
board for many years. Although the dust 
issue has heated up in the township again 
recently, neither the Wayne County Road 
Commission nor some Canton politicians 
see a quick and easy solution in the 
future.

At the June 7 township meeting, 
Canton residents Larry Markiewicz and 
Mike Plunkett asked that the board form 
guidelines on what residents could do to 
help the situation.

Markiewicz and Plunkett drafted a 
resident resolution which asked the 
Wayne County Road Commission to 
formulate a master plan for road im­
provements in the township within 60 
days.

Although Supervisor James Poole said 
that the residents were moving in the 
right direction with their interest, the 
resolution would be unacceptable to the 
road commission.

"They share the same concerns,”  
Poole said, "but they have said that they 
will only meet with someone from the 
township through our office.”

Poole said that the problem with the 
paving issue was a lack of county funds 
and resident economic support for a 
paving program.

"No matter how many people agree 
with the paving problem, when it comes 
to the actual vote, alot of people speak out 
of both sides of their mouth.”  he said.

Poole said that he has met with the 
road commission on numerous occassions 
in the past four weeks. Paving and 
chloriding of the roads are not a county 
priority, he said. The county has no 
money .for chloriding or paving, he added.

The county told us they would spray 
the roads once in *82 and not at all in 
*83,”  Poole said. "But this does not mean 
that the ownership or responsibility of 
primary Ca.nton roads is transmitted to 
Canton.”

Poole.said that the county has made all 
Wayne communities an offer to pay for SO

Poole said that if all of the communities 
in Wayne County do not agree with the 
proposal, the county will not settle either.

Dave Nicholson, director of economic 
growth in the township said that 95 per 
cent of the roads which needed chloriding 
and paving a year ago still need 
chloriding and paving today.

Nicholson volunteered to chair a 
committee which will meet with township 
residents to establish township priorities 
on chloriding arid paving. The comittee 
will work to write a resolution which is 
acceptable to the road Commission.

Lou Sugo, director of public relations 
for the road commission said that the 
county has no money to chloride or pave 
township roads.

"When we have to chloride the roads 
in nine communities three times a 
summer, the cost is almost a million 
dollars,”  Sugo said. "That’s a million 
dollars the county doesn’t have.”

Sugo said the road commission is still 
operating today on its 1974 budget of 
S28.2 million dollars. "W e’re going to 
benefit from-the gas tax increase,”  Sugo 
said, "but we haven’t seen any of that 
money yet.”

Sugo said that the road commission is 
still spraying approximately 50 mites of 
primary county roads. He added that the 
county will continue to do as much 
chloriding as possible until new funds are 
generated by the gas tax.

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The changes which Flodin has ex­
perienced in working for the township 
during this period astound me. In a 
community which has demonstrated little 
continuity and stability, Flodin has 
provided some of both to the boards and 
residents he has served.

The Canton Sesquicentennial Com­
mittee received 14700 iri ’̂ seed money”  
from the Canton Township board May 24 
to continue .with the township’s 150th 
birthday p lans.'

Mary Dingeldey, co-chairwoman for the 
Sesquicentennial Committee requested 
$5,000 from the board to begin some of 
the projects the committee plans to 
sponsor in 1984. These include a 
cookbook which will highlight local 
recipes, a historical book on the history of 
Canton Township, a Crier newspaper 
tabloid on the Sesqui- centennial 
celebration and a car raffle.

Dingeldey reminded the board in her 
written request that the committee 
wuldn’t be back for another 150 years.

An entire year of activities is' being 
planned t o . commemorate the event, 
Dingeldey told the board. The schedule of

events had not been finalized, but she 
said that special plans had been made 
from January through October.

D in g eld ey . a d d e d  th a t the 
Sesquicentennial Committee would like 

1 the celebration to be. self-supporting. 
"We hope, at least, to break even,”  she 
said, "but we need some initial money up 
front to start out with.”

