The Plymouth-Canton Community wa.s 
left with more than downed power tines 
and street signals as a result of last 
Thursday’s severe thunder and wind 
storm.

While Plymouth, Plymouth Township 
and Canton Township officials all. 
reported that storm damage in the 
community was minor, residents 
themselves were confused about The 
Plymouth-Canton Community’s system of 
tornado warnings.

"We had over 100 people call us 
immediately after we blew the sirens,’’ 
Chief Larry Groth of the Plymouth 
Township Fire Department said. "People 
need to understand what these signals 
mean, why they’re blowing and. when to 
take coyer.”

Canton Police Chief Jerry Cox ex­
pressed similar concerns. "We have 
hundreds of calls when we blow the 
sirens,”  Cox said. "We can’t possibly sort 
out all of those calls, and they tie up the 
lines for other emergency calls.’ ’

In all three communities, severe, 
weather and tornado procedures are 
basically the same.

No sirens are sounded in. The 
Plymouth-Canton Community to indicate 
that a tornado watch is in progress. A 
tornado watch, Groth said, is merely an 
indication that conditions are right for a 
tornado or severe weather to develop. 
Residents should listen to their radio 
stations for further information on the 
watch.

A tornado warning indicates that a 
tornado' has been sighted in the im-. 
mediate area. Sirens in all three com­
munities are sounded when a tornado 
warning goes into effect.

In both Plymouth and Canton town­
ships, a tornado warning is sounded by .a 
steady three to five minute fire siren 
blast. The warning is not usually repeated 
unless another severe weather warning 
comes in from the National Weather 
Bureau.

In Plymouth, a tornado warning is also 
sounded with a three to five minute blast. 
This warning is repeated several times 
however, with one minute intervals in 
between.

Groth said that residents in Plymouth 
Township who hear a tornado warning 
should seek cover immediately. .

"This is a warning and people shduld 
seek cover immediately;”  Growth said. 
"We will sometimes blow the signal for 
tornados spotted in Washtenaw county'

Glenmewers oppose group home

Residents from Glenview subdivision in 
Plymouth Township opposed to the 
iiceiising of a group home in their 
neighborhood planned to speak out at the 
Township Board’s Tuesday, July 26, 
meeting. .. v -

Thomas Cape has applied to the 
Michigan Department of Social Service to 
license his home aH65i-l-BettyTHilI asaa 
adult foster care facility. He said six 
elderly women would live in a "country- 
club atmosphere” at the house and be 
supervised by his daughter, Susan E. 
Burnett.

But some residents in the area see the 
groiip hotne as .a serious issue with both 
social and economic ramification, Paul 
Jennings, president of the homeowners 
association, explained.

Jennings, association spokesman Dr. 
Jack. Billi, and other interested residents 
met I with last week to discuss the home. 
Plymouth Township Clerk Esther Hulsing ‘ 
attended the meeting to answer questions 
on the licensing.

Discussed at the meeting were the 
neighbors concerns of: the type of 
residents in the home, the turnover of 
residents, the suitabiity of the home in 
light of its "disrepair” and condition of 
half-construction for several years,

• supervision at the home, safety of the 
neighborhood, property values in the 
area1, and the Capes’ motivation for 
requesting the licensing.

Billi. said the association had been 
conferring with Plymouth attorney John 
Thomas during the week, who advised the 
group that it had less than a 50-50 chance 
of stopping the licensing.

Thomas said zoning laws and-vthe

covenant would njot protect them from the 
action, Billi said. Thomas advised the 
residents to attend Tuesday’s meeting 
and let the board know their feelings.

Hulsing answered questions and said 
the most extreme position the township 
could take would be to sue the state. "The 
board isn’t in favor of this action (the 
home licensing),’)’ she said. The'home 
would have to beiinspected for fire codes 
and inspected jby the state before 
licensing, Hulsing said.

The • proposed j license calls for the 
"Mari Care Center” to house no more 
than six paying residents who have never 
been institutionalized. There would be 
24-hour supervision at the home, ac­
cording to the license.
' Cape did not] attend the residents’, 
meeting, but said he was aware of his 
neighbors opposition to the plan, 
i He said he intends to take in six

elderly, single women from Ward 
Presbyterian Church in Livonia. The 

. women will pay between $25 to $35 per 
day, per person. Each of them, according 
to Cape, is capable of self-care.

Cape said he has control over who will 
ultimately be residing in his home. If a 
vacancy becomes available he will have 
other church members fill the void.

