Both the Plymouth-Canton Community Schools and th e . teachers’ 
union are optimistic that the current contract talks -  originally set to 
discuss one year -  may turn to' investigating a two-year pact.

"•J’m encouraged by the word that they’re (the schools) going to look 
at a potential two-year agreement,”  said Tom Cotner, chief negotiator
for the Plymouth-Canton Education Association (PCEA).

Norm Kee, the schools’ assistant superintendent for personnel, said 
" i t  looks like it could happen. -

"W e’re looking at whether it’s possible to go to a two-year thing,”  he 
said.

It was during an informal session on July '27  with Michigan Em­
ployment Relations Commission Mediator Ed Phillips (who was credited 
with bringing the two sides together, during their contract dispute last 
year) that the idea of looking for a two-year agreement was first 
suggested. The current two-year pact, approved last year, called for a re­
opening of talks on the school calendar and economic issues for the 
1983-84 school year.

Kee discussed the idea-of going for .a two-year agreement with the 
school board last Monday night and is currently researching information 
needed for that bargaining stance, he said.
' The next formal session between the two sides is set for Aug. 24 and 

25 -  but Kee said they could meet earlier.
Thus far, the teachers’ union and the schools have tentatively agreed 

on the school calendar for the 1983-84 school year. Changes there have 
added a "float”  day for in-service training to the teachers’ work year 
and replaced several four-day weekends.with a one-week "m id winter”  
break in February.

Cotner, however, cautioned that not everything is optimistic. " I ’m 
discouraged by .the  apparent difference in the table positions,”  he 
explained. .

The PCEA has rented an office for a "crisis center”  tm Main Street 
and will open a bank of telephones there (459-8101) as of this Monday,

C a n t o n i t e ’ s  m u r d e r  t i e d  

t o  D e t r o i t  t e m p l e  d i s p u t e

A Canton Township man became the 

victim of a grizzly murder which occurred 
Monday evening in Canton. Canton 
Police later traced leads from the murder 
to an Islamic temple in Detroit where two 
more dead men were found.

According to police statements',- the 
murder took place at approximately 9:40 
p.m. on Courtland Street in Canton. 
Police responding to a call of a shoot-out 
found Muzaffar Ahmad, 36, dead in the 
foyer of his home.| Ahmad had multiple 
gunshot wounds to (he head and wrist.

Ahmad was an anesthesiologist at 
Wayne County General Hospital.

Police said several family members, 
present in the home at the time of the 
slgying, told them a dispute between 
Ahmad and the murder suspect arose over 
religious beliefs. Ahmad was the secretary 
of an Islamic religious sect.

Witnesses inside the home at. the time 
of the incident said the suspect suddenly 
produced a gun, shot Ahmad several 
times and then fled the scene with 
another suspect in a Pontiac. Police said 
at least five rounds of gunfire were shot in 
the house and at Ahmad.

One 10 year old boy was able to provide 
police with the license plate number of 
the murder suspects’ car. All area police 
departments were notified of the number 
and a vehicle description.

Police traced the license plate number 
on the car through their lein system to a 
home in Detroit. Upon arriving there, 
they discovered the license plate had been 
switched. Through further investigation, 
Canton police discovered that the license 
plates on the vehicle had been switched at

least twice. Police said the suspects 
appeared to be professional (criminals) by. 
the way they handled the crime.

Canton police traced the suspects’ car 
to an Islamic temple located at Belton 
and Wyoming Streets in Detroit. The 
temple had been firebombed at ap- 

. proximately 1 a.m. and two suspects were 
found dead inside the temple. According 
to the police, the pair had died of smoke 
inhalation as a result of the attack. Police 
have tentatively Identified the deceased 
pair as William A, Cain, 27, of Akron, OH. 
and Calvin Stanley Jones, 30, of Detroit.

Canton Police Chief Jerry Cox said the 
murder suspects’ car was found a block 
away from the. temple. The two fire 
victims inside had automatic revolvers 
matching the description of the. one used 
to kill Ahmad. Cox said police also found 
a jogging suit and hat in the suspects’ car 
matching the description of those worn by 
Ahmad’s murderer.

