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School board balks

Plymouth Canton Administrators (PCA). It was presented to

- the board Monday by assistant supermtcndent for employe

relations Norm Kee.

The proposal called for a three per; cent pay hlke for 1983-
84; and a six per cent increase in 1984-85, with administrators
at the top of the pay scale receiving a one per cent increase in

the secopd half of the year.

* Kee said the provisions were the same as in agreements

" made with other district bargaining units in October.

But the PCA proposal also left open the posnbllny of a pact
for 198586, to be reopened for wage talks.” |
- Kee said the PCA’s main request was for "*an lmprovement
in_ the reopener based on a companson of salaries in area
districts.

Superintendent John Hoben said in a current comparison,

R those in 12 area districts. *‘And these are not the 'Cadlllacs of

the industry,’” he said.

After nearly " four months in arbitration, contract
negotiations between the Canton Police Department and
Canton Township have been settled. The arbitration decision,
in favor of the police union, will pay patrolmen and corporals
an 11.28 per cent wage increase in the next year.

Ernest Sayre, Canton police officer and local president of
the Police Officers Association said the decision was reached

Dec. 5. Police wages have been the primary: issue behind a

settlement hold-up; Canton police oficers have been withouta " -
contract since June 30, 1982. The contracl, a three year
agreement, is scheduled to go into effect Jan. 1, Sayre said.

Friday from Hartwig’s defense attorney
David J. Esper, said Duggan's court

. clerk. "The end result was that the judge

decided to reduce the charge to second
degree murdt‘r." said the clerk. .

In Duggan's opinion the prosecution

- did not have sufficient evidence to prove

premediation on Hnrtwig’s pary, the clerk
said. Premediation is the essential dif--
erence between the charges of first and

" second degree murder.
