When the Sheldon Road Plant was built in 1967 it employed ap-
proximately 1,000 workers, covered a physical area of just under a
million square feet of manufacturing space and spread out on 168 acres . -
of land. The number of employes subsequently rose to an all time high of

1,450 employes, then dropped to a low of 650 shortly after.

Gerald J. Kania, plant manager of the faclhty, said the plant now
employs about 836 workers. PlaEt expansion- plans will hnng in an

Kania said the plant’s expaunsion will involve the productlon of -
aluminum radiators. Production of the radiators will begin in 1984.
“*We’ll be producmg the aluminum radiators for all Ford cars and
trucks,”” Kania sald ‘We’re picking up a 338 mllhon expansion over

_ the next three years.”

Kania said the physical size of the Sheldon facility wilt not change to
accommodate the increase in. productmn The facility will go to double
shifts and inventory processes in order to free up the floor space
necessary for the production. .

**One of the reasons we got this contract was because we dldn t need
brick and mortar money to complete an expansion,’”’ Kania said. ““Our
sister company in Connersvnlle, Indiana will get about 50 per cent of thls
new contract and we’re getting the other 50 per cent.” '

Kania said the Sheldon Road Plant secured the productlon contract
**by recognizing the need to stay competitive. '

*“We have a $1 million automation system in this plant, he said. -
“Our employes -recognize the need to stay competitive’ with this
automation and are competing well. We can make things cheaper here,
where manufacturing and shipping costs are less.” .

Last year the Sheldon Road facility manufactured approximately $293
million worth of climate control merchandise. In a typical day, workers
produce 10,000 vehicle air conditioners, 4,000 vehicle heaters and
15,000 heater and air conditioner controls. Quality performance has

" improved 19 per cent since 1982.

Kania said 131 laid-off workers at the plant have already been
recalled. In addition to the production of aluminum radiators, the plant
is also scheduled to produce nylen radiator tanks and nylon control-
brackets. Both of these products are now- bemg produced by outsrde

-suppliers. .

““Michigan is fortunate in the respect that it has geological formations
which allow us to store natural gas,” says Robert Fitzpatrick, vice
more gas storage capacity than any other state in the US.” -

- The strategy behind facrhtres such as the Northvrlle storage field is
based on cost. |

Fitzpatrick says natural gas stored in the Northvrlle field comes
mainly from overseas, because it’s cheaper than domestic production.
The gas is prpelmed up from Gulf Coast ports, and stored locally un-
derground until it’s needed most. .

Timing plays a part in the overall cost. Tom Holiday, Consumers’
‘public information specialist, :says most natural gas for storage is
purchased in the summer, when it costs less. "That can lower the overal
cost of gas,”’ he says.

About the only visible evidence of the Northvx]le storage field are
pipelines which can be seen from Haggerty Road near the railroad
tracks, from M-14 just west of Edward-Hines Drive, and.from Sheldon
Road across from Ford Motor Company’s climate control division plant.

The pipelines mark a few locations of 40 old natural gas wells, drilled
in the early 1950s. ‘‘Consumers got involved in the field about 1956,”
- Holiday says. ‘‘The company purchased the field, depleted it and
converted it for storage.’ -
