INCREASED SERVICES offered by The Plymouth Canton Commumty are shown :
in the expanded employe rolls and the new governmental facilities. (Canton Township
Hall, Canton High School, and three new elementary schools are part of the public”
construction boom.) Adding new programs such as the Canton Library or Plymouth
Township’s garbage collection, has given Plymouth-Canton whole new levels of service.
