A Plymouth woman -and Canton man’
were discovered dead in their cars last
Wednesday morning in. Westland by the
Westland Police Department. Police said
the pair died in a murder-suicidc ‘in-
cident.

”According to Sergeant Robert Blrthold
of the Westland Police Department,

. Mison T. Pappin, 19, of Plymouth and -

Robert Farris, Jr., 27, of Canton ‘were
discovered dead at approximately 2 a.m.
after several witnesses called the

Westland Police with reports of gunshots

in the street.

Barthold said Pappm was married to
Farris but had recently separated from
him and was living with a sister in
Plymouth.
