Ippel said the satellite facility located

capabilities of treatment, with the speed 
of an outpatient clinic,” said James D. 
Coleman, M.D., and chief pf Oakwood’s 
Emergency Department. "An emergency 
is anything perceived by a patient that 
threatens life and limb,” he added.

Joan Petroske, R.N. amd clinical 
manager for Canton Center said part of 
Oakwood Canton Center’s success "is the 
lack of waiting which emergency care 
patients experience here.

"In contrast to in patient facilities in 
major hospitals, service' here is quicker,” 
Petroske said. "Patients only wait about a 
half hour at the most. Our success is also 
based on our very good service and 
frankly, word travels fast,” she continued.

Petroske said response to Canton 
Centers services have been "better than, 
expected.” The Canton Fire Department 
transports most of its emergency runs to 
Canton Center v and has reported sub­
stantial time and travel cost savings as a 
result. Petroske also said the Plymouth 
and Plymouth Township Fire Depart- 

' ments occasionally transport emergency 
patients to the facility for care.

"I’m impressed by Oakwood Hospital’s * 
' commitment to 24-hour, seven-day-a-week 
emergency services to Plymouth-Canton 
residents,” Ippel said. "The facility 
provides citizens with the best op­
portunity for full-service emergency care 
for a large geographic area.”

The same group of physicians who 
work in Oakwood Hospital’s Emergency 
Department also serve at Canton Center 
on a i24 hour rotating basis.

Although the Canton Center staff sees a

"Programs such as our 
babysitting clinics, CPR courses' and 
diabetes clinics are receiving excellent 
response.”

"There is a particularity real need for, 
primary care services in this area,” Ippel 
said. "The types of services Vre offer arc 
needed more than specialty services and 
this need will continue over the next five 
or 10 years.

"We are working with a citizen ad­
visory committee and with professionals 
to look at needs. The hospital is definately 
looking at plans to expand both programs 
and the medical facility itself,” he said.

(Editor’s Note: This Question and 
answer article is the result of Rachael 
Dolson and Cheryl Eberwein’s meeting 
with school administration officials on the 
millage.)

Why ask for an increase of 1.74 
mills? Why not 2 or 1.5?

"I had originally suggested 1.5 mills as 
a figure to kick | around,” said 
Superintendent Dr. John Hoben. "The 
1.74 figure came out of that Saturday 
budget workshop. It was the result of Mr. 
Schroeder (board president Glenn) taking 
a pencil to it and figuring what we needed 
to get by. We could certainly use well over 
2 mills, but we knew it was a decision the 
board would have to make. We tried to 
come up with ai reasonable amount being 
as candidly hqnest as we could in 
estimating the factors beyond our control 
(state and federal programs, SEV, etc.)”

"We tried to balance the needs of the 
district with what we felt the community 
would support,” said Dick Egli, assistant 
to the superintendent for community 
relations. "We could spend 5 mills.”

How much income does the 
district receive from 1 mill of in­
creased taxation?

"The first year 1 mill will gain us 
almost $1 million dollars,” said Raymond 
Hoedel, assistant superintendent for 
business. The 1.74 levy, if approved, 
vyould net the district about $1.7 million 
in revenue, Hoedel said.

What . is the length of the 
requested millage approval and why 
was that length of time chosen?

The seven-year term of the requested 
millage was chosen to tie the 1.74 mills to 
an existing renewal, said Hoben. Eight 
mills of operating levy will expire in 1990 . 
and the 1.74 could be tied to that renewal 
in the future. "We basically have our 
renewals jgrouped to fall every other 
year,” he said. 1

"Looking at the typical financial, 
picture for a district with decreasing 
enrollment,” Hoedel said, "Iwe typically 
find that costs will continue to rise. The 
need for this 1.74 is not going to go away 
in the foreseeable future.”

What are projected revenues for 
1964-95? $43,282,000

What are projected expenditures 
for 1994-95? $45,684,255.

What is the projected enrollment 
for next year? 15,500 students, a 
decrease from this year’s 15,769.

What is the projected district state 
equalized valuation (SEV) for next 
year? $969,109,000, an increase of 1.5 
per cent is expected, Hoedel. said. The 
assistant business superintendent is 
predicting a three per cent increase for 
the following year.

