helped to bridge the gap between'former .
- problems and present solutions. The

Chamber has taken a particularily strong
role in the past three or four years, he
added.

" Canton Chamber President Jack Koers
agrees with Card’s observation -- and said

_recent Chamber programs have stressed

business involvement and unity in the
community. But Koers said he does not
doubt that some businesses face problems
when they open shop in Canton - even

" today.

“It’s hard for company's to get started
in Canton,” Koers said. ‘‘Although the
repitation is improving, 'too many
businesses moving out this way. are

' moving around us to Northville; Novitand

other areas because of this tough per-
‘ception.”

Koers said he has heard innumerable-

complaints from businessmen in the
community - ‘but no one will put them in
writing for me.”’ The complaints, he said,
involve road conditions,
concerns and mostly admmlslratwe red
tape hassles.

She got her job one year ago after coaxing her son into giving her a

- Matthews, ““That’s why it took effort to get him to recommend me. But
: he didn’t know how hard I’ve worked in the past. »?
