Although Egli said he did believe their 
is a "built-in no vote,' ’ he.did say:"There 
are some voters every,time who look at the 
request and decide ti say no. to the ad­
ditional taxation. We don’t know if these 
are the same people every time.” : /

Egli said he was not able to do'the two 
community phone surveys he had plans, 
but said his ’̂ nformal contacts” are 
optimistic of a passage.

"They are optimistic because this is a 
reasonable millage. We will still levy less 
that Livonia at 38.5[mills,-Northville at
39.9 and Wayne-Westland at 47.65. Also, 
given the turn around of the economy, the 
people are more willing to be supportive 
of education because there is more money 
to be supportive with,j” Egli said.

"The people of the area have been 
supportive of good education,’ ’ he said.

Some of the steps the district has taken 
to publicize the millage are: educating 
the district employe  ̂(a potential voting 
group including spjmses of 2,000, he 
said), sending voting reminders home to’ 
parents, and nujking information 
available to community groups and 
leaders.

No voters, Egli said, fall into two 
categories: those who don’t understand 
the value of education to themselves, 
their neighbors and their property values 
- and those who are opposed to any type 
of additional taxation.

CEMS ‘performed well*

Community -Emergency Medical 
Service paramedics performed well 
during the double fatal accident May 27 
in Plymouth Township, says city Fire 
Chief Al Matthews.

Rumors circulated after the accident 
that CEMS crews, called to back up 
Plymouth Township Fire Department 
ambulances, had made mistakes tram 
sporting one of the accident victim who 
later died.

Matthews said he heard the rumors but 
found they were false. ’ -

"I looked into it and determined that 
they (CEMS) did very well,’’ .Matthews 
said.

A CEMS spokesman said two CEMS 
advanced life support units were 
dispatched to the scene of the accident at 
Ann Arbor Trail and Sheldon Road which 
killed a Canton couple.

Citing cost savings and liability 
protections, the Plymouth City Com­
mission voted in April to replace the city’s 
fire department rescue services with 
CEMS.

CEMS director of operations Greg 
Beauchemin said the company’s records 
showed both CEMS rescue vehicles were . 
on the scene three minutes after being 
summoned.

One of the CEMS vehicles transported 
Cynthia Cameron, 31, to St. Mary’s 
Hospital. Cameron, who was eight-and- 
one-half months pregnant, was dead on 
arrival at the hospital. The child she was 
carrying also died.

Cameron was treated at the scene by 
CEMS paramedics for 38 minutes.

Operation of the 35th District Court 
has taken a decidedly pleasant turn for 
the five communities which use the court 

,For the first time since the court was 
cohsolidated into one building in 1981, 
administrators say the costs of running 
the place have, finally broken even with 
thp revenues generated from its 
operation. Judge James Garber of the 
3!>th District Court, said the court may 
evjen turn a profit by the end of .1984.
' Garber said a "little backlog of funds 

which we eipect to have will completely 
wijite us out of the communities’ budgets 
this year.” The 35th District Court serves 
Plymouth, j Plymouth Township, Nor- 
thville, Northville Township and Canton.

jPrior to this, each of the communities 
gave the court initial starting revenues' at 
the beginning of the year to fund court 
operations until revenue was generated to 
ppy annual operating costs and these 
loans. Garber said the court was able to 
piy back these start up revenues in • May 
tljis year and expected to return another 
$^0,000 to $90,000 to the communities 
collectively after July.

IThe extra funds, Garber said, are the 
result of an increase in ticket and case 
volumes going through the court as well 
as administrative changes made to run a 
more efficient court system.

• "The number of tickets being written 
in Canton is back to the level it was in 
1981,” Garber said. "In 1982 there was a 
fdl|-off in the. number of tickets being 
written and it could be attributed totally 
iij Canton. Canton accounted for 40 per 
cent of the activity in this court in 1981. 
It dropped to about 30 per cent but now 
its'back up to 40.”

j Among the increase in tickets which 
Garber said the purt is handling, are 
dnink driving tickets.

j Garber stressed, however, that the 
increase in ticket volume is not the only 
thing which has court administrators 
anticipating a modest profit at the end of 
this year. "This is the first year we knew 
what all the hidden costs of operating the 
court were and I pre dieted that this would

be a break-even year for us months ago, 
Garber said.

