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 State educahon tests show mlxed student results

Fourth- and . seventh graders in
Plymouth-Canton * Schools did better
better on the Michigan Educational
Assessment Test (MEAP) than last year’s
students in those grades, but 10th
graders did worse than their coun-
terparts of last year.

Plymouth- Canton Schools last week
released the district-wide results of the
MEAP test administered
seventh and 10th graders thisfall.

Dave Rodwell,-administrative assistant
for research and data processing, said
general analysis of ihe results on a topic-
by-topic basis showed the local results

paralleled the state average results, only

Plymouth-Canton averaged a little higher.
