Dwyer-Kozminski said the Turning
Point program offers free hotline
counseling five days-a week from 6:30 1o
10:30 p.m. The Center also sponsors
ongoing counseling for some individuals,

Canton schools and other community

groups on substance abuse program.
““We deal with all types of problems,”
Dwyer-Kozminski said.. “We deal with
