In a time when educational standards .

have rapidly slipped from the hands of
most-educators, such action offers hope
there are still individuals willing to
maintain responsibility- for the system.

their job, these individuals often battle a -
sea of angry citizens who look for answers

to shortcomings which evolved long

before their student was ever around.
