The city administration proposed to 

the City Commission Iasi week a 1985- 
86 fiscal year budget totaling $7.2 
million.

Spending is down S340.00 from last 
year’s adopted budget.

The 1985-86 budget proposal was 
based on a tax levy of 18.17 mills, the 
same as last year, despite an expected 
decline in property valuation of S I.4 
million.

Included in the package was 35 per 
cent cut in the police department 
budget stemming from a police force

The City Commission has final say 

over adoption of the budget. The

commission’s budget study session is 
schedulea for April 16, with additional 
tenative sessions April 17-18. A public 
hearing will be held'at 7:30 p.m. April 
29 before the final budget is adopted 

. for the fiscal year beginning July 1.
The ‘ administration’s recom­

mendations cut general fund spending 
3.6 per [cent to $4.42 million from 
$4.58 mi lion last year.

A lawsuit hits been filed against 
Canton j Township by five Canton 
Police corporals who allege Township 
Personnel Director Daniel Durack hurt 
their credibility and integrity , with 
yerbal comments he made to a 
newspaper. The corporals are charging 
slander and libel in the case.

The corporals have also named
issociated Newspapers, publishers of 

he Canton Eagle, and Canton Eagle 
Reporter Rose Mary Reiz in the suit. 

Corporals suing the township, 
urack, Associated Newspapers and 

keiz include James Hanna, . Kurt 
llohnston, Roger Pearsal, Robin Cripe 
land Robert Van Lith. Corporal 
William Lenaghan said he is involved 
in the lawsuit by association only as a 
'corporal. .
1 Durack said the suit was filed over 
an article which appeared in the 
'Canton Eagle Iasi June. The article, 
written by Reiz, covered a backpay 
[overpayment by thfc township to the 
corporals.

“ When their arbitration award was 
settled there were substantial sums of 
backpay involved,’ ’ Durack said. 
“ Frankly, 1 was in a hurry to get the 
checks out and reversed the last twp 
digets of the checks and overpaid the 
corporals by about $150 to $220 
apiece.”

Durack said he discovered the 
mistake after the checks had been 
released to the officers. “ Rather than 
stop payment on the checks, I figured 
I ’d let the guys cash them and asked 
them to repay the township,”  he said.

Durack said a couple of. the cor­
porals repaid the township im­
mediately. Two others eventually 
decided to pay the township and did so 
over a period of time. One officer 
elected not to pay the township back 
and the money was finally deducted 
from his paychecks.

Durack said he is being sued by the 
corporals for statements he made 
about them * and the overpayment 
situation in the news article.

The suit also says Durack, Canton, 
Reiz and the Eagle conspired to print 
information released by Durack that 
the overpayment had occured.

The officers are seeking over $10,000 
in damages but must prove malice and. 
intent to injure by Durack, Canton, 
Reiz and the Eagle in the case in order 
to win their case.

Most train freight passing through 
Plymouth is autos and auto parts, coal, 
grain, and chemicals, Judd said. Local 
trains service Ford and General Motors 
plants and grocery warehouses, Judd 
said.

Each train carrying hazardous gas dr 
waste is controlled by federal 
guidelines, Judd said. Trains hauling 
dangerdus gases carry computer 
printouts describing the substance, its 
characteristics, and how to control it 
during spills or derails.

But Judd said railways have a good 
safety record. “ When you look at the 
volume of traffic trains cover in the 
nation, I think you’ll see our track 
record is pretty good.”

The Plymouth yard has about 100 
employes, though most of them have 
over 10 years on the job. The last big 
hiring date was 1967-68. “ We were 
going good then the hard times hit like 
everywhere else,”  said Jim Himes, C 
and O road foreman of engines. “ It 
picked up but not enough to bring back 
a lot of the guys.”

And like brakeman Mike Brown, 
who said he followed his brother to get 
a job 16 years ago, working at the 
Plymouth yard was often a family 
affair.

“ Hell, Plymouth used to be all 
brothers and uncles and cousins,”  
Himes said. “ There still are a lot of 
families working there.”

C and O crews riding the trains are 
smaller these days and the yellow 
caboose, which carries the conductor 
and brakemen, is becoming too ex­
pensive to run, Judd said.

“ It is the kind of luxury we have 
allowed to continue but as years go by, 
it is something you are going to see less 
and less of,”  Judd said.

Conductor Don Fulkerson, who has 
been riding the caboose for much of his 
train career, takes the approaching 
demise of the caboose with a touch of 
philosophy.

“ It ’s just like everything 
else...automation,”  Fulkerson said. 
“ If  you’re in business, it’s dollars that 
count.”

Engineer Podsialik agreed. “ You 
gotta change to make things go. ”  
Podsialik said. It can take a train as 
long as a mile to stop.

IJoth Podsoliak and Fulkerson have 
seen growth sprouting along the 
railroad tracks. The Plymoiith- 
Deirborn run roll:; past the backside of 
businesses, factories and homes. The 
horses at DRC, the aroma of Awrey 
Bakery and the g ay industrial stench 
of|the Rouge steel complex mark the 
east local.
