The dismissal o f  . van der Merwe and the 
hiring o f  a paid manager were not approached 
in a well-informed, professional manner.

Changes that affect the entire fiscal structure 
o f  the smyphony and the future cjf the sym­
phony as a community service organization have 
not been thoroughly considered.

In his five years in Plymouth, van der Merwe 
has proven his abilities as a conductor and has 
given the community a full-range o f musical 
experiences to appreciate.

A renewal o f  his contract, with some alter­
nations, was approved by the symphony board 
at their February meeting. |

Obligations to the Toledo Opera Theatre were 
not the direct cause o f  van der Merwe’s firing in 
May. More specifically, according to the board, 
he .associated with the “ wrong people”  and 
recently encouraged a sampling o f  opinion, 
without board approval, to help shjow the or­
chestra members’ feelings on current symphony 
affairs.

A house fire can be tragic ~ but it 

never happens to you. Right?
Every tragedy happens to 

SOMEBODY. It could be you.
Take the house fire in Plymouth at 

noon Monday.
Jim and Joan Wright have been 

good neighborhood folks on Ross 
Street. The payback came Monday 
when their house caught on fire.

The .clothes dryer in the basement 
was the apparent cause of the blaze. 
Five-year-old Beth became the hero 
when she noticed the smoke and 
alerted her mom to the fire. .

That block of Ross Street has always 
been tightknit and the neighbors* help 
provided after the fire proved it.

Joan credits City of Plymouth 
firefighters with quick response. Jim 
said that another five minutes and the 
place might have been a total loss.

“As bad as it was, it could have been 
worse,” he said poetically late Monday 
night. Actually, Jim was reasonably 
calm considering that he was having 
lunch Monday at ,a  restaurant in 
Delaware (while on a business trip) 
when Joan’s frantic phone call got 
through with the news and urgent plea : 
to hop the first plane back.

“ It was a long plane ride,”  he ad­
mitted. vs

This particular house fire hit a 
special nerve atThe Community Crier - 
- the Wrights were The Crier’s next 
door neighbors for five years at our old 
Main Street office.

There are lots of times that the 
community’s newspaper staffers find 
themselves at newsworthy scenes which 
involve friends or even relatives. The

closer a paper is to its community, the 
inore apt that is to happen.

During the crunch of the crisis (like 
at the Wrights on Monday), newspaper 
reporters and photographers try to 
observe and gather news.

If a firefighter or a policeman shows 
up at the scene where a. friend is in­
volved -  and that happens too -- he or 
she is expected to separate the 
emotions from the job. The same is 
true of newspaper folks.

Yet, like in the Wright’s case, it’s 
impossible to hide tears for ex­
neighbors, ignore a bit of pride for 
young Beth, or to withhold an ap­
preciation for the fire and police folks.

Sure, the reporters are objective; but 
they feel the tragedy too.

Joan wondered, “Will you be kind 
with the photos?” Obviously, the 
tearful homeowner collapsed on the 
neighbors’ lawn is a compelling shot. 
And whether that person is a friend, or 
someone the newsfolk are meeting for 
just the first time, the feeling is there.

Even in a case like the Wrights (you 
should have seen the melted lamp 
shades and child car seat), the com­
munity’s professionals involved must 
do their job.

But readers should know -  the paper 
folks feel too.

No one likes to see tragedy of any 
type -  especially when it happens to 
your friends. So next time you see 
some catastrophy, remember to keep 
the human element in perspective.

That could pay you back when the 
“ it never happens to me” tragedy 
occurs to you.
