The officer answering the citizen’s 
questions about the search made a 
“judgement call,” Stewart said. 
“Maybe we ĥould have told people 
that the person was still at large, and

let them make up t heir minds if it was 
safe,” Stewart said.

The police department received a 
“tremendous amount” of phone 
inquiries about the police search that 
day, Stewart said. The officers an­
swering |the phones gave out 
“restricted information,” because of 
the department’s policy regarding 
investigations, Stewart said, and were 
“very brief” with their answers.

“Once more information was 
gathered, we gave that out to the 
public,” Stewart said.

Financial disclosures on the 1983 
Mayflower Hotel Balloon Festival have 
been made by all involved parties, 
except one, the Mayflower Hotel, 
which alone stands to directly profit 
from the festival.

Scott Lorenz, co-chairman of the 
festival, who refused to disclose figures 
last year, said “nothing has changed 
that would alter my decision not to 
publish a financial statement.” He also 
described the festival as “basically to 
promote the hotel and the com­
munity. ”*

All involved called the festival a 
success, despite rain, on'the first night 
of the festival, and high winds on the 
weekend. Canton Township officials 
said they would like to host the festival 
again next year.

Canton Township reports it incurred 
a net cost of $13,198.56. Regularly 
scheduled working hours for township 
employes, including police and DPW 
workers, cost $2,010.62. Overtime 
costs were $5,4̂ 8.77. Items bought for 
specific balloon fest use cost $2,546.34. 
Advertising cost $326.

Trustee Steve Larson said the 
festival was good for the township 
“ from the public relations standpoint 
and for the spectators.” Larson did say 
the fest ended up costing the township 
more than expected.

“But it was the first year and we 
came in at the 11th hour,” he said. 
“Hopefully there are ways to reduce 
costs.” He cited the shuttle bus, used 
by only 380 people, as an area that 
might be trimmed in the future.

The schools’ Plymouth-Canton 
Music Boosters and Red Chapter of the 
Athletic Boosters reported, a net profit 
of $9,617.46 after raising $13,048 
through its car parking venture. The

o n
net darn was distributed in the 
following way: musit* boosters, two- 
thirds. $6,41 f,64; athletic boosters, 
one-third, $3,205.82. The schools paid 
$558.( 9 in custodial overtime.

Local governmental units should draw upon 
tlieir experience with such festivals as Fall 
Festival and Canton Country Festival. Both 
^ rents provide, opportunities for local, non- 
pi ofit groups to provide service and raise money 
ai id, at the same, account publicly for the monies 
rased.

The citizens and taxpayers can then evaluate 
whether public expenditures were justified.

But moreover, parents want their kids to . attend 
the closest, racially homogenous school to their 
home.

Families purposely move 
near certain schools to ensure preferred edi cation 
for their kids. Their hours of school invest igating 
(usually checking on which school has the better 
swing set) should not.be for naught.

Ideally, it’s nice to throw mixers, letting people 
from different backgrpunds get to know one 
another. But that’s not reality. When was tjhe last 
time you went to a party and fondued (my first 
reference to the 70’s) in a melting pot.

‘rWe’re not â nursing home,” 
Thomas emphasized.

Residents must be at least 62 "years 
old and meet income requirements to 
liv< at Tonquish Creek Manor, and if 
accepted, pay no more than 30 per 
cer t of their total income for rent 
an< utilities, Thomas said.

' ransportation can be arranged for 
senior citizens living in the city or 
tov nship through a program ad­
ministered by both the city and 
tov nship, Thomas said. A van will 
dri/e seniors to and from doctor’s 
appointments, beauty shop ap­
pointments, shopping centers, or any 
destination within the township 
bo: ders for 25. cents per ride.

'Tie Housing Commission also 
administers the “Section Eight” 
housing program, - which subsidizes 
ap urtment rental for seniors 
throughout The Plymouth-Canton 
Community.

Through the ' “Section Eight” 
program, 43 seniors pay no more 
than 30 per cent of their income for 
rent in community apartments. The 
Ĥousing Commission and HUD 
provide'the rest of the rent to 
apartment owners.

Again, seniors must meet income 
requirements to qualify, and the 
apartment~rent must meet “fair 
market” rates. “We’re not going to 
subsidize you if you’re staying in a 
$1,500 per month luxury apartment,” 
Thomas said.

The Housing Commission is 
presently working on two special 
programs for seniors. The first 
project is a “Survival School” for 
senior'citizen’s family members. •

In the “school,” a six-week 
seminar is planned to help families 
with seniors deal with 'problems 
associated with aging family mem­
bers. The seminar, planned for next 
spring, will be held for two hours, 
once a week on a weeknight, Thomas 
said. The “survival school” is 
sponsored by the Community 
Consortium on Aging (CCA), a 
group of area service providers who 
work with seniors in the community.

Seminar topics will range from 
financial- matters concerning the 
elderly,' tp “guilt and other reac­
tions” regarding an aging relative, 
Thomas said.

Participants will meet in small 
groups with professionals each 
session, and be able to speak in­
dividually about any special problems 
they may have with an eldery relative, 
Thomqs said.

“Every" set of parents is different, 
so they can talk about their own 
problems” Thomas said.
