The by-lmes of “Doc Mmard" and “Artee” used to
appear often ‘in the columns of Observer newspapers,
but there never was a paycheck in either name.

For -years only insiders knew these merely were
pseudonyms' adopted by Richard T. (Tommy)
Thompson, an outwardly gruff man known by friends
to have a heart of gold.

At the time of his death from a heart attack April 14,
1975 at age 65, Thompson was managing editor of the
Plymouth and Canton editions of what then was called
the Observer & Eccentric.

When Paul Chandler founded the Plymouth Ob-
servervin 1962, one of his first moves was to bring
Thompson |to town to run the editorial department.
Then he |was named managing editor over all
Observers |when Philip H: Po»\er purchased the
group in 1965.

Upon thc merger of the Observers and the Bir-

mingham-based, Eccentric group in 1974, it was
Thompson] who was named executive editor of the

chain. When failing health made him slow down early

in 1975, To]mmy returned to Plymoutll exclusively.
Power, at the time.of Thompson’s death, called him

“an outstanding newsman who, more than any one

“person, developed the editorial staff and policies of our

newspapers; he was at once ferocious and carmg, , gruff
‘and kind; most of all, he cared.”™

He was|well known here as a member of the -
otary Club and a fellow member, historian.

newsman in the state.”

“The Strofler,” as Observer newspaper rcadcrs in The Plymouth-Canton Com-

munlt‘, know Eddie, has been an editor, feature writer and columnist in the Observer

chain since 1D66, and although age has reduced his stroll to a shuffle he has [ost none
of his uncanny story sense or sense of humor.

This actually is his third career, not counting the ncophytc days asa cub reporter
back in Alleftown, (PA), when he was just a youngster.

" The first c3reer began when he arrived in Detroit on the day PrcSIdent Woodro“
Wilson died in 1924. Through a chance meeting in Pennsylvania with Free Press poet
Edgar A. Gudest, Eddie had been‘hired to join the Free Press as a sports writer and
before he lcf the paper 24 years later his sklll had carried him to the sports editor-

This was.the “golden age of sports”,
such greats 3s Joe Louis, Gar Wood, Walter Hagen, Gus Dorais, Fleldmg Yost,
Mickey Cochrane, Charlie Gehringer, Ty Cobb, Jack Dcmpsey. Gene Tunney. Babe
Ruth, Lou Gthrig and many others.

But in 1948 Eddic decided on a change of p pace and accepted an offer to become
exccutive secpetary of the Bowling Proprictors of Greater Detroit. In less than two
decades Eddig personally built Detroit into the bowling capital of the world.
