. Suri is the form er vice president o f engineering fo r Om- 

nicom ’s previous owner, Cap ital C itie s, which had to divest 
o f its cable holdings after purchasing A B C .

The new oVvijiers are called N-Com. Suri is 90 per cent 
owner o f N-Com with 13,500 shares. Other principal owners 
in the company are: C . Beth Duncombe, Loren E . M onroe, 
and Aubree M cCrutcheon J r ; each with 500 shares. A ll live in 
the m etropolitan Detroit area., Monroe is a form er Treasurer 
for the State o f M ichigan under G ov. W illiam  M illikcn . 
Duncombe and M cCrutcheon are both lawyers.

“ They are a ll W ll-know n people,”  Suri said . “ And they 
are a ll lo ca l. We want (N-Com ) to work w ith th is.area .”  He 
said he planned to continue Om nicom’s encouragement of 
com munity program ming, which currently keeps the firm ’s 
studios fu ll. ■ *.

Other monies fo r the company were put up by venture 
capital firm s from  the Boston area. Suri said these people, 
too, were experienced in the running o f cable franchises and 
were involved in  a ll sorts o f com m unication, including 
computers and cellu lar telephones.

Suri said the form al request to local governing bodies for 
ownership change would come w ithin the next week. N-Com 
w ill also take ownership o f C learV ision o f Saline. N-Com ’s 
headquarters w ill be at Om nicom’s present location in 
Canton.

Su ri, 45, is a native o f Ind ia, and married with two 
children. He moved to this country in 1966. He received a 
master’s degree from Carnegie Tech in Pittsburgh in electrical 
engineering. Then , “ not quite satisfied with my m aster’s”  
Suri returned to school fo r another master’s in computer 
sciences. He then worked fdr cable-related companies in New 
Jersey and West V irg in ia fo r the next 18 years.

Suri said “ owning my own company is something I ’ve 
dreamed o f a ll my life . ”

ogether there \vas no reason not to. I submitted my bid on 
Sept. 17.

“ Capital C itiesw ps very strict about it . Not just because o f

Suri said 10 bids were made.

Suri insists there won’t be njany changes with Omnicom

board members are asking community residents to use the 
. suggestion form at right.

What changes or additions would you like to see made to Fall 
Festival— which will celebrate its 31st event next Sept. 4, 5, 6, and
7 . ?

“It’s to the point where some feel it’s becoming stagnant,” said 
Jim Vermeulen, the newly-elected Fest board president. '“We’re 
looking for something different.”
- Both he and Sue McElroy, immediate past president of the board* 
said the board would entertain any and all suggestions to improve 
the main food events, booths and entertainment -  both in the adult 
and youth categories.

General suggestions are also sought.
“A lot of people say they would like to see Fall Festival the way it 

used to be,” McElroy said. “But you can’t go back to 200 people in 
the park.”

A number of suggestions made already include changing the dates 
of the Festival, adding a bingo night, bringing in name en­
tertainment and using the Central Parking Deck for additional 
activities.

Vermeulen said the board would like to begin discussing those 
and additional suggestions by its December meeting. “We’jre 
looking for any ideas that would enhance the Festival.” 1

The two Festival spokesfolks urged residents to use the suggestion 
form or to contact a Festival Board member or officer. The newly- 
elected .Festival officers are: Vermeulen, president; Don Skinner, 
first vice president; Carl Dumas, second vice president; Elanor 
Shevlin, secretary; Mary Brooks, treasurer.

The Canton Board o f Trustees voted 
to hold a special meeting Nov. 21 in an 
attempt to end the lawsuit that C lerk 
Linda Chuhran filed against Super- 

\  visor Jam es Poole in June .
(Both Poole and Chuhran agreed to 

meet, pending their attorneys’ advice.
“ 1 don’t see any items that can’ t be 

discussed in p u b lic ,”  Poole said. ‘ ‘ I ’ve 
done nothing wrong - why would 1 not 
want a m eeting.”

‘ ‘ I think it could be a v e ry . 
productive m eeting,”  Chuhran said . 
“ It should have happened long ago. 
Jim  and I have tried to get a better 
rapport going, but it ’s not where it 
should b e .”

Trustee Loren Bennett said the 
public meeting might resolve d if­
ferences between Poole and Chuhran, 
since there “ seems to be no progress 
out o f the public eye.”

