Anne Preston Buie, a third-
generation Plymouthite who has been
a physical education teacher “and
coach in the local school system for 25
years, not only shares universal in-
terest in this week’s sunmimit meeting at
Geneva—she actually has an edge over
most of us by having spent 21 days in
the Soviet Union just four months -
ago.

As a member of a tour group
sponsored by Dukc University, Buie
visited Moscow, Odessa, Kiev and,
many small towns along the Danube.
Her 75-page diary of that trip is
fascinating reading, and it’s even more
stimulating to hear Anne tell of _her
expericnces. ,

The following paragraphs will otter
just a few samples. If you are the
program chairperson of any
organization, Buie would make a
splendid guest speaker. Let’s listen to
jusl a few comments from a taped
interview: ’

“*They had everything set up as to
where we would go and what we
would sec, but if you’rc real ad-
venturesome you didn’t have to do
what they wanted you to do. I spent
about three hours one afternoon all by
myself in downtown Moscow .going
through the subway system.

“I'm sure | was followed and |
probably shouldn’t have done it. My |
sister-in-law, who also was on the
tour, almost had a heart attack. I told .
her 1 was going down to get something
to eat and 1 decided I might-as well see
the subway, which is gorgeous.

*“When we got to the. hotel in
Moscow they took our luggage and it
was about six hours later when jt was
brought to the rooms. We weren’t
given our passports back until the day
we left. So, unless you were really
adventuresome, you wouldn’t take a
chance on going out on your own. -

*‘1 didn’t think about not having the
passport because we’re not used to
country.- If
someone had stopped me, my best
identification was my Michigan
driver’s license—but no one did and it
was fun.

A five-year-old boy who lives in the
home is believed to have started the fire
when he was playing with matches in
an upstairs closet, said Acting Fire
Chief Al Matthews.

Jean Berry, who was downstalrs
when the fire began, saw the boy, her
grandson, lIeave the house. She-
discovered the firc’ when she went
upstairs after hearing what she
thought was an alarm clock, Matthews
said. it was actually a smoke detector.

“There’s a perfect example of what
a smoke detector can do,” Malthews
said. : :

" “It was a difficult fire because of the
amount_of heat upstairs.
