Richard Sharland, wrth his father Lloyd, will be relaxing for the

first time this week. The busiest person around the place will be. -

Alice, Lloyd’s wife, who will be making sure the Thanksgiving bird
is cooked as carefully as it/was raised by her husband and'son.
“For turkey farmers, this is the Big Week, and for the turkeys
themselves, well . . . such is life for a turkey.
The Sharlands buy therr turkeys when-they’re one day old, sent

from” Ohio through the| U.S.- Mail (yes, the U.S. Mail) in the
middle of June. The chrcks are placed in a brooder, a heated bin v

which acts, in Richard’s words, “‘like a big ‘ole mother hen.””
The brooder is set at 95 degrees, and the temperature is dropped

five degrees every week until six weeks, when the young turkeys do -
not need artificial heat.
