1, all cars and light duty 
trucks, m anufactured after 1977, will 
be required to  undergo emission 
testing.

The A uto Emission Testing (AET) 
program  is for cars licensed in Wayne, 
O akland and Macomb counties. The 
test needs to  be passed before pur­
chasing 1986 tabs or licenses.

The AET was ordered' by the En­
vironmental Protection Agency when 
tests in the 1970’s showed air quality 
levels for ozone and carbon monoxide 
in parts o f  southeast Michigan ex­
ceeded federal standards.

Donii said it looked like the first 
m onth .o r so (the law is in  effect until 
December ‘87) will be slow as drivers 
discover a  loophole. If  drivers buy next 
year's plates before Jan . 1, their car 
does not require testing until 1987.

O r, m aybe you have noticed the building going on  recently  a t the 
fo u r  p roperty  corners bordering  the in tersection o f  W arren  and  
Lilley roads in C an to n . ' ^

“ W hen you look at th a t in tersection , i t ’s no t su rprising  tha t 
th e re ’s a  lot o f  interest in i t , ’’ said D avid1 N icholson , d irec to r o f  
com m unity  an d  econom ic developm ent fo r C an to n .

So why all the construction  in th a t specific a rea?
A ccord ing  to  N icholson, the  in tersection a t W arren  a n d  Lilley 

represen ts m ore  th an  ju s t a  m eeting o f  roads. Several d ifferen t 
types o f  zoning  m eets a t the in tersection , allow ing light industria l, 
com m ercial and  residential developm ent to  tak e  place, N icholson 
said .

“ I t ’s a  n ex u s ,”  he said. ,
W ith  a variety  o f  land uses perm itted  in the W arren /L illey  a rea , 

developers d o n ’t have to  petition  fo r a change in zoning before  
build ing , which speeds up the developm ent process.

A no ther plus fo r the in tersection is th a t the utilities a re  a lready  in 
p lace, including m ost sewer w ork , and  were u pda ted  in the  m id -‘70s 
to  accom m odate  three residential subdivisions in the  a rea , 
N icholson said .

A nd  the  location  o f  the in tersection - near 1-275 and  P lym outh  - 
a lso  m akes it a ttrac tive  to  developers, N icholson said . Residents 
living in the. a rea  a lso  have easy access to  shopp ing  centers and  
grocery  stores; he said .

Som e o f  the  a ttrac tio n s  o f  the in tersection a re  not qu ite  so o b ­
vious right now , accord ing  to  N icholson. “ W ith in  five years there 
will be good  paved access to  W estland Shopping  C e n te r ,”  he said , 
referring  to  W arren  R oad.

O f  the  four corners at the W arren /L illey  in tersec tion , th ree are  
presently  being developed, while the  rem ain ing  co rner is occupied 
by a  farm . . '
< T h e  northw est corner has Pilgrim  P laza  shopping  center, which is 

su rrounded  by Pilgrim  Village apartm en t com plex. Pilgrim  Village 
now  has 32 apartm en t units, bu t will have 192 m ore w hen fully 
developed. .

T he southw est co rner is a  “ unique p ro p e rty ”  th a t was “ very well 
p lanned  in a d v a n ce ,”  N icholson said . In the  im m ediate corner sits 
tw o plots not yet developed, zoned com m ercial. T hose plots are 
su rrounded  by land on which is being built H untley  H om es, 
F ox tho rne  C ondom in ium s and  S aratoga  A partm en ts  - th ree ' 
residential p ro jects that wer? p lanned  alopg  with neighboring 
W illow  Creek subdivision.

T here  will be 32 condom in ium s in the F ox tho rne  developm ent 
an d  165 ap artm en ts  in the  S aratoga  com plex. *

C arriage  C ove A p artm en ts , a 208-unit com plex, is being built on 
the  sou theast co rner o f  W arren  and  Lilley. R ather th an  build the 
ap a rtm en ts  over a long period  o f  tim e, the developer decided to  
bu ild  the  en tire  com plex im m ediately  and  pre-lease the ap artm en ts, 
N icholson said .

T he land  on the no rtheast co rner, a lthough  being farm ed right 
now , is zoned fo r light industry  in the  fu tu re . O ne key a ttrac tio n  o f  
th a t co rner is the p roposed  K oppernick R o a d /R o n d a  Drive im ­
provem ent p ro ject w h ich  will directly affect the  p roperty , according 
to  N icholson.

