Rather than buying a new set of furniture, homeowners are
getting -their furniture and antiques refinished. Old family
herrlooms and hand-me-downs are being converted into valuable-

ieces of furniture by bringing them to refinisHing services. .

The trend in Tefinishing seems to be toward a lighter finish and a
.natural rather than stained look, according to Ted Jayson .
manager of the Village Stripper and Furniture Refinishing in
Plymouth.. And, even the do-rt-yourselfers ask for help when it
comes to furniture stnppmg

“‘A lot of people want to do}lt themselve , but stripping is 90 per
cent of the work, so Pll do it and they’ll finish it themselves ”

“It’s' not unusual to spend ; 20 30 hours on a piece of furmture
Jayson said.
