Housing Committee and the Citizens 
Bond Review Committee.

Hoben said these changes were' 
chosen from several possibilities.

‘’This plan has a lot of pluses. It 
gives us a minimum disruption of 
boundaries,” Hoben said. ‘‘The only 
space we have in the district is at
C.E.P. We have to fill there.”

Hoben said this district was one of 
the few in the state “full to the gun­
nels.”

The only major boundary change 
affects students living in the Fellows 
Creek area (south of Ford Rd and east 
of Sheldon) who will be bused to West. 
They are currently bused to Pioneer.

Hoben also said the plan allowed for 
better scheduling. Also, the order for 
moving middle school students to
C.E.P. was chosen because a smaller 
school like East, when losing its ninth 
grade, will be hard-pressed to fill less 
popular classes.

Omnicom cable television will in­

crease its basic rate March 1, from 
$8.35 to $10.45 per month, after the 
Canton Board of Trustees gave its 
approval at the Jan. 14 meeting.

Omnicom General Manager 
Frederick Collman argued for the rate 
increase at the meeting, citing cost 
increases and a need for more cash 
flow as reasons for the rate hike.

“We really need this increase,” 
Collman said. “I really think we're 
deserving of a basic increase.”

The rate increase includes a five per 
cent hike the company is allowed to 
charge each year by federal law.

The board voted to approve the rate 
increase 5 to 1, with Supervisor James 
Poole dissenting, and Treasurer Gerald 
Brown absent.

Poole argued-, against the rate in­
crease, claiming that Omnicom had not 
kept promises made in theif contract 
with the township.

“We still don’t have some of the 
things we were promised;” Poole said. 
“Why didn’t you give us the security 
system that was in place?”

Trustee Stephen Larson, a member 
of the Canton Cable' Commission, 
defended Omnicom, saying that the 
security system represented too large a 
liability for the able company Jo deal 
with. Larson said that no other cable 
companies in the nation had a working 
security system with their service.

VJ don’t .hold much hope for the 
security system,” Larson said.

Poole asked the rest of the bbard at

one point, “Are you going to approve 
a rate increase for someone who hasn’t 
fulfilled their contract?”

Trustee Robert Padget said, that 
subscribers cpulddecide for themselves 
whether they thought the rate increase 
was worth Omnicom’s service. “If this 

.company doesn’t perform, you can 
dump them.” Padget said.

Inmate piou s out of WWCF

A prisoner on cleaning detail 
escaped from Western Wayne 
Correctional Facility last ‘.week by 
driving off in a state-owned dump 
truck.

Elmer Lloyd Tankersley, 24,: a 
parole violator and one of about 10 
minimum security inmates in charge 
of prison upkeep, drove off in a dump 
truck Thursday after, clearing snow 
from the WWCF administration 
building’s driveway, said prison 
warden Emmett R. Baylor, Jr.

“He did his job. After he cleared the 
snow, he cleared out,” Baylor said.

He was the only inmate of 452 issued 
a license to drive prisoner vehicles, he 
said.

Tankersley was serving time for a 
parole violation. He was convicted of 
armed robbery in 1977 and was 
paroled in 1982. Baylor said 
Tankersley could have been released 
from prison next year.

Prisoners in the cleaning detail are

kept at the prison rather than tran­
sferred jto lower security work camps, 
Baylor said. They are serving sentences 
for less serious offenses and are 
allowed to move more freely, he said.

The township agreed to. dismiss the 

federal court suit ~  which claimjs the 
Western Wayne Correctional Facility 
(W W C F) is improperly run -  without 
prejudice and proceed with a motion o f  
discovery, meaning the state will 
supply the township with data to prove 
W W C F  fo llo w s state prison  
regulations.

“ W e’re giving them an opporl unity 
to prove they’re in compliance wi ;h the 
rules,”  said attorney C .  Brian James, 
who represents the township. He said 
the suit could be reinstituted if  the state 
fails to provide enough data or cannot 
prove the prison follows j state

The township filed suit last October, 
after eight prisoners. escaped from 
W W C F, charging the medium security 
prison on Five Mile Road is unsafe and 
poses a threat to nearby residents.

