I The com m ittee, after alm ost two 
years o f study, decided it was best to 
encourage the children fo r attempted 
spelling , even i f  incorrect. The com­
m ittee’s report said children make 
attempts “ before they know the rules 
adults use to spell. T h is method does 
not interfere w ith the students’ lear­
ning to spell correctly, once form alized 
spelling begins.”
I “ W e thought this frees the child  up 
(o  be more creative ,”  U hl said . “ It ’s 
ju st like  children who coo when the 
parents th ink they should be talking . 
They pan ic. W e think it ’s healthy.

, “ The ch ild  m ay be trying to w rite 
about a w indy day. They know what 
w indy m eans, but might not know the 
right w ord , and get frustrated . ”

• U h l said the committee checked 
other d istricts where inventive spelling 
has been used over the past eight years.

and saw nothing b lit positive results.
The invented spelling is only part o f 

the d istrict’s spelling p ro g ram .The rest 
affects grades 3-6.

A d istra Corp . had hired Rose to 
poison pigeons that had beer "esting 
en masse on the ro o f o f the cor. pany’s 
Union Street headquarters. A  few 
poisoned pigeons dropped from  the 
skies into backyards and streets up­
setting a few residents. One man 

-brought a dead pigeon into C ity  H a ll.
“ (Rose was) supposed' to have 

someone there to pick up the dead 
. b ird s,”  G raper complained at the tim e. 

“ W e had to send our own men out to 
d o it .”  j

G raper is an adm inistrator who 
believes if  it isn ’t done right -  and right 
now -- it isn ’t worth doing. But Rose 
apparently assured G raper th is month 
they’d do it right. The C ity  Com ­
m ission . hired the Dearborn-based 
company fo r $2,195 to poison pigeons 
that had taken A d istra ’s hint and set 
up shop in the city-owned Central Lo t 
parking deck.

C ity  o ffic ia ls  say the birds are a 
nuisance: (pigeon) i droppings have 
damaged the deck and been the subject 
o f com plain ts from  downtown 
property owners.

C ity  o ffic ia ls  hoped to keep* the 
issue quiet. They are mum on exactly 
when strychnine-treated pigeon chow 
w ill be planted. They say the poison 
w ill be dropped on a Sunday so few 
people are around to witness the k ill, i

Th e  spo rad ic p ro test h asn ’ t 
gathered steam . M ark Syper, a local 
resident, led a group that passed out 
leaflets criticizing  the program two 
weeks ago. The C ity  Com m ission 
listened politely last week when a 
concerned elderly woman suggested 
alternatives. ,  - j

“ The use o f strychnine is a terrible 
death and 1 don’t think these pigeons 
deserve such su ffering ,”  she said . The 

- com m ission then learned she lives j— 
and pays taxes -- in  the township nbt 
the c ity . H er suggestions have been 
received and filed .

The media picked up the story. We 
locals wrote about it . Tw o separate 
Plym outh pigeon stories ran in a 
Detroit daily the same day. It  has been 
on the radio and the television. A  T V  
news crew was film ing pigeons F rid a y . 
A  national cable-TV news station 
aired a story last week.

Pau l Sincock, G raper’s assistant in 
C ity  H a ll, said last week that, ex­
cepting many media queries, he’d 
gotten 18-20 ca lls from  places as fa r 
away as N orth Dakota and M aine. The 
calls included inventors hawking their 
pigeon cures,, and an opportunist 
offering to  trap the birds i f  the city 
would send them to Iow a.

A  m ayor in Texas suggested

Plym outh’s police ch ief round up a 
posse that could fire  its guns in 
unison thus encouraging the pigeons to 
be out o f town by sundown.

It a ll seems much ado about nothing 
much.

I park my truck beneath the deck 
and the pigeons whenever I have a 
spare quarter. I t ’s been splattered on a 
few tim es. Both o f us survived. 1 don’t 
walk beneath rafters from  which I 
hear pigeon m urm urs.

Using poison to alleviate a perceived 
pigeon problem is o verkill (pun in ­
tended). There are alternatives, though 
none work as easily as strychnine.^

You can bet that as sure a^poison 
k ills  pigeons, those “ flying  rats” -w ill 
be back, i f  not at the parking deck, at 
A d istra Corp . 1 

It ’s a fact that only an exterm inating 
company can appreciate.

Linda Chuhran is under attack once
again'.

This tim e, how ever, she is not being 
berated from  w jth in  the confines o f the 
t ant'on M unicipal Bu ild ing . Nor is she 
being challenged by a newcom er to 
Canton p o litics.

The controversial Canton clerk is the 
target o f a recall cam paign’  being 
coordinated by form er treasurer Jim  
Donahue.

Donahue subm itted h is reca ll 
petition language fo r review  to the 
W ayne County E lectio n  Com m ission 
Iasi W ednesday, and could begin 
circu lating  the petition next W ed­
nesday i f  the com m ission approves the 
petition language.

Iro n ica lly , the recall petition comes 
at a time when Chuhran and her 
jousting partner - Supervisor Jam es 
Poole - have been w orking together 
better than they have since sum m er.

“ W e’ve been w orking behind the 
scen e ;.”  Chuhran explained. “ H e’s 
try ir g very h a rd .”

Accord ing to-Chuhran , she and the 
supervisor have been com m unicating 
like  two township o ffic ia ls  should .