"Look at this as an investment in 
Canton,”  Dingeldey told the board.

The Canton T rustees voted 
unanimously to financially support the 
committee’s ^activities with initial fun-' 
ding. They requested that Dingeldey 
leave the money in Canton’s accounts, 
however, and request, money as the 
committee needs it. The seed money can 
be invested while not being used by the 
committee, Treasurer Maria Sterlini told 
the board, in supporting the move.

"They’re treating us like royalty.”
That statement, whispered in awe­

struck tones by members of the Plymouth, 
Michigan delegation which visited Sister 
City Plymputh, England, typified the 
generosity and hospitality felt by all.

From the first official handshakes at 
the hotel, it was clear to the 15 visiting 
Plymouthites that their Sister City' 
counterparts were happy, to see the 
diplomatic exchange rekindled again.

It was Mayor Eldon "Bud” Martin’s 
idea to re-establish the exchange which 
last occurred in -1970, when a group'of 
some 34 Michiganders returned the 
honors of a .1967. visit by Plymouth, 
England’s Lord Mayor, Frank Chapman, 
and his party.

But since that time -  although there 
have been gifts and unofficial visits -  no 
official parties had renewed the Sister 
City friendship.

Martin, who had been stationed near 
Plymouth, Englana during the war, felt it 
was-an opportune time to pay a call for 
the Lord Mayor Choosing Celebration 
surrounding the installation of the new 
Plymouth, England Lord Mayor Derek 
Mitchell.

And the English counterparts 
welcomed the idea. From the word go, 
they put on the dog.

When the Rolls Royce purred up to the 
Mayflower Hotel (yes, Plymouth,- England 
has a Mayflower as well) to pick up Martin 
-  followed by a fleet of black taxi cabs for 
the ijest o f the group -  it was evident that 
this Sister City exchange was going to go 
down in memory.

The English spared no effort or ex­
pense in welcoming the visiting 
Plymouthites.

Right from the first reception, held at 
the Lady and Lord Astor Home on the 
Hoe (the parkway along the cliff of

Plymouth Harbor), the Michigangers 
were amazed at the-common bonds-they 
discovered had been forgotten.

• The visitors were introduced to all 
manner of Plymouth, England of­
ficialdom -  from Lord. Mayor and the 
Lady Mayoress, to members-of Parliment, 
other city officers, military leaders 
(Plymouth, being a major port city is a 
key site for English military bases), to 
social, labor and educational leaders.

'Michigan senior citizen leader Niles 
Bcaugrand met his counterparts there. 
The same was true of the newspaperfolk. 
And it didn’t take long for the antique car 
buffs to find each other either.

By Friday afternoon following the 
official Mayor Choosing Ceremony in the 

1 great Guildhall, the visiting Plymouthites 
felt at home amongst their hosts.
. As the chain of office passed to Mitchell 
from outgoing Lord Mayer.Reg Scott, the 
roots of the ceremony -- which date back 
to the times of Sir Francis Drake, a 
former Lord Mayor of Plymouth in 
between his round-the-world jaunts -  
pointed up the tradition’s importance.

But the excitement of the evening’s 
event was mounting.

As a social event,, there’s nothing in 
Plymouth, Michigan (or for that matter, 
western Wayne County) to come close in 
comparing with the Lord Mayor’s 
Banquet -  a formal dinner for an intimate 
gathering of 400 -  in the Guildhall. Derek 
Mitchell sure knows how to throw a party!

The formal-dress affair was pure 
storybook.

While the diners ate and drank through 
the courses, the highly-regarded Royal 
Marines Band provided the music. In a 
break from the standard procedures at 

. the ceremony,^ Martin was recognized and 
presented Mitchell with an engraved 
silver ice bucket from the Michigan 
group.

Several speeches marking the start o f  
the Lord Mayor’s new term also welcomed 
the Americans.

Once the toast to the Queen 
completed, out came the cigars-and then, 
adjournment for brandy.