" I’ll be putting people to work and 
helping the elderly,” Cape said. "Older 
people feel lonely and need fellowship. I’ll 
also be effectively using what I have. I 
feel it’s a sin to let so much room go to 
•waste:”

. Burnett has three and one-half years of 
nurses aid experience and is presently 
employed by her father.

Cape said a daily activity program is 
planned- with bible study classes; crafts, 
exercise classes, and swimming in the

Fall Festival tent awnings 
aren’t fire retardant

Six of the canvas tent awning used in 

the 1982 Fall Festival celebration were 
not flame retardant, Fall Festival Board 
members said last week. The board plans 
on using the awnings again in this year’s 
event.

Carl Class, manager for the Fall 
Festival, said the six awnings were 
purchased new last year. Class added that 
they were apparently not checked for fire 
safety at the time they were purchased.

At the 1980 Fall Festival, a canvas . 
awning which covered a food booth 
caught fire. The blaze-was extinguished 
with fire extinguishers and no one was 
hurt.

Class said the Fall Festival Board is 
conscious about safety during the event. 
He said the awning mistake was an 
obvious oversight on the part of the board 
member who purchased the awnings in 
1982.

Plymouth Fire Chief Roy Hall said the 
city has very specific fire safety rules for 
tents and awnings used in events such as 
the Fall Festival. He said his department 
was unaware that some of the canvas

covers used last year were not flame 
retardant.

"We don’t allow non-fireproof 
materials to be used,” Hall said. He Said 
the six new awnings were not inspected by 
his' department.

"Sometimes new purchases will go 
without inspection because they are 
blanketed under those old materials 
already inspected by our department,” 
Hall said. ' .

Hall added the Fall Festival Board 
would be required to fireproof the* 
awnings through a certified manufacturer 
or with a certified spray in order to use 
them in this year’s celebration.

Class said the board is investigating 
the possibility of treating the canvas with 
a flame-retardant spray. Although he was 
unsure whether or not the material could 
be treated, he said the board is checking 
into the spray idea thoroughly.

"We’re never had an accident at the 
Fall Festival and we never want one,” 
Glass said.

The board plans to use the six awnings 
this year in areas free of open flame or ' 
heat. Concessions like book and art sales 
will be covered by these awnings, Class 
said.

Fred Yockey, former Plymouth city manager, has resigned from his 
position as South Lyon city manager.

According to reports, Yockey had submitted two letters of resignation 
from-the job he had held since December, 1979, but recanted and asked 
to withdraw the letters. The South Lyon City Council voted -  in a split 
vote -  to accept the resignation at its July 15 meeting.

Under terms of his retirement from Plymouth when Yockey was 
forced to leave in 1979, he can reactivate some benefits from the city 
here. Current Plymouth City Manager Henry Graper said Yockey has 
asked to have his benefits reinstated in accordance with that agreem- 
nent. . ,

Yockey’s problems in South Lyon began when council members 
criticized Yockey for maintaining his Plymouth home as his residence. 
He then rented an apartment in South Lyon and moved-his voting 
registration there, but let his apartment lease expire, reports said.

Prior to coming to Plymouth as city manager in 1973, Yockey was city 
manager of Midland.

Canton Trustee Steve Larson said he 
wanted the meetings aired over the cable 
system at least twice weekly.

"We can build sensitivity in the. 
community to what we’re doing up here if 
we run our agenda on a routine basis,’’ 
Larson said. "If we show what we do up 
her^ we may be able to.decrease resident 
apathy.”

In responding to Larson’s comment. 
Trustee .Bob Padget joked "Or we may 
increase the apathy, Steve.”

hu&dPadget said he was not overly enthused 
about the idea of taping the meetings 
because he was not sure people would 
watch them.

Skubick said that in several com­
munities which film their government 
meetings, audience response was good. 
She-addecTthat in the long run,.the taping 
lengthened out public meetings, but 
made residents more aware of what was 
going on.

"This depends on the community 
you’re in, though,”  Skubick said.

police said. According to report, Hogan 
swam out to assist the pair when he saw 
them bobbing out .in the rough.water of 
the lake.

A Novi patrol car, in the area in­
vestigating reports of downed tree limbs, 
arrived at the scene and found all three 
hanging on to the overturned boat in the 
lake.

The storm quieted down about the time 
the officers got there, police said, and the 
three were able to come in shore on their 
own.

McCants and Roe told police that 
Hogan’s swimming out to them had been 
instrumental in saving their lives. Hogan 
helped them to grab ahold of the over­
turned boat, calmed them down, and 
reassured them that they were going to 
make it, the police report said.