Cox said it appears that Cain and Jones 
went into the temple, poured a flammable 
liquid on the floor and ignited the temple; 
Cox said Cain and Jones entered the 
temple through the front door and may 
have expected to exit through the back. 
The back door was barred, however, and 
the pair was unable to escape the flaming 
structure.
. Detroit arson and homicide detectives 

wep on the sccnc'whcn the Canton Police 
arrived.

Cox said the FBI will also make a 
preliminary investigation into the case 
because of its nature.

"We don’t know if this murder is an 
isolated incident or if. it was organized

It was the end of the road for William 

Glenn Matney.
At least for a year or two.
Matney, charged with negligent 

homicide in June and with drunk 
driving, driving on a suspended license 
and a probation violation in July, was 
sentenced to serve one to two years in a 
Michigan Correctional Institution by 
Judge Charles Kaufman of Wayne 
County Circuit Court. Aug. 1.

The sentence came as a result of 
Matney’s probation violation. Matney 
will stand trial in 35th District Court 
tomorrow; for the drunk driving and . 
suspended license charge.

Matney pled guilty to negligent 
homicide in the death of Canton resident 
Madonna Tharp at a June 7 circuit court 
hearing. He was sentenced by Kaufman 
to serve 117 days in the Detroit House of 
Corrections, pay court fines and was 
placed on five years probation for the 
Dec. 17 accident which left Tharp, dead 
at the intersection of Sheldon and 
Cherry Hill roads.

Matney was released the day of 
sentence because he had already served 
117 days while awaiting the trial. He was 
arrested again July 10 by a Wayne 
County Sheriff s . deputy for drunk, 
driving and driving on a suspended 
license. He was later cha'rged with, a ' 
probation violation as well.

Matney stood mute before Judge 
Dunbar Davis ! last week at his 35th 
District Court hearing for the drunk 
driving and suspended license charge. 
Davis entered .aj plea of nphguilty in both 
charges for Matney. He will be appointed 
a court lawyer and will undergo a district 
trial tomorrow, j

"The trial will go on even though 
Matney has received a sentence from 
Judge Kaufman, ” Davis said. ."There 
will be no point in putting him (Matney) 
on probation, and there is no reason to 
fine him because he has no money.

"Any jail sentence which this court 
hands down will have to be concurrent

with the, circuit, court sentence,” Davis 
continued, "so the sentence will be 
purely academic in nature.”

Davis said Matney’s license will be 
indefinitely suspended.

Court officials at Wayne County 
Circuit Court said Matney has civil 
litigation in the form of a lawsuit fded 
against him for his involvement in the 
Tharp accident, . ~

Matney has an- extensive record of 
alcohol-related traffic violations. His July 
10th arresrwas his fourth alcohol traffic 
violation.

A Rochester man found that crime does not pay — especially when 
that crime is roughing up "Stanley.”

You may or may not be acquainted with Stanley, known also by his 
various aliases: the one-armed bandit and "that thing in Central 
Parking Lot.”

Last week, the City of Plymouth DPW (one of the few champions of 
the unpopular Stanley) and the Plymouth Police tracked down William 
P. Pfaff of Acre Drive in Rochester. Pfaff received a letter asking him 
if he knew anything about the damage to the parking lot’s automatic 
coin box and gate.

Pfaff dutifully called the Plymouth Police and confessed his part in 
the "Stanley Incident.”  According to the report filed, Pfaff was 
leaving the parking lot at 11:30 a.m. on July 26 when the vehicle in 
front of him attempted to. raise the exit (Stanley’s arm) but the 
machine jammed. I .. .■

That person backed away, Pfaff told police, and Pfaff drove his 1976 
Chevy up to Stanley, dutifully deposited his quarter, and nothing 
happened. Pfaff then attempted to back away and in doing so struck 
the coin and token boxes, damaging both.

In a letter to the DPW, Pfaff apologized and said his insurance 
would cover the cost of repaying The damages.

It’s an impressive effort even if it isn’t 
necessarily complete.

A hefty 22-page Ii9t of goals for the 
coming school year discussed by the 
Plymouth-Canton school board last week 
"is not carved in stone,’’ School Ad­
ministrative Assistant Richard Egli said.

The lengthy list of goals and objectives, 
which incjude establishing microcom­
puter mini-labs in the middle schools and 
raising the math, reading and language 
art skills of students, has yet to receive 
final approval, he said.