What Iprogram restoration would 
be seen if the 1.74 millage increase is 
passed?

"This is not a restoration millage, it is 
basically a maintenance millage,” said 
Hoben. "We are not'asking for the moon, 
just looking for maintenapee. We hope we 
have prepared a conservation budget, >if 
we are wrong in some of our projections 
we will just have to swallow the pill.” ’

Hoben said if the finances turned out 
to be injbetter shape than anticipated he 
would recommend to the board that any 
additional money be used to reduce class 
$ije. "My first recommendation would be 
tfit use the money for additional staff to 
rlfluce class size.” Hoben said despite.the

budget woes in recent years the board has 
been able to reduce class size somewhat.

Another priority area if the budget 
coipes in in better shape than anticipated, 
according* to administration, would be 
additional allocations to the schools’ 
'block grants’ which are used to buy 
school supplies, teaching supplies, office 
supplies, periodicals and library books 
and textbooks. The block grants at the 
high school have been reduced from $61 
per student in the 1979-80 school year to a 
projected $39 per student next year.

The board has already committed to 
purchasing $57,000 in new computers for 
the middle school computer curriculum.
, What new costs and increased 

.costs are mandating more millage?
"A 6.5 percent increase in salary for all 

employe groups will cost just about $2 
million, including the incremental •

(increases as teachers get more senority or 
a higher education),” said Hoedel.

An 11 per cent increase in utilities will 
cost $252,000 more, Hoedel ■ said. The 
fringes benefit package for district 
employes will cost $551,000 more this 
year, he said.

The district is planning on slight in­
creases in revenue from an increase in the 
SEV and a bit more state aid the ad-. 
ministration said. 'M

What areas of the budget would be 
cut if the millage fails?

"The board would have to address 
that. We have been on a continuing 
cutback process over the last five years,” 
said Hoben.

"The need for this millage may be 
difficult to communicate to the public,” 
Egli said, "since specific cutbacks have

If the 1.74 mill increase is passed^ 
will that be enough money to keep 
the district going for the next few 
years or are more millage requests 
on the horizon?

Besides the renewal of 8 mills needed 
next year, Hoben said two earmarked 
millages have been discussed.

"It is up to the (board, of course, but 
there is a possbility that we would go for a 
fractional millage increase to buy por­
tables or take other steps to lessen the 
overcrowding situation in the southern . 
elementary schools. Another possiblity is 
an earmarked millage for 'technology’ to 
buy computers, TV studio equipment and 
other expensive equipment for some of 
our more technical programs.”

About 80 residents from Lakepointe

But Canton Township Fire Chief 
Melvin Paulin said hej is waiting to hear 
from CEMS about whether the private 
ambulance service prill continue, an 
agreement Canton had with the Plymouth 
Fire Department’s ambulance service. j

CEMS, a private, non-profit ambulance 
service of Botsford Hospital, permanently 
replaced the city fire department’s 
ambulance service last week.

"We want to work something out (with 
CEMS) but' nothing has been done,’’

re

Paulin said. "We want to see what they 
have to offer.”
| Under mutual aid pacts, one com­
munity can- Call- in a neighboring com­
munity’s emergency service when its own 
Services are spread too thin. The mutual 
aid pacts provide back up fire, police or 
rescue services to all o f the communities 
involved in the agreement.

Paulin said the Western Wayne County 
Mutual Aid Association (WWCMAA), to 
which Canton and 20 other community

He stressed that CEMS does not 
bill clients transported during mutual aid 
runs.

Beauchemin said the going rate for 
CEMS runs was an $80 flat fee, a $40 
charge for emergency runs and $3 per 
mile to the hospital. Additional charges 
are levied for additional services, like 
oxygen, when required.

Plymouth Fire Chief Al Matthews said 
he did not know the costs of fire 
department ambulance service, when itr 
was in operation.

Plymouth Township Fire Department 
ambulance service charges a $70 base fee, 
a.$10 emergency run fee and $1.50 per 
mile to the hospital.

Canton Township, unlike surrounding 
communities, does not charge its 
residents for ambulance service. . |

The same problem 
eventually toppled formei City Manager 
Fred Yockey who was cut adrift by the 
City Commission after proposing a large 
millage hike.