Although the volume of cases the court 
is now handling is still below the numbe ■ 
handled when the court house was first 
opened in 1981, Garber said court ad­
ministrators have tightened operation) 
significantly to account for the profit.

"Five or six years ago we said the cost 
of operation ok this court could cover the 
cost of building it. I sincerely believe we 
have done this,”  Garber said. I

As of May 16, court administrators

returned some start up revenues to the 
communities. A preliminary audit down 
oh the court and scheduled for com­
pletion in July indicated there would be. 
excess reveunues in 1983.

"I told our advisory board that our 
cash flow is such that soon the 
communities can forget us completely 
except to ask us where their checks (for 
court adminstration) are in April,” 
Garber said.

Garber said the increase in QUIL 
tickets the court is handling accounted 
for some change in court revenues, but

not much. "The average civil infraction 
here receives a $100 fine.

Cmton Finance Director'Mi te Gorman- 
said Canton received a $58,500 check' 
fron the 35th District in May.

Koziarski was recently sentenced for 
her involvement in the accident. Sb; 
pleaded guilty to the manslaughter 
charge and on April 25, 1984, was ser- 
tenced by Judge Joseph B. Sullivan to two 
years probation. She was fined ap­
proximately $330 and was ordered to 
perform community service work.

Sullivan also ordered Koziarksi to 
refrain from driving, to quit drinking 
alcohol and to participate in a Wayn: 
County rehabilitation program. '>

Case number 83 362 644 People vs. 
Jeanette Koziarski was closed. There wâ  
no appeal of the sentence by the Konkol _

family and so it went into the books, 
justice served in the best possible way 
under the worst possible circumstances.

We were pleased to see such a large 
field and delighted that five -  Schroeder, 
Swartzwelter, Les Walker, Nancy Quinn 
and Carol Bollman -  were strong can­
didates with good working knowledge of 
the district and a history of active par­
ticipation in Plymouth-Canton Schools.

Schroeder, the single incumbent in the 
field, is a hard working and effective 
board member who deserves the voters 
support. He has a grasp of school finances 
unsurpassed by any of the current board.• 
This financial expertise alone makes him 
a valuable component of the seven- 
member board.

In addition, he studies the issues before . 
the board well and. often presents well- 
thought-out proposals of his own for 
board consideration. This germination of 
new ideas is an important quality for 
board members to nave. Voters should 
realize that although Schroeder is the 
current board president, that office is 
determined by the boarcj itself, and 
electors are choosing him for the board; 
not for the office of president.

To his detriment, Schroeder deserves a 
full one-seventh of .| the blame for the 
mistakes made before and during the 
strike last fall.

Swartzwelter has taken aq active part 
in the district.

We like most 
of the suggestions made in his 12-point 
plan to improve communication' in the 
district -  such as holding board meetings 
at the large facility and scheduling 
’forums’ to dismiss upcoming issues.

The candidate should have announced 
his plan earlier in the campaign -  to give 
other candidates and interested parties a

fair chance to!react to his proposal and 
also to avoid what appeared to be 
showmanship” at the League of 
omen Voters forum.
Throughout' his campaign, Swartz­

welter has stressed that the strike last fall 
m ativafed him to run again for the school 
beard (he was unsuccessful in 1979). We. 
he pe that this motivation will not prevent 
him from taking a fair look at all issues to 
come before the board in the future.

Walker ran a strong third in our 
decision on. which two candidates to 
endorse. .

We were impressed with Walker’s 
knowledge of the district and his overall 
involvement in the schools throughout his 
children’s attendence. He also haŝ  a 
strong financial background.

Walker’s position on last fall’s teacher 
strike and negotiations in general is the 
beit amongst all. 11 candidates.