Chuhran filed  suit in Wayne County 
C ircu it Court against Poole in June, 
charging that he was interfering with 
Chuhran ’s duties as c le rk . In  the su it,; 
Chuhran is seeking a permanent in­
junction “ enjoining Jam es Poole from 
interfering w ith (Chuhran’s) powers 
and duties as Township C le rk .”

Chuhran charged in the suit that 
Poole had arranged to move records in 
the c le rk ’s o ffice to the finance 
department and take authority over 
those records. Chuhran also charged 
that Poole refused to adhere to agenda 
policy set by her, and discharged 
employes that she deemed necessary to 
the c le rk ’s jo b .

Poole responded in’depositions, that 
the matters Chuhran brought up in the 
suit are under the ju risd iction  o f the 
Board , and not the supervisor’s o ffice . 
He also  responded, that Chuhran had ,

not exhausted adm inistrative remedies 
in resolving differences. !

Chuhran had orig inally stated that 
township'funds would not be used to 
pay her attorney’s feed. A s the suit 
continued however, her attorney, A lan 
Helm kam p, said Chuhran would seek 
reimbursement fo r legal fees i f  the 
matter was not settled out o f court. ,

The board approved $5,000 fo r legal 
costs for Poole, which it is allowed to 
do i f  a board member is involved in a 
law suit.

• The Plym outh Tow nship resident 
has been a used car salesm an, N avy 
p jlo t, Sunday school teacher, and an 
attorney fo r over 30 years.

Delaney defended Jack  K ile y  and 
M att A lfe i, two o f W ille tts’ business 
partners charged w ith the m urder. 
K iley  was acquitted and the charges 
against A lfe i dropped when the tria l 
began.

Po lice arrested K ile y  and A lfe i 
believing they arranged W illetts death 
to collect a $2.5 m illion life  insurance 
po licy taken out on W illetts by the 
com pany fo r which a ll three w orked, 
Oceanic Trade A llia n ce , Council 
(O T A C ). |

W ille tts’ was the third daylight 
m urder in  a  week in  a  c ity  that was 
under consideration by the Republican 
N ational Com m ittee as a site  fo r the . 
1980 G O P  national convention.

- D uring and s after the m urder tria l, 
Delaney successfully defended O T A C  
on separate crim in al and c iv il fraud 
charges brought by the state and a 
group o f O T A C  stockholders.

“ W e were obviously sub lim inally 
being tried fo r the m urder in  each o f 
the two (frau d ) cases because no one 
wanted us to collect the (insurance) 
money i f  we were m urderers,”  he said .

Appeals courts upheld low er court 
rulings acquitting Delaney’s clients o f 
the fraud charges.

A ll A m erican Insurance Com pany 
o f Chicago appealed a 1983 federal 
court decision which ordered the 
com pany to  pay to O T A C  the in ­
surance c la im , then totalling $3.8 
m illio n , on W ille tt’s life .

refused to hear A ll Am erican’s appeal

the ru ling , thus ordering the 
com pany to pay up. But A ll Am erican 
file t} another suit last m onth, hoping to 
block payment on the insurance money 
which now totals some $4.7 m illio n .

Delaney.plans to file  suit forcing A ll 
Am erican to pay the c la im , and forcing 
O T A C  to pay his fees w hich now total 
$1.S> m illio n .

Delaney said he hasn’t been paid fo r 
s ix  years o f O T A C  w o rk , though he 
had] to put up and borrow more than 
$200,000 to fund the defense. The 
w o rk , he sa id , was sometimes a

struggle.
“ ...th e n  in  the end, I was selling my 

stocks and whatever else I  could haw k. 
They cut o ff my books and threatened 
to shut o ff m y ligh ts. ”

How did he keep on?
“ Hope and goodw ill,”  he chuckled. 
“ I  ju st knew I  was righ t. Th a t’s a ll.”  
He says the m urder tria l, and the 

often com plicated suits and coun­
tersuits have been, at the least, 
enlightening.

Chuhran said it was easy for persons 
to sim ply fabricate stories involving 
o ffic ia l’s cars because they are parked 
in spots marked w ith their names.

Johnson denies making up the story, 
saying, “ I [can’t even tell you where 
Canton Tow nship is .”  Johnson w ill, 
file  a com plaint with the W alled Lake 
police departm ent, she said .

The Canton police department took
statements from  Johnson and her
fam ily rergarding the com plaint.