T he K o p p ern ick /R o n d a  pro ject w ould extend bo th  roads to  
intersect' at a point to  the northeast o f  that corner. W ith K op­
pernick and  R onda connected , the “ backside”  o f  the northeast 
co rner w ould be opened  up  fo r developm ent tow ards 1-275, 
N icholson said .

A lthough  it is zoned  fo r light industry , N icholson said he w ould 
like to  see the  im m ediate  co rner used fo r  o ffice  build ings, w ith light 
industry developed behind the offices. The offices would buffer the 

. rcskjqptidi wt ps front the light indiistrymrowliefi^^/^;

T he abundance  o f  ap artm en t com plexes in the W arren /L illey  
a rea  helps the local econom y in several ways, N icholson said . 
C an to n  collects m ore m oney in taxes from  property  with apartm en t 
com plexes on them , because they a re  treated  m ore  like com m ercial 
businesses than  residential areas when tax tim e rolls a ro u n d .

For exam ple, the 20 acres o f  apartm en ts  on the southw est co rner 
o f  W arren  and  Lilley generates abou t a q u a rte r  o f  a m illion do llars 
in taxes each year, N icholson said . I f  single: residcnce hom es were 
built instead on th a t sam e p roperty , C an ton  w ould get abou t h a lf  o f  
th a t in tax  revenue, he said .

A partm en t developm ents a lso  require less services to  be built near 
them , w hen com pared  t6  single-residence hom es, N icholson said .

O ne o f  the m ain  concerns ab o u t the  cu rren t W arren /L illey  
developm ent is the effect it will have on  the  volum e o f  tra ffic  in the  
a rea , accord ing  to  N icholson. His office estim ates th a t tra ffic  w ill 
b£ increased abou t. 1,400 vehicle trips per day  by the  end o f  1986, 
wjheri most, o f  the  developm ent in the W arren /L illey  area  shou ld  be 
com pleted .

residen t K arl H o rn b a c k , now  in h is late  70s. “ But in the  ‘40s and  
‘50s I know  there  w ere w orse places a long  the  so u th  side o f  tow n 
n ear P a lm e r .”

W hen  M -14 w as cu t th ro u g h  the P ly m o u th /P ly m o u th  T ow nsh ip  
a rea  in 1973, m any  hom es w ere m oved an d  fam ilies d isp laced .

S ections a lo n g  O ld  S ch o o lcra ft R o ad , p laces in L ake P o in te  and  
p o r tio n s  o f  Beck an d  o th e r  ro ad s  w ere all changed .

H ow ever, o n e  s tree t ju s t  east o f  Sheldon’ R oad  -  S h eare r D rive - 
- w as en tire ly  w iped o u t.

A cco rd ing  to  H o rn b a c k , the  o ld  fa rm  p ro p erty  o f  L .D . S hearer 
w as so ld  by S h ea re r’s d au g h te r w hen the  s tree t was laid  d ow n  an d  
the  lan d  d iv ided  in to  lo ts  in  1939*

H o rn b a c k  b o u g h t a  lo t o n  S hearer D rive in 1942 w hile he was 
w ork ing  a t  B lu n k ’s F u rn itu re  s to re  in P ly m o u th .

In ‘43 , H o rn b ack  b ough t a  fo u r-ca r garage  from  Ben B lunk th a t 
s to o d  a t th e  co rn e r  o f  E vergreen  a n d  P pnn im an  a n d  m oved  it to  his 
p ro p e rty  on  S hearer. T h ro u g h  th e  years, he  an d  his w ife converted  
the  g a rag e  to  a  c o m fo rta b le  hom e. ’

F o r th e  first few years , H o rn b a c k , in  his M odel A  Ford* used to  
Raul in w a te r from  the. N orthv ille  S pring  o n  N orthv ille  R oad  w ith 
o th e r  fam ilies on  S hearer.

W hen  th a t  w ent b a d , they  s ta r te d  using  a  com m un ity  well a t the  
end  o f  the  b lock . E ven tually , m any  hom es dug  th e ir  ow n wells bu t 
th e  w a te r supp ly  w as never a b u n d a n t, acco rd ing  to  H o rn b a c k .

According to Karl, the hoboes had built a lean-to 
and would sometimes stay up to a week before 
m oving on. H is  sons would often go  and listen to the 
fantastic hobo tales.