Inmates | o f the medium security 
prison on Five M ile jtoad were ordered 
to their cells for a “ lockdown”  and 

• emergency count when the fire was 
discovered about .4:30 p .m ., Baylor 
said. There were no escapes.

Sm oke was visible for miles until 
about 5:30 p .n i.'

Investigators with the State Police 
Fire M arshall division were looking for 
clues in the rubble yesterday. They  
would determine if  the fire was arson 
today, a spokesman said.

Police and fire officials on the scene 
Monday said the fire was probably set 
deliberately. Baylor said arson was “ a 
possibility.”

“ My feeling is that lightning doesn’t 
strike in the same spot twice,’ ’ Baylor 
said, referring to the earlier, fire.

The township fire department, 
which sent 40 men and its entire fleet o f

seven rigs' to the scene, called in extra 
fire hoses from the city. They stretched 
hoses 2,400 feet down Five M ile  
b ecause W W C F  hyd ran ts had  
inadequate water pressure, said  
township F ire  C h ie f Larry  Groth.

The building was used as a Detroit 
H o u se 'o f Correction Library before 
the. state o f  M ichigan bought the 
prison and transformed it into a state 
institution this summer. Baylor said 
there were no books in the building.

Denise Williams says she doesn’t 

know what happened to 68,000 gallons 
of extra water she supposedly ttsed in 
two months.

She suspects a faulty Water meter. 
Most township officials disagree. 
Williams appeal brought up the issues 
of water meter accuracy and how 
Plymouth Township should respond to 
billing complaints. '

Williams petitioned the Board of 
Trustees last week after h e r September- 
November water bill more than tripled. 
She paid for her home’s normal water 
use of 25,000 gallons not the 93,000 the:

. bill said the home used, a difference of 
S60. .

“We feel there was something wrong 
with the meter. It is impossible for us" 
to have used an extra 68,000 gallons of 
water,’’ she wrote in a letter to the 
water and sewpr department.

A department employe found the 
home’s water meter working fine and 
couldn’t find a leak to account for the 
extra use.

The next water bill showed usage of
20,000 gallons--back to normal.

After Supervisor ' Maurice Breen 
rejected her appeal, she brought it to 
the board.

“ We’ve seen customers use 
thousands and thousands and 
thousands of galljinv'bf water in three 
months .withoutjwen knowing it’s 
going down t her drain,” said DPW 
Superintend̂ nt’-'Thomas Hollis, who 
said Williams’ water meter is indeed

accurate.
After listening ioj Williams’ appeal. 

Trustee Jim lrjvine offered a motion to 
reduce her bill, “ ...somehow or other 
down deep ip my heart, I feel that 
water didn’t go through the meter so I 
say we should do something about it,” 
Irvpnesaid. j - !

Trustees Smith Horton and Abe 
Munfakh said such a move makes bad 
precedent. The'township gets 5 to 10 
water bill , complaints per month, 
Hollis said.

Breen asked Irvine if he wanted all 
such complaints to come before the 
board! “If it’s our job,” Irvine said.

Breen said if the township liberalizes 
its complaint policy, “the township 
board would spend all its time: settling 
these matters.” • j

He said past practice has been to 
check the accuracy of the water meter 
when homeowners complain about 
excessive bills. If the meter| proves 
accurate, the responsibility for water 
use is the homeowner’s, he said

Neighbors' could have used 
Williams’ water without her 
knowledge, Breen said.
. “I know it wasn’t” neighbors, 
Williams said.

In the end, Irvine’s motion to settle 
Williams’ complaint failed 4-3. Breen, 
Trustees Horton, Munfakh and Andy 
Pruner voted against the proposal; 
Irvine, Treasurer Maty Brooks and 
Clerk Esther Hulsing supported it.

o f Cherry H ill Rdhd are faced with a 
most peculiar problem these days.

The Wayne County Department o f 
Public Services recently announced the 
road projects it would help fund for 
fiscal year 1986, and Canton Township 
received more than ha lf o f the monies.

With the announcement that Canton 
had become the county’s newest 
favorite son came the expected an­
nouncement that the reclassification o f 
Haggerty Road had also been ap­
proved.

Haggerty Road used to be a Class A  
road. Now it is a Class B road.