On the next day, Saturday, the Lord 
Mayor’s Day was marked by a 138-unit 
parade along the Hoe, which the 
Michigan group watched from the official 
box along with Mitchell and his party.

Next, in a chartered double-decker bus,

the visitors set out through the coun­
tryside for a tour of the area. The 
highlight of that trip was stopping for 
cream tea j at Buckland Abbey -  the 
former home of Sir Frahcis Drake.

That evening, the Plymouth, England, 
officials treated the Sister City contingent 
to a performance of the Berlin Symphony 
Orchestra, | followed by dinner, at the 
brand new Theatre Royal next to City 
Hall.

On Sunday morning, the- visitors at­
tended the Lord Mayor’s Church Service 
at St. Andrew’s Church, which is the 
Mother Church of Plymouth, England. -

Following^ the services at which the 
Lord Mayor' 1 is blessed by God, the 
Michigan delegation hosted a luncheon 
for the top English officials. This lun­
cheon surplanted Plymouth, Michigan’s 
usual participation in Michigan'Week’s 
Mayor: Exchange Day -and was. paid for 
the city of Plymouth, Michigan,

During that luncheon, Martin 
presented Mitchell with a plaque and the 
visiting group Unveiled a . color-photo 
montage of the Ma*n Street Historical 
Marker and the monument which sits 
between Cjity Hall and the Dunning- 
Hough Library as a rem inder,of the 
friendship between the two cities. (That 
marker houses a stone taken from the 
steps o f the Plymouth, England dock from 
which the 'Mayflower sailed carrying the 
Pilgrims.)

Martin was the brunt of several good- 
natured ribbings about the size of the 
Plymouth, Michigan promotional budget 
compared to the, at least, $2 0 ,0 0 0  spent 
on the installing the new Lord- Mayor.

■ The Michigan leader also suffered a 
couple of jokes about replacing the 
England city’s Rolls with a Ford (Martin 
works for Ford).

A number of items -  from T shirts, to 
license plates to Michigan post cards -  
were also presented.to the Englanders.

"W e’re overwhelmed by -your 
generosity,’’ said Mitchell in summing up 
the exchange visit

The English counterparts wished the 
Michiganders well and Mitchell said he’d 
try to lead a group over to the States 
during his^tenure.

That afternoon the visitors toured the 
historic Barbizan district of Plymouth, 
known for its littleshops and restaurants.

In the evening, the remaining members 
of the U.S..party met with the English 
Speaking Union to describe the Michigan 
city and the visit to England.

By Monday morning, as the last of the 
Michigan group prepared to -depart -  
those having rented "wrong side”  cars 
carefully edging up to the hotel doors -  it 
was clear to all, that the bonds between 
the Sister Cities were strong and the 
friendships made will be enduring.

BY MARK CONSTANTINE , 
Edwin "Bud”  Schrader in 1931 took 

the "course of least resistance” and 
followed in the footsteps of his father, 
Fred, whQ’d started an undertaking 
business in Plymouth in 1904.

The younger Schrader graduated from 
the University of-M ichigan  with a 
bachelor of arts from the U of M School o f • 
Literature during the height of the 
depression, and he said his father just 
figured it was a foregone conclusion his 
son would join him in the family business.

"I’d been around the place ever since-1 
was a kid, so I knew my way around the 
business,”  Schrader recalled with a laugh 
as he leaned back in a comfortable- ‘ 
looking recliner and relaxed in his 
spacious family room.

"Yes, I went to work for my father for 
$10 a week. Can you imagine that, $10 a 
week for a college graduate.”

There have been plenty of advances in , 
the field of. mortary science since 
Schrader first got into the field, but 
learning to cope with sorrow is a constant, 
he insisted.

"You represent sorrow and death to 
many people and that’s something you 
just have to learn to deal with,”  he ad­
mitted with a pained expression.. " B u t. 
time and time again the reaction of the 
family is one o f being grateful.