A Wayne County Circuit Court jt dge 

has denied the Police’Officers Association 
of Michigan’s (POAM’s) request for an 
injunction prohibiting the City of 
Plymouth from scheduling officers on 
eight-hour shifts. I

POAM had asked for the injunciion 
reinstating the previous 10-hour schedule 
until a ruling from the Michigan Em­
ployment Relations Commission (MERC) 
on the scheduling issue.

The decision Thursday in court means 
that the Plymouth patrol officers will nave 
to work a five days, eight hours per day 
until the MERC decision -  expected to 
take three or four months.

Judge Joseph Sullivan had denied 
POAM’s request on Tuesday 'afternoon Q 
for a temporary restraining order ind 
scheduled testimony and consideratio 1 of 
the injunction for Thursday.

The injunction had asked the court to 
preserve the ’status-quo’ of 10-hour shifts, 
four days a week, until MERC rules 
whether or not the "city can switch us to 
an eight-hour schedule after so n any 
years o‘n the 10-hour day,’’ a union 
spokesman said last week.

The union’s grounds, for requesting the 
injunction were that the city had not 
bargained to an impasse on the issue and 
hence could not institute the schedule.

Sullivan heard testimony from local 
POAM president Michael Gardner bnd 
POAM representativejerry Radovich.

"The union had tried to say that we 
had never brought the jssue before tl lem 
until that last bargaining session,’* City

Manager Henry Graper said. "That was 
not true, we had brought it up before.”

Graper said he was glad the city had 
prevailed in court, but "There is no 
reason we should have been there, in the 
first place.”

Union spokesmen said they were 
disappointed with the court’s rulings, and 
would wait for the decision from MERC, 
hoping that will go in their favor.

Plymouth Police Lt. Ralph White sjud

the eight-hour schedule is working out 
from a management point of view. "It 
really helps us with our deployment of 
men. We don’t have that useless overlap 
time when he had too many officers on 
the road for the level of activity,’’’ he said.

"We hope that the shorter shifts will 
reduce officer fatigue, but only a lengthy 
period of time,with the new schedule will 
show that,”  he said; *

It’s a canine question with a two-legged 

twist.
The Canton Township Police 

Department started conducting a dog 
census July 11. Police Chief Jerry Cox 
said state law requires the township to 
conduct the census in order to determine 
how many of the approximately 15,000 
dogs in Canton are registered with the 
.township.

The township is conducting the census 
to regain revenue losses .which total
950,000 annually in housing and handling 
dogs and animal complaints.

Cox said reserve officers are presently 
conducting the door-to-door survey for 
the department While Cox added that 
the use of reserve help to conduct the 
survey is necessary, Canton represen­
tatives of the Police Officers Association 
of Michigan (POAM) say that the use of 
reserve help is a breach of the Canton 
Police Officers’ contract..

"Our department has been organized 
out of reserves,”  Chief Jerry Cox said. 
"We are using reserve officers for a 
couple of reasons. This is the most cost 
^effective way to handle1 the survey. We 
can pay reserve officers 93.82 per hour as
opposed to paying police officers :914 or 
115 an hour.”

Cox also said using full-time police 
officers to conduct the canvass would 
deplete the manpower of the force. "Even 
if we had the money to do the canvassing, 
our staffing is so limited we’d wear 
ourselves out,”  Cox said. "This just isn’t 
practical. We have seven to nine men on a 
shift and with vacations and holidays we 
barely have enough men oh the streets.”

Jerry Radovic, a business agent with 
POAM and the Canton representative 
said the union felt that the dog canvas

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was bargaining unit work. "Members of 
our own unit should be handling this 

, canvass,”  he said.
Radovic said he felt there were 

adequate officers to handle the dog 
canvas. "If there aren’t enough officers, 
then more should be hired,” he added.

Radovic said the union went to Wayne 
County Circuit Court last week to seek a 
court injunction ort the issue and instead 
received a show cause hearing ap­
pointment for Aug. 5 before the Michigan 
Employment Relations Commission 
(MERC). Radovic said both sides will 
have to bring proof of their argument 
before the judge at that time and the 
judge .will then decide if an injunction Will 
be granted.

"We have also filed under unfair labor 
practices,”  Radovic said. "It’s against 
our contract to use part-time employes for 
a procedure like this.”

Radovic said that if. a court injunction 
is not issued on Aug. 5, the union will seek 
damages through MERC for the overtime 
hours the police officers feel they would 
have, been entitled to work.

Cox said those residents who are issued 
tickets for dog registration violation will 
have 15 days to obtain the proper pet 
licensing at township hall or the Michigan 
Humane Society in Westland. If 
registration is picked up withion this 
time, the violation will be dismissed.