"The goals are not officially adopted 
yet. They are being reworked and will

come back to the board at a later 
date,’’he said. "They may or they may 
not be the final objectives.’’

Egli said the goal making process is 
something the board does prior tc each 

-school year. Throughout the .year 
progress toward achieving the goals is 
discussed, he added.

The top priority on the board’s list of 
four basic objectives for the 1983-1984 
school year is to better the overall 
curriculum in the middle school,in high 
school English and in K-12 math and 
science. b*

Egli said the board is also look ng at 
"outcome based schooling’’, a process

which would allow a third-grade student 
with a fifth-grade proficiency in math to 
study fifth grade mathematics.

Another of the suggested basic ob­
jectives is to increase communication 
between the administration and staff, 
parents, students and the public.

Egli said board president Glenn 
Schroeder has said the administration 
could do a better job of communication. 
He added that only about 30 percent of 
area'residents have children attending 
Plymouth-Wanton schools. The (gst of the 
public mgv not have much interest or 
know mucirabout what the school system 
is doing, he added.

Cornick conceded that the Z $A felt "patriotism  is 
a fine thing”  but that the flagpole was a "struc­
ture”  under the codes.

Fortunately for those seeking amusement, the 
entire episode is recorded on video tape and, 
probably for a fee, copies are available at township - 
hall.

The ZBA meeting, by happen-stance, was being 
taped for the township’s study on the use of cable 
television for local government. If it sells copies of

No one can.convince me that, at least in 
The Plymouth-Canton Community, 
environmental awareness and concern 
aren’t important issues.
. In three. different incidences, the 
environmental concerns of a few'residents 
and community officials clashed with the 
typical "so what” attitudes of others. The 
environmental concerns won out in eviry 
case.

Case: Nearly four months ago Rosita 
Smith, a Plymouth resident, alerted me to 
sediment contamination in Tonqu sh 
Creek. Although she had approached the 
city of Plymouth and the Michigan 
Department of Natural Resources (DIS R) 
with the same concerns two years earli ;r, 
both had done little to investigate or so ve 
the problem.

Many residents in Smith’s position na ay 
have given up on the Tonquish aid 
ignored the cloudy mess ,its water h id 
become. Smith, too, might have easily 
ignored the problem at that point. Her 
house, afterall, does not border on on t fie 
Tonquish and she is not exposed to its 
water.

But Smith didn’t give up. She kept in 
calling the DNR in the hopes of stoppi lg 
the problem. The creek, as she saw it, was 
an asset to be protected and treasured iy 
community residents no matter where 
their property lines fell. - 4

Smith. finally called The Crier about 
the problem in May. Through the ex­
posure and the added pressure paper 

.coverage was able to place on the DNR, 
the problem has been solved.

Heavy metals had been draining into 
the creek as a result of a mistake in a 
sewer line installation. The city and 
company responsible were alerted to the 
problem, and steps have already been 
taken to amencFthe situation.

Case: Only one month before problens 
with- the Tonquish surfaced, potential 
problems at Woodland Meadows Landf ill 
in Canton also became a question. Tv o . 
former hazardous waste haulers told The
Crier about some, of the chemicals they 
had dumped at the Woodland Meadows 
site in 1974-76. j

Through subsequent investigations, 
again by the DNR and Canton Townshi), 
the drivers’ allegations were confirmel. 
The landfill docs, in fact, conta n 
hazardous liquid chemicals which und :r 
today’s stricter standards would not l e 
allowed in the site.
1 Although no enforcement action mty 

be taken by the DNR, knowledge that 
these chemicals are in the landfill will .

It wasjnot without some surprise to me 
that a- final decision was made -  in favor 
of the |tree. The township hired a 
professional tree expert see if the tree 
was, in fact, worth saving. His opinion was 
to determine the fate of that shady piece 
of relief along Ford Road.

The board saw the value of that tree, 
even if it was "half dead” as the 
businessmen described it. Like Dr. 
Seuss’s Lorax, they saw that, all too soon, 
trees may become a sdd memory in the 
minds of future residents.