There are obviously i wo schools of 
thought about the fiscal route for the 
City. Some say spending is necessary to 
keep things growing. Oth ;rs believe that 
no growtnand no tax bikes are the goals.

Regardless of which of those positions 
is correct Graper will certainly go down- 
in history as remarkably re ticent to accept 
honest suggestions or criticism about the 
course he stays.

When the last City audit questioned 
some of draper’s expenditures and City 
financial dealings, he. pooh-poohed the 
importance of the findings. Now, six 
months k ter he wants a millage hike.

When citizens have suggested that 
spending be curtailed in manners other 
than service cutbacks, Griper has bluntly' 

- refused t > listen.

But the fiscal issue is not alone on this 
score for Graper.

Suggestions solicited from citizens 
about City projects in general are often 
rebuffed by the City Manager 
sometimes quite rudely so. (When he 
disagrees, Graper’s language sometimes 
seems as though it’s scripted by notorious 
potty-mouth DPW Director Ken Vogras.)

The City Commission would do well to 
send Graper to charm school.

While it’s not always true, Graper 
usually displays an arrogance that 
discourages public input -  even when he 
ostensibly says he’s seeking such input 
(like at the first Central Parking Lot 
Committee meeting).

He acts as though he’s been appointed 
God in a clear-cut case of a civil servant 
forgetting that he is either civil or a 
servant.

Graper’s. come up with ail sorts of 
excuses for his out-of-sorts behavior. (The 
Crier staff favorite is his frequent "My 
diet is affecting me.”) What’s needed are 
fewer excuses and a more genuine 
willingness to consider input whether he 
agrees or not.

Once upon a time the state made bars close up on election days and 
for three hours on Good Friday, but quite without fanfare such 
restrict ons were lifted several years ago without hearing any negative 
hue ant I cry from the populace.

When residents of Plymouth voted by a slim margin in 1966 to permit 
sale of liquor by the glassJor consumption on the premises, the then city 
commission gave assurance that no more than three licenses would be 
allowed! Today I can ebunt seven excluding any private club licensees.

is national in scope and the common interpretation is that during this 
designated period booze of one kind or another is being offered at

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V e r e s h  c r e a t e s  v i o l i n s

When Steve Veresh was child, his 
father tried to convince him to love the 
violin. Three violin lessons later, it didn’t 
take much for Veresh to convince his 
father he didn’t.

But while giving up lessons meant 
abandonment of the violin as a child, 
Veresh, now 70, never really abandonned 
the instrument in his heart Eight years 
ago the Plymouth Township resident 
decided it was time to rekindle his slow- 
burning interest in the stringed in­
strument -  and so he built a violin. He has 
been making violins, and other stringed 
instruments ever since.

Veresh makes violins, dulcimers, 
rebeccas, violas, guitars and even 

. American harps in his home on Clemons 
Driv;. A workshop garage smells of wood 
and softly echos the strains of classical 
music heard on the radio. An odd array of 
instruments, some vaguely familier others 
meaningful only to a knowledgeable 
craftsman, fill workbenches, floor space, 
cupboards. Throughout the workshop, 
half finished instruments lay patiently 
waiting for completion.

"I wanted my father’s old violin, but 
that was impossible so I got this notion to 
make one of my own,” Veresh said. ”1 
decided to make the instrument and learn 
to play it, but the first one I made was 
small and I couldn’t handle it well.

”My second instrument was a viola -  a 
little bigger instrument. I’ve learned to 
play that enough for my own 
amazement”

But it is Veresh’s instruments, and not 
his playing, which probably amaze most 
people. From simple, single blocks of 
wood emerge intricately carved forms 
with graceful inlayed patterns and finely 
detailed parts..

"After I started making instruments, a 
friend and I decided to studied under a 
guy in North Carolina,” Veresh said. "He 
taught the two of us oldtimers a great 
deal, and gave us a lot of help. I’ve made
14 instruments now.” ...............
.Veresh said making Violins is only a 

natural extension of a lifelong interest in 
working with'Kis hands! As a model maker

with the Ford MotorVCompany, Veres i 
was constantly creating^clay models fcr 
the company. Violin-making, he said, is 
an extension of working with his hand s 
with "only slightly different angles."