However, Walker is less visible and

vocal in and about thej schools than 
' Swartzwelter. He offered few specifics 
during his responses at the League forum. 
For these reasons, we and the voters do' 
not know him and his views as well as we 
could.

Quinn, a r;turn contender from last 
year’s schawl ward race, was much more 
informed and articulate than in her 
debute. She is involved in day-to-day 
activities, in the school buildings and 
seems genuinely concerned* about the 
children in the district -  however, we 
think her naivete might lead her to one 
day blithely give the keys to the bank to 
the teachers’ union.

Bollman impressed us during her Crier 
interview as having informed opinions on 
many of the issues before or soon to come 
before, the board. We were disappointed 
to see her fade near the finish line ~ 
fteclining to participate in the League 
forum.

It will be a-'neck and neck race with 
equal odds - for Democrats and 
Republicans come November when the 
state representative seat for the 37th 
District is up re-election.

Two ‘ Democrats and three 
Republicans-have filed petitions for the 
seat currently held by Representative 
Edward Mahalak (D-Romulus). MaHalak 
announced earlier he would not seek re- 
election to the district seat which 
represents all of Canton.

Prior to 
this position, she served as clerk for. four 
and as a. trustee for two. Cullin is 
currently a piember of the State Central 
Committee for th? Democrat 15th 
Congressional District. She has also 
.served as a member of the executive 
committee^on the Southeast Michigan 
Council of Governments (SEMCOG), as a 
township representative to the People’s 
Community Hospital Authority and as a 
member of the Wayne County 
Development Block Grant Advisory 
Council.

Although Konkol said he contacted the 
prosecutor’s office later, he was told that 
there is never a guarantee that a 
prosecutor will be present for a sentence 
date. He said Stewart also said 
prosecutors are not required to be at 
sentence dates.

"They said they didn’t have time to 
send somebody,” Konkol said. "Here my 
parents travel all the way from Wisconsin 
for this sentencing, and the prosecutor 
tells me they don’t have time to send 
somebody over.”

Konkol admitted that if StewarUor the 
prosecutor had been present for 
Koziarksi’s sentencing it probably would 
not have made a difference in the out- 
Tome.

But it would have made all the dif­
ference to a bereaved family who was 
struggling with their own fears,

' frustrations and sorrows that day, Konkol  ̂
explains.

"The whole thing looked like a fix, 
even though I wouldn’t even pretend to 
say that it was,” Konkol said. "No one 
even notified Stewart If Stewart had been 
there he would have at least asked where 
the prosecutor was. There could have at 
least been a spokesperson there on 
Larry’s behalf.

"My. parents and Steffanie (Konkol’s 
widow) will never be the same,” Konkol 
continued. "Going through the hap­
penings of the accident in court would 
have had some bearing, no matter how 
difficult.”

Konkol said the day of the sentencing 
the defense attorney asked for and 
received a 20 minute in-chamber con­
ference with Sullivan and the estate 
attorney representing the Konkols’ 
property interest. Konkol said at the end 
of the meeting the sentencing began. 
Konkol said the estate attorney was not 
representing the family during this 
meeting -  he was only representing 
Steffanie Konkol’s interests in a civil suit 
which has been filed separately.

"The family had no comment in this 
meeting, and the estate attorney never 
told us what went on in the session," 
Konkol said. "Although this attorney said 
the estate agreed to whatever sentence 
the judge came up with,-we never were 
able to express what our feelings were.”

While Konkol said the estate attorney
Tfl ,nPl P f r t f . i

of the deceased never objected to 
sentence.”

Konkol maintains, . however, 
without the presence of a prosecuting 
attorney or Stewart, the family had 
representation that day.

Stewart said in at least 50 per cent of all 
cases heard, a prosecuting attorney is 
present at the sentence hearing. "Bui in 
more serious cases such as trial cates, 
they generally do review the case,1 
added.