Superintendent D r. John Hoben, 
though pleased overa ll, said he was 
concerned over particular trends in the

scores since 1980, particu larly a drop 
in 10th grade math scores.1

“ W e’ll have to find put why math 
scores are low in the seventh and 10th 
grades,”  Jie  said . “ W e’ ll look at what 
type o f review is being done at the 
beginning o f those two grades.”

The . area o f greatest improvement 
came in fourth grade mathematics 
scores. .

P lym o u th -C an to n ’ s assistan t 
superintendent fo r instruction , D r. 
M ichaej Hom es, said the M EA P  is 
“ designed to measure .individual 
student perform ance and to help us 
work w ith each student.

“ But many people view the data as a 
means o f com paring d istric ts .”

The State Superintendent o f Public 
In stru ctio n , D r. P h ijlip  Runkel

cautions against such com parisons.
“ Test results should never be used to 

com pare .-..other factors such as 
curriculum , staffing , and expenditures 
should also be co nsid ered ...,”  he said .

According tc David .Rod w ell, 
P lym outh-Cantc n ’s adm inistrative 
assistant fo r research and .data 
processing, the tests help “ teachers 
and adm inistrate s in identifying what 
pupils need to learn .”

Rodwell said tnc tests showed the P- 
C  district included no “ high risk ”  
schools, where more than h a lf o f the 
students would, place in the test’s 
lowest category.

M aybe a cleft 
financial movd, but defin itely not good 
newspapering. |

Not only is Associated Newspapers 
collecting on the po liticians’ knack fpr 
running at the m outh, but it is b illing 
those opinionated readers who want to 
tell others o f their favorite po liticians. 
You think you have a point in  arguing 
against a local candidate? Better keep 
it short i f  you’re w riting to an 
Associated Newspaper, or you may 
have to wait a- year on the youngest 
one’s braces. J

But I exaggerate. The point is , a 
le tte r w ritten  to A sso cia ted  
Newspapers about a candidate w ill cost 
more than the paper, envelope, stamp 
and m iscellaneous expenses it  takes to 
even w rite the thing.

The second piece in the program w ill 
be H aydn’s Symphony no. 82 in C  
( “ The Bear” ) , Haydn composed this in 
1785 when commissioned to w rite a set 
o f six symphonies fo r a Paris 
organization known as T h e  C o n c e r t s

It  was about 12 years ago when 

H arry  M ast began stopping h is plants 
from  grow ing.

A n  unusual, and in  most c ir­
cum stances, downright absurd practice 
fo r anyone calling  themselves a gar­
dener, to do , righ t?

Not fo r M ast, who doesn’t have an 
• abnorm al hatred fo r ferns and 
philodetidrons, but is an avid hobbyist 
o f Bo nza i, the art o f m iniaturizing 
norm al-size p lants.

A ctu a lly , M ast and w ife , M arie , 
inherited their Bonzai hobby when they 
moved into  their Plym outh home. The 
previous owner had grown Bonzai 
p lants in  a sm all garden in  the 
backyard , and when the M asts moved 
to the house, they started reading 
about the hobby.

“ I thought I ’d better know how to 
grow ‘em ,”  M ast explained m atter-of- 
fa c tly .”

M ast now knows how to grow sm all, 
but th riv in g , plum  trees, elm s, m aples, 
spruces, azalea bushes and other trees 
and shrubs. Th e  M asts keep their 
Bonzai p lants in the sm all backyard 
garden.

Th e  secret to Bonzai-style p lants, 
w hich was started thousands o f years 
ago in  the O rien t, is to trim  the leaves, 
branches'and roots o f the p lant, w hile 
keeping the plant in  a sm all pot, M ast 
sa id . H e uses a com bination o f peat 
jno ss, so il conditioner and fe rtilize r to 
keep the stunted plants alive  and 
Healthy.

A  la ye r.o f green moss grown at the 
base o f the Bonzai-style plant helps 
give the plants the look o f being a fu ll- 
grown tree, reduced to a sm all size . 
M any o f the Bonzai plants in M ast’s 
garden are more than 10 years o ld , he 
sa id .

Bonzai plants need more water than 
other p lants, because the root system is 
so sho rt. M ast sa id . M ast, re-pots the 
plants every year and trim s the roots to 
keep the; p lants sm all.
, Bonzai enthusiasts grow their 
specialty p lants in d ifferent styles,

But M ast keeps his Bonzai plants 
fa irly  sim ple. “ I ju st try  to m ake ‘em 
look like  they would in  natu re ,”  he 
said .