W ayne H o rn b a c k , K arl’s son , rem em bers hau ling  w ater up  the  
street in bucke ts  w hen h e  w as only  ab o u t six. “ I w as raised in 
‘T ra m p  H o llo w ,” ’ sa id  W ayne. “ Back on  the  S hearer p ro p erty , 
th ere  w as a n ice little  sp ring . T he  hoboes th a t used  to  r id e  the  tra in s  
w ould  bu ild  fires an d  get th e ir d rink ing  w ater th e re ,”  he said .

A cco rd ing  to  K arl, th e  hoboes h ad  built a  learNfo an d  w ould 
som etim es stay  u p  to  a  w eek b e fo re  m oving  o n . H is sons w ould 
o ften  go  an d  listen to  th e  fan ta s tic  h o b o  tales.

W hen Karl H o rn b ack  m oved to  S h eare r, there  w ere six houses o n . 
the  s tree t. By the  tim e the  bu ild ing  stopped  in the  m id -‘50s, there  
were a ro u n d  25. D uring  th e  ‘50s, m any  o f  the  fam ilies on  Shearer 
raised  ch ickens an d  o th e r  farm  an im als .

W ater w as alw ays a  p rob lem  un til it w as fina lly  p iped  in a ro u n d  
1965. W hen  the  .expressway west th ro u g h  in 1973, S h eare r Drive 
was considered  the  poorest a re a  a n d  som etim es called  a  d isg race  to  
P ly m o u th . . .

In 1973, there  were still ab o u t th ree  places th a t h a d  o u th o u ses , 
no t in d o o r p lum b ing  w ith  septic  ta n k s , an d  som e w hose  w ater cam e 
from  a  p ipe  connected  to  th e  house  next d oo r.

T o  th e  residen ts o f  the  s tree t, S hearer D rive w as a  w arm , friendly  
p lace  w here everyone helped  everyone else. ,

M rs. B aslio  R ivera  lived w ith  her h u sb an d  a n d  six ch ild ren  on 
S h eare r. “ It w as a  very  nice street to  live o n ,”  she sa id . “ 1 wish I 
s'till lived th e re  - it w as.m uch  friend lier an d  very q u ie t .”

Rivera m oved  w ith  h e r fam ily  to  a house  on  C aste r in P lym outh  
an d  n o w jiv es  on  H am ilto n .

E lian F itzpa trick  grew  up  on  S hearer an d  felt th a t she an d  her 
p a ren ts , M r. an d  M rs. A m os T um m ins w ho  still reside in 
P ly m o u th , w ere in  agreem ent w ith  R ivera.

T H E  L A K E  PO IN TE W A TER  TO W ER was moved to make 
way for M-14, which was built in 1973. Along with the Lake  
Pointe area, sections of Old Schoolcraft, Beck and other roads
were affected by construction of M-14. Shearer Drive, east of

? rSheldon Road, was completely removed. (Crier photo)

W hen B tu n k ’s F u rn itu re  so ld  o u t in  1959, Karl H o rn b ack  s ta rted  
his o n  n  rubb ish  collection business. W hen it w as tim e to  m ove, five 
o f  his ch ild ren  an d  tw o  o f  his sjsters ow ned p ro p erty  on  S hearer. 
“ W e d id n ’t like it a t the  tim e  because it was ha rd  to  re locate  w hen 
m any o f  us h ad  businesses, bu t in the  long ru n , it was b en efic ia l,”  
said  W ayne, w ho  now  lives in C a n to n . ■

P lym ou th  resident M ike K iser, w ho  lived in one o f  th ree  houses 
ow ned  by his g ran d m o th e r , w as ready  to  get aw ay from  S hearer 
Drive j H e w as w ork ing  a n d  w an ted  to  re tu rn  to  schoo l an d  d id n ’t 
w ant the  upkeep  o f  p roperty .

W hen Karl H ornback  bu ilt his house  back in 1943, he  never 
in ten t ed  on  m oving . H e w as going to  re tire  th ere  an d  w ould  still be 
there  i f  no t forced to  m ove because o f  the  M -14 expressw ay.

R ivera felt th e  sam e w ay. T h e  a rea  was close to  to w n , yet aw ay 
, from  the  noise . .

W ith  large parcels o f  w ooded lan d , S hearer D rive o ffe red  
privacy  an d  still the  best ne ighbors anyone  cou ld  ever ask  fo r.

S ince F eb ru ary  14, 1972, the  s tu d en t-ru n  rad io  s ta tio n  a t the  high 
sch o o l, W S D P , has p rov ided  an  a lte rn a tiv e  to  all com m ercial 
s ta tio n s .