Basically, Class A  roads cost more to 
pave than Class B roads, because Class 
A  roads must be capable o f enduring 
heavier trucks and tra ffic . Class A  
roads also require the more expensive 
drain and sewer work to accompany 
the new paving.

The problem for residents along 
Haggerty Road south o f Cherry H ill 
begins now, even as the county 
seemingly approves the paving o f the 
road.

By lowering the classification o f 
Haggerty Road from A  to B  means the 
township can fork over the $400,000 it 
would take to pave a Class B  Haggerty 
Road. But, the township B o ard .o f 
Trustees may not want to put money 
up for a Class B road. ^

And, Haggerty Road residents, who 
by now may be leading candidates for 
ih c  “ To ssed  Betw een Tw o  
Bureaucracies”  poster children o f 
1986, w ill find that their road w ill not 
be paved this year:

Supervisor James Poolb-thinks the 
township should take the opportunity 
to pave Haggerty Road as a Class B 
road, but doubts the board w ill agree.

Superintendent D r. John Hoben says 
that’s a ll to easy to obtain.

"W e got blown out o f the water on 
that one,”  Hoben said o f a court 
ruling.

because he couldn’t find a better one?
No. There’s simply no room at the 

inn . Hoben points out that the district 
is rare in that it accepts no tuition 
students. There’s barely enough room 
fo r the free students. People with a lot 
o f property like that one.

Th is past summer M ary Pelonis, a 
17-year old girl from Greece, came 
before the board to seek admittance. 
She appeared a couple o f times, ac­
companied^ by her aunt. They , were 
turned away and they cried. Em ­
barrassing. 1 tried to look busy and 
write a grocery list in my notepad.

There: was a definite lack o f com­
munication. F ina lly M ary realized she 
could enroll in night school and when 
she turned 18, her own woman then, 
she could jo in  the school. She’s there 
now.

Last week the board turned thumbs 
down to a Sheila Azim i o f Plymouth 
Township, trying to enter her brother,.

who was from Iran via Califo rn ia.

Bui then it got down to a “ tear- 
jerke ”  in the words o f Hoben. You 
could almost hear Patrick ften ry . And 
see tl e rockets’ red glare.

M rs. Azim i asked the board if  they 
knew what it was like to live in Iran - 
somej homelife, she scoffed. ■

J'D o n ’t ask me to send him back to 
Ira n ,”  she pleaded. “ You Americans 
give money to A fricans. Where do you 
stop’’ ”  j

Trustee  Dean Sw artzw eltcr 
suggested she stop at a private school. 
She said she couldn’t afford it . She 
told me later that Americans think all 
foreigners that come here are rich . An 
odd jtwist since the huddled days on 
E llis  Island, but kind o f true.

M rs. Azim i then said she was being 
punished for her honesty. Hoben 
concurred, saying that many illegal 
students were “ sneaking in .”  Fo r the 
record, the board vote 6-1 against the 
boy, with Les W alker voting alone. 
M rs. Azim i says she is considering 
court action.

The problems aren’t only in­
ternational. Coming soon, Hoben 
says, is a woman who w ilt challenge his 
denial o f her daughter’s entrance. She 
claim s the girl can no longer live with 
her estranged husband.

The decisions are very d ifficu lt. And 
it has ordinary citizens, which the 
school' o fficials arc, making ex­
traordinary. judgments on what’s 
good and bad for others.

It ’s flattering that a ll these students 
want to study here. Assuredly there are 
many students here who would step 
aside for the applicants. A ll too ' 
eagerly.

Hoben says the policy is needed 
because “ otherwise a lot o f people 
would move in to take advantage o f 
our facilities.”  ,
, Sometimes sentiment cannot enter. 
Even if  someone is crying alligator 
tears.

Here’s 3 reasons for high schools’ excellence
I  In alphabetical order, Cynthia 

Bfumstcin.-Maribcth Carro ll and Ruth 
Tonner have received too little praise 
from the media and the grejjk un­
washed p u b lic/o r acclaim  they have 
brought to the Plymouth-Canton 
school system in general • and "Salem 
H igh School and C entennial 
Educational Park in particular.

These three teachers are members o f 
the English Department at Salem and 
as . a team share ' instructional 
responsibilities in  courses known as 
Humanities I and I I .  It is a program 
that is open only to seniors and the 
more than 150 students who are 
enrolled are drawn about equally from 

. Salem and its next door neighbor. 
Canton High School.