"You find you have to build an im­
munity to some of it, though. You’ll hear, 
things like 'I never want to see you 
again,”  said by a bereaved family 
member.

"But you know they don’t reaiUy mean 
it.”

Fred Schrader along with brother, 
Nelson, opened the Schrader Brothers 
Funeral Home in 1904, although it wasn’t 
exactly a funeral home. •

"In the old days they operated a 
furniture store as well as the undertaking

business,”  Schrader said. "Some of the 
furniture stores made the coffins, but Dad 
never did, he just lined his own. Of­
tentimes back then a small ~ town an 
undertaker also ran a business like a 
hardware store;, ' •

"That’s because it was very easy to put 
a sign up in the window saying: ’Gone to a 
funeral,, be back at 4  p.m.’ when you 
owned a business like a furniture store or 
hardware.”  ’ .

Fred and Nelson Schrader parted 
- company in 19Q7 with Nelson heading to 

Northville. And it .wasn’t until 1933 that 
Fred got out of the furniture business.

Funerals in. the first half of the century 
were conducted primarily in the homes of 
the deceased, but that began to slowly 
change in the 1920’s. Fred Schrader was 
a pioneer in bringing funerals to funeral 
homes, according to his son.

A Westland resident originally charged 
with the Dec. 17 manslaughter of a 
Canton woman pled guilty to negligent 
homicide June 7.

William Glenn Matney, was sentenced 
by .Judge Charles Kaufman of Wayne 
County Circuit Court to 117 days in the 
Detroit House of Corrections and five 
years probation. Matney also paid court 
fines amounting to over $ 1 ,0 0 0 . .

Matney wa s ' . convicted. of killing 
Madonna Tharp in an accident which 
took place at the intersection of Sheldon 
and Cherry Hill roads. Witnesses told the 
police that Matney allegedly hit Tharp’s 
car, which was driven by her 16-year-old 
son Eric, and then fled the scene of the 
accident. -

in DeHoCo; free on probatiori
Matney was arrested later t rat evening 

in Westland and charged with man­
slaughter with a motor vehicle The felony 
carries a 15 year prison senten :e.

Matney fled the state prior to his 
prelimnary exam, and returned to 
Michigan in February. His btnd was set 
at $100,000 by Judge Dunbrr Davis of 
35th District Court.

Matney was unable to pos the bond 
and has been in the Way te County 
prison. Because he has already spent over 
117 days in Wayne County, he has served 
his 117 day sentence and is. now free on 
five years probation. ■ |

Although Matney registered a .28 in a 
police breathalyzer test at the time of the 
accident, Lieutenant Larry Stevart of the 
Canton Police Department said that

Matney was not charged with, drunk 
driving.
. "The drunk driving charge was pa'rt of 

the manslaughter charge,”  Stewart said. 
"This isn’t true in every case, but it was 
in this one.”

Stewart said that Matney was .not 
charged with unlawful flight because the 
charge would have come under federal 
jurisdiction.

"When the FBI gets involved in a 
search, once they help to. apprehend the 
suspect, they dismiss their complaint 
against him,”  Stewart said. "Our 
department doesn’t bring this charge 
against him either.”

Stewart said that it is common for 
defendents to plead a lesser charge in the 
court system. Negligent homocide is a

high misdmeanor.
"There just aren’t enough courts and 

judges,”  Stewart said, "but usuallyj a 
lesser charge is not accepted on the day of 
.trial. Matney was an exception to this.” i i

"We were ready for a trial,”  Stewart 
said. "There have been 23 or 24 fatal 
accidents in Canton in the past couple of 
years, and 60 per cent of them have 
involved the drinking driver. *

"The value of property lost in drunk 
driving traffic accidents is probably more 
than all of the larcenies Canton ex­
periences in a year,”  Stewart said. "And 

. the emotional tradegy. of the innocent 
victim, and the victim’s family is 
devastating”