Those people who fail to shpw proper 
. pet registration within 15 days must 

appear in court and show proof of pet 
immunization before they obtain, the 
license. They may be subject to court 
fines, Cox said.

Canton loses
home fight
. Canton Township lost its Michigan 

Court of Appeals case over group homes 
July 18. The court ruled there is no limit 
on the number of mental illness homes 
the state can place in the township.

Judd Hemming, Canton Township 
attorney, said the decision reverses a 
1982 Wayne County Circuit Court ruling 
which said it was unlawful to place the 
mentally ill in small group homes.

Canton Supervisor James Poole said 
Canton is not objecting to group homes. 
"We are objecting to mentally ill as 
opposed to mentally retarded patients 
being placed in these homes,”  he said.

Canton, presently has eight group 
homes; Hemming said mentally ill 
patients live in a t least two of these

Strange how all 
along I thought police officers had more 
important things to do than knock on 
doors in search of licenses. 
u In an effort to cut costs and save on 

manpower, Canton Police Chief Jerry Cox 
has recruited reserve officers to walk the 
streets in search of illegal pooches.

Cox, in defending his decision, says the 
cost 'effectiveness of reserve officers 
makes the decision practical. He also 
emphasizes that the Canton Police 
Department was once made up ex­
clusively of reserve officers.

The coup de grace of the Cox argument 
is it’s undeniable preservation of officer 
manpower and time.

I commend -the Chief for this money­
saving, time-saving effort. But if the 
canvas is a simple matter of saving time 
and money, why not hire a neighborhood 
organization, the Boy Scouts or the. Girl 
Scouts, to do the job? They would 
probably do it for free, and would finish 
the whole canvas in less time than the 
reserve could do it.

The point seems this: Canton has had 
more than its share of animal complaints 
and problems. Both the police depart­
ment and the fire department arc 
inundated yearly with animal complaint 
calls. Officers and firemen s could 
collectively write a book on the animal, 
runs they’ve made and will continue to 
make.

Canton does have an animal control

canvassing
officer. He works five days a week, eight 
hours a day. He has no staff -  not even 
part-time help. He does have 15,000 dogs, 
thousands of cats, and hundreds of 
thousands of birds, skunks, raccoons and 
rabbits to take care of.

All of Canton depends on him to solve 
its animal problems. What he can’t 
handle, other police officers and firemen 
will be forced to.

If the administration is looking at the 
dog canvas as a lucrative operation, 
surely a control division which constantly 
monitors the animal population in Canton 
would be the most lucrative alternative 
yet.

If the union is seeking to place a police < 
officer’s duty back into thediands of the 
regular department, then certainly a 
control division has some merit.

The possibility of improving the animal 
^control division in Canton may not be a 
crystal clear solution to bargaining party 
complaints, but it’s an alternative worth 
investigating.

A Canton Township man sustained 

first, second and third degree burns'to 50 
per cent of his body when the house he 
was working in exploded Friday, Canton 
police and firefighters said. The ex­
plosion was caused by gasoline fumes.

Bakor Ghelani, 35, of 7485 Pointe 
Street, was treated by Canton rescue 
workers for extensive burns on his arms, 
hands, legs and feet. He was transported 
to St. Mary’s Hospital by the rescue 
workers. Another Canton man, 
Madhubhai Patel, also in the house at the 
time of the explosion, was uninjured in 
the incident j

Ghelani was later transferred to the 
University of Michigan Burn Clinic in 
Ann Arbor. He is listed in serious 
condition. •'

Police and fire reports said Ghelani was 
stripping carpet glue off of his kitchen 
floor with gasoline when the explosion 
took place around 12:40 p.m. on Jtlly 22.

Gas. fume's had spread down through 
the home’s duct work which lead to; the 
furnance in the basement, Canton 
firefighters said. The' fumes exploded 
ignited in the furnance and caused a flash' 
fire ip the kitchen where Ghelani was 
working,

Ghelani escaped the fire and went to a 
neighboring house for help. Patel, who 
was upstairs when the explosion took 
place, jumped from second story window 
on the southeast side of the home to 
escape the fire. He was not injured.

Most of the windows in the residence 
were broken by the force of the-explosion, 
and the inside of the home suffered heat 
and heavy smoke'; damage, firefighters 
reported. Seven ' firefighting units ' 
responded to the scene.

A smoke ejector, was used to remove 
heavy smoke from the home. 300 gallons 
of water were used to put out the blaze.

One Canton fireman, Thomas Davison, 
also sustained injuries at the scene. Fire 
reports said Davison was taking out