It may only be one tree, but it was 
worth the effort of saving.
.'I applaud actions like these. While 

federal and state environmental 
regulations can control some problems in 
our world, only we can control its local 
destiny. The old stand-by of " I’m just one 
person, what can I do?” doesn’t really 
make it anymore. There’s a tremendous 
amount ah individual can do to preserve 
and enhance the quality of the world in 
which we live.

Not grandiose, any of the above ac­
tions. But these residents and officials did 
what they could and thought was right.

If we all followed suit, the world would 
be better for the effort.

Danny was part, of a family where love and caring for others are 
priorities. Judy and Alan decided years ago to devote their time and love 
to helping children who at one time were considered unadoptable.

Since Danny’s arrival, the Prince family has grown by leaps and . 
bounds. The additional brothers and sisters in the family include: 
Dennis, Jo Anna, Connie, Judi, Gail, Jennifer, Kathy, Jon, Tom and 
Becky.

The Prince family has had to endure hardships and other tragedies. 
Four years ago when their Canton home on Sheldon Road burned in the 
middle of the night, they lost a son, Tony. During that fire Bobby, who 
was nine at the time, suffered burns on his feet while rescuing Danny 
from the burning house.

Despite their losses, the family has remained warm and. caring. They 
continue to go out of their way to help others. .

huildings would be brick, stucco and 
panels.

A gross floor space of 107,200 square 
feet is listed, with 3,000 square feet 
dedicated as community space.

"Housing consultants” for the project 
are Housing -. Consultants, Ltd. of 
Southfield. The architect for the project is 
Charles H. Marks and Associates of 
Southfield.

Housing Consultants and Marks and 
Associates are listed on. federal, 
documents as having the same address, 
and both share the same phone number 
as Plymouth Nonprofit Housing 
Association.

Listed as the non-profit sponsor for the 
project is the Mount Olive Grand Lodge, 
14801 Fenkel), in Detroit. Both \the 
Plymouth Council on Aging and the local 
chapter of the American Association of 
Retired Persons (AARP) had declined to 
sponsor the project.

The Council of Aging was hesitant to 
sponsor the project because of the lack of 
details supplied regarding the
development and the distance of the 
development from shopping, tran­
sportation, hospital and other services, 
according to the minutes of the council’s 
board meeting.

No information was available on 
reasons for the AARP rejection, which 
came the day after the council on aging 
decision.

SEMCOG administrative staff, after 
reviewing the application and project, 
recommended "that SEMCOG submit an 
unfavorable review on the project by the 
Plymouth Non Profit Housjng proposal 
based on the project's inconsistencies 
with the council’s Housing Opportunity 
Plan.”

Specifically mentioned in the un­
favorable staff review were no access to 
public transportation, lack.of access to 
shopping services,. and distance from 
medical services.

In most cases the nearest provider for 
these, services was in the City of

Plymouth, four miles away, the report 
noted.

SEMCOG’ s review committee, com-iposed of elected officials who reviewed 
the SEMCOG staff report, decided to act 
favorably on the project despite the staffs 
concern.

Millington told the review| committee 
that a pair of 12-scat buses would he 
available for the residents’ tran­
sportation, and that a market and drug 
store is planned for the site adjacent to 
the proposed complex.

Lee Fidge, Plymouth Township Trustee 
and member of the SEMCOG review 
committee, gave the committee a letter 
from Township Fire Chief Larry Groth 
which said the response time to the area 
of the proposed development ranged from 
seven to 13 minutes..

Also, she said the adjacent site: 
proposed for the shopping center is not 
zoned for commercial use.

The review committee gave a favorable 
recommendation on the project, but said 
that shopping and transportation should 
be. provided for as part of the total 

. project.
Included in the application to HUD is a 

letter from Plymouth Township 
Supervisor Maurice Breen indicating that 
sanitary sewer and public water are 
availatbe for the site.

The letter also promised 810,000 from 
the township if the project is successful in 

’ obtaining the section 202 financing.
A letter from Wayne County Executive 

William Lucas indicated the county’s 
support of- the project, based on its 
consistency with the county's housing 
assistance plan.

United States Congressman Carl 
Pursell (R-Plymouth, Plymouth Township, 
Canton) gave his support and backing to 
the project in a letter to Millington.