But the "angles” in a violin are at lea$t 
more comlex than those of a clay model.'

"There are 41 individual pieces in 'a 
violin,” Veresh said. "When you make Ja 
violin, you start with corner blocks made 
of willow. The sides, or bouts as they’re 
called, are made of maple and the top |s 
usually made of spruce or other soft 
wood.” • . ' I

It takes Veresh approximately 200 
hours to cut, sand, shape and glue the 40- 
odd pieces which fall together to form ja 
violin. Once complete, Veresh’s wife, 
Mary Ann, an artist in her own right, 
patiently applies between 12 and 14 coats 
of varnish to every surface on the in­
strument

While Veresh works millimeters to 
achieve the proper thickness for each of 
his instruments, he says such precision 
only adds to the challenge of this art *rl 
saw a picture of an instrument used 
centuries ago to measure the thickness pf 
a violin back, and I made one for myself.

Veresh has made many of the in­
struments, including wood curlers, 
templates and clamp boards, necessary I o 
create a violin or other stringed in­
strument'An odd array of chisels and a 
special knife complete his collection of 

. woodworking took.
The Vereshs are of Hungarian desceni -

- a fact which becomes beautifully obvious 
when looking at the violins, guitars aijd 
other instruments. Floral patterns 
reminiscent of Hungarian folkart graje 
the backs of the instruments. The rare 
woods used in these patterns add cotyr 
and warmth to their beauty. I
- But while Veresh has combined 

unusual woods and talent to create 
unmatched mosaic beauty, it is one in­
strument, unadorned with inlays, which 
holds the most meaning to him.

"See this viola?”he asked handling the 
instrument with care. "It’s made from the 
wood of a tree that used to grow right 
here in my front yard. I cut that tree down 

arid I plarifedit a long'tiihl kgo.”

After a discussion on meeting 
commitments and choosing priorities, we finally managed to agree on 
the days. I

you want to, take off? If I didn’t have anything planned for those days, 
nothing would happen. j I

As I tried rearranging my schedule, both kids reminded me of the 
lecture I had given them about commitments and priorities. How come 
the only time the Icids can remember anything that I’ve told them is

If you’ve ever had the fantasy of being 

a morning drive time disc, jockey, con­
sider this fact.

You probably will have to get out of 
bed at a time that a few other people are 
just going to bed.

Canton’s Jeff Elliott, half of the 
morning team on WMJC, somehow drags 
his body out of bed Monday through 
Friday at about 4 a.m.

Elliot’s work day starts at 5:30 a.m. and 
to reach the WMJC studio by that time he 
has to be an early morning riser.

Elliott and his side-kick Jerry St. James 
start their day together when St. James 
drives in from his home in Ann Arbor to 
pick-up Elliot at his Canton home.

The two then travel to the WMJC 
studios in Royal Oak together and discuss 
the upcoming show.

The team, which has been together for 
two years this May 3, originally formed 
after an exhaustive search by St. James 
for a partner.

St. James took the unusual route of 
flying around the country to look for a 
suitable partner for the morning show.

"They had heard some of my tapes, 
before but when Jerry showed up, we 
spent most of the time talking and getting 
to know each other,” Elliot said. "He 
came to Phoenix (where Elliot was 
working at the time) and we just got along 
really well, and I got the job.”

Elliot was born in Wooster, OH and 
had his First on-air experience at the age 
of 14.

"I got on the air the day I turned 14,” 
Elliott said. "I had my choice that 
summer, I could mow lawns or be on 
radio. It wasn’t a hard choice to make.”

Elliott got his start because ofjiis'. 
brother who already worked for WWST in 
Wooster. His brother now works for ABC 
doing newscasts that can be heard 
nationally and locally.

"My older brother got me the job,” 
Elliott said. "The first thing I did was 
read the church bulletins.”

Elliott has come a long way since 
reading those first bulletins, something 
he says he did, "Teally bad.”

WMJC has the number one rated music 
program in the morning drive time slot in 
tne Detroit area after the most recent 
ratings sweep. They stand third among all 
stations in that slot, with the other two 
l eing all-talk formats.