"The volume of cases handled through 
the court does not &llow the luxury 
having, a prosecuting attorney at every 
hearing,” Stewart said. "Different 
prosecuting attorneys are in and outj of 
court all day for different cases. But this 
was a case of magnitude involving a 
death, manslaughter charge and possible 
15 year prison sentence. It seems in Ihe 
best interest of representing the people 
involved, a prosecutor should have been 
present on their behalf. This just seems a 
better way to handle business.”

Konkol said Koziareki demonstrated no 
remorse during the hearing and would 
only 7say she could not remember the 
happenings of the accident. He said her 
attorney made repeated references t<| a 
pre-sentence report, a psychiatric

"In most cases a judge doesn’t accept a 
guilty plea unless the person is really 
guilty and acknowledges this. Usually the 
facts of the case are gone through. 
Nothing was gone through here,” he 
continued. Sullivan said, however, that he 
did talk to the family during the 15 month 
long trial about the proceedings of the 
case. -

Stewart said the outcome of the 
jCoziarski case was ho different that what 
happens the first time someone is 
arrested for drunk driving. "If Kokikol 
had been 500 feet further down the road 
it may not have happened,” lie said. 
"There was no intent here to take a life.

But nonetheless a life was taken and 
Koziarski’s unblemished driving record 
now becomes a value judgement.” •

It’s a value judgement no one seems 
completely comfortable with.' *

"This can never be resolved to the 
satisfaction of the family involved," 
Sullivan said. "Normally I do give prison 
sentences for drunk driving, but based on 
matters which I will not go into, this was 
the. sentence I determined for this case. 
Perhaps I should go into those matters, 
but I’ll just take the criticism for the case 
instead.”

The matters which went into the case, 
however,' are ' the very matters which 
Konkol feels the judge did not discuss 
with the family. Such a discussion' may 
have made a difference in their outlook 
about the legal proceedings.

"This was just another case oh the 
calendar,” Konkol said. "They really 
don’t care. There is no way to correct this. 
The judge won’t change the sentence and 
even though the prosecutor may feel 
embarrassed, what can be done?

"Time has a way of smoothing over 
things. This case took 15 months to 
complete, and was a guilty plea so I guess 
it didn’t seem like a big deal,” he con­
tinued. "Up to the point of sentencing, 
our family thought that the criminal 
justice system might actually work,” 
Konkol wrote in a letter to Sullivan after 
the sentencing had occurred.' "Your 

‘handling of the sentencing and the 
absence of the prosecutor’s office left us 
with the inescapable knowledge that we 
were effectively ignored and bypassed.

"Now,- not only' do we all live with the 
tragedy of Larry’s loss, but the knowledge 
that Larry never got his day in court -  not 
a single word on his behalf.”

But many other cowboys and cowgirls hold down 9 to 5 jobs aiid 
compete on weekends or whenever else they can.

"O ur calf-roping champion sells Xerox computers," Walden said. 
Others in the association are lawyers, carpenters and gas station ownen.

Surprisingly only six of the eleven 

candidates for the Plymouth Canton 
School Board were present at a voters 
information forum held by the League of 
Women Voters Thursday night

Candidates Karen Murphy, Nancy! 
Quinn, Glenn Schroeder, Dean Swartz­
welter, Richard Sumpter and Lester 
Walker participated in the statements 
and question and ' answer. Statements 
were read by a League spokesman from 
candidates .Daniel O’Day and Harvey 
Failor.

Of the • eleven, two will be chosen 
Monday by the voters for the board. 
Schroeder is the only incumbent as. 
Flossie Tonda has decided to retire from 
the board of education.

Quinn in her opening statements 
stressed, her campaign theme of "in- 
formation, communication, and 
cooperation.” She said: "These can be 
applied to any situation that develops.”

Schroeder said that he feels the district' 
is already doing much to communicate 
with tools such as the quarterly newsletter, 
and the board briefs.

The only t communication ‘ problem, 
Schroeder said is that the receivers have 
sometimes chosen not to listen because 

t they disagree sharply Iviththe send ofthe 
communication.