T h e  P ly m o u th -C a n to n  school d istric t w as g ran ted  a  license by the 
F edera l C o m m u n ica tio n s  C om m ission  to  o p e ra te  a t 89.3 
m eg ah ertz , an d  a t a pow er o f  only  10 w atts .

T h ro u g h o u t th e  years W S D P  has experienced  m any  grow ing  
p a in s . In the  fall o f  1977 it had  to  sw ap  frequencies w ith  rad io  
s ta tio n  W E M U , w hich was a t 88.1. >

W S D P  a d o p te d  88.1 , which is a t the  fa r  end  o f  th e  d ia l, a n d  the  
s logan  “ T h e  B ottom  L in e .”  In D ecem ber o f  1979 it w as ab le  to  
increase  pow er to  200 w atts , enab ling  it to  reach  m o re  peop le  in the 
co m m u n ity . Recently , in M ay , W S D P  pu rchased  new , u p d a ted  
equ ip m en t to  rep lace o ld , o u t-o f-d a te  equ ipm en t- •

N ot on ly  has W S D P  been a  service to  th e  co m m u n ity , bu t it has 
a lso  tra in ed  m any s tuden ts  in the  field o f  b ro ad cas tin g  w h o  h av e  
g o n e  o n  to  w ork in the  p ro fessiona l m ark e t.

“ I f  an y o n e  shou ld  step  o u t o f  W S D P  a n d  go  in to  a  com m ercial 
o p e ra tio n  they will be p re tty  fam iliar w ith  w hat th a t s ta tio n  is try ing 
to  d o ,”  said  s ta tion  m anager A ndy  M elin .

W S D P  stud ios a re  located  in the  Salem  bu ild ing . R ad io  classes 
a re  a lso  tau g h t a t Salem ,ijput C a n to n  s tu d en ts  a re  a s  m uch  a  p a rt o f  
th e  s ta tio n  as Salem  stu d en ts .

J h e  s ta tio n  d raw s its s ta f f  from  the  rad io  classes, as well as from  
au d itio n s  held in the  fall. B oth a re  open  to  anyone  in terested  in 
b roadcasting .

“ T he  tw o w orking  together have helped su p p o rt an d  recru it kids 
in to  the  p ro g ra m ,”  said  Jo h n  Seidelm an, w ho is s ta f f  adv iso r and  
English teacher a t Salem .

W S D P  h a sn ’t tu rn ed  o u t anyone w ho  is w orld  fam o u s , b u t qu ite  
a  few a lum ni a re  purren tly  involved in rad io  an d  television sta tions  
across the  co u n try .

Q uickly  the  p ro g ram  began to  grow  from  ju s t u n d er 10 team s 
a n d  80-90 soccer p layers, to  to d a y ’s ̂ 0  team s a n d  1,100 players.

“ 1 th ink  it grew  so  fast fo r tw o rea so n s ,”  said  P lym outh  P arks 
an d  R ecreation  d irec to r C huck Skene. “ O ne , i t’s inexpensive. It 
only  costs the  p a ren t $22-25 to  buy shoes an d  everything else is 
supp lied . Second , the  kids a re  alw ays involved an d  th ere ’s a  lot o f  
ru n n in g .”

Jo h n so n , w ho  coached  in the  ‘Y ’ league, m oved to  C an to n  in 
1978 an d  team ed  up  with M onk to  po u n d  the  posts in to  a  new 
sp o rt fo r  C a n to n . W ith  only  12 team s an d  93 kids, these tw o  m en 
fo rm ed  w hat is now  know n as the G reat Lakes Y outh  League. 
F rom  12 team s, the spo rt has b lossom ed in to  93 team s w ith 1,400- 
1,500 kids.

M eanw hile , su rrounded  by all the com ings and  goings,, is the 
D ennis M arket on  C an ton  C enter R oad , which has been there  fo r 58 
years an d  show.*; no  signs o f  going anyw here soon .

T he Dennis M arke t, on a  recent w eekday, saw a  m odera te  flow  o f  
custom ers, m ost o f  w hom  th e .o w n er,'C o b u rn  V. Dennis III, knew 
on  a first-nam e basis.

“ I know  a  lot o f  people in here by their first n am es ,”  says Dennis 
.(everyone know s him as “ B utch” ). “ I th ink  w h a t’s helped us is a 
personal to u ch . I th ink  tha t really h e lp s .”