It is identified as a Salem program 
because this trio  is assigned to the 
Saiem faculty and the six Humanities 
sections (two per. teacher) meet daily 
in the Salem building. Thus it was that 
Salem got the designation when the 
program was selected as One o f the 
nation’s best recently by the National 
Council o f Teachers o f English.

No other Michigan high - school 
received that N C TE “ Center o f 
Excellence”  award.

To  find out what a ll that means, I 
spent an hour interviewing Burnstein, 
C arro ll and Tonner, plus Salem 
Principal B ill Brown, and then joined 
the students from a ll six sections for 
an illustrated lecture by C arro ll on the 
Transition in Painting Between the 
fid d le  Ages and the Renaissance.”
- O f course, I have not revealed this 
cultural experience to friends, most o f

The C E P  catalog advises students,. 
" I n .  Humanities you w ill study 
masterpieces in cu ltural, artistic , and 
intellectual history.

“ I f  you have an able mind and 
welcome intellectual challenge, you 
are encouraged to take this demanding 
course.

New Jerseyite Tonner migrated our 
way after Oberlin College and joined 
our teaching sta ff in ‘68. C a rro ll, who 
hails from W ilm ette, I L . ,  studied at 
the University o f Dayton and 
Michigan State, arriving on the local 
scene in 1972. Burnstein, a native o f 
the Detroit area, went to Kalamazoo 
College and the University o f 
Michigan and started teaching here in 

.1973. They have been “ team 
teaching”  Hum anities^nce *75.

“ For a class like th is, with a scope 
. so broad that we talk about a ft, 
m usic, literature, religion, dance, 
philosophy and everything in 
civilization , none o f us can know all

that there is to know]”  said Bumsteih.
“ ^o to have several o f us working 

together, sharing in fo rm atio n , 
rotating lectures is ideal. Three sec­
tions meet at a given hour, and the 
othef three during the next hour, back 
to back. This helps tin arranging for 
outside lecturers, to o .”

Such guests are booked frequently

•  the reconstruction o f a .short 
section . o f Haggerty Road near

• the widening of Lilley Road near 
Saratoga - the $30,000 construction

'  costs w ilfbe paid by the county,
•  the paving o f M orlon-Taylor Road 

from Warren to Jo y , which w ill be 
funded through the builders of a 
shopping center on Joy and Morton- 
Taylor roads, and,

•  the paving o f Haggerty Road from 
Cherry H ill to Palmer roads. However, 
instead of setting aside money for this 
Haggerty Road section, the Depart­
ment o f Public Services downgraded 
the road from Class A  to Class B 
designation. This downgrading allows 
the township to pave the road at a 
lower cost.

Although Haggerty could now be 
paved from Cherry H ill to Palmer 
roads as a Class B road, the Canton 
Board of Trustees probably w ill not 
consider doing so until they hear back 
from Mack on other funding 
possibilities.

“ It ’s time to move on,”  Hoben said. 
“ It ’s a question o f where you want 
your overloads.”  He said the main 
disadvantage o f the plan was a higher 
cost for increased busing,- but- added 
that busing costs might be covered in 
the bond issue.

Hoben said he hoped, if  the bond 
election passes this June, renovations 
would occur at Central, and having its 
ninth-graders at C .E .P . wopld ease 
problems o f construction during, 
school hours.

Trustee David Artley said he favored

One funding alternative Mack w ill 
be looking in lo  is Federal A id to Urban 

, Systems (FA U S ), which .provided 
money for other Wayne county roads 
projects. Mack said he would be 
contacting ̂ Public Services officials to 
see if  there were “ any reason to hope 
fo r”  FA U S funding for Haggerty 

,Road.
Residents along Haggerty Road 

south  o f  Cherry H ill Road had 
organized a campaign to get Haggerty 
paved, but the board did not set aside 
m oney  fo r  the paving because 
Haggerty had been designated a Class 
A  road, which requires more expensive 
work.

Because o f its proxim ity to 1-275,

board members have wanted Haggerty 
designated a Class A  road and wanted 
the county to help pay for the paving 
ofthe road.