Following the. SEMCOG review 
committees’ approval, the application was 
forwarded on Aug. 2 to John G. 
Terranella, director of the housing 
division for the Detroit HUD office.

Canton cops assist in chase
S h o t s  f i r e d  b y  t h r e e  s u s p e c t s

Canton policemen escaped injury 

Monday when three fleeing suspects 
fired guns upon them jn  a high speed 
chase.

Police reported that the chase, which 
started in Van Buren Township and 
ended on the front lawn of Northville 
State Hospital, is still under in­
vestigation.

Officer Eddie Tanner of the Canton 
Police Department said three suspects 
were taken into custody. Police would 
not release the names of the individuals 
involved at press time due, to pending - 
arrest warrants.

Tanner said the chase occurred at 
approximately 7:23 p.m. Monday. A 
black Cadillac traveling on 1-94 exited at 
Belleville Road traveling at a. high rate 
of speed. .

Van Buren Police,, already in pursuit 
of the vehicle, radioed to the Canton 
Police for help.

Tanner said the car raced north on 
Belleville Road to Michigan . Avenue 
where. theaCanton Officers joined in the 
chase.

Two Canton police cars pursued the 
racing vehicle to 1-275. One car was fired 
upon by the three suspects while still in 
pursuit on the freeway. - 

Tanner said one of the two Canton 
police cars, moving along side the 
suspects’ car, was run off the road by the 
suspects. The car caught fire when some 
brush became tangled underneath it.

Canton police said one of the three 
suspects, a male, jumped from the 
suspects’ vehicle and was s pprehended 
by the department. The other two 
suspects, a male and female turned the 
car around and fled into Nor hville.

The chase ended- w(jei i the two 
suspects crashed into the. bt shes on the 
hospital grounds and tried to escape on 
foot.

Northville state police offic ers had also 
joined the chase, and a state police 
vehicle was rammed several imes by the 
suspects’ car while in pursuit '

Tanner said police are still unsure why 
the trio was fleeing. He adds d, however, 
that the driver of the vehiclf told police 
he. was afraid "someone was tfter him.” ' 

Tanner said Canton will charge the 
driver of the car with a firearm felony.

Tbe parcel is already xonled appro­
priately for RUD and should be develop­
ed that way if feasible, tbej planning 
commission decided after a work session 
on tbe Charnas property July 27.
Charnas had first proposed using the 
duster option to develop this site , at a 
July 20 meeting, and tbe mjatter was 
discussed and tabled to the Ju ly 27 work 
session.

crime, ” Cox said. "The FBI wants to 
determine this. This appears to be a 
power struggle between members of the 
Islamic religious sect, but we r< ally don’t 
know the basic cause for the disj rate.”

Cox said earlier in the evening, the 
treasurer of the same Islamic sect had 
escaped uninjured. from his Clinton 
Township home - after suspects 
firebombed the residence. Ccx said a 
molotov cocktail was thrown th rough the 
window of the home but did not explode.’ 
Cox said police are now taking finger 
prints off of the explosive’s glass bottle to 
see if they match those of Cain and Jones.

"There is some possibility tl^at this is 
related to the Middle East terrorist at­
tacks which are occurring throughout the 

.country,”  Cox said. "We coulc find out 
that this whole, affair is mi ch more 
complicated than it appears and that the 
men in the temple downtown were ac­
tually victims themselves and not the 
murderers.”

Cox added, however, that h^ felt this 
was "highly unlikely.”

Road plans show Keeth’s driveway on 
to Amelia being eliminated. "They (the 
city and county) say the ramp to Amelia 
Street is unsafe. But I will have less room 
for parking with the road widening and 
it is going to be more dangerous not to 
have access to the side street,”  Keeth 
said. U

Keeth said there has been a curb cut 
to Amelia for more than 50 years since 
before he bought the building. "The 
county said I bootlegged it, but I didn’t. 
It has always been there.”

Keeth appealed to the City Com­
mission last week to retain his driveway 
on Amelia Street, but was denied.

The commission and city engineer 
suggested other alternatives such as 
having the driveway further down the 
street, but Keeth wanted the curb cut at 
its present location.

Plymouth Township planner James 
lAnulewics said that cluster housing is 
relatively new in Plymouth township, 
and does not necessarily mean condo­
miniums or apartment. Cluster housing 
in the township, he said, is designed for 
a single-family home concept.