Elliot and St. James go on the air at 
J:30 a.m. and talk, chat, joke and play 
some music until 9 a.m. And then there 
day is over -  almost.

i Elliott rides back with St. Jdmes toi 
ome where they talk about the next 
day’s show and other projects they have 

on the burners.
"The thing we are really interested in 

now is writing free-lance scripts for 
television,” Elliott said.

The duo is highly interested in 
television and show up there quite often..

Elliott says his type of {wopr is ob- 
serevational uvcont'enf and ‘thit he and

"We’re reall/never off work,” Elliott 
said. "We get funny situations from the 
papers, TV and our own lives to use| on 
our show. People relate to us better that 
way and can understand and appreciate 
us.

"The morning drive time is a Jot 
where people are in their cars and tiey 
really listen to what’s on the radio. We try 
to be exactly the way we are, oil the radio 
and off. I

After a hard day at the office, the first 
thing Elliott does is go home and table a 
nap.

"If I wanted to get a full night’s re it I 
would have to go to bed at about eight 
o’clock,” Elliott said. "I like to watch p*V 
so I can relate to what my listeners do and 
I can comment on the air. It also letsjme 
spend more time with my family.”

Elliott says he grabs a couple of hours 
sleep in his nap, a few more at night ind 
tries to catch up on the weekends. | 

Then Elliott becomes the consummate 
father and husband to his children, Katy, 
6, a kindergartner in the Plymouth- 
CantonSchools, Cabot, 4 and his wife of 
eight years, Carol, a cosmetology student 

Elliott, 28, met his wife, on a blind 
date, while still a student at Ohio State 
University. He attended OSU for 
years'then went o n to  Oral Rc 
University for a couple of years.

He says he still might go back to school 
and finish his degree but hasn’t decided 
when or where yet.

Besides writing, Elliott likes to fish and 
would like to buy a boat when, "I win the 
lottery or suddenly becomes rich.” 

Basically Elliott’s family life is similar 
to h is neighbor’s or anyone else’s.

"Mike the family type things,” Elliott 
said. "The reason we like Canton so 
much is because of the people in the area: 
who have the same lifestyle as us.

"I really feel comfortable there. I 
wouldn’t want to live in a place where 
houses are a mile apart. Canton does have 
a well-defined populace.

"Not having a central downtown 
doesn’t give a lack of identity, we have 
Meijer’s, that’s our downtown.”

Besides the area and Meijer’s, Elliott 
also likes the activities that go on around 
town.

Last week he spent the evening at his 
daughter’s open house, and just before he 
was elected to assistant chief in the 
Indian Princesses organization of the 
YMCA.

"I’m really glad to be involved with the 
program,” Elliott said. "It’s a good way 
for me to spend more time with my 
daughter.”

In his spare time, besides fishing, 
writing and his family, Elliott surprisingly 
enough doesn’t listen to much music. .

"I listen to the student station at the 
high school (WSDP) on the way home 
from work. Jer and I know all the d.j.’s 
names,” Elliott said. "I also listen to 
WMUZ the Christian music station. I’m 
really not that interested in music. Jer is 
quite -an audiophile though, he has 
hundreds of albums.”

On the air, music is the main thrust of 
their programming. But Elliott says he 
hasn’t played an album on the air since 
about 1975.

"Everything is on cartridges (tapes) 
now. Except for special occasions, 
everything is on tape,” Elliott said.

And unlike other stations Elliott isn’t 
thrust into a tight format

"We need a.lot of freedom because of 
the form of our show,” -Elliott said. "We 
never know how manysongswe’re going to 
play and because of our comedy we can’t 
have a slow song come on after, one of our 
gags.”

Overall a day in Jeff Elliott’s life isn’t 
wild and crazy. Although his show gives 
that impression, it is just like his name.

Elliott, like many d.j.’s uses his name as 
a pseudonym on the air.

"You want to have an easily 
'recognizable name’ on the air,” Elliott 
(not his real name) said. "My real name 
sounds like something you really wouldn’t 
want to hear early in the morning.”

It’s all part of being a radio per- 
sonality. Starting the day off before, the 
crack of day, living a fife under r  moniker 
and being an assistant chief in the Indian 
Princesses, it’s quite a day in the life.