He said voter apathy was another 
problem and "you don’t have to vote for 
me, just get out and vote for the millage.”

Walker, in his opening statement, said 
he was very concerned about the 
deterioration of spirit in'the district. The 
candidate said many of the programs the 
district is known for -  such as t lie middle 
school program -.are being eroded. "We 
used to be jn a leadership position, 
outstanding in our field, non we are 
something less.” ^

Sumpter said he was a fiscal con­
servative "but I am interested in a quality 
education.” He said he thinks there is 
dissatisfaction with the current board. He'

said he wants to encourage a good 
program for the teachers and insure 
"good working conditions for my wife.”

He said there are too many uncertainity 
for .him. to support the millage. "The 
board hâ  me confused -  they want to 
have .an adult ed center at Starkweather 
School which will cost money the first 
year, but they are saying they need 
additional millage.”

Swartzwelter presented his 12 point 
plan for improved communations in the 
district

Included in the plan are his suggestions 
to: hold regular board meetings in the 
Little Auditorium at Canton for adequate

seating and parking, hold workshops at 
the building affected by the workshop 
topic, hold̂  special forums for specific 
subjects^provide handout materials on 
boanPtopics to those in the audience, 
conduct a survey of parents on strengths 
and weaknesses, .use .opinionaires, 
consider having an elected employe 
representative sit on the board as a 
nonvoting member, have more Saturday 
workshops, hold jointing meetings with 
the PTO Council once a. year, and 
establish a hotline for input to the board.

Murphy said she didn’t have a 
prepared statement readied for her 
opening, but that she hoped she could 
answer any questions the audience had.

Kaziak, 21, a Canton High School and 
Schoolcraft College graduate, moved to 
San Diego to train last fall -  befrpre she 
had been chosen for the Ironman.''

"Itwas getting cold and I was having a 
hard time training here,” she said about

She is studying elementary education 
it San Diego State University but says 
she’ll be training too hard come fall to re- 
ĥroll. • j ■

"It depends on the day,” she said. "I. 
usually train hard one day then easy the 
next, then hard then easy again.”

Kaziak ranks her strongest triathlon 
event as swimming -  which she did often 
at Schoolcraft -  folowed by running and 
biking.. *

"The swimming is a piece of cake. The 
biking will be hard depending how hard 
you go. It’s about six hours on the bike 
and that’s enough to make anyone’s legs 
stiff. The running will be the toughest”

Kaziak’s parents who | live in 
Plymouth say they are proud of their 
daughter. They had recently! visited her in 
San Diego.

Bessie Kaziak did have one reservation 
about her daughter’s athletic activities.

"I’m very proud of her. I had hoped 
she would have gone into music.” Bessie 
Kaziak said her daughter had been active 
in music at Canton.

Woolard, who recently turned 30, said 
she has trained harder since the Ironman 
selection but adds that it’s not really a 
new experience.

"Training has always been a way of life 
for me,” she said. "Ever since I was little, 
I was always training for something.”

Woolard alternates hard days and 
weeks with easy ones and says she prefers 
training alone. I

"I really do enjoy going out and 
running ;by myself. It’s important to get 
used to. the boredom of it,” she said 
laughing. '

"At times I wish I had someone to push 
me but no one knows better than me how 
my.body is feeling.”

She says she has hegun pushing herself 
more, refusing to quit when tired. "I’m 
starting to turn around and climb that hill 
one more time and go for another hour.”

Like Kaziak, Woolard says her 
strongest triatholon event is swimming, 
followed by running and biking. She 
swani in high school and has alwaŷ  run, 
she said.

"I’ve been training on a bike for aboti 
13 weeks,” she said. "My legs are getting 
a lot stronger and-I’m getting more toad 
savvy.”

-Woolard has a bachelors degree from 
Illinois University and a masters from 
University of Michigan in social work. 
She is married and has two sons, aged six 
and three. Finding the time to train

properly can be a problem between family 
life, kindergarten and nursery school but 
Woolard says she’s learning the tricks.