W hat has a lso  helped is the fact that the Dennis M arket has been 
handed  dow n th rough  three generations since 1926. C o b u rn  V.

T h e  su rround ing  coifritryside was “ m ostly  fa rm la n d ,”  
an d  there  were no  subdivisions then , e ither.

The stock market not

The story is on front pages everywhere, 
only set records, but doubled in one year’s 
month at over 1,500.

The market, according to Timothy White, vice president o f  
Prescott, Ball and Turben (PBT) in Plymouth, is a good indicator 

1 o f  the nation’s economy, and thus local ecomomy also.
White said PBT’s Plymouth business (the company' is 

headquartered irt Cleveland and New York, was up 35 percent from 
last year, the best ever. He said, while only one-fourth o f  his 
customers actually live in this area, residents o f  The Plymouth- 
Canton Community reflect a nationwide confidence in the 
economy, causing investors to up their ante.

PBT does, as White says, the ,̂“ whole gamut” : investment 
brokering, financial planning, ^normal” stocks and bonds and tax 
shelters. ' ■ j . •■{; ’

White, an 11-year brokerage veteran, said the market started its 
zoom in August 1982. He describes it as sort o f  a historical event.

“ You’ve seen the best market in history in the last three years,”  
he said. “W e think the 70’s were the decade o f  real estate and the 
80’s will be the decade o f  equity.

In White’s opinion, the typical investor /rom  this area is similar 
to any investor, anywhere.

“ They just want the best return possible.
“ In Plymouth, they are usually people who have moved here, 

with a family, westward. They are usually white-collar workers.
“ But you really can’t generalize about what they invest in. 

What’s good for an investor in Livonia is good for an investor in 
Plym outh.”  '

Bill Turner, assistant vice-president o f  the borkerage firm o f E.F. 
lutton in Plymouth, said most o f  the people calling the com ­

pany’s Plymouth office don’t live in Plymouth.

But Turner said he saw a pattern among Plymouth investment 
i astes. “ People in Plymouth...they seem to be very yield conscious. 
They have a tendency to want things like tax free bonds and 
government securities.”

Hutton, like most borkerage firms, offer investment options and 
services like mutual funds, tax shelters, and tax-free bonds. He said 
Hutton’s Plymouth office, which employs 11 brokers, has seen 
services other than stock trading grow most popular. The Wall 
treet allure began dimming locally, he said, about three years ago. 

White said the only sore point in the investment game last year,^ 
as for those with short-term investments, such as six-month C D ’s 

certificates o f  deposit).

White said next year may be even better.
“ People thought 1986 looked like a year for maybe a return o f  

Recession. Or it looked like a year for high inflation. But when the 
smoke clears and they see inflation isn’t coming back, I think it will 
Ipea good year, not a great one.”  ^

1 White saicf the start o f  next year there would be a “ correction.” 
n other words, because o f high stock prices, people would start to 
ell-off for profit.

Now the M-14 expressway is refocusing attention.
And as the much-publicized D om inc’s Farms office and con­

vention center opens, the former path lhat used to wind serenely 
through some o f Michigan’s most beautiful countryside will become 
more traveled.

Construction is coming. The desirabi 
dustrial locations in the M-14 corridor Wi 
local township boards as they try to duck from under the double-
edged sword o f  growth.

Growth follows transportation routes -- historically that’s why 
Plymouth boomed in the first place bafck in 1800s. Then it was the 
railroads," and even today the rail accessibility adds to The 
Plymouth-Canton Community’s attractiveness to light industry. 
Now the intersection o f 1-275, 1-96 and M-14 here makes this but a 
half hour drive to Detroit, Southfield or Ann Arbor.

(And don’t overlook the proximity to air transportation. Mettetal 
Airport is one o f  the last regional air fields, while Detroit Metro and 
Willow Run are*also nearby.)

Even while long-standing vacant properties — at Warren and 
Lilley or Bradner and Five Mile — are noW sprouting new residential 
developments, others are being plotted in developers’ offices;

Commercial development is that, same way. The commercial 
portion o f  the proposed Moceri Projec|t -  which woke Canton to 
the development issue — is now slated for Morton Taylor, a full 15 
years from its first inception. . ,

Growth pessimists (like Plymouth-Canton School Superintendent 
John M. Hoben) believe the “boom ” is temporary and that the 
glow will wear o ff  causing only a minor population increase.

Growth optimists suggest that even if the economy Slows, this 
area is the prime growth target for southeastern Michigan and that 
construction will come here before other areas.