Trustee Robert Padget asked Mack 
at the Jan . 14 board meeting why the 
board hadn’t been asked for its input 
when the county Department o f Public 
Services decided to reclassify Haggerty 
to Class B . /

“ Public Services fell it would be 
appropriate to reclassify (Haggerty) to 
Class B ,”  Mack responded.

“ I ’m not sure that we haven’t done a 
disservice by this action,”  Padget said.

The county w ill pay for a ll ad­
ministrative and engineering costs 
involved in the Canton roads projects,

even  if  it docs not pay for construction 
costs on some projects. Those costs 
typically run about 10 per cent o f the 
total project cost, Mack said.

The county recievcs money for road 
improvements from the state gasoline 
tax. The state legislature decides hctw 
much gas tax money to go to each 
county in the staw^and the counties 
decide how m u ch o f that w ill go to 
each city and township.

Canton Supervisor James Poole was 
pleased with the funding 'for Canton’s 
roads, in the face o f competing with 30 
other cities and townships in the 
county. “ I think we’re pretty fortunate 
to get some o f these projects out here.”  
he said.

That changed when Young, with 

only a sixth-grade education, saw a 
flyer up around town touting a free 
literacy program.

“ I had been feeling kind o f 
depressed,”  jYoung says. “ My w ife 
died two years ago and 1 didn’t really 
have any hobbies. 1 went to the doctor 
fo r a check-up and asked him if  he 
thought it would help if  1 learned how 
to read. He said it was a great idea.”

So Young got hold o f the folks in 
the Literary Council down at the 
Starkweather Center. Last summer he 
joined a das;, o f other non-readers, o f 
a ll ages. The irony does not escape 
Young. AH o f his six children attended 
the old Starkweather School.
I Young was forced to.quit school fo r 

reason not unfam iliar to those who 
grew up in  the 30’s . He had to work on 
nis fam ily farm  in A lm a. From  then 
on. Young found him self employed 
where a ll the job  description called fo r 
was “ a strong back and weak m ind.”  _ 

He got a job on the railroad , 
working fo r the Pere Marquette (later 
became Chesapeake and O hio) line.

“ I called if  ‘ bull’ w brk. I  did extra 
gang w ork,”  Young says, sitting

carefully in his Canton apartment 
laid ra il steel and tamped in &t 

around the ra ils . I. was a  gandy dam 
That’s where you jum p up and dc) 
w ith one foot on a short shovel.

Young then went to work a  
painter fo r Piymouth-Canton Scho >!

Young says he’s found the world to 
be much “ brighter.”  ;

“ It ’s a whole new w orld ,”  he says. 
“ I f  anyone who can’ t read does it , 
they’ll say to themselves, ‘W hy didn’t I 
do this sooner.’ ”  , • . >

Young says he definitely plans to 
keep going to classes.

“ I just hope and pray when it ’s over 
I can be a tu to r.”

Hoben said t ie  schools may survey 
he district for their opinion on the 
rhanges. School board president 
Roland Thomas added, “ It ’s obvious 

to keep our optionshavehat we 
open.”
I A  number o f C .E .P . teachers at­
tended Monday night’s special board 
peeling . Jim  M artin , a social studies 
teacher at Canton, said a ll o f the space 
at C .E :P . was already being used, 
j “ Teachers are wheeling around their 
classrooms onajeart,”  M artin said.
| Pat Berry , a teacher at Salem , said if  
any more roomUvas taken away, such, 
as a teacher’s lunchroom, morale 
would drop dangerously low .

“ Education i t  the teachers,”  Berry 
said. “ W ith low morale you have no 
education.’

Thomas outlined a few stipulations 
for his ‘yes’ vote. He asked Hoben to 
figure curriculum  offered compared to 
curriculum  chosen after next year, and 
to decide how ninth-graders would, 
participate in extra-curricular ac­
tivities.

Hoben, who technically could have 
enacted the changes without board 
consent, convinced the trustees that' 
increased population projections-- 
some done by in-house committees- 
failed to take into account “ transient 
students.”

Hoben said , except for last year, the 
previous three years showed 400 
students arriving , but 800 leaving each 
year. He i said he ' also based his 
recom m endations on decreasing 
number o f births in  the state.