Township ordinance 83 provides for 
dwelling which can be attached in some 
form, up to a maximum of four units per 
cluster. The density is not increased 
beyond what is permitted under the ex­
isting xoning, the planner/said, and 
there is a savings in land by grouping the 
buildings and‘providing more open 
space and a minimum disturbance of the 
environment.

Qtmnuii said his proposed units would 
consist of two bedrooms and a den, 
attached garages and be a total of 1,800 
to 2,000 square feet. Many of the traits, 
he said, would have walkout basements 
and private court yards. Charnas said he 
felt this type of development would have 
leas impact on the environment than 
single family because he plans only two 
bedrooms per unit, meaning less family 
members and less traffic.

Donald Gregory, planning commiss­
ioner, said that Singh Development 
Company had already presented the 
commission a plan for an RUD suhdiv- 
ion at the site. That plan has received 
preliminary approval. Gregory said the 
use of duster would have a heavier im-. 
pact on the area, especially since it 
would be a totally different housing than 
currently exists in the area.

On the run
J o g g in g  n o t f o r  e v e r y o n e

(Today, Crier Sports Editor Mark Con­
stantine concludes his Jive-part series on 
running, "On the run," by examining, 
with the help o f noted Plymouth 
Township physician, William Ross, D.O., 
alternatives to running for getting in 
shape.)

BY MARK CONSTANTINE
Jogging or running or whatever you 

want to call it isn’t for everyone.
That’s good because not everyone 

should gel out and run long distances.
At least that’s the feeling of William 

Ross, D.O., a noted local physician, who 
has worked with many different types of 
athletes, both amateur and professional

"A s far as Tm concerned,” .he said 
emphatically, "the best overall exercise 
for most average, healthy people is 
walking. Too many people, however, 
don’t think of walking as an exercise 
when, in fact, it’s a very good one.

"That means getting out and walking 
in the morning and the evening, you can’t 
just walk for 10 minutes and expect it to 
do any good.

"The object of any form of exercise is 
get you heart beat up to its optimum rate, 
and that can be done very easily with 
 ̂walking..

"And once you reach you optimum 
rate, it’s very easy just to slow your walk 
down.”

Post-heart' attack patients are prime 
candiates to become involved in some sort 
of walking program because it’s a good 
way for them to battle back from the 
illness without the risk of bringing on 
another coronary like running can, Dr. 
Ross said.

Walking, though, isn’t the only type of 
exercise . Dr. Ross recommends. 
"Swimming can be very good, too. -You 
work your legs, arms, heart and lungs. It’s 
very good for total body fitness.”

Dr. Ross cautioned against hopping on 
a bike and pedaling around town in an 
attempt to get in shape because of the

sports’ inherent dangers.
' * Biking is gtfod for your legs but, if you 

ride in the Wrong spots, you have to worry 
about traffic and getting hurt,”  Dr. Ross 
remarked. "You also need the proper 
training in bike safety.

"Besides, biking isn’t good for your 
arms or shoulders.”  . ’

Most: Americans gfow up playing 
sports where they use their upper body, 
like baseball and basketball, while in 
Europe; the emphasis is on sports like 
soccer where- legs and feet are more 
important. Running combines the best of 
both continents, according to D r. Ross.

"Running i?*a dynamic sport that 
combines upper . and lower body 
movement,”  he, noted. "Running and . 
walking primarily help your car­
diovascular system, but they both work all 
parts of the body. ’

A sport to avoid playing hard,however, 
if you aren’t in good shape is tennis, Dr. 
Ross noted.

"Tennis is not a conditioning sport,”  
he explained. "It’s good after you’ve run 

Tor walk or swim, but you can’t use it to 
get into shape..

"In fact, tennis requires specific hand- . 
eye movements and sudden spurts and 
sprint and, ‘if you’re not in shape, you 
could hurt your joints.”

Just remember, though, Whatever type . 
of exercise you choose to help get you into 
shape, Dr. Ross said you should start 
slowly and gradually add to what you’re 
doing.

A nd, if you’re over 40, you should 
i more than .likely see a doctor before 
hitting the streets, swimming pool or 
basketball court.