If the growth continues into the westward regions o f  Plymouth 
and Canton townships, supplying governmental services will keep 
the schools and townships busy. (Maybe that’s why Hoben leads the 
“ no boom will happen here”  wishful thinkers.)

PREDICTION: little fanfare will be given, but some day the 
“golden spike” will be driven as a ceremonial shovel breaks ground 
on the parcel on M-14 that will link the eastward Ann Arbor growth 
with the westward Plymouth-Canton boom.

Is our community likely to see a business development perhaps 
patterned after the highly popular Kerrytown Shops o f  Ann 
Arbor, and if  so , where?

Just in case you aren’t familiar with the name, read this excerpt 
from an article in the current issue o f  “ This Month in Ann Ar­
bor,”  o f  which Don Hunt is editor and publisher:

“ The Kerrytown Shops are Ann Arbor’s unusually human 
version o f  a downtown mall. Shop at any o f  Kerrytown’s 34 stores 
a few times, and the staff will greet you by name. Plenty o f  
salespeople are on hand to wait on you and answer your questionj.

“ Like members o f  a family, each business has its own per­
sonality, which can vary from outgoing to reserved and froip 
ingratiating to somewhat cranky. Kerrytown, a multi-ethnic 
bazaar, is never boring.”

W ell, friends, the man who is general manager and treasurer c f  
one o f  our own leading financial institutions -  George Lawton c f  
the Community Federal Credit Union -  had this to say recently as 
he speculated on the future:

“ I see as the next kind o f  a thing happening in Plymouth, ana 
maybe it will happen in. Old Village, is a Kerrytown a la Ann 
Arbor. I see it with current Old village structures surrounding it, 
not as a Westchester Mall or Trapper’s Alley, but with shops 
featuring genuine craft productions and early American traditional! 
items mixed in with ethnic food places.

“ 1 see Old Village as being very ready for that. The area carries 
with it all o f  the charm o f age and it has the little shops that could 
surround such a center.”

Lawton added that there “ absolutely is nothing a fo o t,”  as far 
as he knows, regarding actual planning o f  such a development, b it  
it does make for interesting speculation. W hat’s more, it’s safe to 
say that George has his finger on the business pulse here as well as 
anyone.

Since he came from Detroit to head the Credit Union in 1951:, 
it has grown to an organization o f  more than 21,000 members wit i 
more than $60 million in assets. Besides its offices in Plymouth, 
Canton and Northville, it has operations in four other M ichigav  
communities: Gaylord, Atlanta, Hillman and Lewiston.

Lawton stands solidly behind a statement made in a 1982 Credi t 
Union advertisement that “ in Plym outh, Canton and Northville 
w e’re told that we have invested more in community com m erce 1 
development than all the banks and S&L’s combined during the

As we sat in his office a few days ago, he offered this 
background:

“ When we went into what I call the Carter-Reagan Depression, 
banks stopped lending for commercial purposes because they felt 
we were moving into absolutly impossible economic times, this was 
1980-81-82. /

“ Ford, Chrysler, General Motors and others were struggling 
and things were really bleak in the state o f  Michigan. We took the 
position that there was absolutely no point in shutting down, that 
if  we were going to go down, we might as well go down helping 
people.”

What followed was the support o f  business ventures in 
downtown Plymouth and Northville, Old Village, and along the 
Joy Road and Ford Road corridors in Canton, just to list a few o f  
the areas, and it was based on this premise:

“ We tend to deal with local people rather than franchise people 
that are coming in from the outside. For ekample, very seldom do 
we become involved with an outsider, that’s coming out here with 
investment money to  install a franchise.

“ We would rather deal with people from the community. We 
find that if they’re from the community, then they take local pride 
in what they’re doing and there is far less tendency for them to 
come in and try to leverage themselves up with none o f  thejr own 
funding involved.”

Will there be any interruption in the general business growth 
we’re now enjoying? When that question was put to Lawton, he 
pointed toward Washington.

“ I think probably the greatest impact w e’re going to  see in the 
next five years is going to be the result o f  how the boys in 
Washington handle the national debt.

“ If they get control o f  it, then I think we’ll see a lot o f  con­
tinued growth. If they don’t, at some point they’re going to have 
to move back into an inflationary cycle just to  keep up with the 
national debt. That would take us right back to  where we were.”

Let’s  hope we all stay around a while to  see how  it goes. Happy
